Agide from the, fact that such activity on the part of government
would add another horde to the already too greatly enlarged list of
burean employes and executives—a matter of considerable moment in
{tself—such action would have a serious tendency toward mulcting the
press of its heritage, that freedom from subserviency, which it new emn-
joys in woportlon to its ability to sell advertising in a free fleld and
to exercise its own censorship. Under a restricted regime, the Income
newspapers have been able to obtain from advertising and thus enjoy
economic independence, would tend to be destroyed. Albert D, Laaker,
one of the country's most astute advertising men, pointed out this fact
in a recent address In Boston. Says Mr: Lasker: “This independence
would die in proportion as advertising would die, and the first to go
would be the tountry newspaper. If these newspapers should not liter-
ally die the paucity of their advertising patronage would make them
editorially subservient to the occasional patron.”

The problem is primarily one for the newspapers. However, the
public has an interest also. In many foreign countries independent
expression on the part of newspapers is unknown. In those countries
advertising In its modern sense is unknown,

Free advertising and a free press are synonomous in actual prac-
tice. If people would have a press not subservient to special interests
they would do well to support the newspapers in their fight against
placing the dead hand of government, however well-intentioned, on the
advertising business.—Floyd County Hesperian.
