Atom Split And
Light Made Solid
By Researchers

By HOWARD w. nuumsm

NEW YORK, (3 —The year 1938
brought sclence a step closer 1o
its great riddle, the origin of life,
the hidden process In which matter
changes from inanimate Into, liv-
ing substance.

The main step was photography
showing radium rays, a form of
light, changing into solid matter,
Some foremost sclentists said
these plctures disclosed for the first
time the miracle of the creation
of matter, showing how the radia-
tion of sun and stars may change
back Into concrete substance.

Lord Rutherford, in which Cam-
bridge laboratory some of the
photos were taken, called them
“erention”. Dr. Robert A. Millikan,
the California physicist, in Whose
Pasadena laboratory similar ple-
tures were snapped, sald they were
too few to be conclusive.

But there was no disagreement
that the pholos opened a new In-
sight Into the nature of the minute
particles which compose both (n-
animate and living things, The
“creation” pictures were only part
of aimilar significant discoveries.

Atom ‘“Taken Apart

Others established that the atom,
only a few years ago considered the
ultimate particle of matter, eoni-
prises at least six smaller units.
These little particles have been
welzhed.
