Patient Days Down

Hospital Has
April Deficit

Deaf Smith General Hospital is
spending more money than it is
receiving, administrator Ron Welty told
the county hospital district board this
morning during its regular monthly
meeting.

Welty said current liabilities, money
owned by the hospital, total $70,863 and
recommended to the board that it
authorize him to transfer money from the
depreciation fund to the operating fund in
order to pay the bills. The board
approved a motion to do so.

The hospital experienced a $4,413 net
loss from operations in April and an
overall loss of $8,725. That figure
included non-operating expenses and
non-operating income along with the net
loss from operations.

Welty atiributed the hospitals's
problems to the low number of patient
days -- 718 -- in April. There were 930
patient days in April a year ago.

"l expect we will probably see the
same type of census for the rest of*the
summer,'Welty said. "'I'm basing that
upon what has happened the last three
months. "’

The board discussed--in length--rea-
sons for the low number of patients and
ways to improwe the situation. Welty
suggested, and the board agreed, that it
would become necessary to colitract with
a consulting fifm’ to research various
types of medical care the hospital does
not, but could, provide,,

""The problem is a demand thing--we
just didn't- have that many to be
hospitalized during the month,”" Welty
said.

He added that the hospital might have
tn borrow money from a bank to make up
its deficit. That possibility wili be
discussed in the next meeting of the
hospital finance committee.

The Hereford City Commission decided
Monday night it will determine whether a
rate increase proposed by Southwestern
Public Service should be allowed.

Municipalities have the right,
according to the 1975 act which created
the Public Utility Commission, to set their
electrical rates, and Hereford commis-
sioners said Monday night during a
special meeting which followed their
regular semi-monthly session that they
may do just that.

Another special meeting was schedul-
ed for 8 a.m. Monday, May 22, to plan
the commission’s strategy, which may
include vetoing an approximately 10
percent increase for residential,
commercial, industrial and school
customers.

The new rate would mean an increase
of about 8.8 percent in the company's
total revenues in Texas -- nearly $22
million annually.

City Manager Dudley Bayne told the
commission to ‘‘fight it--either with the
league of cities to fight it or with a group
of cities to fight it,'" but said later in the
meeting that it would be best to
determine the fairness of the SPS request
before agreeing to any such action.

City Attorney Earnest Langley agreed,
saying “‘to prejudge the thing would, in
my opinion, be unconstitutional.’’

Langley said the commission must
"“wear two hats'' in dealing with the rate
request. "‘You are the regulatory
authority. You are the governing body
and you determine whether to contest the
thing. Then you must take off your
contesting hat and put on the judge's hat.
Then you determine what is a fair rate of
return.”’

SPS can effect the new rate 35 days
from the date of its application--Friday--if
the commission decides not to contest the
proposal. If the commission does not
accept the rate, it has 150 days from the
date of the SPS application to schedule
hearings over the fairness question.

Should the commission nix the request
for a higher rate, SPS could appeal to the
Public Utility Commission. Further
appeals are dealt with in court.

Bayne said he plans to be in Austin
Friday to meet with the legal counsels of

- the Texas Industrial League and state

league of cities. Monday, he will meet
with rate comsultants of various
Panhandle cittes te gain additional
information concerning a possible battle
with SPS.

Jake Webb, district manager for SPS,
told commissioners that the company is
requesting the new rate (o finance new
operations and its conversion to coal as
the primary fuel for its generating plants.

He said the rate of return is based on
the original cost of the SPS investment,
which includes all of its property, and the
cost of replacement.

"I attribute some of the success I've
had in working with young people,
serving young people, to the Baptist
background and training | had."

Brock, pastor of the tiny, country
church, did his undergraduate work at
Hardin-Simmons University, a Baptist
school, in Abilene and attended
Southwestern Baptist Theological Semi-
nary before embarking on what he
thought would be a religious career. It
was short-lived, however, because the
pressure of pastoring a large church
aggravated a medical problem.

S0 he taught--at Oklaunion, McCaul-
ley, Springlake-Earth and finally
Hereford. He was a special education
teacher for three years at La Plata Junior
High before joining the high school
instructional staff.

Brock works with both the unfortunate
and the fortunate, serving the latter
group as advisor of the HHS Key\Club.
‘He does that so well that he has been
named Key Club's outstanding advisor in
Texas and Oklahoma.

"‘The thing I like about the Key Club so
much is it gives me an opportunity to
work with students outside of this other
group. It doesn’t limit my scope to a small
group of students. I think the Key Club is
very good for the high school--its primary
goal is to be a service to the school and
community, but its interest is centered
around the school. | like the
motto--‘caring: our way of life.'

Fire Kills 7 Persons
In Tennessee Hotel

JELLICO, Tenn. (AP) - Fire raged
through a downtown hotel in this
northcast Tennessee community early
today. and cofficials said at least seven
persons were killed. Most of the hotel’s
occupants were elderly.

“I've just been told we have seven
now.”” said Dan Sanderford, administra-
tor of Jellico Community Hospita!. He
said a temporary morgue was being set
up in a locker room at the hospital.

"By looking at them, you cannot tell,’”
the identities or even the sex of the
victims. Sanderford said. ‘They're all in
body bags."”

Rescue workers were searching for
other possibly victims in the rubble of the
three-story brick Jenkins Hotel. Officials
carlier had said as many as 11 persons
were unaccounted for.

Officials said the hotel listed about 20
residents at the time of the fire. Jellico
Fire Department dispatcher Arnold
Overton said most of them were ““elderly
retired people living on pensions and so
forth.”

The fire. which also damaged a nearby
auto parts store and Trailways bus
station, was contained about 8 a.m.,
about six hours after it was reported. Its
cause was not immediately known

A reporter at the scenc saw firemen
carrying residents of the hotel down
ladders from windows. One resident was
reportedly hospitalized after jumping
from a third-floor window to escape the
flames. ;

Senate Approves
Big Budget Monday

WASHINGTON (AP) - A Senate-pass-
ed tentative budget of nearly one-half

trillion dollars faces attack in the House
from liberals who want to cut defense
spending and conservatives who want to
cut everything else.

The compromise $498.8-billion budget
passed the Senate with ease Mocday
night. by voice vote.

But because the original version of the
budget cleared the House last week with
only three votes to spare, leaders fear the
compromise might be scuttled on the
final vote, which is expected on
Wednesday.

Sen. Edmund S. Muskie, D-Maine,
chairman of the  Senate Budget
Committee. called the compromise ‘‘a
signal to the American people. American
business and the world community
that...we are serious about controlling
inflation.”

Sen. Harry F. Bryd, I-VA., who voted
against the compromise. said, “‘The
American people are going to suffer very
dearly from the inflation caused by this
budget.”’

The budget for fiscal 1979, the 12

, months beginning next Oct. 1, anticipates

a deficit of $50.9 billion. Mainly because
President Carter agreed with congres-
sional leaders last week to scale back his

" proposed tax cut in an effort to reduce

inflation, the deficit is considerably below
the 360 billion that was’ projected in
Carter’s budget.

The compromise would allow a tax cut
of $19.4 billion during the calendar year.

Utility Commission adopted
some 70 substantive and
procedural rule changes in an
open meeting recently.

"“We feel that our initial rules
have served us well and will
continoe to do so. These mew
rule changes are.the result of
two years of experience with
utility regulation and | feel their
adoption will considerably
improve the regulatory pro-
cess,”” Commission Chairman
George Cowden said.

One of the most important
rules adopted by the Commis-
sion addresses the use of
automatic  dialing-announcing
devices. The rule prohibits the
telephone company from allow-

ing such devices to operate over
its network, if they are used for
solicitation purposes and cannot
be terminated at will by the
called party.

Appel says the
information on Cobb comes
from Cobb's own autobiography
and from old-time ballplayers.
**From the time he first put on
a Detroit Tiger uniform on
August 30, 1905, Cobb was
uppopular with his team-
mates,”” Appel and Goldblatt
wrote. ‘‘He ate his meals alone
and kept to himself ... some
players passed years withou
speaking to Cobb.
‘‘Personal duels between
Cobb and opponents were not
uncommon. In 1909 there was
the celebrated spiking: of
Philadelphia’s Home Run Ba-
ker, and for years fans debated
whether it had been intentional.

Cobb once engaged in a terrible -

brawl with the New York Giants'
Buck Herzog during an
exhibition game, continuing the
fight later in the club’s hotel and
badly beating up the smaller
man,""

The authors speculate why
Cobb played with such a fierce
drive, alienating both team-
mates and opponents. They
suggest that *‘in 1905, an event
outside of baseball had a deep
impact on Ty's life."”

Attempting to prove his wife
unfaithful, Ty's father climbed
through the bedroom window of
their home and was shot and
killed by Mrs. Cobb, who
mistook him for an intruder.

_ "Those who knew Ty thought*
it was the principal cause of his

rage,”’ the authors wrote.
‘‘Whatever the reasons, Cobb's,
personality certainly made him
one of the most disliked players
in aseball history."
