Boone stipulated that if
copies were provided, they
should be of the same size,
legible to the same extent and
printed on paper with texture
similar to the originals.

client individually.”

“Now wait a minute,”
Brown interjected at that
point. *“We want you to be
perfectly satisfied or we will
not agree to these terms.”

Lockhoof then spoke, ex-
plaining that while Walden is
serving as a special pro-
secutor to the grand jury in
its investigation of the
district attorney’s office, she
is technically an employee of
the attorney general.

“Mrs. Walden will comply
with her superior’s orders in
that respect,” he said firmly.

fingerprint identification of
local children is a joint effort
of his department, the
Hereford Lions Club, child
welfare board, sheriff's
department and reserves,
Law Enforcement Explorer
Post 125 and Hereford In-

dependent School District.

All children who live In the
West Central and Northwest
Primary School districts are
invited to be fingerprinted
free of charge on Saturday.
Sessions are conducted the
following two weeks at
Shirley and Bluebonnet In-
termediate schools. Letters
will be sent home to parents
the week before the finger-
printing is to be conducted at
their school.

The ‘‘Prints for Life”
cards, containing the finger-
prints and other vital infor-
mation, will be given to the
parents for safekeeping. Law
prohibits the police depart-
ment from maintaining
fingerprint files on children.

Williams said every year
nearly 50,000 children -are
reported lost in the United
States. He explained sear-
ching for them can become
more of a problem as they
grow and their features
change.

“The one thing that doesn't
ever change is their finger-
print {dentification pattern,”
he said. *'If a parent has a set
of fingerprint cards available
they can present to the police,
it may provide the only iden-
tification available of the
missing child that will not
change."

The programs began after
the Missing Children’s Act
signed by President Reagan
became effective in January,
1083, This is the first time the
service has bee offered in
Hereford.

O'Bryan execution halt sought

HOUSTON (AP) — An at-
torney seeking to save con-
victed child killer Ronald
Clark O’Bryan says amexecu-
tion earlier this month pro-
vides abundant evidence that
Texas' method of taking an
inmate's life is cruel.

Stefan Presser filed a mo-
tion Wednesday seeking a
preliminary injunction barr-
ing the state from executing
0'Bryan, who is scheduled to
die after midnight Friday.

U.S. District Judge Robert
O'Conor said he would decide
today when to hold a hearing
on that motion and on another
filed by attorney will Gray.
Gray filed for a writ of
habeas corpus and moved for
a stay of execution based on
disputes over the method of
selecting jurors in Texas
capital cases.

Presser said James David
Autry’s death early March 14
demonstrates that the com-
bination of deadly drugs does

Attorney claims cruelly

not work as quickly as Texas
legislators who approved the
method of execution were led
to believe.

He said the drugs were in-
jected into Autry's arms for
15 minutes before he was pro-
nounced dead.

“That’s like somebody be-
ing stood in front of a firing
squad and being shot
repeatedly,” said Presser,
who unsuccessfully attemp-
ted to block Autry's execu-
tion.

He said legislators were
told the drugs — sodium
thiopental, potassium
chloride and Pavulon —
would cause death in seconds.

Presser said his pleading is
based on a ruling by the Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia, which
ordered the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration to test
the three substances which
Texas uses for executions.

Supreme Court Justice
Warren Burger has said the
FDA does not have 10 do the
testing until the high court
justices rule in the case. The
Supreme Court currently is
deciding whether to hear
arguments on the matter.

““Even though the FDA
right now doesn’t have to do
the testing, the fact that it
may should be sufficient” to
prevent states from ex-
ecuting criminals with the
drugs, Presser said after fil-
ing the writ in federal court in
Houston.

The case was assigned to
Judge Carl O. Bue but later
transferred to O'Conor, who
had previously been assigned
to hear Gray's motion,
Presser said.

Two convicts — Charlie
Brooks Jr. on Dec. 7, 1982 and
James David Autry on March
14, 1984 — have been executed
in Texas with the drugs.

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DA investigating hospital deaths

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Prosecutors in-
vestigating whether a hospital tried to cover up
mysterious deaths of children are spending their days in
shirtsleeves, sorting through some 2,000 pounds of
documents that narrowly escaped a shredding machine.

The documents were among 25 tons of papers that were
seized in a shredding company’s warehouse before they
could be destroyed by the University of Texas Health
Science Center.

Medical Center Hospital officials say the records were
duplicates or irrelevant to the investigation. Bexar Coun-
ty District Attorney Sam Millsap says he's baffled and
angry at what he sees as a lack of cooperation.

“1 don't want to bring the institution down brick by
brick,” said Millsap, “but 1 also have an obligation to see
that justice is done.”

Protesters seek protection

HOUSTON (AP) — The leader of Houston's Amnesty In-
ternational chapter says she expects pro-death penalty
demonstrators to cause trouble at an execution late this
week but adds her group will leave if the counter-protest
proves too dangerous.

“We do acknowledge it will probably be fairly
dangerous,”’ Carolyn Hebert said Wednesday. “If it's too
bad, we don’t plan to be martyrs. If there's a crowd baring
its teeth, we'll get in our cars and go back to Houston.”

Ronald Clark O'Bryan, convicted of killing his 8-year-
old son, Timothy, with poisoned Halloween candy in 1974,
is scheduled to die between midnight and dawn Saturday.

Death penalty opponents, outnumbered at previous ex-
ecutions by those who favor the condemned man’s death,
have asked that special security measures be taken out-
side the state’s death chamber, Ms. Hebert said.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) - Five officers of Harte-
Hanks Communications Inc. have offered to buy the com-
pany's outstanding common stock to make the firm
private again, which Wall Street analysts say seems to
mark a developing trend among media companies.

Harte-Hanks was the third major media firm recently
to offer shareholders a premium over current market
values to buy back the firm's stock.

Metromedia Inc. and Wometco Enterprises Inc. are in-
volved in similar deals.

Three board members and two current officers of the
San Antonio-hased company on Wednesday offered $28 in
cash and a $10 debenture for each share.

Hijocked jet lands safely

MIAMI (AP) — A hijacked Delta Air Lines jet with 25
aboard landed here safely today after a man threatening
to ignite a bottle of liquid commandeered it to Cuba and
was taken into custody, federal officials said.

Jim Ewing, a Delta spokesman in Atlanta, said the
plane landed at Miami International Airport at 2:55 a.m.
EST, and everyone was “gafe and sound.”

“We're short one passenger, though,'" he quipped.

The hijacker, identified as Severo Acosla, about 39,
boarded Flight 357 in New Orleans, said Bill Perry, an
FBI spokesman in Miami.

Acosta was taken into custody by Cuban authorities
shortly after the jet landed at Jose Marti International
Airport in Havana around 12:36 a.m. EST, Perry said.

It was the second air piracy in two days and the 13th hi-
jacking of an American airliner to Cuba in 10 months.
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Electromagnectic envelope proposed

WASHINGTON (AP) — The supersecret National
Security Agency plans to shroud its main operations
building at Fort Meade, Md., in an “‘glectromagnetic
envelope” to prevent leakage of electronic signals that
might be detected by spies, according to congressional
testimony.

The agency, which controls America’s mammoth net-
work of electronic intelligence-gathering posts around the
globe, also wants to embark on a variety of other con-
struction projects — ranging from a high-technology
equipment testing center to replacement of support
facilities now housed in pre-World War barracks.

In addition, testimony this week before a House panel
disclosed that the agency, which is part of the Defense
Department, generates a staggering 24,000 tons of highly
classified material each year.

Agreement to end shelling

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Lebanon’s civil war rivals
agreed today to halt artillery attacks on residential areas
after fierce barrages killed at least 23 people and wounded
more than 150, the state radio reported.

The agreement was reached early this morning at the
first meeting of the “higher gecurity-political committee”
led by President Amin Gemayel, the radio said. The com-
mittee was formed to disengage combatants and bring
about a stable cease-fire.

The meeting came after a day of heavy shelling between
Christian east and mostly Moslem west Beirut. There
were conflicting reports on the number of dead, ranging
from 23to37. i

The conferees, meeting at the presidential palace in
suburban Baabda, also agreed to keep open the museum
crossing between Christian east Beirut and the mostly
Moslem nltunderthuupervulonownnauoml police.

Tornadoes rip Southeast

The governors of North and
South Carolina sent the Na-
tional Guard to keep order
and aid rescue efforts today
in shattered towns where 16
tornadoes killed at least )
people, left at least 600 others
injured and blasted
thousands more out of their
homes.

Hospital emergency rooms
overflowed in North Carolina,
where the death toll was at 57
today, and in South Carolina,
where the 14 known dead in-
cluded seven people in a Ben-
nettsville shopping center.

«“Some buildings just aren't
there any more. No buildings,
no nothing,” said Police Chief
Luther W. Haggins in Red
Springs, N.C., where a
3-year-old child was killed in
a building demolished when a
twister hit Wednesday even-
ing.

The twisters struck late
Wednesday afternoon, cut-
ting a swath across northern
South Carolina and hitting the
towns of Anderson, Winn-
shoro, Newberry and Bennet-

- tsville. At nightfall, they tore
through 13 counties in the
North Carolina sandhills and
coastal plain, walloping the
towns of Maxton, Shannon,
Red Springs, Parkton and
Mount Oliven before racing
out to sea.

The tornadoes were spawn-
ed by a wild spring storm that
swung out of Texas and -was
bringing up to a foot of wet,
heavy snow to the Northeast
today.

“Some of these homes were
blown all over the fields and
there were people blown all
over the fields, too,” said
Mark Tartis of the Scotland
County, N.C., emergency
division.

Athlete killed by steroids

NEW YORK (AP) — A
26-year-old weightlifter who
died of liver cancer after tak-
ing muscle-building anabolic
steroids illustrates a
widespread danger among
athletes, says a sports
medicine researcher.

The disease was the first
documented case of liver
cancer in an otherwise
healthy person who took
steroids. But “who knows
how many cases have
already gone by that haven't
been reported? Who looks for
it?"" asked Bob Goldman, a
research fellow in sports
medicine at the Chicago
Osteopathic Medical Center.

The weightlifter's death
was reported in the January
issue of a medical journal,

‘“‘Annals of Internal
Medicine.”
Dr. Wylie Overly of

Latrobe Area Hospital in
Latrobe, Pa., who consulted

with the unidentified
weightlifter after cancer was
diagnosed, said in an inter-
view Wednesday there is no
proof steroids caused the
man's diease. But “I think
it's pretty well established
that these drugs are car-
cinogenic,” he said, and “it
certainly has to be
suspected.”

The case ‘‘should serve as a
warning, particularly to
young people,”’ Overly said.

Steroids are hormones that
are prescribed to combat
some diseases. But thanks to
a thriving black market some
athletes, including some teen-
agers, use them improperly
to help build muscle.

The drugs are banned in
Olympic and most other ma-
jor amateur competitions.
