Doggett says he's

set to face Gramm

AUSTIN (AP) - State Sen.
Lloyd Doggett, saying the
closeness of the race for the
Democratic U.S. Senate
nomination has steeled him
for another fight, declared
himself ready to meet
Republican candidate Phil
Gramm in November.

“After facing adversaries
as formidable as Con-
gressman Kent Hance and
Ambassador Bob Krueger, I
am very well prepared to
meet Phil Gramm in the
general election,” Doggett
said Wednesday. “I'm very
pleased to be the Democratic
nominee."

The totals from a recount of
the June 2 primary runoff,
released by the state
Democratic party late
Wednesday, gave Doggett a
1,345-vote victory. The final
tally was 491,251 for Doggett
and 489,906 for Hance in
uncertified results. The par-

. ty’s executive committee was

to meet in Houston today to
certify the results.

Doggett, an Austin liberal,
bested the Lubbock conser-
vative by 467 votes in the
June 2 runoff. Aides to each
said both men picked up some
votes in the -recount that
Hance requested, but Doggett
almost tripled his victory
margin.

Asked if Hance promised to
support him in the race
against Gramm, Doggett
replied, “*He did.”

Hance, interviewed in
Washington, declined to con-
cede, but offered comments
that indicated he was losing
the recount.

“I'm a viable candidate for
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Runoff braced him

statewide office again. This is
the only time you could ever
get beat in a race and not be
considered a loser,”” Hance
said.

I was happy as a universi-
ty professor, | was happy as a
lawyer, I was happy as a
state senator and I'll be hap-
py in whatever 1 do next
time,"" he added.

One Hance aide, who asked
not to be identified, suggested
that if the final recount show-
ed Hance behind, he might
formally concede at the state
Democratic Party convention
in Houston this weekend.

The recount will cost Hance
between $50,000 and $70,000,
campaign and party officials
estimated.

Under state law, the
political parties are responsi-
ble for tabulating results of
primary elections.

Camille Burger, director of
primaries for the Texas
Democratic Party, said the
party's final recount results
would ‘be presented to the
State Democratic Executive
Committee’s meeting today.

Hance led Doggett by 273
votes in the May 5 primary,
while third-place finisher Bob
Krueger, a4 moderate and
former ambassador to Mex-
ico, finished less than 1,300
votes behind Doggett

Doggett said Wednesday
the closeness of both the

primary and runoff did not
reflect a major philosophical
rift between liberals and con-
servatives inside the party,
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but rather were the results of
two well-run campaigns

“l think it indicates there
were two strong candidates,
in fact three, who worked
hard and got the vote out,”
Doggett said.

Doggett said the state con-
vention that opens Friday
would provide “‘an excellent
opportunity to bring together
the rmany diverse elements of
the Democratic Party. I'm
confident we can do that.”

He also said he had talked
with Krueger, who ‘“pledges
to support the nominee."”

At stake in November is the
Senate seat being vacated by
retiring GOP Sen. John
Tower

Doggett noted that Gramm,

a Texas congressman who
switched from the
Democratic to ‘Republican

parties last year, had unsuc-
cessfully challenged Sen
LLloyd Bentsen for the
Democratic U.S." Senate
nomination in 1980,

Doggett said he hopes
Gramm “‘will fall to an oppo-
nent named Lloyd a second
time."’

Gramm was one of the
Democrats who supported
President Reagan's tax and
economic policies. Doggett
said Gramm's party switch
might give an extra incentive
to some Democrats in
November

Calling Gramm “‘a bit of a
switch hitter,”” Doggett said,
“l think there are some
Democrats who feel very
strongly.”

It is too early to give the

reading management pro-
gram credit for higher
achievement test s~ores. But,
according to Assistant

Superintendent for Instruc-
tion John Walch, it is ac-
curate to say that a trend of
improvement noticeable in
recent vears continued last
vear with the controversial
new reading method in place

Walch based his statements
on two sets of figures. One
from the California Achieve-
ment Test evaluations and
the other from a summary
report of the Texas Assess-
ment of Basic Skills tests ad-
ministered to third, fifth and
ninth grade students.

Walch said he was especial-
ly. pleased to see that first
graders scored as well as
they ever have on the CAT,
because the reading manage-
ment program was probably
the most difficult to imple-
ment at that level. First
graders have for the past
three years been right at the
national norm in their
reading skills.

Among grades two through
nine, those who are reading
at or above the national norm
were enrolled during the past
school year in grades two,
three, four, six, seven and
eight. Grades five and nine

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — President Reagan has turned
down an invitation to deliver a keynote address to the na-
tional meeting of the League of United Latin American
Citizens, The El Paso Times reported today.

Convention chairman Joe Loya of El Paso said Reagan
“‘doesn’t think Hispanics are important enough.”

But a White House spokeswoman blamed “a foul-up
from LULAC" for Reagan's decision not to attend the con-
vention, which opens next week in El Paso, the Times
reported.

Front runners head for Texas

HOUSTON (AP) - Presidential candidates Walter Mon-
dale and Gary Hart have scheduled visits to Texas, where
they’ll make last-minute appeals for support from the
third-largest delegation to the Democratic national con-
vention.

Mondale was to arrive in Houston today. Hart is due Fri-
day afternoon and was to spend 3% hours in Houston.

Texas Democrats will decide Saturday which 200
delegates to send to the national convention in San Fran-
cisco.

The Rev. Jesse Jackson - the third candidate for the par-
ty's nomination - will be on the East coast, his campaign
officials said. He is to attend the national mayors’ con-
ference in Philadelphia.

School bill ready for debate

AUSTIN (AP) - A compromise education bill that one
House member says has been ** too much”
was ready for committee debate in the House today.

The bill carries the imprint of Dallas billionaire H. Ross
Perot, chairman of the Select Committee on Public
Education.

‘‘Some people, I think, may feel like you could call it the
mini-SCOPE bill, but, you know, we won a few things,
too,” said Rep. Haley, the bill’s sponsor.

Although Haley, D-Center, was a SCOPE member, he
disagreed with some of the committee’s recommenda-
tions. Perot declined to comment.

AUSTIN (AP) - Country singer Willie Nelson is return-
ing to Austin for his annual July 4 “picnic” concert
because other sites ‘‘were not the best places in the world
to have one,” but the long-haried crooner says he’s hoping
for a tame Texas crowd.

“The places we've had to have the picnic before were
not the best places in the world to have one,"” Nelson said
Wednesday.

“There were neighbors. Those people moved out to the
country,” he said, ‘‘to be by themselves, and they have a
right to be a little concerned if they wake up to see 50,000
hippies in their front yard.”

Waylon Jennings and Kris Kristofferson are to be
among those joining Nelson ‘at the South Park Meadows.

Senate debates space cuts

WASHINGTON (AP) - The Senate has refused to cut
deeper into President Reagan's plan for research into a
futuristic space shield against Soviet nuclear attack.

But the 4745 vote late Wednesday against trimming
another $100 million from the program still means Reagan
won't win congressional approval for all the money he
wants for a program which has been widely criticized.

The vote banning further cuts in research for the
Strategic Defense Initiative was one of the highlights in 14
hours of debate on Pentagon spending.

Job bias to be reviewed

WASHINGTON (AP) - Hundreds of court orders requir-
ing employers to use race or sex quotas for hiring, promo-
tions or layoffs will be reviewed by the Justice Depart-
ment to see if a new Supreme Court ruling on affirmative
action means they can be modified.

The review was announced at a news conference
Wednesday by Assistant Attorney General William Brad-
ford Reynolds, the Reagan administration's chief civil
rights enforcer. He claimed that a Supreme Court ruling
Tuesday had vindicated his three-and-a-half-year battle to
end the use of race or sex quotas to remedy past
discrimination.

The Supreme Court, in a case involving Memphis,
Tenn., firefighters, ruled that a lower court erred in order-
ing the city to ignore a seniority system that favored white
men so that minority or female workers would not be laid
off from jobs obtained through a court-ordered affir-
mative action plan to remedy past discrimination.

Herpes drug introduced

BOSTON (AP) - A new drug that prevents the stressful
flare-ups of rash and pain afflicting millions of genital
herpes sufferers could become one of the most widely us-
ed medicines in the United States, experts say.

The medicine, a capsule form of the drug acyclovir,
does not cure herpes, and the sores come back when peo-
ple stop taking the drug. Nevertheless, it represents the
first effective way of controlling the recurring eruptions
of this disease.

The oral medicine is not yet available for routine use.
Burroughs Welcome, its maker, has applied for permis-
sion from the Food and Drug Administration to sell it as a
prescription drug.

Reagan planning speech

WASHINGTON (AP) -
President Reagan is prepar-
ing to tell the nation at a na-
tionally broadcast news con-
ference tonight that he would
be willing to meet with Soviet
leader Konstantin Chernenko
in a summit, but only under
certain conditions.

Reagan’s statement was
designed to ease the impact
of newspaper headlines
Wednesday reporting that the
president had rejected a plea
from two influential senators
to hold regular meetings with
the Soviet Union.

The change in tone, if not
policy, was signaled Wednes-
day by Senate Majority
Leader Howard Baker, who
told reporters to make sure to
ask the president at his 25th
news conference tonight
whether he'd agree to a sum-
mit with Chernenko. Deputy
White House press secretary
Pete Roussel echoed that sug-
gestion a few hours later.

The nationally broadcast
news conference begins at 8
p-m. EDT.

In light of the deteriorating
relations between the United
States and the Soviet Union,
Baker and Sen. Chafles Per-
cy, R-Ill., urged Reagan on

Ninth grade
students, who traditionally
score higher than the other
two grades, had the biggest
growth in reading ability.

Scores in reading and math
were up among students in all
three grades, while writing
scores were down from last
year. Walch said that was
partly due to the state chang-
ing its standards in the
writing area, something local
teachers were not aware of,
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grandfather, Jackson
Prichard, in the early 1800s.

Mrs. Eubanks died May 27
at Dedman Hospital in
Dallas. In less than a month
she would have celebrated
her 94th birthday.

She was born June 30, 1890,
in Mercer County, Mo., the
daughter of James R.
Bowsher and Sarah Prichard
Bowsher. On May 8, 1909, she
married Earl C. Eubanks in
Oklahoma City, Okla.

The couple moved to
Muleshoe in 1916 and then to
Hereford in 1921. They were
both associated in the bank-
ing business for many years.
Her husband died Jan. 10,
1952. At the time of his death
he was a C.P.A. in his own
firm. Mrs. Eubanks assisted
him in his office.

After his death she traveled
widely, spending 11 months in
Europe and visiting 28 coun-
tries. Five years after, at the
age of 68, she took a tour
around the world and came
home with many interesting
stories.

Several articles on her
travels were published in The
Hereford Brand, and many of
her human interest stories
and poems were published in
children’s magazines. Mrs.
Eubanks was an avid sup-
porter of the children at the
Labor Camp, providing toys
for many youngsters each
year at Christmas.

She left Hereford in 1971
and had been living in a nurs-
ing home in Dallas for 11
years. She was a Methodist.

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LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) -
Thomas Hearns wants to be
called the “Hit Man" again,
and he intends to live up to
the name Friday night
against Roberto Duran.

“I think ‘Hit Man’ is ap-
propriate for this fight. I plan
to use my ability to punch,”
Hearns said Wednesday in
predicting he will win the
scheduled 12-round bout by
knockout.

Hearns didn't like the
nickname while scoring 27
knockouts in compiling a 280
record enroute to winning the
World Boxing Association
welterweight title on second
round knockout of Pipino
Cuevas.

He scored knockouts in
three title defenses, but he
has scored only two
knockouts in winning six

Friday night in Vegas
Hearns to battle Roberto Duran

fights since being stopped in
the 14th round by Sugar Ray
Leonard for the undisputed
welterweight title here Sept.
16, 1981,

“I'm a boxer-puncher and I
can doing whatever is
necessary,” said Hearns,
who feels will end a string of
three straight decision wins
with a knockout.

One of those decision was a
15-round unanimous verdict
over Wilfred Benitez, a
master of defense, for the
World Boxing Council super
welterweight (junior mid-
dleweight title) Dec. 3, 1982.

Some observers theorize
that the loss to Leonard has
taken away Hearn's will-
ingness to mix it up. There
also has been talk that
Hearn's vaunted right-
handed punching power has

been reduced by a tendon-
bone injury at the back of the
hand suffered int he Benitez
fight and a broken third
knuckle on the ring finger suf-
fered in sparring.
 Hearns maintains the hand
is fine, and that he is aware of
the importance of not just
winning, but winning big,
because an impressive show-
ing would set up a major
match with Marvelous Mar-
vin Hagler, the undisputed
middleweight champion.

“I've got to win it big, win it
great,” said the 25-year-old,
6-foot-1 Hearns, who will
have$0-inch height and
11-inch reach advantages
over Duran, who will be 33
Saturday.

“I'll be in there trying to be
a great champion.” Duran
holds the World Boxing

Association Junior mid-
dleweight title, but he will be
in the role of challenger in the
fight at a 26,000-seat outdoor
stadium at Caesars Palace.

When he steps into the ring,
the former lightweight and
WBC welterweight cham-
pion, will be an ex-champ
again for defying a WBA
edict to first make a man-
datory defense against Mike
McCallum or be stripped off
title recognition.

“I'll beat Thomas Hearns
by knockout. I’'m much better
than he is,” said Duran, who
won the WBA 154-pound class
title by stopping Davey
Moore in the eighth round on
his 32nd birthday.

But although Duran has
scored 57 knockouts in com-
piling a 76-5 record, he has
scored only two.

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Kingman blasts 15th home run

Dave Kingman is back in
the Oakland A’s lineup, and it
doesn’t look like he’s missed
a stroke.

Playing only his second
game after missing 11 con-
tests with a knee injury,
Kingman smashed a home
run Wednesday to lead the
A’s to a 31 victory over the
Cleveland Indians.

“His presence gives this
club a lift, because we know
he can win a game with one
swing,” said Oakland pitcher
Bill Caudill.

kingman's 15th homer did
precisely that. The leadoff
blast in the eighth inning
snapping a 1-1 tie and a six-
game Oakland losing streak
as well. It was Kingman's
first homer since May 25 and
it tied him with Boston’s Tony
Armas for the American
league lead. In addition, he
has 46 RBI in 48 games.

“It's a good feeling to be
back. We've got to put a winn-
ing streak together now,"
said Kingman, the designated
hitter who played with a light
knee brace. ‘‘I'm strong men-
tally and physically.”

In other AL action, Toronto
beat Detroit 7-3, New York
whipped Boston 4-2, Texas
blanked Minnesota 3-0;
Chicago edged California 2-1,
Kansas City tripped Seattle
6-4 and Milwaukee beat
Baltimore 6-1.

Kingman's homer came on
the first pitch of the eighth in-
ning from loser Bert
Blyleven, 43, making his first
start since May 17.

HOUSTON (AP) — The
Cincinnati Reds knew it
would make a difference
when Cesar Cedeno came off
the disabled list, and the
heavy-hitting outfielder went
out of his way to prove it.

Cedeno belted a towering
home run and a single to
drive in three runs Wednes-
day night as the Reds beat the
Houston Astros 54, breaking
a five-game losing streak. It
was Cedeno’s first game after
15 days on the disabled list.

“Cedeno got the big hit to
tie it for us,”” Reds Manager
Vern Rapp said. ““He was
playing well for us before he
got hurt. He was hitting about
360, so we really missed
him."

Dave Concepcion broke a
44 tie in the 11th inning by
slapping a two-out single.

The A’s added an insurance
run later in the inning on a
sacrifice fly by Mike Davis
off reliever Mike Jeffcoat
following a walk to Bruce
Bochte and a double by Mike
Heath.

The A’s took a 140 lead in
the first on Joe Morgan’s

sacrifice fly. The Indians tied -

it in the fifth on a sacrifice fly
by Brett Butler.

Caudill, 6-1, got the victory
with two hitless innings in
relief of Ray Burris, who pit-
ched six-hit baseball for
seven innings.

HOUSTON (AP) — There's
the story of Franz Schmitt's
business in Bellaire. It's a
store for the deaf; possibly
the only one of its kind in
Texas.

Then there's the story of
Franz Schmitt, who says he
lost his hearing in Vietnam
and regained it in a Houston
church 15 years later.

Schmitt says he likes to
keep the stories separate
because the business needs
attention and he doesn’t. But
that's almost impossible to
do. ,

The store is called Finger
Talk. Sandwiched between a
barber shop and a hardware
outlet, it sells T-shirts,
microcomputerized teleprin-
ting equipment, key chains,
Bibles, hats, alarms, coloring

books, posters and other
items.

Each object has a special
meaning or use for the deaf.

‘The key chains-show the sign

language symbol for “‘I love
you.” The Bibles are written
with words easy to translate
into sign language. The
alarms don't ring — they
vibrate or flash.

A few of these items are
sold by mail order companies
and hearing aid manufac-
turers, but rarely, if ever,
have they been on display
together in a retail concern,
says Schmitt.

The store also is a
classroom and crossroads.
Schmitt, 39, teaches sign
language classes inside.
There’s a bulletin board
listing events, news and job

opportunities for the deaf and
a corner in which people can
relax and read.

“I try to give the deaf a
voice,” says Schmitt. He is a
large, intense man who often
loads statements with double
meanings like that.

Finger Talk has been open
since February. But, Schmitt
says, the idea for it popped in-
to his head in 1964, the year
an explosion in Vietnam rup-

. tured his eardrums and made

him deaf. One moment, he
says, he was a U.S. Army
helicopter gunner. The next
he was back to the United
States as ‘‘a poor deaf boy.”
He alleges his therapy
under Veterns Administra-
tion care amounted to a staff
worker handing him a card
and saying, ‘“Here are the

This was a seed for the idea
to have a business stocked
with all kinds of materials for
the deaf. Schmitt says that in
Washington state, where he
grew up, he overcame the
handicap enough to earn a
college degree in electrical
engineering. He met a
woman who taught him to use
sign language. They married.

Engineering and computer
jobs in Austin and Houston
followed. He got involved
with a club of deaf worshipers
at a Pentecostal church on
Houston’s southeast side.

One day in 1979, he says, he
was on his knees praying in
the church:

“I felt a cold rush of air. I
was hearing. I was crying
like a baby.”

Schmitt has no explanation
for it except this: “I don't
believe in coincidence. 1
believe in God incidence.”

Schmitt says the next six
months were the worst part of
his life.

““There are 100 agencies to
help people be deaf,””’ he
says. “There’s no agency to
help you hear. My deaf
friends freaked out, and I
couldn’t relate to hearing
people. I was back in 1964 (in)
my word usage.”

To this day, he says,
Schmitt thinks in ‘sign
language and in his mind
translates the messages into
English during conversation.
By habit, he reads lips.

“I don't feel like a hearing
person who was deaf. I'm a
deaf person who can hear.”

Last year, still working in
engineering, Schmitt — now
married a second time and
attending the Episcopal
church — was getting a hair-
cut at a Bellaire barbershop.
He found out the adjoining
store would be for rent, and
decided the time was right to
fulfill his ambition of opening
Finger Talk.

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prove to the deaf community
that 1 am sincere. They've
had too many promises from
people who don’'t come
through.”

Another reason, besides the
store's side street location,
could be that deaf people

- have not banded together and

availed themselves of public
and private services the way
people with other handicaps
have, according to Schmitt
and others.

There are about 80,000 deaf
people in the Houston area,
according to the Houston
Center for Independent Liv-
ing, providing services to the
deaf under a state contract.

“But you can put together
all the deaf people we know
(by name) and come up with
3,000 to 4,000, says Johan
Paoletti-Schelp, deaf services
director. He says many deaf
people are unaware of the
services or, for a variety of
reasons, unwilling to take ad-
vantage of them.

Schmitt says hearing peo-
ple are less aware of pro-
blems of the deaf than of pro-
blems confronting other han-
dicap groups.

“You think of blind people
because you see Braille in the
elevators,”” he says. ‘“‘You
think of people in wheelchairs
because you see the ramps.
But what do you see that
makes you think of deaf
people?”

Schmitt dreams of an
American society in which as
much attention is paid to the
deaf as to the Hispanic com-
munity so that sound
messages are translated into
sign languages as often as in-
to Spanish.

But until then, he says, a
start would be for all public
agencies and large business
to use teleprinting machines
to communicate with the
deaf.

Teleprinters have become
streamlined with recent ad-
vances in microcomputer
technology. Now they are
compact, portable
typewriterlike devices that

can be linked to conventional
telephones to transmit infor-
mation.

The teleprinter caller
writes a message that is
displayed on his teleprinter
screen and the screen of the
person receiving the call. The
message is answered the
same way, allowing a two-
way, typed telephone conver-
sation.

““Any business would have
a Teletype if they had the
sense of a turnip,” says
Schmitt.

The unofficial information
exchange Schmitt runs at his
store includes a list of the
agencies and businesses that
use teleprinters to link up
with deaf people.

Many government agencies
and huge businesses are
missing from the list.

Schmitt says he's not
wasting time getting upset
about it. Instead, he’s trying
to make easier for deaf peo-
ple to cope.

“I'm not mad at the
world,” he says. “I'm here to
help a small segment of it.”

Cough won’t go away

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
husband is 81 years old and
when he gets tired or over-
does it, he starts coughing. It
can keep him awake all
night. As this goes on he gets
more exhausted and loses
his voice. We thought this
was bronchitis but the doc-
tors didn't seem to help him.
He's in good health other-
wise. He doesn't sleep very
well at night and seems to
require a great deal of rest
and sleep.

DEAR READER — It's
common to think a cough
means you have a cold, a
respiratory infection or
sinus trouble. Post nasal
drip is rarely the cause of a
cough and if a cough accom-
panies drainage from the
nasal passages it's usually
because there’s also inflam-
mation of the throat.

But a cough can be a
symptom of many other
problems. A serious cause
can be cancer of the lungs,
which is one reason why an
unexplained cough that per-
sists needs to be evaluated
by a physician. Chronic
bronchitis is a more com-
mon cause for a cough and
the most common cause is
cigarette smoking.

A frequently overlooked
cause for a mild cough is
congestive heart failure. An
accumulation of even a
small amount of fluid in the
lungs can stimulate the
cough reflex. The fluid may
be such a small amount that
it doesn't show on a chest X-
ray so it can be overlooked if
not suspected.

That could be a problem
in your husband’'s -case.

Extra activity may be more
than his heart can handle,
causing mild failure with
just enough fluid in the lungs
to cause problems. Lying
down can aggravate the
breathing problem in such
cases. Digitalis or medicines
to strengthen .the heartbeat,
and eliminating retained
salt and water with salt
restriction or diuretics often
make a big difference.

The main causes for cough
are discussed in more detail
in the Health Letter 8-10,
Cough: How and When to
Treat It, which I'm sending
you.

The bottom line is that
your husband needs to keep
checking with his doctors to
identify what's causing his
problem and what can be
done about it.
