Shuttle Engines Face Major Test

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AP) — Officials were check-
ing a radio problem and wat-
ching the weather in the lan-
ding zone today as Columbia
sped into the second half of its
journey, facing a major test
of how well its engines endure
the bitter cold of space.

There was a chance the
radio problem could cut the
flight short, or that New Mex-
ico sandstorms could keep

the ship aloft an extra day.
But Flight Director Neil Hut-
chinson said he expected
neither to happen, that Col-
umbia would come home on
Monday as scheduled.

Early this morning, while
astronauts Jack R. Lousma
and C. Gordon Fullerton
slept, they sailed through the
midpoint of their planned
seven-day voyage.

Hutchinson reported Thurs-

day night that the low-power
section of one of two S-band
communications

transponders had failed. If
the high-power section also
failed, he said, the ship would
be left with one operating
transponder, and Mission
Control would consider ter-
minating the flight early.

But Hutchinson said he felt
optimistic the high-power
side would be operating when
checks were made today,

which would leave the
astronauts with the reserve
or “redundancy’ on which
NASA insists in every aspect
of the shuttle.

Even with both
transponders out, Columbia
could land safely, the flight
director said. He reported
several ground stations can
communicate with the
spacecraft through UHF
channels and that much of the
reentry and landing is con-

Geology Student ‘
Finds Dinosaur Prints

'Near Lake Grapevine

DALLAS (AP) — Julie Tyler
wouldn’t listen when officials at the
Dallas Museum of Natural History
told her the tracks she found while
walking her dog couldn't be dinosaur
prints.

The 22-year-old college student walt-
ched with pride and satisfaction
Thursday as teams of engineers and
scientists drilled into soft sandstone
and removed six dinosaur prints from
a Lake Grapevine gorge.

Mrs. Tyler, a geology student at
Brookhaven College in Framer's
Branch, said she found the tracks
while walking her Labrador retriever
near the lake. As her dog drank from
a stream, she looked down and'was
convinced she was standing on dion-
saur prints.

A call to the museum proved
fruitless.

“They told me that everyone who
sees a bump in the rocks thinks
they've found dinosaur tracks,’”’ she
said.

Following her rebuff from the
museum, she called several colleges
and universities, finally managing to
convince two Southern Methodist
University professors to come out and
take a look.

*It's a one in a million chance that
something like this has ever been
preserved, and chances are even
smaller of it being discovered by so-
meone who could tell what it is,"” said
David Gillette of the Geological
Sciences-Department at SMU.

The six slight depressions Mrs.
Tyler discovered are the marks left
by a 4-ton, 25-foot long duck-billed
dinosaur that roamed the area that
now includes the Grapevine
Municipal Golf Course, Gillette said.

The prints were probably left by a
member of the hadrosaur family,
vegetarians that looked like giant
lizards with webbed feet and lived
about 80 million years ago, Gillette

said.

Ends Conservative Hammerlock

Jenkins Earns Shot At Ministry

GLASGOW, Scotland (AP)

Roy Jenkins, co-leader of
the fledgling Social
Democratic Party, won a
special parliamentary elec-
tion and gained a shot at
becoming Britain's next
prime minister.

Jenkings, a former Labor
Party chancellor of the ex-
chequer, polled 2,038 more
votes than his Conservative
opponent in Thursday's
balloting, ending a 63-year
Conservative hammerlock on
Glasgow's Hillhead district.

In a huge 16.7 percent sw-
ing against the Conservatives

and a 13.6 percent shift
against Labor, Hillhead sent
Jenkins back to the House of
Commons, where he sat for 28
vears before resigning in 1977
to serve a four-year term as
chief of the 10-nation Euro-

pean Commission in
Brussels.
Jenkins, 61, ran as a joint

candidate of the SDP and the
tiny Liberal Party, the
alliance that has now posted
three straight victories over
Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher's Conservatives in
six months.

Ann Landers has
periodically run a column ex-
plaining how this situation
came about. It is printed here
in conjunction with Red Cross
Month.)

DEAR ANN: | was ir-
ritated by your kind words for
the American Red Cross. As a
veteran of World War II who
served overseas for three
years, I'd like you to know
that the organization you
praised was no favorite of the
men and women in uniform.

We had to pay the Red
Cross for coffee, doughnuts,
meals, and overnight lodging.
So please, Ann, don't be so
generous with your bouquets.
Toss them only to the worthy
and preserve your credibili-

DEAR JOE: A blizzard of
letters similar to yours hit my
desk after that column ap-
peared. I wrote to the top of-
ficials of the American Red
Cross for an explanation and
received an eye-popping
response.

It was documented by a
copy of a letter dated March
20, 1942, from Secretary of
War Henry L. Stimson ta Nog-
man H. Davis, Chairman of
the American Red Cross.
Here is the inside story - and

pretty it isn't.

All English and Australian
men in uniform had to pay for
off-base food and lodging
because voluntary giving
iwhich is characteristic of
the United States) is not the
pattern in other countries

The Red Cross, which has
never accepled a dime from
the U.S. government (and to
this day relies totally on
voluntary contributions), was
asked to establish club
facilities for U.S. servicemen
overseas where troops for
Allied forces would be
welcome. The Salvation Ar-
my did not have this respon-
sibility.

The British high command
then made an official request
that U.S. servicemen be re-
quired to pay for whatever
they received, just as the
British had to pay. The Red
Cross was adamantly oppos-
ed to this concept and pro-
tested vehemently. They lost
the fight, however, when a
“‘request’’ came from
Secretary Stimson. His letter
was tantamount to a com-
mand.

Allegations have persisted
since World War II that the
Red Cross made a profit
overseas. Nothing could be
further from the truth. The
clubs operated at a loss and
represented a heavy financial
burden. Moreover, the public
image of the Red Cross was
badly tarnished when it was
forced by Stimson to go along
with the British high com-

New Director Of NFWM
In Middle Of Old Conflict

1LOS "ANGELES (AP) —
The new director of the
decade-old National Farm
Worker Ministry finds
himself at the center 'of
criticism that has buffeted
the militant religious
organization since its incep-
tion.

But the Rev. Richard B.
Cook, 36, insists the ministry
will remain deeply involved

in helping unionize farm
laborers.
“*You really can't

distinguish clearly between
the spiritual concerns of farm
workers and  their social
needs, especially when their
physical condition is
sometimes so desperate,”
Cook says.

“To try to make
distinction is a
dichotomy.”

Cook is a Southern Baptist
minister from Salinas, Calif.
He has been involved with the
the NFWM for 10 years and
says he was most struck by
the isolation of those who go
from field to field to work."

Almost from its formation
in 1971 by the National Coun-
cil of Churches, the ministry
was accused of taking sides

that
false

and fomenting conflict in the
nation’s agricultural fields —
especially in California,
where Cesar Chavez's young
United Farm Workers union
was waging pitched battles
with growers.

Jack Angell, spokesman for
the American Farm Bureau
Federation, based in Park
Ridge, Ill., is one of the
ministry’s most outspoken
critics.

“The ministry is without
question a full-time support
group for the UFW, devoted
to rallying church support for
the Chavez movement,”
Angell insists.

He points out that the
ministry's workers from the
outset worked side by side
with UFW organizers and
helped arrange the UFW's
grape and lettuce bovcotts. In
addition, he says, the
ministry's founder and
longtime director, the Rev.
Chris Hartmire Jr., has for
years been a Chavez confi-
dant and recently took over
the No. 2 position in the UFW.

Angell also notes the
NFWM succeeded more
docile statewide migrant
ministries that were founded

in the 1920s and limited their
activities to what he termed
“legitimate functions' such
as finding housing, providing
financial aid and health care
and giving-Christmas toys to
farm workers. -

“*But the National Farm
Worker Ministry is totally
politicized and frequently
misuses the church to sup-
plant Christian activities with
militant force on the picket
line coercive secondary
boycotts and telling lies about
how farmers treat farm
workers,"" Angell says.

Cook, a father of three
whose wife is a doctor at the
Monterey County Natividad
Medical Center in Salinas,
does not contest claims that
the ministry works closely
with the UFW. Rather, he
says that is the most effective
way the ministry can help
farm workers “achieve social
justice.”

Even with popularity lt-an
all-time high, scandal and
controversy threatened to
engulf college athletics.

Critics in academic,
government and media
circles demanded reform. At
the White House, the presi-
dent, a rugged individual who
loved to go horseback riding
out West, said if the schools
didn't straighten out the
mess, he would.

The year was 1906.

The National Collegiate
Athletic Association was born
that year, conceived by a
group of. college ad-
ministrators who met in New
York to address problems
that in many ways bother
their successors three-
quarters of a century later.

*“The NCAA was born in
crisis,"” says Walter Byers,
its current executive direc-
tor. **And it lives in crisis."”

In 1906, the main concern
was the alarming number of
fatal injuries in football, and
President Theodore
Roosevelt threatened to ban
the game unless immediate
steps were taken. They were,
Mandatory use of improved
safely equipment was in-
stituted and the ‘‘flying
wedge" was outlawed.

But even then there were
complaints of unethical con-
duct among coaches and
demands for tighter
guidelines in the delicate
area of player acquisition —
matters that bear a familiar
ring 76 years later to a fourth
generation of athletic ad-
ministrators and fans.

Everyone agrees college
athletics has entered another
phase of rapid evolution.
Changes are coming, but no
one can say for certain what
they will be.

Many of the complications
today would have been
familiar to those men in 1906:
Economic conditions, the
uneasy marriage of higher
education and big business,
the needs of the student-
athletes themselves.

But there are other factors
sobody in 1906 could have im-
agined: television, cablevi-
sion and a natiowide decline
in college enrollment which is
spawning competition for
public acclaim and recogni-
tion through athletics.

Is the college game choking
on its own popularity?

As public interest grows, so
does the pressure to win. And
so do the rates advertisers
will pay to sponsor football
and basketball telecasts. And
big chunks of these riches are
passed along to the schools
with winning teams.

“*Somehow, you have to
break the cycle," says Byers,
who has headed the NCAA
since 1951. “The cycle is:
Fire the coach. Raise more
money to pay off his contract.
Get the boosters to raise
more money to pay the new
coach. Fire him if he doesn’t
win. Raise more money. The
cycle keeps going on and on
andon.”

Intertwined in it all is the
question of whether college
football and basketball
players are amateur athletes.

A U.S. District Court judge
in Minnesota ruled that a
basketball player could not
be declared academically
eligible because he was
recruited for athletics, not
scholarship. A player who
lost his academic eligibility
at Seton Hall said the same
thing.

The question may ultimate-
ly be answered by the
Supreme Court.

For fiow, those in control
maintain in unison that col:
lege players are amateurs,
students first and athletes se-
cond. But there remains a
growing feeling that more
recognition will be given to
the needs of the players

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the fact that many major
universities run multimillion-
dollar sports programs
almost the equal of some pro-
fessional teams.

Charles M. Neinas, who as
executive director of the Col-
lege Football Association has
had many bitter battles with
Byers, agrees with the NCAA
chief that the biggest menace
facing college athletics is the
danger that schools will lose
control over their programs.

‘t*‘We're all alarmed at the
increasing influence of those
outside the control of the
university,’”’ Neinas said.
“Because of the increased
economic pressures, there is
more emphasis on donations,
with the result that many peo-
ple who donate $500 to the
athletic department feel they
become part owner of the
franchise.

“Walter has said we have
to maintain institutional con-
trol, or intercollegiate
athletics will buckle. I believe
the point is well taken.™

If booster groups gain con-
trol — or even appear to gain
control — the not-for-profit
status of the NCAA and the
CFA, as well as various con-
ferences, could be challenged
by the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice.

“You could run into a
workmen's compensation
situation and I also think that
there is a possibility of expos-
ing these programs to
unionization,” Byers said.

The pressure to win and the
influence of boosters have
given rise to what most peo-
ple agree is the most distress-
ing public image problem
facing college sports:
cheating in recruiting.

There is no agreement on
how widespread it is, and the
figures only show those who
hHave been caught. There are
751 schools under the NCAA's
jurisdiction, and there have
been 254 probations since the
NCAA launched an enforce-
ment program in 1952.

Byers is urging tougher
penalties and-a retooling of
the enforcement structure.

**The enforcement pro-
gram has gotten a penalty
pattern, become accustomed
to it, a penalty pattern which
has lost its bite,”” he said.
**We need to rifle-shot, in my
judgment. I think our pro-
cedures need to be more im-
mediate."

Byers says present
penalties, such as probation,
public and private

reprimands, are ‘‘essentially
insignificant to the operating
personnel. ... I've talked to a
number of coaches who feel
that a substantial fine would
get attention.”

The best deterrent, say
Byers and Neinas, would ‘be
more direct penalties. on
cheating coaches.

“If a coach knows he can
lose his job, and the athlete
can't play anymore, then
you're going to get to the
heart of the matter,” said
Neinas. "I think we might get
involved in certification of
coaches in some manner, the
way doctors and lawyers are
certified. Unethical doctors
and lawyers can lose their
right to practice their profes-
sion, but not unethical
coaches."”

Caring for toenails

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
read an article in the paper
about a solution or salve to
use on your toenails to sof-
ten them so you could get rid
of ingrown toenails or soften
the hard material under the
nails. There wasn't any
name for it and I can't find
it. Can you tell me what it is
and where I can get it?

DEAR READER — I am
not sure what you read but
many people do have prob-
lems caring for their
toenails. You can help solve
such problems by being sure
the shoes you wear really fit
Kgu. That means you should

able to wiggle your toes
inside the shoes. If you can't,
they are too short or too nar-
row or both.

The second roint is to
keep your nails properly
trimmed. Use a regular toe-
nail clipper that is straight
across the end and not
curved. Trim the nails
straight across. Sometimes
if there are sharp corners
that stick out and dig into
the adjacent toe you will
need to round these. In
general, rounded nails con-
tribute to ingrown toenails.

If you have a corner that
is turned under after you
have softened it by soaking
your feet, carefully lift it up
and slip a small wedge of
cotton under the corner.
That will help to train the
nail so it doesn't turn under.

Almost all toenails will
soften if you soak them long
enough in warm water.
Immediately after you dry
them you can cover the nail
with Vaseline. The Vaseline

acts like a moisturizer; it's :

one of the best.
For problem nails and

toes you can cover the nails~

and toes with Vaseline and
put on heaV{ socks to slﬂ
overnight. If you do
once or twice a week
lubricate your toes and nails,
