Directions for mailing letters

to American servicemen held
~prisoner by the Communist arm-

ies were released this week by
Postmaster Jim Lipscomb.

A directive received by Lips-
comb set out the procefure for
correct addressing of POW mail.
It reads as follows:

The Department of Defense has
issued a press release that every
effort is being made to make
possible communication between
members of the armed forces be-
lieved to be prisoners of North
Korean or Chinese . Communist
forces, and their families. It fur-
ther relates that the Department
of Defense will nqtify the fam-
ilies concerned: when it receives
information that a relative has
been - reported as a prisoner of
war, and while no guarantee can
be given that attempts to com-
municate with the reported pris-
oners of war will be successful,
the families may write to thejr
relatives using the tollnwmg ad-
dress:

Name,. rank, :orlal number of
the POW

Care of Chinese ngl(- Com-
mittee for World Peace

Peking, China. -

The envelope is to cunjam the
return address of the sender in
the upper left-hand corner, and
in theé uper right-hand corner,
in lieu of postage, the words
“PRISONER OF WAR MAIL"
should be written. The letters
may be deposited for mailing in
the usual manner.

The Department of Defense re-
quests that the letters not be too
long and that they be confined
to only one per month

No facilities are provided for
transmission of parcels to pris-
ONPTS.

It is requested that any leters
mailed in accordance with the
foregoing be dispatched without
delay to the - Post Office,. San
Francisco, Calif

Lipscomb said there was inter-
est among Hereford relatives on
procedures for mailing POW let-
ters. There has already been
some POW mail exchanged
through this method.

Exftensionist Tells
How of Preserving
Watermelon Rinds

COLLEGE STATION— Water-
melons are in plentiful supply in
most pacts of Texas. They are so
luscious looking and so good
when they are red ripe and cold.
Since watermelon cannot be fro-
zen very satisfactorily, Louise
Mason, Extension Foods and Nu-
trition Specialist, says if you
want to preserve some for future
use, it may be done by making
watermelon rind preserves.

She says, select melons which
have a thick rind. Trim off the
outer green skin and the pink
flesh, and use only the greenish
white parts of the rind. Cut the
rind into one-half or one inch
cubes- and weigh. Then soak the
cubes for three and one-half
hours in lime water (2 quarts
water and 2 tablespoons lime—
calcium oxide.) Next, drain and
place the cubes in clear water
for oné hour. Again, drain off the
water and boil for one and one-
half hours after fresh water has
been added. Then drain.

For each pound of ‘watermelon
rind (weight before soaking),
Miss Mason says use ‘one pound
of sugar ( 2 cups) and one quart)
