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City Joins Central Tax District After 3-2 Vote

By a 3-2 vote the Hereford
city commission opted Mon-
day to participate in the full
concept approach to a central
tax appraisal district office
here.

The move made the city the
last major local taxing entity
to indicate its intention to
participate in a central ap-
praisal and collection ap-
proach, and now opens the
way for the tax appraisal
board to move ahead with its
plan to appraise and collect in
one central office for the
county, city, hospital district
and the Hereford and Walcott
school districts.

Central appraisal and col-
lection could come as early as
February of 1981 following
the city’s move last night.

The approval did not come
without opposition however
as Mayor Bartley Dowell and
Commissioner Emory
Brownlow raised numerous
questions over the merits of
the central collection concept
in a discussion with Fred
Fox, chief appraiser, and
Melvin Jayroe, a supporter of

the central appraisal and col-
lection concept.

“I question if a central of-
fice can handle everybody’s
tax deal for every entity.
What will really be done dif-
ferently in one central office
as opposed to the three offices
we have now? I don’t unders-
tand where the efficiency is
coming from in this thing,”
stated Brownlow.

Mayor Dowell cited a case
in the city of Tulia in which
one entity collected taxes for
another.

“They ended up having pro-
blems with politics and not
getting along. I wonder if we
wouldn’t have the same thing
under this system,” stated
Dowell.

Following a period of
discussion in which Commis-
sioner Wes Fisher pointed out
that the state’s voters had ac-
tually “bought a pig in a
poke” in opting for the cen-
tral appraisal concept, Com-
missioner Bud Eades moved
that the city accept the full
concept approach and join
the other entities in par-
ticipating in a central ap-
praisal and collection office.

The motion was seconded
by Fisher and Eades, Fisher
and Commissioner Ed Coplen
voted in favor of the motion,
with Dowell and Brownlow in
opposition.

In other action commis-
sioners considered two zoning
change matters.

Ricky Whitehorn appeared
before the commission re-
questing a zoning change for
the west 78.71 feet of Lots 21
and 22, and the west 78.71 feet
of the north 40 feet of Lot 23,
Block 23, Evants Addition
from a “B-Two Family’’ to an
“E-Central Business."

Whitehorn explained that
he wants to establish a used
furniture store at that loca-
tion.

Commissioners noted let-
ters of opposition from Cook
0il Co., the Charles Hood
Estate, the Brown Estate and
the Sugarland Co.

Although the possibility of a
spot zoning problem was
cited as one likely reason for
opposition, commissioners
agreed that such a change
would not constitute spot zon-
ing.
Ultimately, the issue was

tabled with commissioners
requesting that Whitehorn
provide a clearer description
of the property in question at
the next commission
meeting.

City fathers also made
plans to invite a member of
the city’s planning and zoning
board to explain the board’s
reasons for recommending
that the request be turned
down.

Commissioners denied a se-
cond zoning change request
from Tommy Hickman seek-
ing to have the north 350 feet
of the east half of Block 3,
Ricketts Addition changed
from ‘“A-Single Family” to
“D-1" Zone.

City fathers agreed that in
that instance, the request did
constitute spot zoning.

Three bids for a new roof
surface on the old portion of
the Hereford Community
Center were opened at Mon-
day night's meeting, with all
thee bids in excess of $21,000.

Commissioner Wes Fisher
moved to reject all of the bids
‘‘because this is not a

Jordan Massing
Troops on Border

KUWAIT (AP) — Joraan
has massed a mechanized
force of 40,000 troops on its
border with Iraq, awaiting
word to join the battle against
Iran, a Kuwait newspaper
reported today.

USED-CAR SHOPPING

Do your homework first.
Read the classified ads and a
current book of wholesale
prices, she recommends.

A critical eye will give
clues to the car’s history and
approximate worth.

Check the general ap-
pearance of the car, and then
check the paint and chrome
for signs of repainting and ac-

cidents.

Also, check ripples and
dents, door, hood and truck
alignment, rust and salt cor-
rosion and tire wear.

Inspect the engine for signs
of oil leaks and the odometer
for correlating overall ap-
pearance and mileage.

After going over the car,
take it out for a road test.
Never buy an automobile
without one, the"specialist ad-
vises.

Check the acceleration, the
clutch on a manual transmis-
sion, the automatic transmis-
sion, steering and brakes.
Beware of any noises for
which you cannot locate the
source.

Used-car buyers in the
United States also benefit
from legislation which helps
them determine if a car has
an uncorrected defect affec-
ting its reliability of safety,
she continues.

President Declares This Week

As Consumer Education Week

The man behind the
counter says it's his best
model. They all look shiny
and new, but the big dif-
ference between appliances
is in fine print: how much
energy it takes to operate;
which parts are guaranteed
for how long; and how to file a
claim if the appliance
malfunctions.

Many consumers aren't
aware of these basics to buy-
ing. And it’s true consumers
cannot exercise rights they
don't know they have.

When President Carter
declared the week of October
3511 as National Consumer
Education Week, he asserted
his overwhelming conviction
that ‘‘every citizen can
benefit from knowing more

about consumer laws, rights
and avenues of redress.” He
points out that ‘‘educated
consumers can do much to
ensure genuine competition,
increased productivity,
higher quality and lower
prices in the marketplace.”

In line with the President’s
proclamation for a National
Consumer Education Week,
Governor Bill Clements sign-
ed a resolution marking the
week beginning October 5 as
Consumer Education Week in
Texas. In the resolution
Governor Clements stated
that *‘Consumer Education is
vital in understanding the
role of the consumer, the pro-
ducer, and government in a
free-enterprise system.”

Association of Texas
(VHTAT) states that con-
sumer education is
economics put into real
world, understandable terms.

“Developing a working
knowledge of consumer
citizenship in students is one
of our major objectives,”
states Davis, who is also a
classroom teacher at John
Jay High School, San An-
tonio. ‘“‘Consumer education
as taught in vocational home
economics examines all
aspects of the consumer in a
free-enterprise system--
buying, methods of buying,
management of financial
resources, renting and leas-
ing, securing insurance, and
understanding consumer
legislation such as the Truth-
in-Lending Act and the Fair
Packaging and Labeling Act.
Our homemaking students
are developing lifelong
decision-making skills for the
best management of total
resources.”

Cnsumer Education Week
is being observed by home
economics educators and
students in public schools and
colleges across the state.
These activities include infor-
mative programs and
displays to tell the public
about consumer citizenship.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Members of a Miami Beach
church, who want to smoke
pot in praise of God are still
breaking the law. The
nation’s highest court has re-
jected their freedom-of-

poses,

That leaves members of the
Ethiopian Zion Coptic Church
facing a Florida Supreme
Court decision that bars them
from smoking the illegal drug
during worship services at a
Miami Beach home.

The state court ruled last
Nov. 1 that marijuana laws
do not violate the church
members’ freedom of

Monday’s denial of review
does not preclude other legal
maneuvers by the Coptics.
But the defeat proved bitter
enough to spur a church,
member identifying himself
as Brother Love to call the

justices ‘‘cowards.”

“It is a cowardly position
not to face this pressing pro-
blem head-on, and thus deny
millions of persons their God-
given rights,” said Brother
Love. ‘“The court has acted as

The Coptic church traces
its roots to a bona fide
religion of long standing in
Jamaica and Ethiopia. In-
deed, the Florida courts
found that the use of mari-
juana “‘is an essential portion
of the (church’s) religious

outlawing of snake-handling
and poison-drinking as
religious practices.

In 1979, Florida and Miami
Beach officials filed a
nuisance complaint seeking a
court order prohibiting the
use of church member Jac-
quelyn Renee Town's home
on fashionable Star Island in
Biscayne Bay as the church’s

authorities also sought a pro-
hibition of the marijuana-

smoking.

Beginning its 198081 term
with what may have been the
busiest day in its 190 years,
the Supreme Court also took
these actions:

Boston Schools
Face New Trouble

BOSTON (AP) — Boston
schools, long torn by racial
tensions and busing protests,
are in the throes of new
troubles. White students are
boycotting South Boston High
School, teachers are suing the
mayor for a raise and a
School Committee member
has been arrested and charg-
ed with attempted extortion.

““The last eight
‘weeks...have been more
bizarre than anything I've
seen in 11 years here,” said
one school administrator. “I
g0 home every night shaking
my head wondering what will
happen next."

After the worst melee in
four years erupted in South
Boston High's auditorium
last Thursday, the school shut
down. Officials cautiously
tried Monday to resume
classes for ninth graders.

But some white pupils vow-
ed to stay away until metal

detectors are reinstalled at
the doors to keep their
classmates from carrying
knives into school.

Anti-busing leaders urged
the boycott, and of 280 ninth
graders, only 81 — 41 blacks,
24 whites and 16 other minori-
ty students — attended Mon-
day.

The airport-style detectors
were removed a year ago in
an effort to make things more
normal at the tense school,
which has been the focus of
violent anti-busing protests
since a 1974 federal court
desegregation order.

‘“‘Students are going into
that school with knives and
blackjacks. Somebody is go-
ing to get seriously injured or
killed,” said James Kelly,
head of the South Boston In-
formation Center, the
neighborhood anti-busing
organization.

Our nation’'s total
unemployment numbers look
worse than they are because
of the disproportionate
number of young blacks who
are idle.

Nor does education seem to
help.

The United States Labor
Department finds that among
high-school dropouts " the
jobless rate for blacks is 31.6
percent-about double what it
is for white dropouts.

For high school graduates,
the unemployment rate for
blacks, 21.3 percent, is almost
three times what it is for
whites in the same category.

And among college
graduates, the comparison
worsens--17.1 percent of
blacks unemployed to only 4
percent of whites.

University, says, “If a person
can't get a job when he's
young, his chances don't im-
prove much when he's
older.”

Thus joblessness affects
every aspects of black life-
higher crime rates~higher in-
cidence of family breakups—
lifelong poverty.

Few authorities, black or
white, see any evidence that
discrimination has increased
over the past 20 years. Then
what is the cause of the
disparity?

One factor is the drug cult,
so established in the ghetto
that many young blacks find
pushing drugs easier and
more profitable than any
other employment.

Further, the black birth
rate is enough higher than the
white birth rate to put propor-
tionately more young blacks
in the job market.

Competition from aliens,
legal and illegal, is a factor
hardly anybody wants to talk
about, but increasing im-
migration and subsequent
preferential consideration
are a rude slap in the face for
job-eligible American blacks.

Also, Prof. Elijah Anderson
of the University of Penn-
sylvania says that contem-
porary values tend to make
young blacks more prideful,
more assertive, less willing to
accept menial jobs.

That this explains why
some unskilled young ignore
help-wanted ads in favor of
government handouts.

Thus ignominy of race-
related bondage is with us
yet-the shackles of slavery
having been replaced by the
opiate of welfare.

§ PRPC Planning
$25, 000 Grant

AMARILLO - A rural elec-
tric cooperative somewhere
in the Panhandle will benefit
from a $25,000 federal grant
recently awarded to the
Panhandle Regional Plann-
ing Commission. The com-
mission is one of sixteen
councils of government in the
U.S. to participate in the
Department of Commerce’s
Rural Energy Initiative.

Initially, the commission
will survey the thirteen RECs
in the Panhandle - Plains
region to determine interest
in the program. The co-op
boards and staffs will be ask-
ed to complete questionnaires
showing their level of interest
in such issues as solar and
wind energy, the use of syn-
fuels, biomass conversion or
alternative approaches to
energy production and sup-
plementation.

The REC that is selected as
a target for the Panhandle
Rural Energy Program
(PREP) will be assisted by
PRPC staff member, Wayne
Hughes, in exploring the
alternative energy resources
that might be adaptable to
their economic situation.

During the phase I term of
the PREP, the co-op board
and staff will be acquainted
with all aspects of alternative
energy systems open to them
and then be encouraged to
adopt one of those systems or
a set of systems for further
study and development. Part
of the adoption process would
include public hearings to get
input from private citizens
and acquaint them with the
progress of the grant.

One possible application of

the funding would be to train *

ol;ner-munbeuofuwco-op
to construct small solar col-
lectors in their farm

workshops. The co-op would

then sell the units to other
members of the co-op or to
the general public. This kind
of cottage industry would
help prevent job displace-
ment resulting from increas-
lngmechanlzationoﬁannmg
operations.

The Panhandle Rural
Energy Program was design-
ed to be linked to an electric
cooperative because this kind
of organization already has a
board of directors and a pro-
fessional staff. It saves the
time that would be spent in
creating a governing bedy
from ‘‘scratch.’”’ Co-op
organizations are accustom-
ed to dealing with energy
issues routinely. Consequent-
ly, little of the grant time
would have to be spent in
educating board members
about basic energy issues.

Spokesmen for the Com-
merce Department have told
PRPC officials that the
energy program could be
eligible for continued funding
on a three-year basis if the
pilot program is successful.
The additional funding could
be used to purchase hard-
ware for pilot projects and to
hire consultants to train
workers in construction of
alternative energy devices.

The Departments of Com-
merce and Energy will
distribute $400,000 in federal
funds to economic develop-
ment districts in fifteen
states in the energy program.
The PRPC is the only district
in Texas to be awarded a
grant in the program.

Bentsen Releases

Economy Report

WASHINGTON,
D.C.-Senator Lloyd Bentsen
has released a report by the
new Senate Democratic Task
Force on the Economy. The
report, first of its kinds, pro-
poses a comprehensive pro-
gram of economic legislation
for the 1980s.

Bentsen, Chairman of the
Joint Economic Committee,
was appointed by Senate Ma-
jority Leader Robert Byrd
last summer to head the new-
ly created Democratic Task
Force. Chairmen of virtually
every Senate committee with
jurisdiction over various
facets of economic legislation
worked together to prepare
the report.

“‘Our goal has been to build
a framework within which
economic policy can be im-
plemented over the coming
decade,” Bentsen said.

‘““The report includes
specific recommendations
for rebuilding the American
economy, for making us
again competitive in world
markets, through fiscal
policy, monetary policy, tax
policy and trade policy.”

The report calls for a tax
cut, effective in 1981, to en-
courage savings and invest-
ment. It calls for a steady,
long-term approach to both
fiscal and monetary policy. It
urges establishment of a

Department of Trade to in-
corporate the trade activities
now carried out by the
Departments of State, Com-
merce, Treasury and other
agencies.

The report recommends
final enactment of the priori-
ty recommendations by the
White House Conference on
Small Business, continued
reduction of the burden of
government regulation, a
renewed commitment to
worker training and educa-
tion for employment in
private industry, and com-
prehensive programs for
energy, water and materials
development.

The Senate Democratic
Task Force on the Economy
also calls for a concentrated
effort throughout the decade
to restore prosperity to fami-
ly farmers. It urges a renew-
ed commitment to the goal of
assuring affordable housing
for all Americans. And it pro-
poses an industrial policy
which includes a reduced, yet
more seffective role for
government.

“The American people are
entitled to know what we, as
Democrats in the Senate, en-
vision for our economy over
the coming decade. The
report by this Task Force
endeavors to give them that
vision,” Bentsen said.

“Our economic potential in
this country remains une-
qualed in the world. We are
recommending a comprehen-
sive economic policy that will
enable us to live up to our
potential through the ‘80s,”
Senator Bentsen said.
