Politics, timing dim hopes
or treatment center here

Hereford's proposal was for a
general facility, male and female,
s.ncc only 16 percent of offenders in
the district were female. Approval
by the state for a female-only facility
appeared slight, said Sheffield,
because of funding and other

The
National Conservative Foundation
already has sent Bush a letter
recommending Cheney.

Hereford will receive a sales tax
rebate check this month for
S43,033.45, down from the $47,907
received in December 1989 hut
pushing the yearly total for 1990
above the 1989 year-end figure,

For 1990, Hereford received
rebates of $622,875. up 3.2 percent
from the $603,438 for 1989.

Most other area cities were "up"
for the year, as wa most of the state,
according to State Comptroller Bob
Bullock. Sales tax rebates to Texas
cities this month arc up nine percent
over last December's figures, and up
eight percent over last year's total
payments.

This month's check reflect tax
c Heeled on October sales and
reported in late November by
businesses filing monthly returns.

Deaf Sm ith County will recei vc a
rebate of $22,862. That pushes the
1990 total to 5324,143, up from' the
$310,751 received for 1989. The
county sales tax is used to offset ad
valorem taxes,

Cavazos was out. of town
Wednesday and let it he known he
would not be hack, not cv n for the
kind of personal departure appearance
lhal Bush made w\\h other top
officials who have left his admini. Ira-
linn, an official said.

However, the secretary was
expected to keep a scheduled
appearance Saturday in West
Virginia.

The resignation, announced at a
Cabinet meeting Wednesday, is
effective Saturday.

Cavazos, 63, the fourth person to
serve as secretary of education, gave
neither a reason for his resignation
nor details about his future plans, said
·ducation Department spokeswoman

Ella Ficlek.
Many education officials, even his

harshest critics, said it was apparent
Cavazos received linlc support from
the White House.

"The administration Secretary
Cavazos served did not match his
convictions with deeds that would
have carried out the commitments
implicit in Prcsid nt Bush's desire to
he an education president," said
Robert H. Atwell, president of the
American Council on Education.

As the Interstate Hli.gbw.ay
censtructlon era draws to a close, Lhc
big question for Americans is what
kind of highway program wiUreplace
ilt.

The federal-aid highway program
lhat created tbe Interstate System is
scheduled to expire on Sept, 30, 1991..
Thecountry has no national plan to
deal with growing trensportation
needs beyond that dale. even tbough
roads •.and bridge.s are deteriorating
and highway uavel nationally Is I

growing at nearly five percent a year. ,
Says Lester P.Lamm, president of

the Highw.ay Users Fcd'eralion,
"Industry and business leaders agree
that for the U.S. to remain economi-
cally strong at.home andcompetitive
abroad, it needs a highway program
aimed at moving goods and workers
smoothly and safely in aUpans or the
country." .

An aFfordable, realistic highway
plan has been developed by Ihe
Highway Users Federation and other
industry groups. But Congress has yet
to agree to put such a program in
place before the 199J legislation
deadline shuts down the entire-
'federal-aid highway pr~l~am.
