The beer trucks from Amarillo began
arriving in Hereford about 10:30 a.m. At
Wil-Mart Convenience Store on U.S.

before the cans were on the shelves. The
first sale was made at about 10:45 a.m.

Manager Sherry Green said she has
not made an exact calculation, but the
tentative figure is about $2,200 made in
beer sales by the time the store closed
at midnight. She said the first supply of
Coors was exhausted by 7:30 p.m. but
another truckload had been delivered

Voter turnout large here

Approximately 53.5 percent
of the eligible voters in Deaf
Smith County turned out for
Saturday’s election, com-
pared to an average 30 per-
cent turnout across West
Texas.

The Democratic Primary
drew 4,758 voters and the
Republican Primary had 171
voters, according to figures
at County Clerk David
Ruland’s office.

Ruland estimated there are
9,200 persons who have
registration cards and were
eligible to vote Saturday. The
number is nol exact because
some people moved and did
not notify the clerk’s office.

The county attracted 58.7
percent of the voters to the
local option election held
April 7. At that time, there
were nol as many registered
voters and the 5,100 total

Approximately 53.5 percent

represented 58.7 percent of
the total. There were almost
as many voters Saturday
with the 4,929 total from both
party primaries.

Rep. Kent Hance, who led
the statewide race for U.S.
Senator in the Demo
primary, said this week he
had hoped for a 50 percent
turnout in his home district
with at least a 60 percent ma-
jority. He didn’t get the tur-
nout, but he got an 80 percent
majority.

Hance got 83 percent sup-
port in Deaf Smith County,
with highly-contested county
races helping get the voters
out for the primary. The 19th
District representative also
got 83 percent of the vote in
Lubbock County, but only 26.7
percent of the voters turned
out there. In his home county

of Castro, Hance got 91 per-
cent of the vote with a 40.6
percent turnout.

Election officials are ex-
pecting another good turnout
here for the June 2 runoff
elections, but it may not be as
high as the May 5 primaries.
The second Demo primary
will have three local con-
tested races to help attract
voters, in addition to the
senatorial race and the 19th
District representative race.

Hance will face Lloyd Dog-
gett in the Demo senate race,
while Don Richards and
Thomas Richards are the
runoff foes in the Demo race
to succeed Hance. The
Republicans will aiso have a
runoff in the 19th District
race, with Larry Combest
facing Ron Fleming as the
GOP nominee.

Recounts yet to change third place

DALLAS (AP) — Recounts
in Dallas, Harris and Travis
counties yielded some/
changes in Saturday’s QS'(
Senate primary, but'the ba-
tom line remained the same:
Bob Krueger still finished
third.

Krueger, who has re-
quested recounts in 68 coun-
ties, lost a berth in the June 2
Democratic runoff by a hair-
thin margin to Sen. Lloyd
Doggett and Rep. Kent
Hance.

Recounts in those three
counties netted all three can-
didates some extra votes, but
did not change any of their
percentages, The Dallas Mor-
ning News reported today.

Krueger picked up 105
votes, compared to 59 for
Hance, the front-runner, and
143 for Doggett, who came in
second statewide.

Initial vote tallies showed
Krueger trailing Doggett by
only a few hundred votes. But
as early verifications widen-
ed that gap, he asked for re-
counts in 68 counties where
voting machines or -punch-
card tabulation were used to
compile results.

In election

Campaign aide Rich Ray-
nd said Wednesday that
xwger didn’t expect a big
change in the tallies, but “felt
we had a moral obligation to
ask for a partial recount.”

He added that ‘‘we really
won’t have much to say about
the new totals until all the re-
counts are finished.”

Exactly how many will be
completed is still unclear;
Raymond said campaign of-
ficials have gotten required
court orders in only about
half the 68 counties pegged
for recounts.

In Dallas County, Krueger
gained 62 votes, Doggett pick-
ed up 75 and Hance's total
went up 30 votes. Those totals
kept Doggett firmly in the
lead.

In Harris County, Krueger
added 36, Doggett 32 and
Hance 22. And in Travis
County, where Doggett plac-
ed first on Saturday, the
Austin state senator gained 16
voles while Krueger and
Hance both gained seven.

“I didn’t expect a signifi-
cant change,” said Ken Ben-
son, Krueger's Dallas County
campaign coordinator. “But I

Rightist charges fraud

SAN SALVADOR, EI
Salvador (AP) — Roberto
d'Aubuisson withdrew his
far-right party from par-
ticipation in the official count
of presidential votes, charg-
ing U.S.-backed fraud, and
said he would win if illegal
ballots were thrown out.

D'Aubuisson, candidate of
the Republican Nationalist
Alliance, claimed at a news
conference Wednesday that
his party's tally shows he won
52 percent of the valid voles
in Sunday's runoff election to
48 percent for moderate Jose
Napoleon Duarte, a Christian
Democral.

No official results have
been released, but Duarte
claimed victory Monday, say-
ing his party’s figures showed
he won about 55 percent of the
vole.

“QOur results are
theirs are fake,"
d’Aubuisson.

D'Aubuisson also accused
the U.S. State Department
and the CIA of conspiring
with the Christian Democrats
to fix the election.

He said he had no “tangi-
ble” proof of the claim but
read from a statement by
Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C.,
who said the Reagan ad-
ministration used a ‘‘covert
plan to funnel U.S. govern-
ment'' money and assistance
to Duarte’s campaign.

The United States has push-
ed hard for elections here but
denies it tried to influence the
outcome.

Six senior officers in EIl
Salvador's powerful military
said Wednesday they would
be willing to accept Duarte as
the new president but warned
he must move cautiously if he
wants to win the confidence of
the armed forces. They spoke
on condition that they not be

identified.

They also
were filed in Fort Bend,
Brazoria, Brazos, Chamnbers,
Jefferson, Waller, Wharton
and Washington counties,
said Schoenbaum.

A revised report from Fort
Bend County on Monday
caused Krueger to lose votes.

Fort Bend officials
reported a total for Krueger
of 4,117 on Sunday. However,
the total was revised to 3,232
votes on Monday, a reduction
of 885,

Fort Bend County
Democratic Chairman John
Ferro blamed the mix-up on
‘“‘people not being able to read
the numbers right in the mid-
dle of the night."”

The votes were retabulated
Sunday, Ferro said.

A coordinator of Krueger's
campaign, Land Commis-
sioner Garry Mauro, said
Monday that Krueger would
not seek recounts but would

only ask that vote totals be
verified in the 68 counties.
Schoenbaum, however, said
Mauro’s statement resulted
from a ‘‘misunderstanding”’
and that the losing candidate
planned all along to demand
the recounts.

Some Krueger campaign
officials said they feared that

the public would react
negatively to recount re-
quests.

Hance and Doggett began
preparations for their cam-
paigns toward the June 2
runoff. Neither candidate
was expecting the recounts to
change the primary results.

On the day before the final
round of primaries on June 5,
Johnson said Mondale will
have between 1,750 and 1,800
delegates — -within striking
range of the 1,967 needed to
win the nomination.

Please,
Ann, tell me what to do.
Although 1 am a grown
woman I feel like an abandon-
ed child. I need your wise

Other Communist nations join Soviets in
boycott of Los Angeles Olympic Games

WASHINGTON (AP) -
American officials now ex-
pect most of the nations of the
Warsaw Pact to follow the
lead of the Soviet Union and
Bulgaria and pull their
athletes out of the 1984 Olym-
pic Games in Los Angeles.

While officials of the
American Olympic Commit-
tee say a 50-50 chance still ex-
ists that the Soviets can be
persuaded to change their
minds, officials of the Reagan
administration say that is not
a realistic possibility.

“I think there is an expec-
tation that most of the East
European countries will now
pull out,” said a State Depart-
ment official speaking
privately. *‘And that is sad.”

Meanwhile, Democratic
presidential contender Jesse
Jackson announced he would
discuss the Olympic boycott
today with Soviet Am-
bassador Anatoly Dobrynin
at the Soviet Embassy here.

At the White House, na-

o

tional security adviser
Robert McFarlane said, ‘'l
suppose I don't have any
comment. It's a free
country.”

The U.S. official said it is
expected that Yugoslavia,
which is not a Warsaw Pact
member, and Romania,
which is one, will send teams
to compete at Los Angeles.

But he indicated that other
Soviet-bloc nations, including

East Germany, Poland,
Hungary and
Czechoslovakia, probably
will not.

The State Department said
that in announcing the
boycott, the Soviets ignored
repeated pledges from Presi-
dent Reagan that the security
of Soviet athletes and the in-
tegrity of the Olympic
charter would be protected.

State Department
spokesman John Hughes
issued a 10-point list of
assurances made by the
United States prior to the an-

nouncement by the Soviet

Olympic Committee that
obstacles mounted by the
United States made it “‘im-

possible” for Soviet athletes
to compete in Los Angeles.

He said the assurances in-
cluded authorizing at least 25
Soviet charter flights into Los
Angeles and spending about
$500,000 so far on security for
a Soviet cruise ship, which
was to be anchored off Los
Angeles as a Soviet Olympic

If the Chicago White Sox
and Milwaukee Brewers
aren’t in midseason form yet,
they probably never will be.

After playing 34 innings in
two days — including an
American League-record
25-inning marathon that
lasted 8 hours and 6 minutes,
making it the longest major-
league game ever lime-wise
— both teams might be ready
for the All-Star break.The
game was suspended by an
AL curfew after 17 innings
Tuesday night tied 3-3.

“If you're going to play
them that long, you might as
well win them,'' said
Chicago's Tom Seaver, the
winning pitcher in both
games as the White Sox cap-
tured the record game 7-6 on
Harold Baines' homer and
then took the regularly
scheduled game 54.

Seaver hurled the top of the
25th as Chicago’s eighth pit-
cher and allowed one hit. It
was his seventh career relief
appearance and first since
1976. Seaver then gave up
three hits two of them
homers to Roy Howell and
Robin Yount in 8 1-3 inn-
ings of the nightcap after
retiring the first 14 batters.

In other AL action, the
Detroit Tigers downed the
Kansas City Royals 3-1, the
Minnesota Twins beat the
California Angels 52, the
Baltimore Orioles took two
from the Toronto Blue Jays
74 and 7-3, the Seattle
Mariners defeated the
Oakland Athletics 4-1, the
New York Yankees pounded
the Cleveland Indians 11-4
and the Boston Red Sox
