RAYMOND LEWENTHAL

Hereford Concert Associaton
member will have the opportuniy
to see and hear Raymond Lewen-
thal, young American plankfl. at
the High School Friday night at
8 o'clock in the second program
of the present concert season.
. Lewenthal gained prominence
with perhaps the most impres-
sive and -auspiclous piano dehovt
of recent seasons under the ba-
ton of a world-famous conductor
and with a major orchestra, both
seldom heard of feats in them-
selves, in July 1948

Two months after his success-
ful debut with the Philidelphia
Orchestra Lewenthal was at it
again — this time in Town Hall,
New York, making that . vitally i

Important bow to the ‘world's
toughest and most discerning au-
dience and critics. The critic
for the New York Times led off
with this accolade: “Endowed
wth imposng digital dexterity,
enormous energy, unusual under- l
standing of the musical require-
ments, a remarkable sensivity to
nuance. Impressed this listener
with subtle coloring of tone. Ex+
citing!” The other critics were
equally impressed, their reactions
best summed up in the dictum
of conductor Leopold Stokowski
who, .after hearing Lewenthal
play recently, sald simply, “Ray-
mond Lewenthal is wonderfully
gifted.”

Lewenthal had distinguished
himself in the minor leagues long
before he got int the big time.
Back in 1945 he won the U.CLA
Young Artist contest and the Oc-
cidental Young Artists Auditons

Bruno Walter, sole judge of the
U. €. L. A. contest, said, “Mr.
Lewenthal has the nature of a
virtuoso and at the same time his
technical talent does not prevent
him from expressing the spirit-
ual content of the music. He
plays with genuine understand-
ing and feeling.”

Research Points

Trees In Texas

Research workers at state and
federal experiment stations in
many parts of the nation are
busy trying to develop new varie-
|ties of fruits that will out pro-
duce and.yield more desirable
fruit than the varieties now com-
| monly grown. They have come up
with several outstanding new
peach varietiés and the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Stations
at Stephenville and Lindale have
tested more than 300 varieties.
| In the tests made at Stephen-?
|vi‘lv, a new variety called Dixi-
| gem looks very good. John
!‘}hnrhison.. associate extension
1 horticulturist of Texas A&M Col-
lege, says it is a yellow freestone

fruit of fine texture and good
|t|!iu]iiy. The skin has a rich red
blush with a yellow base. 1t
| ripens four to five weeks before
1 the Elberta.

Next in order.of ripening is a
new peach known as the Dixired.
T'his peach really does have the
skin yqu love to touch. It is'not |
| as large as the Dixigem, but Is |
| most attractive in appearance. |
| The trees tend to overbear and it
|is a good idea to thin the fruit
| early in the spring so the fruit |
| left can attain full size.

A comparatively new varlety
which has been tested thorough-
ly throughout most of the state
| is Halehaven. It is a yellow free-
stone and the trees are usually
vigorous. In Central Texas it
ripens from mid June to early
July.

Improvements have been made
on the old standby, Elberta. The.
new strain is known as the Sul-
livan Elberta. The improvement
has added extra color and a
slight tendency for the fruit to
ripen earlier than the standard
type.
