with where the geese were feed-
ing and just 'what lakes they
were using and they didn’t lose
track of the geese from the first
flight until the season was over,
or the geese Jeft.

Remember back about this
time when the large wheat figlds
began to show up and the geese
were feeding 'on it, thesé fellows
located the geese feeding in the
what flelds, waited until they
we.it back to the lake, dug pits,
and hauled every bit of the dirt
out of the field. In fact it was so
clean you had to. drive right up
on a pit before you gould find it.
Anyway next day ‘they would
make it early ahd put out their
decoys and wait for the geese to
come in,-and if they would de-
coy that was it. 1 don’t know,
but it might have been the first
time that anyone ever tried a
pit inthe wheat flelds. Anway,
it was a good stunt and they
killed a lot of geese that way.
Those fellows knew a lot about
geeseé and their habits, and man!
could they shoot.

No man ever hunted geese very
long that didn/t practically quit

everything else until the season
was over, and after he killed his
first goose, there is nq help for
him-—they hunt and dream and
eat and talk goose hunting, they
all have a pipe dreum of some
day being in a blind of some
kind and the geese coming in by
the hundreds, coming In low
and lightirig real close where
they can line their Heads up and
start pulling the trigger. In this
“pipg dream™ he néver gets the
geese counted that he killed, but
there was a smear of them.

These Ald goose hunters men-
tioned above, were no exception,
they had the same dreams and
it .came true to a couple of them
one time, maybe'I ean tell that
some day, cause I was along.
