Naval Reserves

Can Volunteer

Seaman recruits and seaman
apprentices who were members
of the Naval Reserve prior to
September 1, 1850, can now vol-
unteer for active duty in the
Navy after they have received
draft induction notices, Eighth
Naval District headquarters an-
nounced.

The Commandant of the Eigh-
th Naval District said the new
ruling will affect approximately
14,000 men in the district who
are in the above category,

Untll now, he said, regula-
tions had prevented men |n the
Naval Reserve's two lowest pay
grades from volunteering for
active duty unless they had at
least six meonths' previous full
time duty on their records. Un-
der those-regulations, a number
of these men have been drafted
lack of required regular
duty. The Navy cannot now take
draftees. ;

These reservists may now be
placed on active duty in the
Naval Reserve while they are
being processed under selective
servige, at any time prior to the
selective service induction date,
the Navy ruling stated.

The procedure Is as follows:

The reservist wishing to vol-
unteer should contact his near-
est Naval recruiting station or
substation. He must meet the
same mental, physical and other
standards - as the regular Navy
recruit.

He will be required to sign an
agreement to serve 24 moiiths
on active duty

He will then be sent into re-
cruit training with regular Navy
recruits, but will maintain his
identity as a Reservist in Class
V-13 of the Naval Reserve,

Reservists In the rates of
seaman and fireman, and petty
officer in certain ratings, still
are being accepted as volunteers,
the Commandant pointed out.

Blumenthal, that he had figured out
what he would do if an assassin
came Info the room. Most assassins,
he sald, would expect the presi-
dent to get under the desk, but he
was planping to reverse things and
aitack (he attacker—just as An-
drew Jackson did when attacked in
the halls of congress . . . When last
week's shooting started, Mrs. Tru-
man rushed into the president’s
bedroom where he was napping. to
téll him a seeret service man was
lying wounded on the street. Actu-
ally she mistook assassin Collazo
for a plain-clothes man . . . One
sécret service man was in front of
Blair House at the time of the
shooting, the others were in the
rear eating lunch. The White House
police, -which bore the brunt of the

attack, are underl the secret Sérv-
lce ... The secret service have
been under some criticism in recent
years for having become partially
political. Maj. Gen. Harry Vaughan
intervened in the early days of the
Truman administration, fired Mike
Reilly, who operated under Roose-
velt, and gave the impression he
wanted to run the gervice. This
would not have been tolerated in the
old days of Chiet Willlam Moran
.. . Later, during the senate five-
percenter probe Reilly was hastily
rehired and givm & 10,000 job in
the interior department, (He knew
too much about how the secrel serv-
jce gave & special pass to Vaughan's
friend, John Maragon and about
other political wire-pulling.) .

Despite occasional politics, however,
the secret service does & good job.

Problcm for UM,

The North Korean-Manchurian
aréa is an ideal ong for United Na-
tions cooperation—if Moscow would
permit it. Reason is that the Japs,
which once controlled both Korea
and Manchuria, developed power
and industry regardless of interns-
tional boundaries, just as Grand
Coulee and Bonneville dams serve
several staies, regardiess of state
boundaries . . . Seven major dams
are reporied on the Yalu river be-
tween Mancharia and North Korea.
The Suiho dam, one of the largest
in the world, is 328 feet high, 2,788
feet long, has a reservoir 40 miles
long and delivers 700,000 kilowatts
of power , . . Another dam, Mam-
poshin, delivers 234,000 kw. The to-
tal system, when completed, will
ptoduce 2,000,000 kilowatis and will
operute industries as far south as
Port Arthur at the southernmost
tip of Manchuria . . . Two other
reservoirs are south of the Yalu
river, wholly in North Korean ter-
Fitory, and about 20 miles north of
the present U. N. front. It was
about the time U. N. troops ap-
proached these reservoirs that Chi-
nese troops crossed the border . .
The only possible way theses power
pedfects can be operdted is under
some form of United Matlons con:
trol, since they are locajed in and
fupply power to two tountries. This
is a ticklish situstion and one l.hl}
the U. N. has to be doubly carefu
about_in the solution to prevent war.
