How does the average Here-
ford high school graudate com-
pare financially in the world to-
day with relation to his academic
preparation, civic accomplish-
ments, military service, and his
cholce of vocation?

These and many other quest-
jiond regarding Hereford male
graduates between the years of
1981 and 1939 will found in
#n analysis of Here gradu-
ates by Pat Sullivan,
assistant high school prineipal.

Sullivan prepared the study as
partial fulfillment of the re-
quirements for his Master of Ed-
ucation degree which he received
from Texas Technological col-
lege this summer.

The 22-page report is impor-
tant, Sullivan states, because,
“The public schools are extreme-
ly mnegligent about evaluating
carefully the product which they
send out into adult society. Busi-
ness firms would not think of
marketing products without
checking on how well they per-
formed and how luccessful they
were.”

“In no other area,” Sulllvan
writes, “have our schools assum-
ed so little responsibility and

their efforts.”

The study lists 12 tables com-
paring how students in the four

Late Summer
Care of Fruit

Orchard Vital

COLLEGE STATION — The
heavy end of the peach season in
most sections of the state is
about over but there are jobs in
the orchard that shouldn't be
neglected. According to John
Hutchinson, extension horticul-
turist of Texas A. & M. college,
now is the time to check each
tree for San Jose scale.

This tiny sucking insect often
spreads thrnughout the orchard
 Auring Abe d ea arly |
fall. Tt may'ﬁ'e Carr
to tree by the wind, on the feet
of birds or the inkects may move
about on their own. It soon be-
come; established and may do
serious damage to the trees. The
scale is first noticed as a gray
ashy surface on the bark of the
tree.

Hutchinson says if it is found,
steps should be taken to control
it or else check its spread until
effective control measures can
be _applied. He recommends the
use of a solution made hy mixing
one pound of dry lime sulphur
in three gallons of ‘water. The
solution should be applied to the
trunk and framework branches
of the tree and he adds; an old
paint brush makes a good appli-
cator. He cautions against gllow-
eing the solution to come in con- |
tact with the folidge because it
will bufn the leaves.

*Opens November 9

AUSTIN — The executive sec-
& retary of the Game & Fish Com-
mission noted thaf the.new fed-
eral restrictions apgairist baiting

waterfowl is in keeping wnlk‘ long

54 standing Texas curbs.

The Federal Fish & Wildlife
Service, in announcing a‘50-day
i duck and goose season for Texas
beginning November 9, stated
that shooting over baited pldces
may NOT: be  done during or
within two weeks of the season
opener.

The executive se cretnr} pnmt
ed' out that Texas has outlawed
baiting waterfowl for hunting
purposes before, during and af-
ter the shooting season.

Under the 1951 féderdl regu-
lations, ducks or geese may NOT
be taken within ‘a half mile of
any place where corn or similar
feed is placed or exposed “dur-

ing or within two weeks prior to

the open season.”

Federal authorities said the
two-week overlap will help pre-
vent the luring of waterfowl to
an area even after the bait may
be: consumed.

The executive secretary re-sta-
ted the “commission’'s baiting
policy in issuing the proclama--
tion formally setting the water-

Lfowl .season from November 9 to

December 28 inclusive.

The general waterfowl regu-
lations, besides the dates, will be
the same as last year .The daily
duck limit will be five and the
possession limit 10. The limit
will be five geese in the aggre-
gate per day and five in posses-
sion. Shooting hours will be from
half an hour before sunrise to
one hour before sunset éxcept on
opening day when the legal shoot
will be from noon until one huur
before sunset.

1951 Banner Year For Certified

Seed Planting Throughout Texas

The year 1951 is the banner
year in number of acres of certi-
fied planting seed in Texas.

The acres certified are in ex-
cess of 300,000 according to the
actual records of the State De-
partment of Agriculture. This is
the highest on record for any one
year in the entire history of the
department. The largest previous
year was in 1040, when 225,000
acres were certified for proucers.

This record breaker involves 28
crops, and 106 various
strains and varieties in these 28
different crops. The principal in-
being certified for planting.

At the completion of fie
inspections by the Seed Division
of the State Department of Ag-
riculiure about the last of Sep-
tember, a list of all producers of
these registered and of certified
seed in Texas will be available in

riculture has also had a record
year in testing seed samples for
germination and purity sent by
growers from every community
in Texas. -More than 6,000 sam-

producers. With the ption of
wheat, which was held down by
dry weather, the quality of
samples sent in by farmers for
testing, showed a distinct' g
over previous years.

lowing: She lived at Ujpest, an
industrial suburb of Budapest.
Her husband having died  two
years ago, she supported her
two-year old son, Louis, on her
factory earnings.

Recently, Soviet-style women's
divisions were set up in the
Army. And it was detreed that
the chilldren of drafted women
would be “bought” by the state.
The factory where this woman
worked was. ordered to designate
15 women workers for army ‘ser-
vice. Since she had not surpassed
the notorious “norms,” the Com-
munist factory manager put her
on the list. Mrs. Nagy, informed
she was to serve in the first
wonien's regiment of the third
battalion, was ordered to report
before induction to the Rakosi
Children’s Home with her two-
year-old son. Here they told her

she must surrender the child to_

the state that he might be “suit-
ably educated.” The state would
“redeem” her child for 2000
forint (at the official rate this
would be two hundred dollars;
in the black market, forty dol-
lars). They handed her an of-
ficial transcript of the transact-
jon, tearing her child forcibly
from her arms despite her des-
perate appeals. The woman fled
to Austria, bearing with her the
official “recipt,” which is pub-
lished bv the Paris paper in fac-
gimile. This is the English trans-

lation: (The published photo
shows a tryewritten form on
which the data in italics was

filled in by hand.) RECEIPT —
“The ‘Rakosi Children's Home
hereby certifies that Mrs.. Steph-
en Nagy, nee Julia Kovacs, a
volunteer of the First Women's
Brigade of the People’s Army,
has this day relinquished to the
state her two year old son, Louis,
for the sum of 2000 forint. She
thereby gives up .all parental
rights, transferring the latter to
the Rakosi Children's Home. May

31, 1951, Csepel, The Rakosi
Children’'s Home, Superintend-
ent's Office, (Illegible Signa-
ture)”

The woman also relates that
Communist - authorities seek,
through their “redemption” plan
to encourage young women to
bear children out of wedlock
and then “sell” them to the state.
This, too, is in the interest of in-
creased production, specifically
“child production.”
