twenty-four hours.

Spectacle Frames

Celluloid -specatcle frames may
be very easily and effectively
repaired by applying a drop of
glacial acetic acid to the broken
ends, then in a few minutes pres-
sing them firmly together, and
allowing to dry.

Remove Whitewash
Do not try to paint over white-
wash. Wash off the whitewash
with clear water and allow the
walls to dry thoroughly before
painting.

Tempering Knife Blades

To temper a knife blade, heat
it evenly, turning carefully and
frequently to prevent warping.
When evenly heated, plunge per-
pendicularly into a vessel of raw
linseed oil. The temper should
be drawn on a hot iron. The
blades may be heated and hard-
ened between two straight pieces
of iron.

Ornamental Buttons

Buttons which are placed on
dresses for ornamental purposes
may be sewed to one-half of a
clasp, the other half sewed to
the dress; and then they may be
removed when the garment is
washed.

Head Lettuce
Cut the stalk out of head let-
tuce and pour cold water force-
fully into the opening for a few
minutes. The leaves will sepa-
rate easily.

If there are loose floor or tlre-
place tiles, fix them immediate-
ly before they are kicked out
and lost.

|Forage Supply

COLLEGE STATION — Mois-
ture conditions, mostly on ‘the
short side, in all sections of the
state for the past two years, have
clearly pointed up the necessity
for farmers and livestock pro-
ducers to plan for a reserve sup-
ply of feed.

A. W. Crain, associate pasture
specialist for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, points
out that little can be done about
the weather but much can be
done to prevent situations such
as have faced livestock and dairy
producers since the beginning of
the present drouth, He advises
as a corrective measure, the plan-
nipg of a “complete” forage pro-
gram,

He says regardless of how good
a permanent pasture may be,
supplemental pastures or stored
forages are needed to provide ad-
equate forage for farm. and
ranch livestock.

By properiy pianning his sup-
plemental pastures, a farmer can

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the seasons when permanent pas-
tures do not furnish adequate
grazing. Crain classifies the pres-
ent extended dry period as an
example of the “unusual season”
and adds that it is the .sort of
situation that livestock men must
always be prepared to meet. Nei-
ther permanent nor supplemental
pastures will furnish adequate
grazing under heavy adverse
weather conditions ‘and here is
where storage comes into the pic-
ture.

Crain suggests that farmers
provide ag least one ton of hay
and three tons of silage for each
cow on the farm. Without silage,
at least two tons of hay are need-
ed. He says that forage stored
as silage retains more of its nu-
tritive value than when stored as
hay.

To up production during fav-
orable growing seasons,- Crain
recommends the use of fertilizers
on both permanent and supple-
mental pastures.
