Two persons were added to the
Herkford Police Department staff
this week and a city sanitarian
hired following approval by the
city commission.

In their meeting Monday night,
city commissioners approved the
higing of a girl to handle Police
Department office work and take

_care of the radio during the day,
and another night patrelman who
will work the night shift and be
in the police radio room after
midnight, .

Chief of Policee Leo Box has
hired Mrs. Gerda Cates for the
office podition, and Virgil Ritchie
Jr., for the patrolman's job.

Dr. Jack Gillilland, veterinarian,
has been hired as city sanitarian
at a salary of 3150 a month plus
$25 for car expense. Among his
duties will be to inspect dairies
which furnish the local milk sup-
ply, inspect slaughter houses,
cafes, drug store fountains and
other places which handle food
and groceries, and report his
finding back to the city manager.

In the near future, Gililland is
to begin a regular inspection of
establishments: on his list, and,
where necessary, the city will take
action to see that places are
properly kept.

Health Problem

City commmissioners agreed
that the influx of large numbers
of migrant workers has created
something of a problem in Here-
ford, from the health standpoint,
and they are going to try to put

public rest rooms up in town
where they will be readily avail-

able, and see that areas
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alleys and around the business
distriet. It will also be available
as extra equipment in times of
emergency.

Ceeill ‘Parker, Lee Milllken and
G. E. Gaylord, Chamber of Com-
merce manager, appeared before
the. commissioners to discuss the
contract which has been let for
paving in the city.

Under the contract, four-coat
paving is required, with property
owners paying for the work. Park-
er, who represented the Chamber
of Commmerce paving comittee,
said that it was his opinion that a
two-coat paving job would be suf-
ficient, with possibiy one addition-
al coat at a later date.

Paving May Curl
Parker said that too heavy a
paving job sometimes has a ten-
dency to curl or form ridges,
which the thinner paving is not
as likely to do.

“Paving usually bréaks down
because water gets under it, or
because of extreme ' changes in
temperature,” he said.

The commmission agreed to
have a meeting as soon as possible
which may be some time next
week, between property owners,
the comtractor and the city engi-
neer. v

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Americans Spend Billions
Yearly On Tobacco Usage

CHICAGO — The American pub-
lic spent $52 billion on tobacco
and tobacco products last year,
according to a report in the 1953
Yearbook of the American Peo-
ples Encyclopedia. This was an
increase of approximately $300
million over 1951.

Cigarette and cigar consumption
accounted for all of the increase
In sales, according to the report.
Sales of pipe and chewing tobacco
and snuff all registered declines
from the previous year's sales fi-
gures.

Cigarette Production

Total cigarette production last
year was estimated at 430 bil-
lion, a three per cent/ increase
over the preceding year. Cigar

output was up four per cent to
6,000,000—the highest total since
1930.

The 97 million pounds of pipe
tobacco produced durjng the last
year was about four per cent be-
low figures for 1951. Chewing to-
bacco and snuff output were each
off about one per cent from the
preceding year, The use of snuff in
the United States has declined
about 30 per cent in the last 30
years.

 Returns On Social

Secarity Should Be
Made During July

During July social security tax
returns will be filed by employers
who had one or more employees
during April, May, or June. These
reports, will list the name, social
security number, and amount of
wages paid to each employee,

According to J. R. Sanderson,
Manager “of the Amarillo Social
Security Office, experience has
shown that the reports of large
employers, listing hundreds o«
even thousands of employees, will
be alomst 100 per cent accarate.

Most cases of returns being filed
with missing or incorrect social
security numbers will be among
the smaller employers, those With
only a few employees.

Reason For Accuracy

The reason large employers sub-
mit accurate - reports, Sanderson
said, is because they have learned
that the only way to do it is to
examine the social security card
of each employee when he starts
to work ,for them, copying his
name and number directly from
his card.

By so doing the employer pre-
vents needless correspondence and
contacts, saves oney . for h:
government and Kimself, and in-
sures his employees getting cred.t
for wages earned. Such a prac-
tice, of course, is available to all
employers and affords all the
same advantage:. A representa-
tive from the Amarillo Social Se-
curity Office will be in Hereford;
