Barbara Allen was worried when
she got sick at the Smithsonian
Instiune. So when she got back to
Hereford. she wentLOher doctor. She
was surprised when he sent her to a
specialist in Amarillo.

After all, her symptoms seemed
pretty minor. From time to time,
everyone is fatigued, nauseated, and
has itchy or crawly skin, So Barbara
was shocked when her doctor told her
that her liver was being destroyed by
her immune system and that she woold
eventually need a liver transplant,

That was in August of 1983.
Barbara got her new liver October 7,
1989.

Butlhat's not how she describes it.
Barbara and her husband. Bill, talk
about what "we" went through.

"We call it.oorproblem. When we
talk about it. we say the things we
went through because it was somelhing
we faced together." Bill said.

Barbant and 8U1 had six years 10
adjust to the idea of liver transplanla-
tion. Barbara's condition gradually
deteriorated until her doctor told her
last spring that &he time had come to
have a lIansplant. She wanted to wait
longer. but by last spring. her liver was
only functioning at.twenly percent of
capacity.

Last summer. Barbara went to
Baylor University Medical Centet in
Dallas for an evaluation and prepara-
tion for the liver transplant, The
doctors there told her to go home and
come back. in October. Bill and
Barbara spent the summer contacting
family and geUing their daughter,
Ilrenda, ready 10 Slarl college at
Angelo Slate.

Most people have to wait four to six
weeks for a new liver. Who gets a
Iiver when depends on how well livers
from donors match with a panicular
transplant recipient.

On a
Monday, they went to Baylor for
Barbara's pre-surgery preparation.
The following Saturday. Barbara got
her new liver.

Having a new liver has given
Barbara a new lease on life. She is no
longer tired. or sick 10 her stomach.
For the first time in her life she has
excess energy. a side elTect of her
medication.

. -,-/,:,' 1beOlhersideerrectsofB8Ibara's
medication are not 50 pleasant.
SteroidS. particularly cyclosporine,
sUppress her immune system so her
body will not reject her new liver.
Minor side effects include a sense of
false hunger and facial hair. Because
her immune system is so low, she has
lobe careful not to be exposed to
disease,

Barbara thinks she has recovered
from surgery, "But because my
immune system is so low. it'sa matter
of not being aroond people who are ill,
not to hug people. That's one of the
hardest things not 10 do. to just hug
your friends and your family. Of
course, you don', know who's been
exposed or who has the flu bug or
something like this. Taking care of
myself is important. Really taking
care of my .-clf and not letting a rash
go for a we •..k without seeing a doctor.

AUSTIN (AP) • Kent Hance had
spent most of I rainy winter's day on
the telephone talking with potential
campaign contributors when his wife.

"No problem," Hance told her.

I'll
see you tonight."

He never even glanced at a printed
night schedule. "Iknpw 'em
everywhere in Texas," he said. and
grinned. .

Al 47. fUn:e ... been crisscmssing
the state as a public officiaJ or
candidate for nearly two decades. In
this, his second bid for governor, he
hopes that frequent flying will pay big
dividends.

"There's a lot of difference in
having an idea and implementing an
idea. I'm the only one with a proven
track record of being able to imple-
ment ideas in public service."

His resume includes stale and
federal offices and membership in
boIh parues, Since upseuing stale Sen.
HJ. "Doc" Blanchard of Lubbock in
1974, Hance has been on the ballot all
but one election year,

He ran for Congress in 1978.
defeating the president's son, George
W. Bush, and serving three tenns. In
1981, he angered feUowDemocrats by
sponsoring President Reagan's tax cut.
u passed, and his 1990 campaipn
commercials still boast of the feat.

Hance left the safe congressional
scat 10 run for U.S. Senate in 1984,
narrowly losing a runoff to libemJ SIaI.e
Sen. lloyd Doggett of Austin, That.
Hance says,selthe stage for his 1985
party switch.

In 1986, his flJ'Stcampaign as a
Republican, Hance was knocked out
of the gubernatorial primary by Bill
Clements, Clements then resuscilatecf
Hance's political career by appointing
him lO.the Railroad Commission in
1981. He won election to the job in
1988 and grabbed heaUines wOOdwide
by attending OPEC oillalks.

individual contracts with 20 or 30 of the top mailers in the
country for special treatment, cheap postal rates. and
volume discounts. And, a second proposal. if passed would
allow the Postal Service to ~lay a lot of first class mail p.lus
some second ..classmail by at least a day. Estimates are that
15 to 30 pe.rcent of all first-class mail would be affected. .

"second-class" citizens, mailwlse, of lhe rest of us.
