For a disease that was
discovered in California in 1981,
and diagnosed there for the first
time in history, AIDS (Acquired
Immune Deficiency Syndrome)
has quickly become the most

confirmed by Dr. A.E. Isaacson,
Public Health Doctor from
Lubbock, who conducted an
AIDS seminar in Muleshoe for
about 100 people on Wednesday
afternoon.

Dr. Isaacson stressed
throughout his very explicit
seminar that AIDS can strike
anyone, any lifestyle, any ethnic
group, man, woman, child or
infant, without discrimination.

The public health doctor said
he was trying to inform people
of the disease, and educate
them on the only safety pre-
cautions that can be taken to
prevent the disease. AIDS is
100 percent fatal, there have
been thousands of deaths from
AIDS all across the United

Kids’ Food Choices Influen

For school-age children and
teenagers in particular, the
influence of people outside the
family plays an important role
in what foods the kids eat.

Those were among the con-
clusions of a U.S. Department
of Agriculture survey of 9000
children and teenagers between
the ages of 6 and 18.

“‘Parents often control the
food choices of children, and to
a lesser extent, those of
younger teenagers,”’ says Dr.
Dymple Cooksey, a nutritionist
with the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service.

**Food choices of older teen-
agers, however, probably are
more influenced by people
outside the home,’’ she says.
“The USDA study shows that
the percentage of eating oc-
casions shared with other
household members declines
with increasing age through the
teen years, and the percentage
eaten alone increases.”’

“The survey also indicates
that youngsters are getting
more and more of their nu-
trients from snacks rather than
meals,”’ Cooksey remarks. “‘On
the average, children aged 6 to
11 get about 18 percent of their
calories from snacks, for teen-
agers this figure rises about 21
percent.”’ )

According to the nutritionist,
the snacks preferred by 6 to 11
year olds in the study were
bakery products, including cook-

Home Day Care Improved

Through Home Study Course

An Extension Service pilot
program has shown that Texas
women in the business of
caring for children in their
homes can improve their know-
ledge and skills through a study
ledge and skills through a
study-at-home course.
home course.

Five hundred home day care
providers participated in the,
study conducted by the Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service (TAEX) home
economics program and funded
in part by the Texas Depart-
ment of Human Services
(TDHS) and Corporate Child
Development Fund for Texas.

“*Concern over the quality of
child care is a statewide issue
that prompted development of
an Extension program to reach
these family day care providers
with education and training,”
said Diane Welch, Extension
family life specialist and project
coordinator.

‘‘Reaching family day care
workers is difficult, since they
work all day and have family
responsibilities in the evening.
Time constraints may prevent
some providers from attending
classes even when ‘they are
offered locally,’” she added.

The TAEX program included
a manual and a set of
videotapes for home study about
child care, including health and
safety, child development and
guidance, nutrition and business
management.

The materials were distrib-
uted by Extension home econo-
mists in cooperation with local
TDHS staff in 28 counties. Most
of those participating were
operators of TDHS registered
family day homes.

Tests before and after the
four week study period deter-
mined providers’ knowledge
improved in all the child care
subject areas.

Welch says that 76% percent
of the participants achieved a
final score that qualified them
for three continuing education
units from Texas A&M Univer-
sity and 72 % made one or
more changes in child care

practices. In addition, day care
providers in 11 of the counties
are planning network organi-
zations among themselves after
participating in the program.

According to Welch, TAEX is
now in the process of imple-
menting the program through-
out state, with more than 100
counties scheduled to partici-
pate in 1987.

““More than 708,000 Texas
children are in liscensed or
registered day care and it's
estimated that a large number
are cared for in facilities not
currently registered,’’ the
specialist said.

“‘With a majority of children
under 3..in family day care
homes, upgrading the quality of
child care will have a long term
impact on the future of our
state,”” Welch said.

the disputed payment has been
charged against the merchant or
creditor rather than the con-
sumer.,”’

If your problem is a billing
error, such as being overcharg-

ed, you must notify the card
issuer of the problem within 60
days of the date of the last

statement.

““Withhold payment or ask for
a credit when you notify the
company,”’ she advises. ‘‘The
card issuer must answer within
two billing cycles or 90 days,
whichever comes first."’

““When the problem involves
defective or shoddy goods, poor
service, no refund or exchange,
first approach the merchant
with your problem,’’ says the
specialist. “‘If you’re still not
satisfied call or write the card
issuer, just as you would if it’s
a billing problem.”’

Granovsky says the charge-
back feature lets you withhold
payment on that portion of the
account that is in dispute while
the problem is being resolved.

““Whenever you have a prob-
lem with a bill, don’t send your
letter to the same address as
your credit card payment. Send
the letter to the address for
inquiries or complaints that’s
Jlisted separately on your bill,"”’
emphasizes the home econo-
mist.

She says the letter should
include your name, address,
credit-card number, the facts of
the dispute, an indication that
you have talked with the
merchant if the dispute is over
the merchandise, the amount of
payment you are withholding
and your signature,

‘“*Any letter should also state
explicitly that you are request-
ing a chargeback under the

special rules of the Fair Credit
Billing Act,”’

PUFF PASTRY

Some of the most spectacular

foods found in restaurants and
bake shops around the world
are those made with pufl
pastry. However, because of th
time, patience and experienc.
needed to create this most
delicate and challenging of all
pastries, it has long been the
province of msster chefs or, at
the very least, skilled cooks.
" Puff Pastry is a ‘deliciously
flaky dough that, when baked,
swells to six or seven times its
original height into a light,
delicate pastry. When you look
at the baked dough, you see
many thin layers seperated by
air spaces. These air spaces are
the only riser -- no leavening is
used. During the baking the
shortening melts creating steam
and puffing the layers of dough
into tender, crisp pastry.

Puff pastry dough should be
used cold. Since it thaws
quickly, it’s a good idea to keep
it refrigerated until ready to
shape and cut. Patry dough,
well wrapped, can be stored in
the refrigerator for three or four
days.

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ATOUCH OF HISTORY
First Local Merchant
Tells Of ‘Early Days’

(Editor’'s Note: The Touch
of History below was written
by the late M. P. Smith, the
first merchant in Muleshoe.
It first appeared in the S0th
anniversary issue of Mule-
shoe, in The Bailey County
Journal.)

By M.P. SMITH

When Ochiltree County
School land was offered for
bids, 1 was in the mercantile
business in Goodnight. Four
men from there bid in league
206 early in 1913. 1 traded my
business for the other interests
i the land.

I was acquainted with the
Janes brothers, who with the
Coldren Land Company of
Kansas City and the Santa Fe
Railroad, has staked and laid
out the town of Janes. They
offered me a business and
residence lots if 1 would put in a
business there. The railroad
rade was built through to

arwell and a switch track was
graded for Janes.

The Old Hotel building was
moved from Old Hurley to
Janes. After they reached the
sand the building was so heavy
they sawed it into half-way of
the length and made two
buildings of it. They set them
side by side and had two rooms.

On July 18, 1913, we landed
in Bovina with ocur household
goods, a cow, horse and buggy
and over $800 worth of grocer-
ies. We were moved by wagon
to Janes and occupied the north
side of the old hotel building.
The Janes brothers had built a
small building about 18 feet by
24 feet for a bank. These
building were all of Janes,
Texas. The sand was so deep
cars could hardly get in there.

The (Muleshoe) townsite
people kept telling me to wait
about building until they gave
the word. So about October they
had laid out the townsite of
Muleshoe and we selected our
lots, make a contract with E.R.
Hart to furnish material and
build the store. The 24 X 60 foot
building was finished in early

‘*Neither West Plains Publishing, nor owner, Leon Watson,
was implicated in the charges of counterfeiting.

‘*After their arrest, both admitted their guilt, but told officers
Watson had no knowledge of the counterfeiting. ‘

‘““Special Agents of the U.S. Secret Services first contacted
West Plains Publishing Company in October, 1986. At that time,
Watson was cleared of any wrong doing by the U.S. Secret

Service.”’

Watson also told The Journal Thursday morning that when he
was visited by the Secret Service, they had no search warrant,
but he freely show them his entire printing ‘operation, and

who are recognized for their
outstanding performance during
their high school careers. The
games also provide an opportu-
nity for college coaches and
others to watch these girls
demonstrate their talent againt
their peers. Many of the girls
playing in the games have
received college basketball scho-
larships as a direct result of
playing in the games.

For fourteen years, the All-
Star Games were held in con-
junction with the National Wo-
men's Invitiational Tournament
(NWIT), but in 1985, the NCAA
ruled that high school and
college basketball events could
not be combined. That ruling
spurred creation of the Texas

olden Spread High School
All-Star Games Trust, which is
a non-profit operztion and
organization of volunteers who
desire to promote women's
basketball in the Golden Spread
Area.

Funds donated to the games
are used to pay expenses to
conduct the games. All proceeds
of the games are donated by the
Trust to the women'’s basketball
programs of area colleges and
universitites.

plex) and never develo AIDS
themselves, but in others, lt|
may develop into AIDS within
months, they find they have less
and less energy, become very
tired, they have more a.nd
more infections, and their ill-
nesses become more severe.

Rare diseases show up like
PCP, a very rare pneumonia
and various rare forms of
cancer, one in which purple
spots show up on the skin.
Another devastating effect is
brain disease and disorientation.

Most AIDS patients die within
two years, said Dr. Isaacson,
but he also strongly warned 100
percent of the AIDS patients
will die. ‘“No one has ever
recovered from this dread dis-
ease,’”’ he commented. ‘‘We are
here today because we have a
new situation, the likes of which
we have never seen before. As
far as we can tell, education is
the only way to try to stop this
disease.”’

Some of the symptoms of the
early stages of AIDS are
recurring fever, night sweats,
lose weight rapidly, swollen
lymph, severe geadaches, no
appetite, frequent diahrrea and
coated tongue.

At this time, there are 32,000
people under a death sentence
of two years or less in the
United States, added the doctor.
All 32,000 have been diagnosed
with AIDS. Also, another 1.5
million are suspected of carry-
ing HIV, the AIDS virus.

AIDS is figures on a ratio of
6-2-2-according to Dr. Isaacson
with all infected without present
symptoms at 6; infected and
showing symtoms 2; and those
diagnosed with AIDS. He pro-
jected that by 1991, there will
be 150,000 cases of AIDS, and if
research does not work, within a
few years from that time, the
world population will be threat-
ened with extinction.

Currently, 74 percent of the
AIDS patients are from the
homosexual community; and of
this amount, eight percent is
also bi-sexual and use IV drugs.

He suggested strict mono-
gamy in marriage, and strict
abstinence outside a marriage.

In cases involving children,
394 are below the age of 13; 347
cases are below the age of five;
57 percent of the children are
Black; 22 percent Hispanic and
20 percent Caucasian. As of
February 1, 1987, there weref§
2,067 cases reported among
children, and of the children
with AIDS diagnosed between
1980-1982, 90 percent are al-
ready dead.

He also said 93 percent of the
AIDS cases are still among
males, although more and more
AIDS is showing up in women
and children.

As for costs, the low figure@
for treating one AIDS victim is
$26,000 to $100,000. And who
bears the cost. ‘‘You, the com-
munity, do,”” warncd Dr. Isaac-
son. ‘‘The AIDS victim is too
weak and too sick to provide
their hospital and medical care.
They cannot work, so you, the
community, will be picking up
the tab.”’

By 1995, it is projected that®
AIDS will be the leading killer
in the U.S., shooting past
everything else, such as heart
disease, cancer, and all the
former dreaded diseases.
