WASHINGTON (AP) - Inflation is now
running at about 10 percent, worse than
the administration has previously
admitted, and it may be many months
before there is any improvement, says
President Carter's chief inflation adviser.

Meanwhile, the Commerce Depart-
ment was scheduled to release figures
today showing another substantial trade
deficit during October.

The nation had a deficit of $1.7 billion
in imports over exports in September,

officials were hopeful there will be a
substantial reduction in the deficit in
1979, possibly by as much as half.

The U.S. trade deficits have
contributed to the steep decline in the
value of the U.S. dollar in the last two
vears. Large deficits mean more dollars
are flowing out of the country than in -
constantly adding to the estimated $500
billion in U.S. currency already held
abroad.

The quantity of foreign-held dollars has

smaller increase in world oil prices by the
Organization of Petroleum Exporting
Countries than previously anticipated.

He said if the dollar had continued the
steep decline underway before Carter
announced his dollar support program
Nov. 1, it could have caused OPEC to hike
oil prices by 10 percent to 15 percent next
year. But because of the dollar’s
improvement since the program was
announced, an increase of only 5 percent
is now considered possible, he said. -

Tuesday that consumer prices increased
0.8 percent in October and were up 7.8
percent during the first 10 months of the
year, making 1978 already the worst year
for inflation since 1974, when prices rose
12.2 percent. 2

The 0.8 percent October figure
multiplied by 12 months translates to an
annual figure of 9.6 percent, but Kahn,
chairman of the Council on Wage and
Price Stability, said the current rate of
inflation probably is about 10 percent.

The government’s overall Consumer
Price Index rose in October to 200.9
compared to the base figure of 100 in
1967, That means prices have doubled
from what they were in 1967.

The latest figures triggered a
13-cent-per-hour cost-of-living allowance
for 820,000 auto workers, the United Auto
Workers union announced.

White was also charged with using a
firearm, a .38-caliber revolver, to kill his
two colleagues in a surprise attack that
stunned the city. His attorney, Gilbert
Eisenberg. said he would probably seek a
change of venue for the trial to a city less
inflamed by the double killing.

The *‘special circumstances’ cited by
Freitas are multiple murder and the
assassination of elected officials “in
retaliation for and to prevent the
performance of their official duties.”

Earlier this month, California voters
overwhelmingly approved Proposition 7,
a measure extending the death penalty to
such crimes.

The San Francisco Examiner has
reported that on the day of the
assassinations White  smuggled a
.38-caliber pistol into City Hall, avoiding
a metal detector by climbing through a
basement window.

White rapped on the window and “told
a building engineer who he was and
explained that he had misplaced his
kevs,'' the Examiner said.

Nixon Tells French He
Won't Run Again

LONDON (AP) - Former President
Nizon moves on to Britain today for
another speaking engagement after
telling &« French TV audience he’ll never
run for office again.

Britain's Labor government arranged
maximum security and minimum
courtesies for the arrival of Nizon, who is
on his first visit to Europe since quitting
the White House in 1974.

Scores of policemen were ordered to
team up with Nizon's Secret Service
agents to insure his safety. But apar
from a routine welcoming handshake by a
Foreign Office functionary, no govern-
ment official had plans to receive him
because of the Watergate affair.

In Oxford, undergraduate student
president Charles Parsons said at least
1.000 demonstrators would protest his

lecture to the Oxford Union debating
society Thursday because they “‘remem
ber very well the excesses of the Nixon
administration and are opposed to this
visit. "’

The former U.S. president appeared on
Tuesday night and said, ‘'l have no plans
whatever to re-enter political life on the
elected side.”” But he said he would speak
oyt on important issues.

He called the Watergate break-in ‘‘a
very clumsy and stupid attempt, as well
as illegal, to gain political information
about a political campaign. The irony of it
was that nothing was obtained of any
use...It was a blunder. | take the
responsibility and | paid the price."”

The commission called the hearing to
review standards for discharging oil and
grease into the state’s udal. mnland or

Larger
amounts are expelled from oil tankers. he
said.

HOUSTON (AP) - A secretary for
Cullen Davis testified Tuesday she
fielded numerous telephone calls from
FBI informant David McCrory to her boss
and that McCrory once used the alias
“Frank Johnson."™"

Brenda Adcock said the millionaire
defendant also gave her an envelope last
August marked “‘private and confiden-
tial” and that the envelope was gone
from an office safe after Davis' arrest
Aug. 20.

Another high level secretary who knew
the combination to the safe, Mary Ann
Carter, testified after Miss Adcock that
Davis telephoned her on the moming of
his arrest to get the combination of the
safe.

Miss Adcock, an executive secretary at
the billion-dollar business complex
headed by Davis and his brother, Ken,
appeared as a reluctant state witness in
the Fon Worth industrialist’s murder
conspiracy trial.

Her testimony corroborated the story
by McCrory. the state’s key witness, that
he called Davis at his office frequently
and that on the defendant’s instructions
he occasionally used the code name
“Frank Johnson."’

McCrory said it was-a signal to Davis
that he was to contact him by phone,
usually at his home.

The state contends the envelope in
question contained 525,000 in $100 bills
which Davis gave to McCrory for the
murdﬂ of Davis' divorce judge Joe

Eidson was not harmed.

McCrory, 40, a one-time friend and
employee of Davis, testified previously
that Davis paid him $5,000 early this year
for “‘investigative’’ work. Some time last
spring, be said, Davis ordered him to hire
a contract kifler to dispose of the judge
and at least 1] others on an alleged “'hit
list.”

According to McCrory, Davis threaten-
ed to kill him and his family if he did not
obey his instructions. It was then,
McCrory said, that he went to the FBL.

The .FBl wired McCrory for sound
before two August meetings with Davis
and videotaped the second encounter in
which the $25.000 in blood money
allegedly changed hands.

Those tapes represent the crux of the
prosecution’s case.

Miss Adcock testified she could recall
but one occasion when McCrory used the
name Frank Johnson, but that he had
telephoned Davis on ‘‘many occasions.”

*'Did you learn to recognize the voice of
David McCrory,”” Prosecutor Jack
Strickland asked.

“Yes, 1 did.”" she replied.

“Do you recall if there were any
similarities in a voice of David McCrory
and the so-called Frank Johnson?"'

“Yes, sir.”’

Miss Adcock said she did not
remember when McCrory went to work
for one of the Davis companies but that
“he would call and say ‘This is David’
and give me a number.”’

The stunning. brown-haired secretary
seemed to have difficulty recalling details
of the envelope being given her by Davis
but conceded it was some time in August.

Strickland produced transcripts of her
secret grant jury testimony in which she
told of recciving the envelope a week or
two before Davis’ arrest.

Using the grand jury 'Il'l;li(‘l’ip".
Strickland also endeavored to show that
Miss Adcock previously said under oath
the envelope was half an inch thick and
marked ‘‘Cullen Davis, personal and
confidential.”’

Miss Adcock said she knew who
removed the envelope from the office safe
but she was not permited to disclose that
information.

“Do you know of your own personal
knowledge who removed the envelope
from the safe,”’ Strickland asked.

"*No sir,"" she replied.

On cross-examination, the defense
brought out that there was nothing
unusual about Davis giving his secretary
business envelopes marked for his
personal attention.

Miss Carter told the jury Davis
telephoned her about 8 a.m. Aug. 20.

""He wanted the combination of the
safe,”" she said. She said she told him the
combination "'is in my desk drawer."

She testified she told Davis to call her
back if he had trouble unlocking the safe
but she never heard back from him.

“*‘More superstitious behavior
is assiciated with athletics and
sports than anyv other area.”
said Nathan J. Smith, M.C.,
Professor of Pediatrics and
Sports Medicine, University of
Washington, Seattle.

“An athlete can explain his
losses. but can’t explain his
wins. He has a blind dedication
that if a little is good. then more
is better.”” This philosophy not
only concerns the athlete’s
performance. but also his
dietary practices.

Dr. Smith works with schools
to help prepare high school
students for athletic competi-
tion. Smith suggests that a basic
diet based, on the four food
groups is the best way to meet
the basic dietary needs of high
school students. whether or not
they are involved in sports.

A good diet for teens is
W34 1 Py Thag = fog-

servings from the milk group.
two from the meat group. and
four from both the vegetables-
fruits and bread-cereals groups.

“Eat when vou need. then
what vou want.”" the researcher
said as he showed slides of
pizza. spaghetti, hamburgers
and steaks -- all nutritious
foods. ‘'Vigorous exercise
doesn’t increase the body's
need for anything except water
and energy.”’

Hear Appeal

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Supreme Court Monday refused
to hear an appeal by New York
Times reporter Myron A. Farber
and his newspaper challenging
their contempt convictions for
refusing to surrender confiden-
tial files in a New Jersey murder
case,

The justices, without com-
ment, left intact a New Jersey
Supreme Court ruling that the
convictions were proper and
that the order demanding
Farber's files do not violate the
Constitution’s {ree press protec-
tions.

The charges against Jascale-
vich were filed after a series of
Farber's articles appeared in
the Times about 10 years after
the mysterious deaths.

Judge William Arnold, pre-
siding over Jascalevich's trial,
ordered Farber and the Times
last July to hand over all files
compiled in Farber's investiga-
tion, as requested by the
doctor’s lawyer.

Arnold said he would survey
the information and decide
whether any of it was needed at
trial.

After Farber and the Times
refused to comply with Arnold’s
subpoena, they were convicted
of civil and criminal contempt.
