The hardest thing about fish
ing is getting strikes, But prob-
ably the most disheartening is
to hook a possible trophy then
lose the fish before it's netted

Landing fish, say the experts
at Mercury outboards, always
jnvolves some luck, but, by
using the right techniques, the

odds can be shifted in your
favor.
First, the hook must be set

firmly the exact force re
quired depends on the fish. For
instance, soft-mouthed species

such as bass and pan varieties
call for comparatively little
power to sink a hook home,

but for fish such as muskies
you'll need a stiff rod and a
hard solid strike

Playing a fish requires a
good deal of discretion” You
should never baby it, but, on
the other hand, don't try to
horse” it in.

Price said inflated and un-
realistic land prices have
caused higher and higher in-
heritance taxes and forced
liquidation of family opera-

tions in many cases when a |

landowner died. The same

applies to many small busi- |
nessmen whose heirs find |

that high estate taxes make
it impossible to carry the
business on from one genera-
tion to the next, he said.

For own-
ership under 10 years, the
bill includes a special rule

that demonstrated earning
capacity and degree of own-
ership be considered under
the “fair market value"” o-
ption.

‘“Since the earning power
of the shares of stock in an
estate is generally consider-
ed the main factor in deter-
mining value, I believe that

| earning power should also be

considered in the valuation of
a farm, ranch, or closely
held business for estate pur-
poses,’”" Price said.

The bill will be referred to
the House Ways and Means
Committee which has begun
hearings on general tax re-
forms.
