Hereford school trustees held
a closed-door session Wed-

nesday night. with neither the

newspaper or radio station

being notified of the meeting.

However, board president
Hugh Clearman told The Brand
publisher Friday that the
meeting was held to discuss
personalities and “to clear the
air of rumors.” He added that
he thought the meeting was
highly successful and the board
emerged with ‘‘unity and
harmony of purpose.'

Clearman also agreed that
the news media should have
been given notice of the
meeling, and he pledged to do
this for all called meetings in
the future.

Even though we are strongly
opposed to secret meetings of
public boards, we accept this
explanation and sincerely hope
the meeting accomplished its
stated purpose. We are con-
vinced, more than ever, that our
school board is composed of
seven fine, dedicated citizens
who care enough to serve their
community.

Some misunderstanding
came about, we believe,
because of some rumors and
personality clashes, and some
over-reaction on both sides,
The school board can have unity
and still disagree, and we hope
there are disagreements. But,
as Clearman so aptly puts it:
We can disagree without being

disagreeable.
Let's hope that ‘“the air
cleared”, and that our board

can get on with the important
task of providing our children
with the best educational op-
portunities possible. We should
all pledge our cooperation
towards that end

Former School Board

Members Honored Here

Dr. Fred Cunningham, for-
mer superintendent of Hereford
schools, reminisced on the
growth and progress of the
system when he appeared as
guest speaker here Thursday
night for the annual School
Board Banquet

Dr. Cunningham, school chief
here in 1955-60, is now dean of
the school of education at Pan
American University in
Edinburg. Cunningham
originated the Hereford board
banquet, which is honor of past
school board members, and
recalled the first event 18 years
ago

Other banquet highlights
included the presentation of
special resolutions to former
trustees Ed Loerwald and Clark
Andrews, and special musical
entertainment by Bobby Boyd
“and company"’ Ap-
proximately 45 persons at-
tended the fete

Cunningham praised the
tremendous progress of the
school system in the last

decade. "It just didn't happen
because superintendents and
administrators wanted it that
way—it ipvolved concerned
board members with foresight
and courage,” the speaker
emphasized

““There are many larger
school districts around the
state, with necessary finances,
who don't have nearly as much
as Hereford,”” Cunningham
pointed out. “*But the more you
do, the more is expected. You
must stay alert to maintain
what you have and to continue
being the educational leader in
the Panhandle,” he added

Cunningham recalled that the
population of Hereford was
5,500 when he came here in 1955.
Now the number of students is
more than that, he pointed out
School district valuation was
about $25 million at that time,
and about $100 million now

“My first problem when 1
came concerned the high school

First signs of a predicted fuel
have reached
Hereford, in the form of
allotments equal to the same
month a year ago, but suppliers
contacted here Friday report no
problems . . . yet.

Some major national
petroleum companies initiated
allotments, or cutbacks, in fuel
supplies in April but the only
concern in Deaf Smith County
has been on diesel fuel.

Four local dealers were
contacted Friday afternoon and
all reported allotments have
been made by the major
companies—some of on a three-
month basis and some on a
month-to-month setup. Dealers
were told they could buy no
more supplies than they did in
the same month last year.

While cutbacks of up to 50 per
cent have been reported in some
areas, no drastic reductions
were noted here. One said his
allotment actually amounted to
a 10 per cent reduction, and
some are being rationed on
diesel and butane and propane.
Most dealers reported their
companies have instructed
them not to take on any new
volume customers.

County commissioners were
probably the first to feel the
pinch in Deaf Smith County.
After advertising for bids
recently, the county had no
takers and had to search around
to find a supplier. Most dealers
indicate they are presently
taking care of their farm ac-
counts—a vital part of the
business for some firms.

All of the local dealers agreed
on one thing: No one knows the
answers. Some think that
shortames mev show up in
gasolioe here Ly July or August,
when summer traffic hits a
peak.

“We've had no problem yet,
but gasoline may get real dif-
ficult to obtain this summer,"
stated one dealer. ‘‘We are
fortunate here, because some
metropolitan areas are already
having stations shut down.
Motorists may be checking on
gas situations before they uke
off on vacations this summer,’
he added

‘“Make no mistake about it,
nationally and industry-wide
there is a shortage,’' em-
phasized another dealer. ‘‘We
could have a problem for four or
five years before production
catches up, and it could be
worse than during World War
"

“We don't have a problem
getting what we want now, and
they are not enforcing our
allotment,”” said another
dealer. He added, however,
that “it could all change in a
month.”” One dealer said he'd
heard a report that there would
be a shortage of anti-freeze next
winter

Asked about the possibility of
gasoline prices going up, one

Last year's allocation
was for $62,750 and it was
spelled out that this money be
used for books and other library
materials.

“We haven't had the space to
take advantage of federal
funding,” Mrs. Newman said.
“County funds have always
adequately covered our needs.”

In many Texas communities,
retail merchants sponsor their
own bureau. In some places,
they depend upon and cooperate
with reputable independent
bureaus.

The function of a credit
bureau, regardless of who runs
it, is to be an objective third
party, performing the task of
gathering information from
business with whom the con-
sumer has traded, and making
that information available to

other creditors.
The credit bureau is im-
portant to you, because it

literally is the keeper of your
financial reputation. An error
in credit reporting could result

In the past, there were
frequent reports of abuses by
some unscrupulous or careless
keepers of credit records. The
Congress responded to those
reports by enacting the Fair
Credit Reporting Act, which
sets standards for proper
operation of credit bureaus and
firms which engage in credit
record checks.

The Fair Credit Reporting
Act prohibits the collection of
credit data for any purpose
other than for the granting of
credit.

If a merchant is given a
“bad” report on your credit
rating, you should be informed,
and you have the right to
inquire as to the reason.

and clear your record. If, for
some reason, you have had to
delay payments to your
creditiors, the negative report
could prompt you to clear up the
problem.

In the event that someone
merely has ignored his
responsibility as a credit user,
of course, knowledge of an
unfavorable report would give
him the impetus to reassess his
financial situation.

The Texas Legislature went
an extra step in 1971, and passed
a law to make it a misdemeanor
crime to “knowingly’' give a
false credit report.

That left room for human
error, which could occur in a
credit bureau as easily as it
could in any other type of
business operation.

Honest mistakes do happen. I
know of one case in which a man
with an excellent salary and an
excellent payment record
moved into a new city. He
bought his wife a washer and
dryer on installment, and
before the first installment was
due, the merchant's delivery
truck arrived to repossess the
appliances with the explanation
that the man was behind in his
payments.

It turned out that the firm had
our friend confused with
another man who bore exactly
the same name—middle initial
and all; same age; same
profession, and same place of
birth. That was straightened
out—with the help of the local
credit bureau manager. I

A good credit record is one of
the most important assets a
consumer can have today. It is
the magic key to free choice in
major purchaes decisions, such
as a home and a car—
sometimes, even the financing
of a youngster's college
education.

Some people who are not
short of cash take out bank
loans, or make an installment
purchase, just to maintain a
“live” credit record.

But if you are the average
consumer who is dependent on
the credit system, you should
make it work to your ad-
vantage: When you are plan-
ning an installment transaction,
be frank with the credit in-
terviewer .about your job
history, your salary and other
income, and your credit
obligations. If family illness or
some other pbolem caused slow
payment in the past, don’t be
afraid to explain it. It's much
better to let the creditor base
his decision on facts, than to
find out you ‘‘fudged.”

Any Good News?

WASHINGTON—Once upon a fime
there was a man with two young sons.
One of the boys was an incurable op-
timist; the other was gloomy and
pessimistic.

These character differences were so
pronounced that the boy's father
decided to test them, to see if he could
cheer up the pessimist or discourage
the optimist.

On Christmas day, he took the
pessimist to a room filled with
packages containing expensive toys,
sports equipment and candy. He took
the optimist to a room with only one
large package, which was filled with
horse manure.

He lett the boys alone long enough
to open the packages, then returned to
observe their reactions.

He found the pessimist staring sadly
at the expensive toys. “They’ll
probably break,”” the boy said. He said
he couldn‘t use the sports equipment
because nobody would want him on
their team. He feared the candy would
cause cavities. And so on.

The optimist, on the other hand, was
digging enthusiastically through the
horse manure, exclaiming, ‘‘Gee, dad,
| just know there's a pony in here
someplace!”’

That's a long way of saying there’s
been so much scandal, gloom and
doom in the news lately that I'm
determined to find a “pony’” in it
someplace—it's time for a little good
news.

S0 here’s'a short selection of some of
the nicer things we've noticed lately,
and you'il have some of your own to
add.

THE ECONOMY: Unemployment is
down almost a full percentage point.
in March, 1972, it was 5.9 per cent.
This last March, it was 5 per cent.
That's still too high, but at least the
movement is in the right direction.

The federal budget deficit for this
fiscal year will not be as high as was
expected. A $24.8 billion deficit had

been forecast; now it looks more like
$19.8 billion wil be the final figure.

It's all part of the
Soviet Government’s efforts to
establish a warmer relationship with
us.
The Japanese just paid off all their
remaining debt to the U.S. for postwar
economic assistance—22 years ahead
of schedule!

JUST PLAIN NICE PEOPLE:
Remember Kenneth Clark—Lord
Clark of England—the host of the
television series ‘‘Civilization’’? Well,
he has just offered his extensive
collection of rare and valuable books to
an American library. He says he did it
because “‘during the last 50 years the
United States has been infinitely
generous to Great Britain. They have
not only saves us from extinction in two
wars, but they have saved buildings
and books,fhat mean much to us.

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THE WAR THAT WASN'T—When F Troop,
Texas National Guard, was ordered fo active
duty In World War |1, it almost precipitated a
border skirmish with Mexico, a friendly ally.
F Troop, one of the last contingents of horse
soldiers the U.S. Army had, was called fo
Federal duty in November, 1940, and sent fo Fort
Bliss near El Paso. The cavalrymen, made up
almost entirely of men from Mineral Wells and
Palo Pinto County, had been transferred fo Fort
Ringgold at Rio Grande City when the Japanese
attacked Pear| Harbor on December 7, 1941.

Immediately the Texas troop received orders -

that read: ‘‘Be prepared to repel invasion from
land, sea or air.”

The horse soldiers had no artillery except a
few small machine-guns. They dutifully set
up, however, and aimed them across the Rio
Grande toward Mexico. 4 The Mexican military,
moting guns and uniformed U.S. soldiers man-
ning new defense posts, reacted accordingly.
They set up their own artillery on their side of the
river.

Fortunately, the U.S. commander at Fort
Brown, a few miles down river at Brownsville,
heard of the situation and decided to use a little
military diplomacy. He promptly invited the
commander of the Mexican garrison at
Matamoros todinner and explained why Troop F
was displaying guns. A few days later, the
Mexican Army returned the favor by inviting the
American officers to their garrison for a bar-
becue.

There were no further incidents.

The basic achievement of
correct indoor landscaping is
the selection of plants. This
should be done with the utmost
care. Indoor landscaping can
by started with  one plant;
correct relationship of ar-
chitecture should-be carefully
considered, plotting of the
plants, and uses.

These can be grouped, used in
pairs or singly. Effect and
usefulness is most important, as
is maintenance. The cultural

requirements are light, water,
temperature, soil and tender
loving care. He emphasized the
fact that no plant will do well
wet. More plants are killed with
too much water than any other
way,

Size, color, textural qualities
and placement are vital to the
success of indoor landsaping.
Many of us have been par-
ticipating in this garden art.
Pictures created beauty spots,
and accent placement are to be
of first consideration. (On my
return home, I made a resume
of all my potted plants, and
searched and studiéd the ef-
fectivemess of their use, as to
indoor landscaping.)

7. The speakers on flower
arranging, emphasized the fact
that is now being stressed that
arrangers come back to the use
of full floral arrangements.
Good floral arranging should be
meaningful to the arranger;
