Using charts and a pointer,
Nakasone reminded his public that
Japan had gained much from the
postwar free trade system and that
the nation now shares as much as one
tenth of the world economy.

Nakasone said technological
change was leading the world into ‘a
new age of development."

The Reagan administration im-
mediately rejected the proposal, say-
ing it merely would lock into place a
substantial Soviet edge in warheads

In response, the Kremlin issued a

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A federal judge will continue to hear
testimony today on whether the state of Texas is adequately caring
for the mentally retarded in state schools or shirking court-ordered
reforms.

On Monday, one witness said overworked aides at the Fort Worth
State School sometimes ‘‘shoveled” food into clients and left them in
dirty diapers as long as three hours.

Phil Chapman, a licensed vocational nurse whose last day at the
school was Monday, was the first to take the stand at the hearing,

The State of Texas is accused of not complying with a séttlement to
a 1974 lawsuit calling for sweeping reforms in the care of the mental-
ly retarded. ! 1

The hearing, expected to last all week, was called to address
several issues — an expert consultant's recommendations for com-
munity placement of the mentally retarded, whether state schools
can be held in contempt for not meeting deadlines for new programs,
and if a system can be set up to hear complaints from plaintiffs.

A 1983 out-of-court settlement in the 1l-year-old suit granted
retarded people the right to the ‘‘least restrictive environment’’ and
called for many state school residents to be moved to community
centers.

That community placement was to be the first issue to be heard in
the hearings before U.S. District Judge William Wayne Justice.

Chapman, who testified before about 100 people, said that aides
often didn't show up for work and others would have to be called in or
work double shifts.

Diapers were often used on patients who could use the toilet by
themselves, he said, adding that sometimes they would be left in the
solled diapers as long as three hours before they could be changed.

“T’'ve seen that happen every day,’ the witness said.

At other times, aides would feed clients two atl a time, including
those who choked easily. Workers would never feed clients in
tandem when inspectors came by, he said.

““We shovel it in as guickly as we can so we can gel on with
bathing," Chapman said.

Felon mapped out burglaries

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A three-time felon who decided to
talk to police is unraveling a hidden criminal world involving as
many as 1,000 burglaries, a black market fencing ring, and a possi-
ble money-laundering operation involving millions of dollars.

The unidentified buglary suspect told police he would cruise
through posh neighborhoods, collecting addresses of homes likely to
hold a burglar’s booty.

Sometimes he called the home he'd targeted to make sure no one
was in. Sometimes he'd simply show up and knock on the door.

For 18 months, police said this 41-year-old hard-scrabble heroin
addict and big-time burglar roved Tarrant County undetected. But
after his arrest with a fernale companion three weeks ago, he has sh-
ed light on numerous unsolved cases, police said. &

Police 1.L. John Yarborough, who is heading an investigation that
has grown to include federal agents and officers in almost every cily
in Tarrant County, said police won't release the man's name
because they fear he will be killed.

Yarborough said the man, who is being held in a Fort Worth jail, is
continuing to lead police to businesses thal acted as fences for stolen
property.

“I think he just wanted to get everything out, He just wanted to tell
it all, clear the record and get it over with,” he said of the man's
story about breaking into as many as 1,000 homes.

Yarborough said three other people, whose names have not been
released, have been arrested and other arrests are expected.

Senator criticizes news idea

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. William Proxmire today condemned
a White House effort to start its own news service, saying il is an idea
“‘we should nip ... before it has a chance to bud.”

Proxmire declared in a statement that the project to make White
House statements available via a computer network each day has a
dark side with more negative possibilities in the future.

““This effort is only a seed, but if it germinates the nation could
have its first government-owned, operated and controlled news ser-
vice," said the Wisconsin Democrat, who serves on the appropria-
tions subcommittee that oversees the White House budget. “We
should nip this program before it has a chance to bud."

He vowed to do just that by cutting White House money for the pro-
ject if necessary.

Proxmire dismissed White House claims that the news service is
“no big deal,” just one staffer spending one to three hours a day
preparing press releases, statements and speeches for the computer
network. He said every item on the White House news service *‘has
the same slant on informing the American people — toe the ad-
ministration line and ignore the other side of the story."

Officials doubt effectiveness

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) — A resolution proclaiming Cam-
bridge a sanctuary for illegal aliens from Central America and Haiti
does not solve their legal problems or even provide them with a safe
haven, city officials said.

The city council approved the resolution 54 Monday after hearing
a Salvadoran woman, her face hidden behind a bandanna, describe
being raped and tortured before she fled to the United States.

Under the resolution, city agencies and employees are told not to
cooperate with federal efforts to expel the estimated 5,000 illegal im-
migrants from El Salvador, Guatemala and Haiti who have fled to
this university city of about 98,000 residents.

““What this resolution tries to say,” said Councilor Alice Wolf, a
sponsor, ‘‘is that we want the federal government to see they are not
g:inglhejobtheyare required to do ... and we as a city will not help

m."

The refugees contend they face persecution and torture if they
return Lo their nations, while the Reagan administration maintains
most come to the United States for economic reasons and should not
be granted asylum.

The resolution also would extend city services to all Cambridge
residents, whether or not they are U.S, citizens.

“I think it's rather unfortunate
that it's turned out this way,"’ George
Richardson, chief executive of the
Oxford University Press, told the
British Broadcasting Corp. in Lon-
don Monday. I think that its.
political overtones should have been
thought more carefully about.”

He said he had not been involved in
agreeing to the Soviet request to
change some entries. Richardson
said the Soviet alterations were sanc-
tioned several years ago in a general
publishing agreement.

“I suppose those justifying what
we've done here would say, ‘well,
we've aligned, at Russian request,
these words to the usage of that coun-
try.' I think that we should have said
in the dictionary something to the ef-
fect that, ‘in Marxist doctrine,
Capitalism means such and such, or
Socialism means such and such,’ and
not done it quite so badly,” said
Richardson.

The dictionaries are in English.
The only Russian is a title page note
saying the dictionary is sanctioned
for use in the Soviet Union.

The Soviets’ Oxford Student’s Dic-
tionary of Current English defines
Marxism as '‘teaching on the main
laws of development of nature and
society."

. In contrast, the Shorter Oxford
Dictionary used in England defines
Marxism as ‘‘pertaining to, or
characteristic of ... the doctrines of
Karl Marx."

Maoism, ideologically suspect
here, is defined in the Soviet edition
as the ‘‘opportunist ideology and
policy of the ruling circles in China,
named after Mao Tse-tung.”’

Bolshevism is defined as ‘‘the
revolutionary Marxist trend of
political thought ... in Russia at the
beginning of the 20th century' and
imperialism “the highest and last
stage of capitalism."”

In the original version, a Bolshevik
is a Russian Communist who sup-
ported Vladimir I. Lenin after 1903.
Imperialism is the rule of an
emperor.

Probably only Soviet students
would accept a first definition of pro-
paganda as ‘‘information, doctrines,
opnions and official statements.”" In
the original Oxford Dictionary, pro-
paganda is *‘(means of, methods for
the) spreading of information, doc-
Lrines, ideas, etc."

Capitalism is defined in the Soviet
editions as ‘‘the last antagonistic
social and economic system in
human history, based on the ex-
ploitation of man by man, replacing
feudalism and preceding com-
munism."’'

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‘Herb pills

COLLEGE STATION - Herbs will
add flavor and variety to meals. But
herb pills and formulas are not
special remedies for nutrition or
health problems, and may be
dangerous, says a Texas A&M
University Agricultural Extension
Service nutritionist.

Herbal remedies have been touted
as good for any number of problems
from arthritis to obesity, says Mary
K. Sweeten. Often sold in health food
stores or by people who sell vitamins
out of their homes, they are claimed
to be “natural’”’ formulas.

“If these formulas contained
nothing but herbs, they would pro-
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dangerous

bably be harmless, so consumers
would simply be spending their
money for diet aids which have no
nutritional value,”” she maintains.

However, the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration (FDA) recently recall-
ed a herb pill supplement product
because it contained three powerful
drugs in potentially dangerous doses,
although the label listed only herbs
as ingredients.

According to Sweeten, the govern-
ment analysis revealed that each
herbal pill contained an arthritis
drug, a potent diuretic and a tran-
quilizer. The label suggested taking
only 4 pills each day.

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DEAR DR. LAMB — I am 57. My
wife and I have been married for 21
years and our sex life was fantastic
until 18 months ago, when I became
impotent. Neither of us is happy
about this. My wife is resigned to the
fact that because of my blood-pres-
sure medicine, we can do nothing
about it. However, our love for each
other remains strong.

I've been on hydrochlorothiazide,
Catapres and Hydralazine for four
years. About a year ago, another doc-
tor put me on Inderal instead of
Catapres. Both medicines keep my
blood pressure under control, but my
sex life is dead

The first doctor told me that my
choice was sex or blood-pressure
control. The second doctor seems to
ignore the problem. Is my love life

gone forever or do I have alterna-
tives?

DEAR READER — You could cer-
tainly try some other treatment. You
shouldn't accept this situation, but
should make some effort to solve the
problem. If you have any excess fat,
the loss of body fat and improved
exercise tolerance from walking
might make it possible for you to use
less medicine. Less medicine often
means a return to normal sexual
functioning. That should stimulate
you to lose weight if you can. Many
patients with high blood pressure who
lose their excess fat can decrease
their medicines or may not need them
at all

You also can try other medicines
Procardia normally is used to relieve
angina and is a calcium blocker, but
it can produce a mild decrease in
blood pressure. Minipress, which
rarely causes impotence, also could
be tried. In your situation, different
medicines can be tried with the hope
of finding one that will control your
pressure and not cause impotence. If
your doctor will not work with you on
this, you should get another doctor
You may not be able to solve the
problem, but without an effort, your
love life will indeed be gone forever.

I'm sending you The Health Letter
15-8, Your Vital Blood Pressure,
which tells how to adjust one's life-
style to help control blood pressure.

DEAR READER — The things that
bother you are bad breath, a coated
tongue and a postnasal drip. Sinusitis
can cause bad breath, but that is usu-
ally because an infection is present.

If your doctor thinks that sinusitis
is causing your bad breath, he should
find out if you really have an infec-
tion that should be treated with an
antibiotic rather than an antihista-
mine. Perhaps you should see an ear,
nose and throat specialist to deter-
mine whether you have an infection,
an allergic reaction or some other
condition. Most people have some
postnasal drip. The nasal passages do
form secretions, but these secretions
usually do not cause bad breath.

The tongue can be a source of bad
breath. he white coating you
describe is from shedding cells. Those
cells, plus food that accumulates on
the tongue, often cause bad breath. To
prevent bad breath, it is just as
important to keep the tongue clean as
it is to cléan the teeth properly “Sim-
ply brush the tongue whenever the
teeth are brushed, and look carefully
to be sure that the tongue is clean.

Time lag causes beef price spread

COLLEGE STATION - Many con-
sumers wonder why there is such a
wide difference between farm prices
for live animals and supermarket
prices for beef.

One reason for this price ‘‘spread”
is simply a time lag, says consumer
information specialist Beverly
Rhoades.

The United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA) measurements
assume beef is sold in the super-
market on the same day it is pur-
chased from the farmer. But it ac-
tually takes six weeks or more for
the animal to be processed and the
meat delivered to the grocery store,
explains the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service
home economist.

“So the day that the newspapers
report the producers’ selling price is

starting to gecline may be the same
day they carry grocery ads for beef
priced at its peak,”” Rhoades says. To
consumers, it may seem that
retailers are raising their prices at
the same time the farm prices are
being lowered, she adds.

But over the next few weeks, the
price spread may work to the con-
sumer’s advantage, says the
specialist. Because supplies of beef
in 1985 should be two to three percent
smaller, beef prices are expected to
rise during the spring and early sum-
mer months.

By stocking up on beef for the
home freezer now, shoppers can save
some money on their grocery bills
later, she remarks.

Although beef prices will rise,
Rhoades notes they are expected to
average only 1 to 4 percent above the
1984 average.

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U.S. chemical industry:

The last environmental frontier?’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Spurred
by the Bhopal disaster, Congress is
moving abruptly into a new en-
vironmental frontier — trying to im-
pose air quality controls on the vast
U.S. chemical industry.

‘“This is the last big unregulated
piece of environmental protection,”
says Rep. James Florio, D-N.J.,
chairman of the commerce subcom-
mittee of the Energy and Commerce
Committee.

Both Florio and his partner in the
effort, Rep. Henry Waxman,
D-Calif., chairman of the Energy and
Commerce health subcommittee,
say they are hopeful about action this
year or next on proposals to identify
and control the hazardous
substances emitted from some or all

of the nation’s 6,000 chemical plants. -

When the 98th Congress left town
last fall, such regulation was low on
the environmental agendas for 1985,
which were focused instead on
amendments to the water quality act
and the ‘“‘Superfund” toxic dump
cleanup law.

But when lawmakers returned in

‘January, a new word had entered

their vocabulary — Bhopal, the city
in India where more than 2,000 peo-
ple died last December from methyl
isocyanate gas that escaped from a
Union Carbide plant.

Seizing on Bhopal, Waxman and
Florio have held a series of hearings
critical of the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency and the chemical in-
dustry.

“We are finding that large
numbers of chemicals are going into
the air that are either known to be
hazardous or suspected to be hazar-
dous,” Waxman said.

After discovering that EPA lacks
even an up-to-date list of the loca-
tions of U.S. chemical plants, Wax-
man wrote to 86 large companies
asking them for information about
substances released into the air from
their manufacturing.

Responses from 67 firms produced
a list of 204 chemicals regarded by
the industry itself as hazardous. Only
five of the chemicals are regulated
by EPA, which has had legal authori-
ty since 1972 to order emission limits

on any substance it deems harmful to
humans.

Waxman said his survey findings

‘“‘a serious condemnation
of the EPA’s abdication of respon-
sibility. ... It is a sad commentary
that no government agency has ever
attempted to gather this informa-
um'”

He is critical of an EPA system
that is still studying mustard gas, the
killer of soldiers in World War I, and
does not include methyl isocyanate
in the current studies.

He said the EPA is ‘“‘running
around in circles, chasing tails. They
won't list a chemical until they're
ready to regulate it and they're not
ready to regulate it until they list it.
They work themgelves into
inaction.”

The hearings also have focused on
two of America's chemical centers —
West Virginia’s Kanawha Valley,
where cancer rates are 25 percent to
100 percent higher than the national
average, and northern New Jersey,
where toxic releases regularly force
residents to seek medical treatment.

EPA spokesman David Cohen said
that regulating a chemical is ‘“‘an
enormous, complicated
procedure.’'The five regulated
chemicals are mercury, asbestos
and beryllium, all done in 1973; vinyl
chloride, 1976; and benzene, 1984.
Cohen said three other substances —
coke oven emissions, airborne
radioactive particles, and arsenic —
are close to being listed as hazar-

Intuition basis of decisions

lege presidents and administrators
rely on intuition as a basis for deci-
sion making, according to personali-
ty research conducted by a Texas
Tech University higher education
professor.

Over an eight-year period, Pro-
fessor Dayton Y. Roberts ad-
ministered the Myers-Briggs Type
Indicator (MBTI) to 426 high-level
college and university ad-
ministrators, including 34

The MBTI is based on the
psychological theories of Carl G.
Jung. His theory states that dif-
ferences in human behavior are not
due to chance, but are the logical
result of differences in mental func-
tioning.

Robert’s most significant research
finding, he said, is that 82 percent of

personalities
percent of the general population.

The basis of the MBTI is tha
perception and judgment are central
to a person’s behavior. People use
their perceiving processes to become
aware of people, things, occurrences
or ideas. Their judging processes
lead them to conclusions about what
has been perceived.

The theory explains further that
there are two ways of perceiving -
by sensing and intuition, and two
ways of judging — by thinking and
feeling.

Thinking and judging personality
types were also common among the
34 presidents with 24, or 70.6 percent,

people,” Roberts said. ‘“Most ad-
ministrators have been taught to
distrust their ‘right brain’ intuition,"”
Roberts said.

““Left brain’’ people rely on facts to
make decisions and prefer hierar-
chical authority and management
situations that are structured and
carefully planned.

As “right brain” intuitive types,
the natural preference is to be induc-
tive, to rely on feelings in decision
making, to prefer collegial and par-
ticipatory authority structures, to
prefer unstructured, fluid and spon-
taneous management situations, to
solve problems by looking at the
whole and approach them through
patterns using hunches.

“All of us who trained to be college
and university administrators were
trained in a logical, analytical and
‘left brain’ style,” Roberts said. ‘‘We
were trained in a sensing style rather
than a ‘right brain’ intuitive style.

“It may be reasonably inferred
that intuitive-thinking-judging types
self select themselves into contention
for presidential positions and more
frequently attain the presidency than
do college administrators possessing
other psychological traits,” Roberts
said. :

“] suggest that administrators
begin to trust their intuition, to
believe in it, to practice using it and
to create a supportive environment
in which intuitive skills are valued,”
Roberts said. ‘‘Intuition must no
longer be that elusive quality in
higher education administration.”

On March 7, 1984, Judge
Harley Clark of the District
Court in Travis County ruled
that the exclusion of farm and
ranch laborers from the
Texas Workers' Compensa-
tion Act was unconstitutional
and could not be enforced
after March 16, 1984

The State appealed the
case, and the. Texas
Legislature then passed
legislation covering farm and
ranch laborers under the
Workers' Compensation Act,
effective January 1, 1985.

The legislation may not be
as comprehensive as Judge
Clark's ruling in that it
phases in some coverage over
a period of years, although it
does immediately cover all
migrant and seasonal farm
and ranch laborers and does
make the grower and crew
leader jointly and severally
liable

In order to avoid the appeal
of the State which would
delay benefits to those in-
jured between March 17 and
December 31, 1984, Plaintiffs
agreed to settle this suit.

The result of the settlement
is that those injured between
March 17 and December 31,
1984 will be covered as any in-
jured employee or laborer
under the Act.

As of January 1, 1985, the
new Act will take the place of
Judge Clark’s judgment.
That judgment, then, will not
affect those injured on or
after January 1, 1985.

This notice has three pur-
poses: (1) to inform you of
the existence of the lawsuit
and of the fact that you may
be a member of the class on
whose behalf the lawsuit was
brought, which class is
described above; (2) to in-
form you of the judgment and
