In an attempt to get motorcycles off
city streets and alleys the Hereford City
Commission Monday night approved use
of city property for motorcycle trails.

The property, in southwest Hereford,
will be leased to the Deaf Smith County 4-
H Clubs and all motorcycle riding done
on the grounds must have 4-H approval
and strict supervision, according to
terms of the lease by commissioners.

The action came after much
discussion and a motion by Com-
missioner Dub Boyd. Paul Abalos
seconded the motion and Mayor Jim
Sears decided in favor of the action after
Commissioners H A. Cavness and Frank
Barrett voiced disapproval of the plan.

THE COMMISSION discussed at
length concerning the liability of the city
in such a plan and also discussed what
effect it would have on motorcycle
problems inside the city

‘I feel we might be eliminating some
dangers by giving them a place to ride,”
said Sears. ‘‘Those that have motorbikes
are going to ride anyway and this way
there might be some control over the
problem "’

“HOWEVER, IF the Commission
takes this action then I think local riders

should watch for a more stringent policy
concerning motorcycles on city streets,”
the mayor added.

“I just feel it would be better if they
(motorcycle riders) had a place to ride,”
said Boyd.

City Attorney Earnest Langley is
expected to draw up a lease agreement
for city approval before the trails are
finally approved

LANGLEY cautioned commissioners
of liability in the action and said that *‘the
city isn't necessarily wrong, but are
always subject to potential liability.”

In voicing disapproval of the plan
Barrett said he hates to oppose anyone
helping young people but “I feel it is
dangerous and we should not approve it."”

Robert Devin, Deaf Smith assistant
county extension agent appeared before
the council and requested approval of the
plan

Devin introduced the idea to the
commission at the last regular meeting
and appeared again Monday night to
answer guestions

THE 4-H, under Devin’s supervision,
will make improvements on the
motorcycle trail grounds and keep up
with maintenance on the grounds

Location of the trails will be in south-
west Hereford on a triangle-shaped

ground bounded on the north by Tierra
Blanca Creek, on the south by U.S. 60 and
on the third side by a county road on the
line of Section 111, Block N-7.

The lease will be for one year, but the
Commission reserved the right to ter-
minate it any time.

DEVIN SAID the 4-H is trying to serve
the needs of all youth and will strictly
supervise all motorcycle riding on the
trails. No jump ramps will be installed at
the grounds and persons of all ages will
be permitted to ride on the trails.

“We want to help develop them into
good citizens by teaching them
respansibility, safety, maintenance and
proper operation of a motor vehicle,”
Devin said. He had told the commission
at the last meeting that several adult
leaders would be at the trails anytime
any 4H sponsored event was being held.

IN OTHER action at the council
meeting commissioners accepted a lone
bid of $4,000 for a side loader for a
sanitation trash truck from Pak-Mor of
San Atnonio. The loader lifts alley trash
containers and dumps the contents into
the truck.

Commissioners also adopted an or-
dinance for the city code. The ordinance

Hereford's Miss Whitley was clocked
at 6.8 in the 50-yard dash in the Midget
division.

Engle stated that Greg
Morrow will be in charge of the
Hereford office, at 104 East
First Street.

In addition to potatoes and
onions, as harvest progresses
and supplies warrant, reports
will cover cabbage, peppers,
lettuce, carrots and cantaloups
from the Pecos district as well
as the Hereford area.

The market news service will
be provided through
cooperation of the Texas
Department of Agriculture and
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s  Agricultural
Marketing Service

The Hereford reporting office
is a part of USDA’s 21,000-mile
leased wire system connecting
market news offices, which
cover most farm commodities.
Prices in the Hereford area are
available in a matter of minutes
to shippers, buyers, haulers or
other interested persons in all
parts of the country.
