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Proper Handling

Helps Fish Taste

It's amazing how many
fishermen will spend a fortune
on fishing tackle and a boat and
motor and then balk at buying a
two-dollar ice chest to keep
their catch fresh.

Here are a few fish-handling
tips which will make eating fish
more enjoyable:

1. KILL THE fish as soon as
it's taken from the water. If the
fish is allowed to flop around
until it suffocates, the flesh may
be bruised, causing more rapid

4. IFICEis available (and it
shauld be), pack the body
cavity, then cover the fish with
more ice. Water from melting

ice should be drained often

enough to prevent the fish from
becoming “waterlogged,"”
which also detracts from top
flavor.

5. IF ICE is not available,
wrap the fish in damp moss,
ferns, wet newspapers or
burlap, and keep it out of the
sun,

Webb said the other major change, which
he said has irritated many fans in the past,
will concern when officials place the ball for
measurement for a first down.

The measurement will be from the far-
thermost point of the ball when carried by the
runner. However, before measuring the ball,
it must be placed whereby the length of the
ball lies parallel to the length of the field.

“Fans would hollar when the ball landed
and was cross-ways with the length of the
field,” Webb said. ‘Now, when officials turn
the ball around, it won't be any closer to the

And a vital ingredient to their
passage was the added en-
dorsement of the Texas
Apartment Owners Association,
whose members were witness to
the need for an approach to
rental arrangements which
would be fair to lessors as well
as lessees.

Although most people who
have residential property for
rent, and those who occupy
apartments and rent houses
seem to enjoy good business
relationships, the State Senate
Consumer Committee hearings
last year revealed that con-
sumer complaints, and some
landlord fraud did exist.

Security  deposits, the

practice of requiring a sum
from a new renter to insure
against a landlord’s financial
loss for damage or abuse to the
obviously was

property,

»

causing a lot of misun-
derstandings—if the Senate
hearings were any indication.

Some apartment dwellers
charged that their landlords
had refused arbitrarily to
return security deposits, when
the renter was ready to move.
Others complained that por-
tions of deposits were withheld,
“to cover damages,” but that
they were never told what the
“damdges"” were.

The area of “lockouts” and
“utility cut-offs"’ also seemed to
be an avenue of landlord-tenant
discord. These practices, some
tenants testified, had been
employed by some property
owners as means to evict un-
wanted tenants, and-or as
methods to recover rentals
owned.

One young couple claimed
that their landlord not only had
locked them out of their

-

g

baby's crib, and had sold it to’

settle a disputed balance. -

Now that Rep. Garcia's House
Bill 1684 has become law,
landlords must use the court
procedures available to them to
effect an eviction.

Utility cut-offs are prohibited,
except in extremely
troublesome situations, and
then the property owner must
notify the renter by registered
mail of his intent to order a cut-
off at least 14 days prior to
cutting off the utilities. The new
law also strictly regulates the
means by which a landlord can
obtain a lien on personal
property to satisfy nonpayment
of rent.

The security deposit act,
House Bill 844 by Rep. Bigham,
provides the means for clear

understanding on the part of

both parties as to how the
money may be used, and how
and when it is to be refunded.
From the time a person
decides to take an apartment
until the time he or she vacates
it, the consumer’s security
depsoit will be just like money
in the bank, under the Bigham
act. The landlord must keep
accurate records of deposits,
and should not mingle that type
of funds with rental income.
When a tenant decides to end
the lease, he must give the
landlord notice of his moving
date, as well as a forwarding
address, in case the security
deposit has to be refunded by

mail. The deposit cannot be
withheld to cover ‘‘normal wear _

and tear.”

If the landlord does deduct a
sum for damages, he must
furnish the tenant with a written
description and itemized list of

all deductions. The vacating
tenant cannot withhold the final
month’s rent as a strategy for
recovering deposit.

Of course, the best way to
avold any m is
to have a clearly-stated written
agreement about each person's
responsibility.

Weekly Market Report

Poultry Supplies,

Prices Fluctuating

Despite lower prices this
week, watch for fluctuations in
poultry supplies and prices
during the weeks ahead.

This advice comes from Mrs,
Gwendolyne Clyatt, consumer
marketing information
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University System.

“Buy a whole chicken and cut
it up yourself—then pocket the
savings,” she suggested.

Tuming to other meats, the
speci alist predicted uncertainty
over beef prices after the freeze
lifts on Sept. 12.

“Although supplies will be
somewhat larger, prices will
likely go up.

“So, careful shopping and
creative cooking continue
important

“One way of making food
dollars go further involves
planning meals with less meat.
But this isn't easy—and usually
requires additional shopping
and preparation time.

“Casseroles, meat loaves and
sausage-vegetable com-

binations make a little meat go
a lmg way,” Mrs. Clyatt said.
“Or, a small portion of meat
served with milk, cooked beans,
peas or lentils provides
necessary protein at less cost
than a large serving of meat.”
The specialist noted that
several varieties of fresh plums
decorate market fruit sec-
tions—including  attractively
priced purple prunes.
Cantaloupes and water-
melons remain plentiful and of
excellent quality. Peaches, on
the other hand, are priced high.
Pears, bananas, nectraines,
grapes, pineapples and oranges
warrant consideration, she
added.

“Some vegetables flaunt
lower prices than a week ago
with cabbage, head lettuce, dry
yellow onions and sweet
potatoes the most noticeable.”

Carrots, bell peppers, celery,
corn, collard greens, mustard
greens and hard shell squash
are moderately priced, Mrs.
Clyatt concluded.
