 Paul Abalos Works To Get
Parents Involved In School

By JANIS LOCKHART
Brand Staff Writer

“Truancy, and no parent par-
tidpation, are the two problems that we
have, and they are not as bad as they
used to be " said Paul Abalos, Director of
Hereford's Parent—School Involvement.

In some states going to school is not
mandatory as it is here in the Hereford
school district. Some parents have just
arrived from other states and can not
understand why Hereford seems strict
goncerning the enroliment of children
finto school. Especially because the
family does not plan being here for very

The Hereford School District does
have a full time truant officer and it is his
job to see that children stay in school.

Some of the reasons given that
children are kept out of school by parents
-are that they do not have money for a
babysitter and they keep an older child at
home to take care of the smaller ones
while parents go to a doctor or other
errands. Another one is that some need to
be with parents to interpret.

““ONE REASON that parents need to
see that the children are kept in school is
that they are leaving themselves open for
legal enforcement,” said Abalos.

Thie main duty that Abalos has is to

°

work with all agencies, parents and
schools in the interest of each child.

“We are interested in your children
and that is why we want you to put your
child into school. We have the resources
apd personnel and we want tohez
students" get in school and stay
schod ;" added Abalos.

Another problem Abalos faces is the
fact that parents are not becoming in-
volved in school activities. He feels this
would be a great help.to the parents and
students alike. .

‘1 do not know of any other district
that offers as rnany opportunities for the
students arriving in our ct as we
offer)”’ explained Abalos.
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On the Junior High and Senior High
levels parents need to become even more
involved with their children than when
they are in the elementary level ac-
cording to Abalos.

“When the parents know who each
child runs adound with and whére they
are, then the chances of truancy becomes
less if they stay away from those that
have little interest in school,” he said

‘“We are making progress and by no
means are we fighting a losing battle.
Parents can call me and get help with
any problem concerning their child. We
are having very good response with this
program and want this to become a
community-wide thing."”

Cooking utensils should never
have their handles toward the
front of the stove where they are
within the reach of tip{oeing
youngsters, says the Health
Department.

Bleach, lye, ammonia,
detergents, ant poisons, and any
}u-tknlble substances should
be locked up or kept on very
high shelves inaccessible to
toddlers. Keeping such sub-
stances locked up may be in-
jent, but it is the only
sur® way to protect children.
Kitchen drawers should not
contain loose knives, ice picks,
or scissors. Electric appliances

Another potential death trap
is the bathroom. Only harmless
bathroom needs should be kept
in the chest, low
cabinets or low drawers. Lethal
items, such asimanicuring and
shaving equipment, and
dangerous medicines, including
aspirin, should be placed in a
locked cabinet out of the sight
and reach of children.

In other rooms of the house,
open eectric outlets should be
covered, frayed extension cords
should be mended or replaced,
cigarette lighters and matches
put away, guns and ammunition
placed under lock and key, and
broken toys thrown away.

The family garage, which
often doubles as a storeroom
and catchall, may contain
kerosene, antifreeze, saws and
hammers, lawn mowers, and
other miscellany that can burn,
cut, or poison inquisitive tots.
Tools and sharp implements as
well as flammable products
should have a special storage
place which can be padlocked.

Your yard may contain
hazards too. Lily or fish ponds
should be filled in or covered
until children are old enough to
recognize their potential
danger. Swimming pools should
be fenced im, and their gates
locked. Garden toadls should not
be left lying around, and poison
sprays should be used with
exreme care.

The child hazards mentioned
are by no means exclusive. Only
you can look through your own
house and decide what is a
hazard and what is not. Don’t
wait until it’s too late.

Conservationoriented  em-
ployment camps are ‘being
hosted by most states as a result
of the Youth Congervation
federal

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Research scientists at the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station in Lubbock are taking a
new loock at the one billion-
dollar Texas grain sorghum

bonanza — this time with an eye

to upgrading it as an animal
feed and improving its potential
for use as a human food.

To accomplish this, Dr. Jerry
Johnson and Dr. Darrell
Rosenow, grain sorghum
breeders with The Texas
Agricultural Experiment
Station a , are working
with TAES ce chemist and
animal nutritionists to define
the characteristics that are
responsible for nutritional
differences among sorghums.

Improvement in quality of
grain sorghum would mark a
notable advancement in the
value of sorghum both as a
human food and animal feed,
say the researchers.

The importance of grain
sorghum to the cattle feeding
industry is uncontestable. The
one billiondollar crop com-
prises over half of the ration
used in Texas cattle feedlots.
And through a substantial
amount is used in swine and
poultry enterprises in the
nation, the majority of grain
gorghum in Texas is used to
support the rapidly growing fed
cattle industry.

The staggering economic
impact of feedlot cattle in-
dustry, the scientists assert,
extends to the transportation of
beeves and supplies, seed and

.cemponents of the feedlot
system, generating a multiplier
effect of 2.5.

But the cattle feeders don’t
spend their time hauling money
to the banks, the researchers
hastily add. Profits have been
gdim - and fustration all too
many. Prices at all levels have
shot up, especially grain prices.

‘“This is why we are in-
terested in coming up with new
varieties of grain sorghum to
improve quality,” says John-
son. ‘“We know that if we can
upgrade the sorghum as animal
feed, it will result in more
pounds of gain en the same
amount of feed, reducing the
cost per pound of gain to finish
these caftle.”.

Ironically, any improvements
in the sorghum might also
result in improving the plant for
human consumption, Rosenow
believes

For one thing, he points out,
research data collected thus far
indicates that the genetic
changes that are pessible in the
sorghum kernel influence its
acceptance both as a human
food and as animal feed. Among
these genetic properties are
certain compounds called
tannins (polyphenols).

“Tests have shown that
sorghums high in tannin
compounds not only are un-
desirable as a food source but
are less efficient in beef
production,” Johnson adds

“Tannins affect color and
astringency (bitterness). Some

Most major crops in Texas will see an increase in acres
this year”'Only oats, soybeans, and peanut acreages are
expected to be under 1973 levels, the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service notes.

Cotton acres in Texas will be up 500,000 acres this
year from last year, Grain sorghum acres.in the state will be
up 100,000 acres this year, Wheat acreage Is up 1,000,000
acres this year compared to 1973

Some interesting figures are revealed in the location
of those extra cotton and grain sorghum acres. Of the
500,000 acre cotton increase in Texas this year, only
13,000 acres will be planted in the eastern part of the state
The remainder--487,000 acres-will be planted in the
western half including the High Plains.

Grain sorghum acres this year will decrease in the
western part of the state from last year. In 1973, a total of
4,542,000 acres of sorghum was planted in the western part
of the state. This year, there will be 212,000 fewer acres of

* grain sorghum in that part of Texas.

For the eastern part of the state - from the
Blacklands on east -- sorghum acres are expected to total
3,880,000, This is an increase of 322,000 acres from the
1973 plantings in the eastern section of Texas.

Wheat acres will be up 1,000,000 from 1973
throughout the state, yet the crop will be about half that of
1973 because of thé drooth-in-west Texas and the Amarillo
area.

The world collection, he
noted, is made up of about 14,000
varieties of grain sorghum.
Many of these cannot be used in
the US.. breeding programs
because they fail to mature
under long days in temperate
areas and because they are (oo
tall.

To make these Lypes
available in useful form,
Rosenow and Johnson, based at
the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Research and
Extension Center, are con-
verting the tall, late-maturing
exclic lines to dwarf, early-
maturing, day-length in-
sensitive lines. These converted
lines can then be grown and
evaluated for desirable
characteristics.

Grain from sorghum lines
developed at the Lubbock
Center is analyzed at the Cereal
Quality Laboratory of the TAES
at Texas A&M University.
Headed by Dr. L.W. Rooney, the
lab assembles information
about the physical and chemical

_characteristics of sorghum

grain and relays its. findings to
Rosenow ,and Johpsen yfor
further stully in their breeding
program.

“Because grain sorghum as
an animal feed is such an im-
portant part of our High Plains
economy,” Johnson explains,
“we are looking for ways to
improve the crop from that
standpoint.

“Certainly, however, we hope
these studies will result in the
deveopment of varieties for
food that can be grown in our
climate.

“Because of the nature of this
most valuable grain, we may be
able to accomplish both to some
degree at the same time.
