Population-wise, the project-
ed leaders are Bryan-College
Station, up 3.2% annually;

“In only 15% of the cities
polled was any attempt made to

Says Hooper, “Nearly half of
the cities accepted the com-
pany's recommendations and
allowed the full amount
requested. In more than
one-third of the cities, the
council bargained with the
Ccompany and got a lower rate,
but never knew if thai lower rate
was still excessive under the
law."

Several complaints have been
called in from irate landowners
concerning pheasant hunters
tresspassing on their property.

All sportsmen are reminded

that nearly all of Texas is-

private land and permission to

hunt is required either verbally

ar written from the landowner
or controller.

There are several methods of
hunting pheasant and the most
Popular one is to get a hunting
party together and lineup
across the cut grainfields. As
the hunters move across the
field, birds are kicked up and
bagged. It is recommended that
all hunters identify hen
pheasants and tell their hunting
companions also.

For individuals or small
groups of hunters, small weed
patches, irrigation ditches,
fence rows, turn rows and small
grain fields should be hunted
thoroughly,

The ringneck is considered i
real tough bird and he will run
and stay on the ground if not
pushed hard enough.

Birddogs tha t are well trained
are used by same hunters along
with retrievers. Many wounded
birds are bagged by these
helpers that otherwise would be
lost and wasted.

Safe firearm handling is
required at all times and it is
especially true when the hun-
ting parties are large. No
pheasant is worth a sport-
sman's eye or hand or life,
