Meyer, said Thursday in a telephone
interview from his home in Middletown,
N.Y., that at least two dozen cadets were
robbed of thousands of dollars by a
forgery ring that still may be active at the
academy, involving at least four of its
more than 4,400 cadets.

Meyer said they stole cadets’
checkbooks and military identification
cards and cashed forged checks in
restaurants and stores in nearby Colorado
Springs, as well as at the privately run
Air Academy National Bank on the
institution’s grounds.

The attorney said he became involved
after the parents of a cadet accused of
forgery asked him to take over the cadet’s
defense from a military attorney.

Meyer's client was exonerated and
returned to the academy in good
standing, and the lawyer believes the
young man was actually a victim of the
forgery ring.

The attorney said that information he
turned up in the course of defending his
client was reported to the academy and
that he was asked by its superintendent,
Lt. Gen. James R. Allen, for all
information he had on the subject.

Meyer said he sent Allen a letter last
Aug. 23 detailing his charges, with
transcripts of interviews with former
cadets who allegedly admitted taking part

in the forgery racket. He said he sent 3
copy to Air Force Secretary Thomas
Reed.

Blews said that Allen ordered the
investigation Aug. 27, the day after he
received Meyer's letter.

The probe comes on the heels of 3
cheating scandal at the U.S. Military
Academy at West Point, N.Y., which hag
raised a controversy about its honor code,

The Air force Academy operates with a
similar code, under which cadets must
not lie, cheat or steal or tolerate any cadet
who does.

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Skipping School Leads To Life
Of Crime, Parole Official Says

AUSTIN (AP)- The kid who
makes a habit of skipping school
stands a good chance of being
tomorrow's burglar or robber,
says the youngest member of
the Texas Board of Pardons and
Paroles.

Paul Cromwell, 33, spent time
on the streets of Houston as a
juvenile probation officer before
becoming a college teacher,
parole commissioner and, fina-
lly, board member.

*‘I now see coming up here for
parole a number of juveniles |
worked with who have gradua-
ted and are doing their
postgraudate work at Ellis
prison Farm,’’ he told an
interviewer.

‘‘The most disappointing
thing in my life is to look at the
file of a person | knew as a
juvenile who was a truant or
runaway at 12 or 13 and is now
doing time for burglary.”

Cromwell did his master's
thesis at Sam Houston State
University’s highly regarded
criminal justice Department on
the relationship between chro-
nic truancy and, later, more
serious delinquency.

“There’s a strong relation-
ship,”" he said.

Cromwell is part of the most
diverse group of persons ever
appointed to the board. He
views himself as the ‘‘middle-
of-the-roader’’ between Ex-
Dist. Atty. Clyde Whiteside and
Selma Wells, a black woman
whose late husband was an ex-
offender.

He opposes the death penalty
yet figures he can sit objectively

" - on clemency cases.

In dress, he favors dark,
pinstripe suits but wears
slightly mod rimless glasses.
Since Presiding Judge John
Onion of the Court of Criminal
Appeals named him to the board
in December, he has grown a
mustache. His dark hair is
becoming prematurely gray.

Cromwell admits to being “a
mouth’’ and sometimes won-
ders whether his outspokenness
might cause the Seante to
“bust” him when his appoint-

. ment comes up foriconfirmation
' next year.

The board, he realizes, is a
favorite target of persons on the
left who think it is took stingy
with paroles and those on the
right who think its is too willing
to turn criminals back into
society.

He despairs of doing much to
curb crime until somebody finds
a way to keep its seeds from
germinating in the young.

““You hardly see a person in
prison who didn't. have a
juvenile record...All we are
doing is treating the symptoms
when we work with them in
prison and on parole.

The Texas Youth Council is
doing a pretty good job but by
the time they get to the TYC,
they sometimes are beyond
repair. Somebody ought to be
catching them before the
juvenile court stage. The ones in
TYC- we've just got to accept
that 50 per cent of them are
going to continue being a
problem to society and start
looking at the ones coming in,"
Cromwell said. :

Cromwell agrees with the new
crop of criminologists who are
comfortable with the notion that
prison is for punishment.

*'Rehabilitation is the icing on
the cake...When a judge or a
jury sends a man to prison it is

not to be rehabilitated. It is for

punishment for the crime he
committed. When | look at a

case for parole, | have to look at

the magnitude of the offense.
Society has a right to punish by
placing an individual away from
the community for a time," he
says.

He's also hard-nosed about
paroling convicts with a
tendency toward vislence.

“My feeling is that if you
were carrying a gun, that is an
assaultive act in itself,”
Cromwell says.

In parole revocation cases,
even if the parole officer
recommends only a reprimand,
“I'll vote to revoke if he was
carrying a gun..That man is a
potential murderer,”’ he said.

While at least one prison

reform group, Citizens United
for the Rehabilitation of
Errants CURE, objects to a
proposed new prison, Cromwell
supports it.

A new prison will relieve
crowding and the ‘‘double
bunking'’ that increases priso-
ner-against-prisoner  assaults
and homosexual attacks, he
said.

*“Tanks are what we are going
to have in the Texas Department
of Corrections pretty soon
unless something is done about
the population,”’ Cromwell said.

He advocates a statewide
probation system, with state
subsidies and standards of
education and caseload for
probation officers. This would
tend to reduce prison popula-

tions, he believes.

“Right now, we've got
probation officer with 800 cases,
and 200 are not rare. What
probation means in most
counties is a suspended
sentence, so | can see why
judges send so many people to
prison,"’ Cromwell said. .

Attitudes swing in cycles, he
believes, from treating crime as
a sickness to ‘'getting tough"'
with criminals. But neither
approach has worked, he added.

“It's a terrible thing to say
but I"don’t think there is much
you can do to change a person's
crimanality once he becomes an
adult and forms his concepts of
right and wrong, But you can
provide him an opportunity to
change himself, if he wants to."’

State Officials Asks
For Car Air Bags

AUSTIN (AP)- The U.S.
Department of Transportation
should immediately require all
new cars to-have air bags as a
means of preventing injuries
and deaths, State Insurance
Board Chairman Joe Christie
says.

“Further delay in uncons-
cionable as-a contribution to
fatalities and injuries. on our
nation's highways,'' Christie
said Thursday in a letter to
Secretary of Transportation
William,Coleman.

Americans are turning more
and more, he said, to gasoline-
saving small cars as a result of
national energy policy. These
cars ‘‘expose our citizens to
greater risk of death and
disabling injury,”’ he said.

He advised Coleman not to
accept at face value statements
of auto makers that there is little
public desire for the devices.

AUSTIN (AP)- Gov. Dolph
Briscoe and Secretary of State
Mark White announced Thurs-
day month-long drive to register
all Texas voters.

““The strength of our
democratic form of government
depends on the active participa-
tion of citizens in the political
process,”’ Briscoe said in
signing a proclamation making
September ‘‘Voter Registration
Month."

White said as chief state
elections officer his office had
been working on the project for
the past two months and has
received support from a large
number of business, labor and
civic groups.

““Over one million voter
applications will be available in
3,200 grocery and convénience
stores and some 500,000
applications will be available in
5,000 beauty shops throughout
Texas,"" White said.

Registration materials also
will be obtainable through 320
savings and loan associations
and at Department of Public
Safety Driver license district
offices.

School districts have been
asked to assist in the drive and
so far 221 districts have
requested 87,632 voter kits for
their pupils.

Eleven chamber of commerce
have received 112,110 applica-
tions which will be given to
businesses in their area to be
included in employe pay
enevelopes.

In addition, White said, the

. Governor's Committee on Aging

will distribute more than 17,500
registration kits through their 26
regional offices and some 150
nutrition centers. Those enrol-
led in adult education classes
also will get the voter kits.

Each kit contains an explana-
tory letter and an application for
a voting certificate.

Qualified unregistered voters
need only to fill out the
application blank and mail it to

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Election Year Pay Raise Issue

- Now Goes Before Senate Members

WASHINGTON (AP)- It is

:nowuptotthenat.etodecide

whether senators, congressmen
and other members of the upper
strata of the federal government
should accept pay raises in the
home stretch of a national
election year.

Members of the House of
representatives, most of them-in
the midst of re-election
campaigns, decided on a 325 to
75 vote Wednesday that they
really don’t need election year
pay hikes. And, in a surprise
move, the House also decided
the election year salary
increases should be denied to
senators, federal judges and

high executive officials.

The pay raise for the
lawmakers and high-level offi-
cials would be automatic as of
Oct. 1 under usual procedure. If
members of the House and
Senate take their automatic pay
raises their salaries would rise
from $44,600 a year to about
$46,740 a year.

The House voted against the
pay raises by Adding an
amendment to the bill that
provides money to.run Congress
and its related agencies. The
House then passed the
$780-million measure.

The bill now goes to the
Senate, which is expected to

take it up after the Labor Day
recess.

While all House seats are up
for election, only one-third of
the Senate seats are at stake
and senators presumably are
feeling less political pressure to
avoid a raise that might inflame
voters.

Moreover, senators fa
the raise can argue that it would
be unfair to deny the adjustment
to about 2,000 nonelected
workers. .

If the Senate disagrees with
the House about the need for
pay raises, the issue will go to a
conference committee for resol-
ution.

The outlook for the increases
was further complicated by
some Republican's charges that
the House vote was a sham
because the possibility remains
that there still will be a pay raise
after the election under another
federal pay law.

The bill passed by the House
dealt with cost-of-living increa-
ses provided for by a 1975
payroll law. The amount of the
increase has not yet been
determined, but it is expected to
be at least 4.8 per cent.

But an earlier law, still in
effect, provides for a special

Chemical Executives Acquitted
Of Pollution Coverup Charges

ALEXANDRIA, Va. (AP) -
Two chemical executives accu-
sed of trying to cover up Kepone
pollution in the James River
were acquitted Thursday of
conspiracy charges.

U.S. District Judge Robert R.
Merhige, who heard the case
without a jury, declared: *1]
simply am not satisfied beyond
a reasonable doubt. It's as
simple as that."

The two defendants, Frank L.
Piguet, 52, and Gerald P.
Williams, 36, both executives of
Allied Chemical Corp., stood as
the judge announced his
verdict. They showed no
emotion.

The judge reached his verdict
less than an hour after he
declined to throw out the
charges and the defense rested
its case without calling any
witnesses. The prosecution
rested its case Wednesday.

The trial is the legal climax
thus far of a dramatic and
far-reaching pollution episode
that has halted some commeri-
cal fishing in parts of the
Chesapeake Bay and the James
Rover and raised concerns about
the heaith impact of Kepone on
chemical plant worker$.

Kepone is a white powder
used in ant and roach poisons.
It has been found to cause
-cancer in animals, according to
government studies.

U.S. Atty.
Cummings said at the outset of
the trial that it was & major test
of pollution laws and enforce-
ment methods.

The government's case relies
to a large extent on the
testimony of Virgil A. Hundtof-
te, a former plant manager for
Allied Chemical's Hopewell,
Va., agricultural products plant
where the alleged dumping took
place in the early 1970s.

During 5% hours of cross
examination by defense attor-
neys Wednesday, Hundtofte
stuck to his contention that he
and other Allied officials,
including Piguet and Williams,
conspired to conceal from the
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
and the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency that a plant at
Hopewell was dumping untrea-
-ted Kepone-laden waste at 150
gallons a minute into a creek
that empties into the James
River. 3

““We were withholding infor-
mation,”” Hundtofte testified.
""We understood what we were
doing."

He said company officials
rationalized that they would
avoid having the federal
government order Allied to
install costly interim treatment
equipment or even shut down
the facility, called the semi-
works.

Dams Fail To Get Inspection

WASHINGTON (AP)- Four
years after hundreds of persons
died when two dams collapsed,
not a single dam has been
inspected for safety under a law
rushed through Congress in
response to the disasters.

The inspection program
remains unfunded, basically
because of disagreement over
who should inspect or pay for
the inspections of the more than
49,000 nonfederal dams covered
by the law.

Congress hasn't appropriated
any money to pay for federal
inspections, the White House
hasn't asked for any such money
and the states say they can't
afford to pay for the inspections.

Like the two dams that
prompted enactment of the
federal law, these nonfederal
dams were built by states, local
governments and private com-
panies. The Army Corps of-
Engineérs has estimated that it
would cost $73.5 billion to
inspect the dams.

Testifying before a house
subcommittee Tuesday, Brig.
Gen. Drake Wilson of the Army
Corps of Engineers said ‘‘no
inspections have been perfor-
med due to limited funding."

Wilson later said in an
interview that ‘the Army
engineers had been given funds
to compile an inventory of the
dams after the law was passed
and signed in August 1972. But,
he said, the White House then
.decided the inspections should
be a state, not a federal
function.

He also said that a majority of
states indicated that they should
conduct the inspections, but
that a number also said they
could not pay for the safety
checks without federal aid.

The law was enacted in 1972
within months of the Buffalo
Creek, W. Va., and Rapid City,
$.D., disasters. More than 320
were killed and property
damage was estimated at $165
million in the two cases.

The Army's inventory of .

dams to be inspected, along

After Passage Of Legislation

with the corps’ recommenda-
tions as to how to set up and
who should pay for the
inspection program, were sent
to the secretary of the army in
May 1957,

An Army spokesman said the
Army approved the plan and
legislation to put it into effect in
December 1975. Wilson said
they call for the states to
conduct inspections of ‘‘the
great bulk of privately owned
dams,’’ following standards

provided by the corps, “‘We
indicated the states'' pay
the cost of the safety

Wilson said.

In March 1976, almost a year
after ‘the: report went to the
Army secretary for approval and
almost four years after the law
was passed, legislation to put it
into effect was sent to the White
House Office of Management
and Budget for its approval.

The OMB still is reviewing it:
but a spokesman says the
legislative recommendation that
finally could implement the law
should be on their way to
Congress "befuelong."

Early Warning To Cancer
Found By Two Scientists

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - Twe
scientists say they~-have
inadvertently found a substance
in the bload of cancer patients
that could provide an early
warning system for the dread
disease.

Drs. J.C. Morrison and E.T.
Bucovaz of the University of
Tennessee said Wednesday that
tests of 4,200 persons showed
the system was nearly 90 per
cent accurate in identifying
whether patients had cancer.

Satanic Worship
Results In Death

WICHITA FALLS, (AP) -
Relatives of a man charged with
killing his wife by thrusting an
arrow through her heart in
Brighton, Colo., say he was
involved in Satanic worship.

Ray Crelia, 25, has been
charged with murder in the
deathof his wife, Julia, 22. Her
body was found Tuesday by two
tourists along Interstate 70 a
mile east of Seibert. Crelia was
arrested about four hours later.

Authorities described it as a
*“‘cultist or ritual-type slaying."

Crelia’s stepmother, Mrs.
N.J. Crelia, said here Wednes-
day her son and daughter-in-law
‘“got started on drugs and he
thought he was God. He said he
worshipped the devil. It is all a
nightmare."’

She said Crelia had really
been preoccupied with Stanism
the past few weeks following a
trip to Austin.

The chiéf investigator for the
Adams County Sheriff's in
Brighton, Gene Hodges, said an
investigation revealed that Mrs.
Crelia had been struck on the
head with a bolo-type knife.

This probably occured in their
apartment in Brighton, where
the coyple moved two weeks
ago, Hodges said. She was then
taken to Kit Carson county and
stabbed, he said. The tip of the
arrow was found embedded in
her heart and the arrow was
found beside her body.

Those who knew Julia Crelia
said she was a very nice and

conscientious person who was
very involved in the Christ
United Methodist Church, Her
employers at Midwestern State
University's Moffett Library,
where she was a secretary-re-
ceptionist, said they thought
highly of her.

The management of a drapery
firm where Crelia worked ‘‘on
and off"' for about five years,
confirmed Wednesday that he
was fired recently.

Mrs. Crelia said the couple
left for Colorado two weeks ago
after he announced to his family
that he was God and that he
worshipped the devil.

‘““Ray and Julia Crelia
worshipped each other when
they were not on anything,"
Mrs. Crelia said. *‘She would
do anything for him, go
anywhere, try anything. They
got into some type of drug, LSD
or something, that neither one
of them could handle."

He also stressed the test is a
general one that may indicate
cancer is present but will not téll
doctors where,

“This could be a test that
would tell a doctor that he
should run further tests on a
patient, watch the patient
closely,”" he said.

Bucovaz said the two began
their research looking at
something quite different - the
structure of yeast cells. In
trying to find a protein molecule
in the cells, they mixed the
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yeast with human blood to see if
the molecule they were looking
Yor would combine with a
different protein in the blood.
By chance, Bucovaz said, the
bl
blood they were using came
from a cancer patient, and they
found that a protein in the blood
did latch onto the yeast protein.
When they repeated their
experiment with blood from a
healthy person, he said, it didn't
work - the proteins did not
combine. With 87 per cent of
the cancer patients they tested
later, they said, the combining
occurred; in 91 per cent of the
cancer-free patients there was
no combination.

Texas Milk
Yolume Down

COLLEGE STATION--Re-
cords from the Texas Milk
Market Order indicate that both
the volume of milk and the
number of dairymen delivering
milk on the Texas market is
down from a year ago,

This analysis comes from Dr.
Randall Stelly, economist for the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station and the Texas Agricultu-
ral Extenision Service.

The total volume of milk in
the "Texas rharket was almost
297 milliope=pounds in July,
down 5 million pounds from
July, 1975. However, the
amount of milk used in Class |
(fluid useyFwas 69 per cent of all
producer milk, up 3.89 per cent
from last July.

According to Stelly, there was
a decrease of 771 dairy
producers delivering milk on the
Texas Milk Market Order this
July compared to July, 1975.
However, he points out that the
3,340 producers still delivering
milk are getting larger--on the
average. While producer
receipts for the first seven
months of 1976 were 21 million
pounds or about 1 per cent less
than for the same period last
year, average daily milk
deliveries per producer increa-
sed 586 pounds--from 2,370“to
2,956 pounds.

A look at milk prices indicated
that . producers in Zone |
(Dallas-Ford Worth area) of the
market order received $10.62
per hundred pounds for milk (at
3.5 per cent butter) used in
~€lass 1. Producers in other
parts of Texas received various
adjustments to this price, with
those in the Rio Grande Valley
receiving as much as 75 cents
more per hundredweight, notes
Stelly.
