Horde Of Hunters Will Take To Fields

Ringnecks Fair Game Sat.

Thirty minutes before sunrise

tomorrow (Saturday), one of nature's
most colorful upland gamebirds, the
Chinese ringnecked pheasant, becomes
fair quarry for sportsmen throughout the
Panhandle.

AND IF THE past few years are any
indicating, up to 10,000 hunters will be
taking to the stalk fields and playa
lakebeds in the Magic Triangle area of
Deaf Smith, Castro and Parmer Counties
Saturday.

With ‘‘pheasant mania'' running
rampant among the arca’s male populace
this weekend, virtually no likely- looking
cover will go unhunted.

And if you're hoping to book a room at
a local motel for the weekend, you can
just about forget it.--Your chances of
finding accomodations here are pretty
slimwith a massive influx of hunters from
southern Texas and surrounding states.

Opening weekend of pheasant season
means booming business for local
restaurants, motels, and sporting goods
dealers.

A RECENT check by Texas Parks &
Wildlife Department officials revealed a

59" per cent increase in the ringneck
population in the 14 Panhandle counties
checked.

Highest populations were nmed in
Deaf Smith County, particularly in the
area surrounding Hereford, and some
areas were reported to have a population
of one cock per hen.

All census indications point toward an
outstanding hunt during the 16 day
season, which includes three full
weekends, concluding Dec. 26,

Possession limit is four cockbirds after
the first day of hunting, which the limit
two cocks per day.

THE LARGE ringneck population
attests to the remarkable success of
pheasant in the local area.

The exotic gamebirds were - first
introduced to this area by landowners and
townspeople who released them in 1946
or 1947,

The population expanded to a huntable
level in just 18 years, and now Deaf Smith
County is widely recognized as one of the
state’s premiere pheasant hunting areas.

State Game Warden Chuck Cosper of
Hereford feels that more cover will be
available for hunters to work this year, in
comparison to 1975, and points out that

the hunting should be just as good as last
year.

BUT IF hunters expect to go out and
work any cover they please, they might
have a rude awakening when an irate
landowner files trespassing charges
against them.

“The first priority should be to obtain
permission to hunt from the landowner,"
said Cosper. ''Trespassing has become a
big problem here in recent years and
more and more cases are being filed, so
sportsmen should make sure of where
they are hunting and have permission-in
order to avoid problems,"’ he added.

Landowners wishing to post their
property should place signs at all of the
main entrances.

Hunters are also reminded to remeber
their manners where electric fences are
concerned.

LOCAL LANDOWNERS running cattle
on their property often complain of gates
left unclosed or electric fences which
have been knocked down, creating a
great deal of extra work for them.

The warden emphasized that any local
landowner encountering a problem with
trespassers should contact the sheriff's
office.

Two other violations which are common
are shooting from public roadways and
shooting hens, with the fine for taking
hens ranging from $25 to $200.

“"We would remind hunters that they
need to leave the head and feet attached
to the carcass of the bird until they get it
to its final destination,’’ said Cosper.

THE HEAD and feet of the birds are
used to determine theic sex during road
checks.

Game wardens from other areas of the
state will be called into the local area this
weekend, and with as many as 15
additional wardens working the area,
there's a good chance you'll be checked if
you're afield.

With wily cockbirds surprisingly tough
to kill, the Hereford warden recommends
magnum loads of No. 6 shot in 12 and 20
gauge guns, in order to avoid crippling
problems.

“These birds can hide effectively when
they're wounded, so if you only wing one,
chances are you'll have a hard time
finding him without the aid of a dog."”
Cosper commented.

Not Cooperating In Bell Probe

SAN ANTONIO (AP)- Former
Southwestern Bell Telephone
Co. executive James Ashley
says he was fired from his
$55,000-a-year job after he
refused to cooperate with the
company in a probe of the late
T.0. Gravitt.

Gravitt was head of Bell's
Texas operations when he
committed suicide at his Dallas
home in October 1974 after the
investigation. Ashley was fired
after the probe.

Ashley, who described Gra-
vitt as a close personal friend
and confidant, testified for the
second day Thursday in his $4
million invasion of privacy suit
against Southwestern Bell. He
was to face cross-examination
today.

Ashley said he was advised
from of his suspension from the
company on Oct. 9, 1974, by
C.L. Todd, San Antonio
manager for Southwestern Bell.

“They wanted me to give
evidence of .Gravitts's wrong
doing that didn't exist,”" Ashley
testified. “‘I refused. They
advised me to think it over.”

After Gravitts's suicide later
in October, Ashley said he saw
Todd at the Gravitt funeral in
Dallas. Ashley said he was at
that time a suit

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CAMP PENDLETON, Calif.
(AP)- A civil rights leader says
the Ku Klux Klan is to blame for
an attack by black Marines og
white Leathernecks because the
white supremacy group had
inflamed emotions.

Comments of the Rev. Jesse
Jackson of Chicago, head of
Operation PUSH People United
to Save Humanity, came during
a surprise appearance Wednes-
day at Camp Pendleton,

Jackson said his purpose in
visiting the nation’s biggest
Marine base was to conduct
prayer with the 14 blacks
charged with conspiracy and
assault in the Nov. 13 raid on a
barracks room in .which seven
white Marines were holding a
beer party.

The blacks, who thought they
were raiding a KKK meeting
and were armed with pipes and
screwdrivers, sent six of the
white Marines to the hospital.

The KKK provoked the
incident, even though Klan
members were not the ones who
were attacked, Jackson told a
press conference after talking
with the jailed men, their

Witchvcraft Said Effective
Medicine In Curing Warts

CHICAGO (AP)- Burying a
dead cat at midnight can cure
warts as effectively as medical
treatment, a dermatologist says.
Or you might try rubbing the
wart with  grasshopper spit or
milkweed juice.

Whatever the treatment, the
crucial ingredient is faith that it
will work, said skin specialist
Dr. Jerome Litt of the Case
Western Reserve University
school of medicine in Cleveland.

He told a news conference at
the annual meeting of the
American Academy of Dermato-
logy this week that he has had
“'spectacular resuits’’ using a
“'special wart tape'’- ordinary
sticky tape on which he puts an
impressive-looking label.

Litt said he tells his patients
that if they wear the tape over
the wart, the wart will drop off.
It usually does, he said,
especially when the patients are
impressionable children.

Doctors aren’t sure how the
“witchcraft’’ works, he said. It

They most often affect children,
who have not developed
immunity to the virus as most
adults do.

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Navy Suffers High

Desertion Rate

WASHINGTON (AP)- The
Navy suffered its highest
desertion rate on record during
fiscal 1976, and Navy officials
say they don’t know why.

As a result, the Navy has
formed a special study group to
determine the cause and
recommend actions to cure the
problem.

The Navy experienced a .

mounting desertion problem
during the fiscal year that ended
last summer, while the Army
was registering its best record
in 10 years.

The Marine Corps record was
improving, although its deser-
tion rate still is the highest of all
the services, and figures show
the Air Force has virtually no
desertion problem, and never
has had one.

Desertion became a major
problem, particularly for the
Army and the Marines, during
the Vietnam war. With the end
of that war and the change from
a draft-based to an all- volunteer
force, Pentagon officials had
voiced hope that the problem
would recede and possibly all
but disappear,

But the newly released
figures suggest the problem
persists, although the Army
appears to be getting it under

control.

The Pentagon figures show
the Navy desertion rate climbed
to 24.8 per 1,000 enlisted men
during the fiscal year that
ended June 30. This was more
than 2 per cent worse than 1975
and more than double the
highest Navy rate during the
Vietnam War.

The Army, which was hit by a
desertion rate as high as 73.5
per 1,000 men in 1971, was
down to 17.7 in fiscal 1976.

The Marine desertion rate of
69.2 per 1,000 men last year was
much worse than all the other
services, but it represented a
major improvement over the 105
rate Marines suffered the
previous year.

The Air Force's desertion rate
was only 1.2 per 1,000 men. It
never has risen above 2.8, even
during the Vietnam war.

Asked why its desertion rate
has climbed to a record level,
the Navy said it has established
“no confirmed reasons for the
trend.”’

Vice Adm. James D. Watkins,
the Navy's personnel chief,
created a study group in
September ‘‘to research all
facets of the problem and to
make recommendations to deal
with it,"”" the Navy said.

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‘Mexican Tourists Like
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What U.S. Manufactures

BY TOM WELLS

MEXICO CITY (AP)- Mexico
is a nation of smugglers. But the
offenders are not professionals
sneaking PreColumbian art or
drugs into the United States.
They are
and foreign residents returning
to Mexico from the United
States with treasures of
shampoo, cosmetics, car parts,
electric razors, transistor radios,
calculators, televisions,
clothing and other manufactu-
red goods.

Mexican tourists

tools,

The items are usually cheaper

and of better quality than
similar Mexican-made products.
But it is illegal to bring them

into the country without paying
high import duties.

The idea is to force Mexico
residents to buy Mexican- made
goods, but the program does not
appear to be helping much.
Mexico has a §1.5 billion trade
deficit, more than double what it
was, six years ago.

Smuggling has become such
a serious problem that the
government is spending untold
hundreds of thousands of
dollars .on an advertising
campaign against it.

“*Contraband is against Mex-
ico,”" say the Dbillboards,
newspapers, radio and televison
advertisements. Some full-page
ads have even run in U.S,
magazines distributed here.

The principal theme is that
contraband robs Mexicans of
jobs by reducing Mexican sales,
which in turn reduces employ-
ment.

““The official propaganda tells _

us about the damage it does,"”
said the prestigious Mexico City
morning daily El Sol, the largest
in & chain of 34 newspapers.
“But no one tells us why it
exists.”’

“If Mexican products were
good and inexpensive there
wouldn't be any need to try to
defeat smuggling or to mount
expensive campaigns aimed at

Off From Buffalo

NEW YORK (AP)- The long,
sometimes bitter negotiations
that brought three-time Natio-
nal Basketball Association
scoring champion Bob McAdoo
to the New York Knicks from
Buffalo finally are over. But now
the Knicks have to negotiate all
over again- with McAdoo.

The struggling Knicks, who
have been playing sub-.500 ball
this season before thousands of
empty seats nearly every game
in Madison Square Garden,
acquired the coveted McAdoo, a
lithe 6-foot-10 center-forward,
and reserve forward Tom
McMillen from the Braves
Thursday night for center-for-
ward John Gianelli and a
reported $3 million.

The deal was consummated
only one day after it appeared
that the trade was dead and
Buffalo co-owner Paul Snyder
had said he would try to sign
McAdoo to a new contract. Also,
McAdoo's agent, Bill Madden,
had said Wednesday that the
Knicks “‘were definitely out of
this thing."’

McAdoo, the Braves' No. 1
pick in the 1972 draft the NBA's
Rookie of the Year in 1972-73
and the league's Most Valuable
Player in 1974-75, is in the final
year of a five-year contract
worth $400,000- $200,000 in
cash and $200,000 in deferred
payments.

Now, the Knicks have to sign
him and reportedly will give him
a five-year contract worth
$500,000 per year. They also
will pick up his deferred
payments- which the Braves did
not want to do- starting in 1988,

However, if the Knicks do not
sign him, he becomes a free
agent at the end of the season.
When the Knicks will be able to
use, however, is questionable.

McAdoo suffered a pulled
groin muscle ‘Wednesday night

during Buffalo’s game against
the Philadelphia 76ers and his
status for New- York's next
game- at home against Phoenix
Saturday night- is uncertain.

Obtaining the 25-year-old
McAdoo ended the Knicks' 1%-
year quest for the outside-
shooting big man who has won
the NBA scoring title each of
the past three seasons and has
averaged 23.7 points and 13.2
rebounds per game this season.
His NBA career scoring average
is 28.2, including 34.5 in
1974-75- his best season.

Glorified athlete to everyday citizen

SAN FRANCISCO, Calif. —
(INEA) Bill Bradley, the
Rhodes scholar forward of the
New York Knicks, has written
a marvelous book, probing the
inner psyche of the
professional athlete

“While their physical skill
lasts,”' writes Bradley,

professional athletes are
celebrities — fondled and ex-
cused, praised and believed
Only toward the end of their
careers do the stars realize
their sense of identity is insuf-
ficient In my case, I've
been preparing for the end
since my first year, but even
so | can only hope that I will
manage easily the withdrawal
from what Phil Jackson calls
my addiction.” "'

These thoughts were
poignantly brought to mind
the other day when the phone
rang, and the voice on the
other end boomed out
sonorously, '‘This is Cookie

you know, Carlton
Chester Gilchrist.” An old
friend

Cookie Gilchrist had been
one of those professional
athletes who was a celebrity
In the early years of the
fledgeling American Football
League, striving for respec-
tability, he was the greatest of
fullbacks. He did not have the
credentials of a Jim Brown,
his contemporary, but there
were valid claims he was a
better all-around football
player. He was the AFL's first
star of national stature in the
pre-Namath days

He was also contentious and
congenial, the former quality
making him a football
itinerant who was shunted
from Buffalo (where he had
his peak years) to Denver to
Miami, the latter quality mak-
ing him a delight for writers

In 1968, peddled once again
to Cincinnati, his bad knee
throbbing, Cookie Gilchrist
quit abruptly at the age of 33.

‘There comes a time in
every man's life,”’ he said,
‘when he must sacrifice fame
and glory for a productive role

in the business and .social
community."

Cookie Gilchrist is now 41
years old. He looks good. His
weight is at 240 pounds, even
lighter than when he played
His smile glows as it always
did. He doesn’t drink or smoke
and even abstains from
calfeine. He carries around a
Bible in his shoulder bag

which is well-thumbed and
which he says he reads every

da

'Fhe years since he stopped
playing have been rough for
him

His marriage, to a Russian
girl in Toronto had already
broken up. His two boys live in
Canada with their mother and
aren't the least interested in
athletics. His liaison with one
of the most famous black
models in America broke up
after a couple of years
because, she told Cookie, he
couldn’t support her in the
style she was used to

That really blew his mind.
“You say you love me, he
said to her, "but I'm not a
good enough man for you."' He
got into a dope trip. popping
pills. He sampled cocaine. He
drank. He had started a C.G
Mayd Services, Ltd, for
domestics, in Denver and that
had gone under.

Three years ago, Gilchrist

- took stock of himself

“You've got to be more than
a football glayer." he had
once said. “You've got to be a
person.’’

He looked around and
realized that his own adjust-
ment from what Bradley calls
‘‘the mixed blessing of
notoriety’’ to ‘‘that inexorable
terror of living without the
game'' was not a
phenomenon, nor even unique
Lenny Ford, who was voted
into the Pro Football Hall of
Fame last year, died drunk
and broke in a rundown hotel
Bob Ferguson, an All-
American fullback at Ohio
State, slipped into obscurity
and was rediscovered during a
two-week coma, from which
he is now making a painful

Oilers Will Be Up

For Steelers Clash

"HOUSTON (AP): The Hou-
ston Oilers, in Pittsburgh Coach
Chuck Noll's wods, will be
trying to make the Steelers look
foolish Saturday.

The two-time Super Bowl
champs, who lost four of their
first five games and then reeled
off eight straight victories, can
win the American Football
Conference's Central Division
title with a victory over the
Qilers.

The Steelers’ Cinderella
comeback was made possible
Monday when Oakland defeated
Cincinnati.

"‘We would look pretty foolish
if Oakland beat Cincinnati and
then we go down to Houston and
lose,”" said Noll, who jerked the
Steelers back into contention for
their third straight Super Bowl
title. **All that we've worked for
would go down the drain."

For the Oilers, who saw their
season go down the drain long
ago, it also is a big game. With 4
disappointing 5-8 record, the
Oilers would like nothing better
than to end the season with a
victory over the Steelers.

“This certainly adds a little
excitement to our final game,"
Oiler Coach 0.A. "‘Bum"’
Phillips said. “"We're glad to
have the opportunity to play in
such a game."”

Adding more sparkle to the
game will be the return of
quarterback Terry Bradshaw as

the Steeler starter after missing
two games with a sprained right
wrist,

Rookie quarterback Mike
Kruczek, who has directed the
Steelers through most of their
winning streak, will return to
the sideline. “‘I've always said
Terry would be our quarterback
when he's 100 per cent,”” Noll
said. "'He's 100 per cent now."

The Oilers also Wwill be
returning to starting quarter-
back Dan Pastorini, who
suffered rib jnjuries in a game
against Cleveland and lost his
starting job to backup John
Hadl. It will be Pastorini's first
start since his injury. .

The Steelers’ defense has
been the backbone of their
comeback odessy, shutting out
four of their last eight
opponents and allowing only 28
points in their last eight games.

The Oilers, despite a 32-16
loss to Pittsburgh, are the only
team to score a touchdown
against the Steeler defense
during their eight-game string.

From their sloppy beginning,
the Steelers defense has risen to
the top of the NFL in total
defense and rushing defense.
They also lead the league in
rushing offense backed by
Franco Harris and Rockey

But for three years, Cookie
has had problems getting the
non-profit organization off the
ground. The problems are es-
sentially money. People tell
him, *“'That's nice, what
you're trying to do.”" But no
one comes forth with the
bankroll

Part of the problem is
Cookie. As a player, his main
hassles with management
were over money. He was sup-
posed to be unmanageable and
intractable. The stigma
whether deserved or not,
lingers. "‘He is suffering from
his reputation,” says 0.J
Simpson. "It catches up with
you."

So Cookie has had to rely on
himself to keep his dream go-
ing. He estimates that he has
gone $100,000 in debt

But he persists in his plans
to establish rural training
centers for former athletes, in
northern California, and allied
youth camps.

To meet criticism that he
has no professional expertise
in this area — he didn't even
go to college, jumping
