Members of the West Texas Vegetable Growers and
Shippers Council re-elected a slate of officers and directors
and heard a prediction for a “‘reasonably good™™ market in
1977 for their potatoes and onions during the West Texas
Vegetable Conference at the Bull Barn Tuesday

CHARLES SCHLABS OF Hereford was named to another
term as the council’'s president while Bill Reinauer was
re-elected vice president and Ray Frye was chosen to serve
another term as secretary- treasurer. Both Reinauer and Frye
are also from Hereford

Among directors who were re-clected were Preston Walker
of Plainview, Wes Fisher and Albert Maxwell of Hereford,
and Jerry Allen of Hart

After a poor market year for potatoes and onions in 1976,
local growers were given some encouragement by Dr. Gordon
Powell, state fruit and vegetable marketing specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Service at College Station.

“Anyone who claims he's going to forecast what's coming
up in the marketplace is either stupid or a lot braver than |
am. but I'm going to stick myv neck out and say onion prices
will be very good this vear and that the potato market
shouldn’t be too bad either,”” savd Powell

THE SPECIALIST explained that adverse weather
conditions in the R Grande Valley have made the onion
production outlook 1n the local area much better, explaining
that the south Texas onton crop volume will not be high and
quality will not be what 1t has been in the past

Powell warned growers not to expect processors to ''come
begging for potatoes™ . because they buy when the stocks are
large and the prices are low

He explained that the potato storage situation reflects an
eight per cent increase in potatoes over this time last vear

“lexpect the net farm income for 1977 to remain about the
same as in 1976, There should be a modest rise 1n income and
a slower rise in production costs. Overall, the outlook for 1977

i1s reasonably good for both the producer and the consumer”
he concluded

KEYNOTE SPEAKER Dr. Clark Livingston, plant
pathologist from Colorado State University, warned local
vegetable growers that they are often *"making multi-million
dollar decisions on erroneous judgements.”

He told the growers that they must make decisions to fit
their own situations, stating, "'You can’t afford to look in a
book and make decisions, you need a more extensive
understanding of the principles of vegetable growing for your
particular arca

Livingston spoke on various discases artacking potato
plants, and reminded growes that diseases are prevented and
not cured

Dr. John Abernathy, assistant professor of weed science
with the TAES at Lubbock reported on a number of weeds
which are emerging as new problems for farmers.

“WE'RE BEGINNING to see some weeds that display
resistance to pre-plant incorporation herbicides,’’ he said.

Abernathy cited rough blackfoot, a woody weed native to
the Pecos area. cockleburr, lanceleal sage and morning glory
as examples of the new weed problem.

“Many of these weeds can pose a difficult problem,
particularly at harvest, and | recommend a program utilizing
a combination of preplant and pre-emergence herbicides to
deal with such weeds,”” said Abernathy.

Chuck Rivera of Harlingen, executive vice president of the
Texas Citrus and Vegetable Growers and Shippers Council
also addressed the conference.

HE TOLD THOSE in attendance that the various vegetable
councils should be opened up to include more growers, rather
than centering exclusively on shippers

Rivera addressed the problem of transporting fresh
produce, stating: "‘Unfortunately, the railroads have all but
abandoned the vegetable grower, particularly in view of an 88

Bullock released computer analyses
breaking down the retail sales totals for
the three-month period (July. August and
September) by counties and by Standard
Mectropolitan Statistical Area (SMSA)

The County Code Analysis reflects total
gross sales in each of the 254 Texas
counties and the total for the state. It also
provides a breakdown of sales by in-state
and out-of-state firms

Harris, the state's most populous
county, led all others in gross retail sales
with a total of $8.6 billion, a 1} per cent
increase. Dallas County was second with
$5 4 billion, up 18 per cent, followed by
Tarrant County with gross sales of just
over $2 billion, up 12 per cent

Bexar County's gross retail sales also
were up 12 per cent for a total of $1.5
bilhion for the quarter

In-state firms accounted for $32.2
billon of the sales, while out-of state
firms chalked up $2.3 billion in sales in
Texas during the period. according to the
analysis

The SMSA analysis breaks down gross
sales for the state’'s 25 metropolitan
areas

Gross sales in the Amarillo SMSA were
up 30.7 per cent over the previous year.
the largest gain by any metropolitan area,
according to Bullock.

Retail sales in the Bryan- College
Station SMSA were up 20 per cent and
the Sherman- Division and Killeen
Temple SMSA's each registered
increases of over 18 per cent

Bingo Bill

AUSTIN \%) - The Senate approved
and sent to the House today a
constitutional amendment that would
legalize bingo and raffles by non-profit,
charitable organizations.

The 21-7 vote achieved the two-thirds
Majority required for final passage on
proposed constitutional amendments.

A two-thirds vote by the House on the
proposal, sponsored by Sen. Frank
Lombardino. D-San Antonio, will put it on
the November 1978 ballot--along with the
governor's race and other voter-attractive
contests

Tuesday. Lombardino won a 229
tentative approval of the amendment.

“This is just a bill to let the people of
Texas decide wether they want bingo
games,” Lombardino argued. "It will let
them decide whether these games can be
used to raise money for religious
organizations, for the VFW and the
American Legion. for the Little League,
and for cerebral plasy.”

“This measure would let the Mafia
come down here from Chicago or New
York and organize a non-profit
organization to gather in millions of
dollars and only pay out a few dollars to
charities,”’ said Sen. Don Adams.

Glue Fabric To Walls

For Unusual Interior

EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the
fourth of a five-part serles
concerned with covering walls
with fabric.

COLLEGE STATION— In
applying fabric to home interior
walls, use glue, if the fabric is to
be permanently attached, says
Jane Berry, housing and home
furnishings specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

When working with fabric,
glue is applied directly to the
wall surface.

The glue, of cellulose or
wheatpaste, must be mixed to
the right consistency for the
fabric chosen. Heavy fabrics
require glue the consistency of
cream. Light fabrics such as
broadcloth and muslin, require
glue the consistency of milk.

Use Brush To Apply Glue

Apply glue with a brush for
one width at a time, going one
inch past the measured width.
Usually glue applications are
mor successful if done during
dry weather-- and in a
well-ventilated room.

Cut fabrics three  inches
1 r than the ceiling height.
It'w@good idea to match and ctt’
sdfficient fabric willkths to
completely cover a wall at a
time.

Start With Corner

Install the first strip of fabric
so that it goes around a corner.
Use a plumb line to start since it
is better for the material to be
straight even in the ceiling is
uneven.

The second width of fabric
should overlap the first by at
least two inches, or as needed

for repeat match.

Smooth strips with a flat
brush until fabric lies evenly.
Let the fabric dry at least one
hour before proceeding.

How To Butt Seams

Overlapped fabric will not
adhere well to itself, so seams
must be butted and selvages
removed.

Using a metal straight edge
as a guide-- and a razor blade
for cutting-- start cutting one
inch from edge of fabric at
overlapped area.

Be sure the razor blade moves
exactly parallel to “the metal
straight edge-- rather than a
slight angle. (Cutting at even
the slightest angle will cause the
underlayer to be cut narrower-
or wider-- than the top layer,
and then the two layers will not
butt.)

Cut through both layers of
fabric so that the strip from the
top layer falls to the floor and
the strip from the underlayer
can be pulled away easily.

If necessary, apply more glue,
then press edges of fabric
together and smooth with
brush,

Use a metal stfaight edge and
razor to trim excess fabric from
bottom and top if neceséiry. To
prevent fabric from puckering
during cutting, run the razor
lightly several times over about
a 12-inch length until fabric is
cut through and can be pulled
away easily.

To cover raw edges at top or
bottom when there is no
molding, attach an attractive
gimp or flat braid that either
matches or contrasts with the
wall fabric.

Sometimes the moves are
made to avoid labor problems.
Other changes in site location
bring an industry closer to

200 to 35,000 employes, says it
is asked to study new locations
because it can steer a business
around the pitfalls of settling
into a new community.

The movement and expansion
of businesses into new areas has
brought growth to much of
the South and Southwest, but
has been at the heari of the
financial problems of such
traditional manufacturing areas
as Detroit,

In the 55 years since its
founding, Fantus has stressed
moves away from the Northeast
and Great Lakes regions. Now,
says Maurice Fulton, Fantus
chairman, that trend may be
slowing.

““The big cities are beginning

“We're familiar with the
needs of industry,’’ Fulton says.
“We have a wealth of
information on what particular
industries want. We know the
real reasons they move, not the
phony baloney reasons they
sometimes give out.'

Fantus began by selling its
services to industry. But more
recently states and localities are
contracting Fantus to find out
what types of industries are best
suited to their areas.

Objectivity, as a chamber of

commerce official in Ohio put
it, is Fantus' strong card. Plant
site studies are designed to
assure that the community and
the business are right for each
other.
Back in the 1950s, for
example, Hartmann Luggage
Co. of Racine, Wis., sought
Fantus' help.

““Labor had gotten so terrible
there,” Hartmann vice presi-
dent Dorothy Tenix says. ‘The
union had gotten so strong and
wages had gotten so high, we
decided to move out."

Fantus found them a spot in
Lebanon, Tenn. Ten years later
the company blocked a
Teamsters Union organization
drive “despite a very sticky time
that lasted 27 months,” Miss
Tenix says.

Fantus puts prospective sites
under close scrutiny. Pulton
recalls poring over old newspa-
pers in one locality to find out if
the area had ever been flooded
because he did not want to rely
on the memory of local
inhabitants.

‘'No ome is quite like
Fantus,"" says Larry Cohick,
head of the American Industrial
Development Council, citing the
company 's pioneer worl in plant
site locating.

Felix Fanuts founded the
company in 1921 out of his own
experiences when he decided to
change the location of his
Indiana chair- manufacutring
plant.

Originally involved in ped-
dling industrial real estate, the
firm devoted itself exclusively to
selling its site-finding talents in
1935 after Leonard Yaseen, now
head of the Fantus office in New

York City. joined the firm and ;o

urged the change.

Friday Night
Fights Return

NEW YORK (AP)- Hank
Schwartz, who has had a taste of
the fight game on the “‘big
money'' level of Muahmmad
Ali, and Don Elbaum, a
promoter who on three
occasions has fought on his own
cards because boxers failed 1o
show, are bringing back Friday
night fights with a familiar
sound and some twists,

The familiar sound when a
series of 25 Friday night fights,
to be called the World
Television Championships, be-
gin in Philadelphia March 11
will be Don Dunphy, who has
broadcast thousands of fights.

The twists will be the
disclosure of the scoring after
each round to the television
audience and to the live crowds
where commissions allow, fights
in & super heavyweight division
and an extra round if a fight is a
draw. The latter idea also could
run into trouble in some areas.

“It's Don’s idea,”” Schwartz
said. "'Don brought me a
concept and | shaped it into
what | feel is a good television
concept. lt's up to Don to make
it a good boxing concept.”’

Elbaum will serve as match-
maker while Schwartz, a key
man in the closed: circuit
telecasts of several Ali fights,
will promote as president of
World Television Champions,
Inc.

“The major hook we have
with boxing is to develop new
talent who can test their mettle
against veterans,”’ said Sch-
wartz

The 25-week series, which
will be a tournament in five
weight divisions, will originate
from various cities and will be

televised in at least 1] cities at
the start, including New York,
Chicago, Los. Angeles and
Boston. Schwartz said the shows
will begin at 10:30 p.m. and will
be showed live by some stations
and on a delayed basis by
others.

A total of 40 fighters will start
the tournament and, Schwartz
said, " 'so long as they win, they
will be locked into the
tournament. If they win titles,
we have promotional rights to
World Television defenses.”’

He also said World Television
Championships would have
options to promote bouts
outside the series for its
champions but would not stand
in the way of them fighting for
world titles. At the end of the
series, title fights will be held
throughout the year and next
year a new 25-week series will
be held to develop challengers,
he added.

Schwartz also said he is
working on contracts with
British and Japanese challen-
gers and that next year the
series will involve foreign
fighters and foreign telecasts.

The March 11 show from the
Philadelphia Arena w'll feature
two 10-round bouts. Middle-
weight Vito Anutofermo of New
York, a former European
champion, will meet Eugene
“Cyclone’" Hart of Philadelphia
and light heavyweight Eddie
Gregory of New York goes
against Matt  Donovan of
Philadelphia.

Besides the middleweight,
160- pound limit, and the light
heavyweight, 175, the other
divisions in the tournament
will be welterweight, 147; heavy
weight, 200, and super
heavyweight, above 200.
