Canada

WASHINGTON (AP) President
Carter and Prime Minister Pierre Ellott
ltudeau agreed today to build the largest
natural gas pipeline in history through
Canada to the Untied States and said it
will save U S consumers $6 billion over
the life of the project

Each U.S gas user will save eight cents
per thousand cubic feet because the
Canadian route was chosen instead of a
route through Alaska that would have
meant shipping the gas by sea to the
lower 48 states, the two leaders said

They said Canadian consumers will
save |2 cents for the same amount of gas

Carter and Trudeau announced the
agreement after meeting for an hour in
the Oval Office at the White House. In a
session with reporters afterward, both
praised the project as an example of the
cooperation that has traditionally
extended across the U.S.-Canadian
border

“The Canadian route is safer and will
do less damage to the environment,'
Carter declared He pledged to name ‘'a
strong fed-ral project director and
inspector’’ for the project

“This 1» a dramatic breakthrough
thanks to you and the Canadian
government,  Carter told Irudeau. ‘I
hope the U.S. Congress will approve this
critical energy project before the close of
Its current session '’

Trudeau said the pipeline, expected to
cost 310 billion. will be larger than the
U.S. Canadian St Lawrence Seaway
project in terms of energy ‘and certainly
more important.’

In a joint statment issued by the White
House, the President and the prime
minister called the pipeline ““the largest
single private encrgy project in history

Carter and Trudeau said “‘major
benefits will accrue to both countries’
from the pipeline. They said it will give
Canada greater ability to develop its own
gas reserves, particularly in the frontier
regions of the Mackenzie Delta

“The US.. in turn, will have the
enormous benefit of new natural gas
supplies from the North Slope of Alaska
at a significantly lower cost-of-service
price than could have been achieved
through an all-U.S. route,’’ they said

They said they hoped to sign a detailed
agreement next week,

"After the agreement is signed, each
of us intends to submit our decisions to
our respectived legislative bodies for the
appropriate authorizations and assuran-
ces."" the President and tNe prime
minister said. ““We are both hopeful the
project will be approved "'

Democratic Whip Hohn Brademas of
Indiana said Carter and his advisers told
him and other House leaders during a
meeting in the Roosevelt Room at the
White House that the trans-Canada
route would deliver gas more cheaply
and cleanly and equitably than the
alternate route'' through Alaska.

White House officials said details of
the agreement were on their way to
Congress as required by law Congress
has 60 days either to let Carter's decision
stand or reject it. The Senate Energy
Committee has scheduled a hearing on
the pipeline route for Sept. 26

Brademas said the route through
Canada would be acceptable to the
House

Pistol-Toting Robbers

A pistol-wielding bandit described as a
Mexican-American male with broad

Amin in Coma
After Surgery

On Neck Area

NAIROBI. Kenya (AP) - Radio
Uganda made no mention today of
President Idi Amin’s condition despite a
report Thursday from one of his chief
aides that the Ugandan dictator was in a
coma after undergoing surgery.

The main item on the government's
first news broadcast of the morning
reminded the public that *'1S Ugandans
will be executed in public today by firing
squad at the clock tower in Kampala,'
the Ugandan capital.

The condemned men were convicted of
plotting against Amin.

The suspicion was growing in Nairobi
that Amin’'s coma was another hoax, like
the false report last June that he was
flying to London for the Commonwealth
Conference in deflance of the British
government's announcement that he
wasn't wanted. e never left Uganda.

Reports from Kampala said the local
television station showed an operation
being performed on Amin in the neck
area. The station's program director,
when asked if the telecast was live or had
been filmed some time ago, laughed and

replied:  ""Ask the minister of
information. "
Amin is known to have been

hospitalized on five previous occasions
for medical attention since he siezed
power in 1971,

A nurse at Kampala's Mulago
Hospital, reached by telephone from
Nairobi, said Amin was no longer in his

Carter Hopes to Pass

Hospital Costs Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) - Presi-
dent Carter told House leaders
Thursday he wants Congress 1o
pass a bill curbing hospital costs
and to move ahead with
measures to cut unemployment,
particularly among young bla
cks, a congressman who
attended the meeting said.

Democratic Whip John Brad-
emas said after the White
House meeting that Speaker
Thomas P. O'Neill presented
Carter with a list of bills the
House must consider before
going home for the year.
Brademas said Carter picked no
items he particularly wants

-
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passed.

“But  he stressed the
importance of moving ahead on
the hospital cost containment
bill,"" said Brademas, an
Indiana Democrat. “‘Unless we
pass it, hospital costs will
double every five years.

"“The President expressed a
good deal of concern over the
level of unemployment among
black teen-agers...He was
obviously deeply concerned
about it. There was discussion
about what we might do to cope
with that."”

The Congressional Black
Caucus asked Carter Wednes-
day to commit himself fully to
the Humphrey-Hawkins bill,
designed to reduce adult
unemployment to no more than
J per cent by 1980 and to make
the federal government the
employer of last resort.

Carter declined to go that far,
but told the 11-member group
the plan’s goals can be
achieved. Black Caucus memb-
ers said the President pledged
to make unemployment a
top-priority item.

Brademas said Carter and
those attending today's meeting
discussed ‘‘trying to move
ahead on the Humphrey-Hawk-
ins bill.”" But asked whether the
measure is now a top priority
item, the congressman said: *‘|
don’t think I'd put it that way.
But he added ‘‘The President is
deeply concerned about unem-
ployment among blacks."

Brademas said the President
assurred the leaders that his
public jobs programs were
putting people to work 4'more
rapidly than CCC (Civilian
Conservation Corps) jobs were

Sithole and Muzorewa were

could go visit her. But the baby
died, and the teen-ager now is
charged with murder.

The child, Tara May, died on
June 26, and an autopsy
revealed that the cause of death
was a hvdrocarbon cleanser
poured into a feeding tube that
had been placed in her stomach.

The baby had accidentally
swallowed some lye earlier this
year and was hospitalized for
treatment of burns to her throat,
officers said. The tube was
placed in her stomach in
January before she was sent
home from the hospital.

Her 16-year-old aunt appar-

ently “‘had become infatuated
with hospitals" while the baby
was being treated for swallow-
ing the lye, police investigator
Chester Aldrich said Wednes-
day.

Lt. George McNamara said
the teen-ager who was not
identified because of her age,
“liked hospitals because the
people there treated her nice
and showed her what they were
doing."

The teen-ager felt that *“‘the
only way she could get into a
hospital was for the baby to go
to the hospital,”" he said, so she
allegedly poured cleanser into
the baby's feeding tube so the
child would be returned to he
hospital.

Police did not say how long
the baby was hospitalized.

rights.

The sociologists have approv-
ed resolutions opposing oppres-
sive action against homosexuals
and flvoring laws, ordinances
and othér legal measures which
guarant€e civil rights for
homosexuals. The action came
during the association's national
covention this week.

The convention also went on
record as being opposed to use
of sociologicial data ‘‘to
undermine the civil rights of
homosexuals, or of any other
group, through the distortion of
sociological concepts and the
falsifying of sociological resear-
ch.*

A spokesman for those
promoting the resolutions said
they were a reaction to Anita
Bryant’s ‘‘Save Qur Children"
campaign which successfully led
a crusade to revoke a civil rights
ordinance protecting homosex-

"'Groups like Save Our
Children...have abused socio-

“"Homosexuals are not dispro-
portionately found those
who molest children. Homosex-
uals do not *recruit’ persons into
a life of homosexuality.

-CONTROL:

The United

States and Panama would
administer the tanal jointly until
the expiration of the new treaty
on Dec. 31, 1999, turning
control, management and main-
tenance of the canal at that time
over to the Panamanian
government.

Chief Ignores U.S. Payment for Tribal Land

Last Klamath Won’t Sell Qut

CHILOQUIN, Oregon —
(NEA) — Edison Chiloquin is
an Indian without a tribe. a
chief without a people, a man
of the past without a future
He lives here on the edge of
privation, in the village of his
fathers, a braided, buckskinn-
ed, doleful reminder of
America's original sin: its
desecration of its aboriginals.

Once and for thousands of
years this part of the nation,
southern Oregon, was Indian
country. Four tribes — the
Modoc, Shosone, E'ukskni and
Plaikni — claimed an area
from Crater Lake to the
California border. The land
was decorated with evergreen
stands and rounded moun-
tains: it was remote, secure,
lovely and rich

Too rich. When white men
discovered the Indians of
south Oregon in the 1800s, they
saw not people but timber,

hundreds of square miles of it, .

timber for fires, timber for
homes, timber for industry
The federal government
grouped the four tribes under
one name — Klamath — and
began negotiations to annex
their properties.

The Klamath failed to ap-
preciate the negotiations, of
course. But they were
peaceful people; and, besides,
they knew what had happened
to other tribes thought by the
government to be un-
cooperative. In 1864 a treaty
was signed, giving the U.S. 200
square miles of Indian
territory, and leaving 50
square miles for the tribes

But unfortunately the nation
was not satisfied with the
agreement. For the next 80
years the Klamath's reserva-
tion was invaded and con-
fiscated by loggers, settlers,
railroaders and road builders
The Bureau of Indian Affairs
was charged with guarding
against this treaty-breaking
encroachment; it did not

Then, in the late 1940s, -the
encroachment issue reached
the US. Congress. The law-
makers worried about the
ability of the Klamaths to
manage their remaining
lands. They thought it would
be better if the lands were ful-
ly purchased, and the money
divided among tribal

Buoyant Buying

Consumer spending is on the
rise, The Conference Board
reports.

And yet who could unders-
tand such complexities? Only
about two dozen tribal
members had high school
educations. Moreover, there
was as much as 50 per cent un-
employment on the reserva-
tion, hence the federal payoff
was sorely needed. In the end,
1959, all but 135,000 acres of
Indian lagd was sald by some
2,260 Klamath owners.

The govern-
ment, however, says that
when the Indians voted to do
away with the trusteeship, it
was the same as voting for
termination and the sale of
their property

Only one man has protested
this government interpreta-
lion of the final sale. Edison
Chiloquin. Though his land has
been taken with the rest, he )
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refuses to acknowledge that it
is no longer his. For eight
years now he has ignored the
$103,000 payment. It is un-
claimed in a bank, the last
sack of silver for the last
Klamath earth .
To be sure, Chiloquin could
use the money. But there is a
principle involved that he con-
siders almost holy. By not
selling out, the chief remains
the last citizen of a dead na-
tion, the last Klamath Indian
having treaty rights with the
government: Ergo, the
federals may have his land,
but they do not have his soul
Perhaps even the
bureaucracy can recognize
the poignancy here. Though it
will not give back Chief
Chiloquin’s land, it does allow
him to use the land for his own
purpose. Chiloquin is now con-
structing an authentic Indian
village on a parcel of the
Sprague River, where visitors
may see something of how it
was in days gone by
And how was it? Edison
Chilogquin says it was raw and
wild and fresh and sweet. Fish
were in the water and corn
was in the ground. The federal
government was 3,000 miles
east, and BIA was not in ex-
Istence, and the only trees
that fell were from the wind
“Now do you see,"’ asks the
last of the Klamaths, “why |
won't sell out?"

-LANDS AND WATERS:
About 70 per cent of the
500-square-mile Canal Zone
reverts to Panama as soon as the
treaty is ratified with the United
States retaining temporary
control over the rest, including
areas considered - vital to
running the canal.

-JURISDICTION: Within thr-
ec years of ratification, the
3,500 American civilian employ-
es in the Canal Zone would be
subject to Panamanian law
instead of American law,
Panama after three years would
take responsibility for public
and social services, including
schools, the Canal Zone police
force and postal service.

‘NEUTRALITY: Under a
separate treaty, the two
countries agree to a guarantee
that the canal will remain open
to ships of all nations and that
the canal's neutrality will be
respected “‘in times of war as in
times of. peace.”

Smuggling Skyrocketing

EL PASO, Texas (AP) - A
federal intelligence officer says
misinterpretations of President
Carter's proposed alien amnesty
program are a boon for alien
smugglers.

Jerry O'Connor, deputy
director of the ElI Paso
Intelligence Center, a federal
unit that supplies information to
all border law enforcement
agencies, said Wednesday that

exican-U.S. border points
from Texas to California broke
up 8,392 separate smuggling
operations that handled 48,165
illegal aliens during 1976,

"“This thing is skyrocketing,"'
he said when asked about the
misunderstood amnesty rumors,
“There's no question about it
having an impact. The Mexican
border mayors are all complain-
ing because it hurts their
economy and living conditions, '

Alberto Montoya Huerta, a
spokesman for Juarez Mayor
Raul Lezama, said last month

that an estimated 50,000
persons have been lured to the
border city this summer by
dreams of U.S. citizenship.

Some ‘‘coyotes,'’ persons
who arrange to transport aliens
illegally into the United States,
charge as much as $150 to carry
persons across the border
Montoya said the price includes
a packet of counterfict seven-
vear-old electricity bills to use
as proof of residency in the
United States.

Liquor has been a point of controversy in Utah
since the formation of the Utah Liguor Control
Commission in 1935 with the end of Prohibition

The latest squabble pits restsurant owners
Against commissioners who propose 1o interpret
the law to mean that a restaurant patron cannot
purchase a drink until he is seated and has ordered
his meal

Another recent commission ruling closing state
liquor stores at 7 p-m. - was promptly changed
because derelicts began hanging around the
fancier hotels, where stite hiquor sales were
allowed until 10 p.m

Law enforcement officials complain the laws
have increased the numbers of drunk drivers
because any drink sold in Utah comes from 1.6 and
1.75-0unce minibottles. A normal drink is one
ounce

We serve the biggest drink in the country
liquor by the drunk,”’ said Michael D Gallivan,
director of the state's tourism development
agency,

“Tourists think twice about coming back,”” he
said, because of the confusion and inconvenience
they experience as a result of the laws

In all but & select few restaurants, you have to
bring your own booze with vou in a bag. Then you
have to drink it all, because it is illegal to have an
open bottle in your car

At restaurants auihorized by the state to sell
mini-bottles, you have to walk across the room,

buy the mini-bottle, then return 1o your table to
pour the drink yoursell. Your waitress could be
arrested if she handied the alcobol.

lfywdcndewpwttueampwuym
membership st one of Utah's 149 private clubs,
another proposed regulation would prohibit all but
your spouse from sccompanying you. And he or
she would have to prove it by showing a marriage
license

A Utah resident must submit an application,
with references, to the governing bosrd of a club to
gain membership and wait a minimum of seven
days for approval.

You can’t buy a glass of wine in Utah. If you
want red wine and your date wants white. you
must order two bottles of wine.

‘The laws are an absolute joke,"’ said James W.
Gilson, attorney for Benihana's Japanese
restaurant. "It simply isn't hospitable to be made
to feel that if you drink liquor you're a substandard
citizen."”’

The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints
(Mormon) successfully rallied opposition to
liquor-by-the-drink in a 1968 referendum
Legislators then passed the mini-bottle law

The church, which bans drinking by its
members, supports the state monopoly of liquor
and opposes any changes that would encourage
more liquor consumption, a spokesman said
Former state Sen. Hughes Brockbank says the
church supported the ‘mini-bottle bill after it
opposed one he sponsored

The state's latest attempt to stifle alcohol
consumption 1s a printed sig that must be
displayed anywhere liquor is sold: “'The
consumption of alcholic beverages purchased in
this establishment may be hazardous io your
health and the safety of others.

Question Laws

But Bob Hutchins, vice president for food and
beverage at Snowbird, a resort with a dozen food
concessions, said the signs increased sales
because they tell people booze may be purchased
in places where they didn’t know it was available.

Hutchins said Snowbird, a ski resort during
winter months, has difficulty competing with large
Colorado and Idaho ski resorts because of the
liquor laws

"We spend a lot of time at the front desk
alienating guests” frying to explain how and
where alcohol can be purchased, he said.

Dennis R. Kellen, acting operations manager of
the liquor commission, said all private clubs in
Utah must be registered as nan-profit
Ofganizations.

But he said *'almost all”’ get around that ruling
by setting up two corporations - one to lease or rent
facilities to the other compgny, which runs the
business and is listed as nonJprofit.

Kellen said commissioners are hiring auditors to
monitor leases and transfer of money from one
company to another :

Another requirement, that all private clubs
maintain lockers for patrons to store liquor in, is
archaic, he said. A spot check of local clubs
revealed lockers sit- unused in back rooms
gathering dust. The law refers to all clubs as
“locker clubs

Kellen said the commission, with a full-time
staff of 230, will spend $3,8 million this year
administering liquor laws. He said the state
grossed $36.2 million in liquor sales last year.

Utah ranks lowest in its annual per capita
consumption of alcohol among the 18 states where
alcohol is controlled. Utahns and visitors drank .97
gallons of alcohol per capita last year as compared
to No. | New Hampshire where drinkers consumed
5.45 gallons per person, Kellen said.

Gold Mining On

Upsurge in

FAIRBANKS, Alaska (AP) —
After a long slide that took pro-
duction to a low of 7,107 troy
ounces in 1973, gold mining in
Alaska is on the upswing.

Production went up. to 9,146
ounces in 1974, to 14,980 ounces
in 1975 and to 17,660 ounces last
year.

And state assayer Don Stein
says prospects for mining gold
i Alaska will always be good,
“because the gold is here."”

« A fixed price of $35 an ounce
all but nailed the lid on gold
mining in the state, but interest
picked up soon after Congress
freed the price of gold in 1968,

At $35 an ounce, the Alaska
gold miner could barely oper-
ate unless he had'a pretty good
placer mine,” Stein says.

“When the price went up, a
lot more operations came into
being, because you could mine
lower grade claims."

Many of those new operations
represented so-called ‘‘week-

, &nd prospectors” who turned to

full-time mining with an im-
proved price picture.

“It made ‘it worthwhile for
them to work their properties
on a full-time basis,” Stein
said

Stein said recent sales of gold
by the International Monetary
Fund have acted as a buffer on
the price’ of gold, but that it
still remains extremely strong.

Another factor affecting gold
mining in Alaska is inflation,
but Stein sees that as a two-
edged sword

On the one hand, inflation
cuts into the ability of miners
W work lower grade deposits,
he said.

"However, with increasing in
flation conditions, you're going

W find that pressure is on the
price of gold to go up,” says
Stein

Other upward pressures on
gold prices come from new and
increased industrial uses of the
inetal

For instance, because it is an
excellent conductor of elec-
ricity, gold is now a key in-
gredient in the manufacture of
equipment such as computers,
Stein said

Must of the gold operations in
Alaska are family-type under-
takings, or partnerships of two
or three men, Stein said. But
two dredges were working near
Nome last summer, and they
will be back in operation this
year.

Alaska Gold Co. used the two
dredges to recover 14,320 of the
17,660 troy ounces of gold pro-
duced in the state last year,
moving 1,194,620 cubic yards of
gravel in the process.

Another dredge is working on
a platinum property at Good-
news Bay, and it is producing
some gold as a side product,
Stein said

“Hard-rock mining in Alaska
s practically nonexistent, ex-
cept for the Little Squaw Min-
ing Co. property at Chandalar,”
Stein said.

He said Little Squaw is pro-
ducing this sumnmer with a 100-
on-a-day mill the Spokane,
Wash,, firm has constructed at
the mine site on the south slope

"That’s the one thing that is
going to be good in Alaska in
the future, hard-rock gold min-
ing,”" Stein predicted. “We've
got large low-grade gold depos-
its in Alaska that have yet to
be discovered." 4

He was also optimistic about
the future discovery of placer
deposits in the state — *““There
are a lot of creeks that have

never been prospected.”

But Stein has a word of cau-
tion for those who might be-
lieve that gold in Alaska is an
easy quarry.

“It takes experience, work .
and patience," he said. "By the *
law of averages, if you take 40
miners, prospecting all of their
lives, only one will find a really
valuable property.”

GENEVA (AP) — For many

o Geneva to attend one of the
hundreds of international con-
ferences held here every year
is like going to a class reunion,

Arab or Israeli, Iranian no-
bleman or African revolution-
ary, many of these politicians
have at least 8ne thing in com-
mon: they are alumni of the
Graduate Institute of Inter-
national Studies.

The institute, which has won
admiration in developing coun-
tries, was founded in 1927. The
Rockefeller Foundation and
Swiss authorities were godfa-
thers of the project, originally
designed to lraip international
civil servants for the Geneva-
based league of Nations, the
short-lived ancestor of the
United Nations.

The institute’s primary goal
today, according to its Swiss di-
rector, Jacques Freymond, is
lo train able negotiators for the
North-South, East-West dia-
logues that domninate the cur-
rent international scene.

To some, the school has also
becorne an answer of sorts to
Patrice Lutnumba University in

camnpuses where aspiring mem-
bers of the Third World elite

i are exposed to -ideological in-

doctrination

In 50 years, the institute has
turned out some 4,000 diplo-
mats, economists and inter-
national lawyers.

The institute operates in both
French and English, and its in-
is re-
flected in the composition of its
facuity and student body, which
includes West and East Eu-
ropeans, North and South
Americans, and, making up at
least one-quarter of the enroll-
ment, Africans and Asians.

The regular teaching staff, a
cosmopolitan group of scientists
and development experts, is
regularly supplemented by
guest lecturers. In récent

For most students, lime-spent
at the institute is not only a
passport to a career but is also
an experience in international
relations at the personal level,

As one lIvory Coast student
put it, “The first lesson we
learn at the institute is to leave
all our prejudices in the locker-
room. We manage to bypass
emotionally-keyed differences
and get involved, instead, in
really worthwhile discussions.

“We don't let events in the
outside world influence our be-
havior although what most of
us are studying, in fact, is that
very outside world. But how
else could Arab students study
with an Israeli professor and
