Increasing cllllms
Social Security Claims
Are Being Received

An increasing number of claims
for social security payments is
being received from employees
and self-employed persons who

are 75 years of age and still wor-
king, according to a statement '
from John R. Sanderson, manager
of the Amarillo Social Security
Office. The reason is that the 1950
amendments to the Social Secur-
ity Act provided that persons 75
years of age and over, otherwise

ments, could
ments even though still work-
ing.

Persons in the 65 through 74
age group can receive the pay-
ments only if they are no longer
earning over $75 in wages covered
by the Social Security Act, or
earning not over $900 per year in
self-employment covered by the
Act.

Statistics show, Sanderson said,
that 2 out of every 10 men past
the age of 75 are employed or
self-employed. “These persons
should contact the Amarillo of-
fice to determine their rights un-
der the Social Security program®
he said, “since continued delb
could mean an outright loss of
payments or a reduction in the
amount payable when an appli-
cation is finally filed.”

The top man in a senators office
next to the génator himself, is his
administrative assistant. This job
is listed for a base salary of $8,-
400 a year. Actually, with cost of
living increases, the salary is $11,-
646. The cost of living increase
for a $2,400 a year clerk would
miléh greater, proportionately.
Salaries for senatorial aides are
not paid through the senator.
Each employee receives his pay
direct from the Senate Fmance
officer twice a month,

Although the number varies
monthly, the average senator has
about a dozen staff employees.
Each- Senator .is allowed 20

éents a mile each session of Con-
gress for one trip from his home
to Washington and return. This
figures out about $650 a year for
the Texans.

Each senator is allowed 300
minutes of long-distance tele-
phoning a year from Washington,
with no limitation on distance so
long as the call is on official busi-
ness, plus $450 a year for long-
distance telephone alls originat-
ing outside Washington,

Each senatorial office gets $800
a year for stationery and office
supplies. The office suites, com-
plete with furnishings and equip-
ment, are rent-free. Mimeograph-
ing service is supplied without
cost to the senator,

And senators also get free hair-
cuts, except for whatever they tip
the barber in the senatorial bar-
ber shop. Nobody except a sena-
tor can get a haircut or shave in
the basement of the Capitol.

Members of the House don't en-
joy an exclusive barber shop.
They have to pay for their hair-
cuts, but they get them at about
half-price in shops on the Holise
side of the Capitol.
