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For nuclear waste repository possibilities

Neutrals say area needs

‘“Anymore if you talk about the
Department of Energy, you're cer-
tainly not against it- you're for it,”

said Doug Manning, one of persons .

who feel neutral on the issue of a
nuclear waste repository being plac-
ed in Deaf Smith County.

‘‘Basically, what my feelings are is
that there are a lot of people against
it and that’s fine. Whether I'm for or
against it doesn't really matter—
what matters is there is a whole lot of
work that needs to be done in case it
comes in,"” he said.

“I have wanted to see to it that ‘IF"
characterization or the repository
comes in, that our community is pro-
tected in every way possible,’”” Mann-
ing said.

“We will need, not just hope, to
develop an independent scientific
monitoring group that will represent
us and that will look over the
shoulder of DOE to report back to
us;” he added. “We just need our

own independent group so we’re not
Just taking somebody’s word for it.”
Manning and others are looking
beyond the pro-con situation of the
repository and are recognizing the
fact that characterization is here.
They are more interested in how
the community is going to adjust and
what protection Hereford will get
from the DOE during characteriza-
» tion process rather than dwelling on
the repository site coming in.

“I don’t really think in terms of for
or against, I think in terms of
methods for protecting ourselves in
case either one comes in,” Manning
stressed again.

An ad hoc committee, organized
about a year ago, is comprised of
representatives from each taxing en-
tity. Their job is to find out what
negative impacts, if any, that the
characterization process will have
on taxing entities.

“We are working under the
assumption that characterization is
going to be done as required by law,”

said Troy Don Moore, Deaf Smith
County Commission representative.
““This committee is neutral from this
standpoint and it is not for or against
the repository. This cannot be em-
phasized enough. We were appointed
to study the characterization, not to
be for or against it,” he said.

“We've got to keep both sides of
the coin covered and if there's any
negative impacts, we look at that,”
added Tom Legate, the city commis-
sion rep.

“Some people take neutralization
as a pro and that is not at all the oc-
casion,

‘“Each person may have their own
personal views, but as a group we
have to look at both sides,” Legate
said.

‘“The Amarillo Chamber of Com-
merce's committee report was very
wrongly misinterpreted,” said Man-
ning. ‘“They basically said in their
report that the characterization was
inevitable and if it was inevitable
there were some concerns that need-

lawsuit which alleged the city
discriminated against Hispanics by
having four at-large council seats.

The “city agreed to a redistricting
system in an out-of-court settlement
which was approved by the Justice
Department in June, and the new
election date was set. Bud Eades, the
other incumbent commissioner,
recently filed for reelection also.

Brownlow, 50, first served on the
commission in 1975-77. After losing a
race for the mayor's post in 1977,
Brownlow was reelected as a com-
missioner in 1978. He has served
since that time, recording five two-
year terms in all.

Brownlow is vice president of
Brownlow Bros., a general contrac-
ting and construction firm here. He
and his wife, Dorothy, have five
children and one grandchild. Mrs.
Brownlow is a teacher at Tierra
Blanca school.

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Shite Moslem kidnappers
release American hostage

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Shiite
Moslem Saturday freed

American hostage the Rev.
Lawrence Martin Jenco in east
Lebanon’'s Bekaa Valley where he
was delivered “‘safe and sound” to
Syrian authorities, Lebanese police
said. -

They said the 51-year-old Roman
Catholic priest, who was kidnapped
in Moslem west Beirut on Jan. 8,

1985, was taken to the command of
the Syrian army intelligence in the
Bekaa town of Anjar, 31 miles east of
Beirut.

Moslem and Christian radio sta-
tions in Beirut said Jenco, of Joliet,
Il.; was to be taken across the
border to neighboring Syria before
flying home to the United States.

Reports of Jenco’s release came a
few hours after the shadowy Islamic
Jhad Organization released new
snapshots of the Roman Catholic

priest and said he would soon be
freed “‘because of his deteriorating
health.”

Islamic Jihad, a group of Shiite
Moslem zealots, believed to have ties
to Iran, has claimed responsibility
for kidnapping five Americans, in-
cluding Jenco.

In statments sent to two Beirut
newspapers, the group warned that
Jenco's release would be its “last
gesture."

“From then on the American
government shall bear the full
responsibility of the lives of the rest
of the hostages,"’ the statement said.

““There will be grave consequences
unless our demands are met. We
shall give Father Jenco a letter from
the rest of the hostages to their
families and the American people,”
the statement concluded.

Details on the group’s demands
are not known. An American hostage
released by the Islamic Jihad 10
months ago has hinted that it wants
the release of 17 comrades imprison-
ed in Kuwait for bombing the French
and U.S. embassies there in
December 1983.

The other missing Americans are:

Terry A. Anderson, 38, of Lorain,
Ohio, the chief Middle East cor-
respondent of The Associated Press;
David Jacobsen, 55, of Huntington
Beach, Calif., director of the
American University Hospital;
Thomas Sutherland, 55, of Fort Col-
lins, Colo., acting dean of agriculture
at the American University of
Beirut; and William Buckley, 58, of
Medford, Mass, a U.S. Embassy
political officer.

Islamic Jihad claimed Oct. 4 that it
killed Buckley to avenge alleged U.S.
complicity in Israel’s Oct. 1 air raid
on the Tunis, Tunisia, headquarters
of the Palestine Liberation Organiza-
tion. No body has been found.

Anderson’s sister, Peggy Say, has
been in Damascus for a nearly a
week, seeking the help of Syrian of-
ficials in getting her brother and the
other hostages released.

Jenco was the second American
hostages to be released by Islamic
Jihad, or Islamic Holy War, in 10
months. The group released the Rev.
Benjamin Weir, 61, a Presbyterian
minister, on Sept. 14.

Neither Rep. Michael Barnes nor
Rep. Barbara Mikulski could iden-
tify the leader of the African Na-
tional Congress, the South African
opposition group, or name both the
Israeli prime minister and his
designated successor.

Democrats Barnes and Ms.
Mikulski each got 1% in the quiz,
scores indicating they had one
answer right and one answer almost
right

Hughes, also a Democrat, scored 2.

The quiz was given by WJZ-TV to
the 17 candidates seeking to replace
retiring Republican Sen. Charles

" president Oliver Tambo.

McC. Mathias.

The top score went to Republican
Linda Chavez, a former Reagan ad-
ministration aide, who answered
four correcily. The highest-scoring
Democrat, with three correct, was
Debra Freeman, a follower of ex-
tremist Lyndon H. LaRouche Jr.

The ABC affiliate interviewed the
candidates over three days so none
would have time to prepare. Their
responses were broadcast Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday nights.

Although some objected, all agreed
to answer the questions.

The candidates also were given the
chance to say on the air whether they
believed the quiz was fair.

tee intends to establish and office
and hire a director and a few others
(someone experienced with the
DOE) and study the impacts,” said
Moore.

Moore, Legate, and Frank Zinser
all agreed that the committee was
rather loosely formed up until
recently when the characterization
was announced.

Presently, the ad hoc committee
has an interlocal governmental con-
tract between the state and Deaf
Smith County that will allow access
of funds to support the groups ac-
tivities and expenses they may incur
along the way. :

According to the committee, funds
are generated through nuclear
power generator plants that have to
charge their customers to fund the
disposal of their spent fuel.

““The alternative that we are pur-
suing are these private funds which
flow through DOE, to the state, and
back to the local community,” said
Moore.

‘‘Again-- these are not tax
dollars,” pointed out Legate. “It's
the money off the power plants that
g0 to the Nuclear Program that we
are using.”

““There is another alternative of
going directly to DOE and seeking
the funds, but we are not pursuing
this, we prefer to go through the
state,”” Moore said.

“It essentially lets the left hand
know what the right hand is doing,”
said Legate. ‘‘As long as it is feasible
to work with the state, that’s what
we're going to do.”

The funds have been approved and
the committee is waiting to get some
of the money upfront to take care of
some of the expenses such as staff
and office needs.

“We agreed upon $230,000 with the
state’s nuclear program but that is
considered tentative right now,” said
Moore.

“In determining a budget and not
having been there before, it was a
guestimate,” explained Legate. ‘‘In
any event it's not set in concrete and
if we determine that more funds are
needed they are available.”

The men said they figured what it
would cost for overhead, rent,
salary, office equipment, con-
sultants, etc., when trying to reach
an amount on the budget.

*“We have been told that we can get
on line with DOE information and
that what is available to them can be
available to us,” Legate said.

But technically-qualified con-
sultants are going to be needed. The
men discussed several new positions
that will be created when the office is
opened.

They will need a public represen-
tative type person who knows how
the DOE works, maybe a former
employee of the DOE, but someone
who can talk to DOE. The committee
and Manning wants a group of

Hereford's own geologists,
hydrologists, sociologists, etc, to
possibly be hired from some of the
state’s larger universities.

“I'm not even

for the testing made up of scientists
that are just as capable as their
scientists in running the tests to find
out what is actually being found out
down there and what we're running
lnto.li

Moore said there will have to be
additional committees assigned to
detailed areas. ‘“We hope to get local
people in on sub-committees. We're
thinking of training people for dif-
ferent positions as they arrive and
will employ as many local people as
we can,” he said, although the com-
mittee will look to other cities for the
highly technical positions.

‘“A lot of demands will be channel-
ed through this committee,” said
Legate.

““We’'ll be one of the major vehicles
that will be used,” added Moore.

As for the committee’s findings on
negative impact of taxing entities,
they are preparing now for the in-
depth studies.

“I'm not sure we can detect any
negative impacts at this time,"’ said
Legate. So far the committee has
determined that the characterization
wouldn't have a negative impact on
the schools, the hospital, the city,
ete.

‘““The only negative impact at this
time from a taxing standpoint of
view, is that it has affected property
values in the nine square mile area.
Land won't sell right now because
they don’t know what's going to hap-
pen,” said Zinser, the hospital
representative on the committee.

“With the idea of characterization
taking place and the with the state’s
unemployment, we’ll have a lot peo-
ple...,” said Zinser. ‘‘People at Texas
Employment Commission have
aleady ran into that instance. People
are already asking them about possi-
ble employment.”

‘“As for training programs,
whether it's through Amarillo Col-
lege or other schools, we would like
to see it benefit the local people,”
said Moore. “We want to see this
thing (the characterization— not the
repository) turn around to where it's
a positive thing for Hereford,” said
Legate.

““We've had some extensive
studies conversations with people
from Oakridge, Tenn., where they
proposed one of the Monitor
Retrieval Storing facilities,” said
Moore.

“We had a conversation with Bob
Peele who is head of their committee
charged with studying economic and
transportation impact,” said Legate.
Peele is also a nuclear physicist and
city commissioner. “Our committee

Tent city built

at Juarez

CIUDAD JUAREZ, Mexico (AP)
— A multi-colored tent city has
emerged on an international bridge
between this border city and El
Paso, Texas, occupied by opposition
party supporters who say they’ll stay
until the government grants new
elections.

Other crossings between Mexico
and the United States will also be
taken over to protest alleged fraud in
state elections, said Francisco Bar-
rio, who resigned as Juarez mayor to
run for governor of Chihuahua for
the National Action Party, or PAN.

“We'll be here indefinitely, until
our desire for justice is satisfied ... or
until they send in the troops,” Barrio
told a flag-waving crowd Friday at
the Bridge of the Americas linking El
Paso and Juarez.

The blockade of the bridge was to
have ended Friday evening, 24 hours
after it started. But at a rally, 3,000
people cheered wildly when Barrio
asked if they were determined to
continue the protest.

“We are aware of how effective
this blockade is to pressure the
government into finding a solution to
our problem,” said Barrio. ‘““The
government will soon realize this is
just the beginning of a fight in which
we'll neither give nor ask for
quarter.” .

The Bridge of the Americas, one of
four linking the two cities, is the only
one available to tractor trailers haul-

bridge

ing parts between assembly plants in
Juarez and factories in the United
States. About 700 loaded trucks and
another 400 empty ones pass through
the bridge each day, said Nicholas
Goldstein, U.S. Customs service
supervisory inspector for cargo in El
' Paso. :

Customs in El Paso had designated
two other bridges as alternate
routes. But late Friday Mexican
customs officials still were not issu-
ing exit permits for trucks.

Jose Rios, 33, and another truck
driver, both of whom work for a Tuc-
son, Ariz., firm found themselves
unable to take their mortar cargo
back: into the United States because
of the blockade. Rios called his com-
pany Friday night and was told to
leave the trucks in Juarez and stay at
an El Paso hotel overnight.

“The Mexican customs officials
said they wouldn't give us our export
papers until this bridge is freed,”
said Rios. ‘““The sale of the load I was
supposed to bring (to Tucson) will be
lost because we can't deliver on
me." .

Barrio met Friday night with PAN
representatives from the states of
Durango and Nuevo Leon to plan a
concerted strategy to force the
government to grant new elections.
PAN leaders have charged massive,
government-instituted fraud in July

won't be involved with transporta-
tion as much as socioeconomic
aspects. Because we're not dealing
with any radioactive material in the

“But if we get along in this thing
and we are chosen as the repository
site, it changes the complexion of
this completely,” he explained.

The men have consulted numerous
times with Peele and his wife who is
a sociologist. The couple has also
worked with nuclear power plants
for 15 years.

““The gist of our conversations with
them was basically along the
organizational lines, the way that
their committee was organized and

the way that they went about actual-
ly doing the studies,” explained
Legate.

“In this course of the conversation
they introduced us to a man that was
city manager of Oakridge, Tenn.,
who was their chief negotiator with
the DOE,” said Moore. ‘“He will be
out here to spend two days with us to
outline these methods of negotiating
with DOE."”

“We feel like we more or less
struck gold in talking with these peo-
ple. Many of the studies they have
conducted are basically the same as
we'll have here,” said Legate.
“From a socioeconomic standpoint
and environmental aspect many of
the studies will parallel,” added
Zinser. ‘‘There will be somewhat of a
balance between technical expertise
and local input,” he said.

““We hope to get input from public
meetings and it will be necessary to
get consultants in here to answer the
public,” said Moore. He added,
“We’ll have to contract someone
from somewhere else but we'll cer-
tainly have to hire local people along
with it."”

The committee is planning several
meetings with people who have had
major dealings with the DOE in their
area before.

“The Tennessee area people have
been dealing with DOE or its
predecessor agencies since 1944,"
said Legate, hopeful of learning
something.

“We've never walked this way
before and we're going to have to get
some people to help that have been
down that path before because we're
going to need help in some things
that we have no idea of,” added
Moore.

“Somebody's going to have fo walk
on water to get the DOE to agree to
what we want,” chuckled Zinser.

Moore, Legate, and Zinser were
the only three people from their com-
mittee who toured the WIPP (Waste
Isolation Plant Project in Carlsbad,

Says Legate, “We're dealing with
what is a reality and an announced
fact and regardless of whether we're
for or against the repository, these
studies have to be completed.”

I think that there are a whole lot
of questions that cannot be answered
until there is characterization,”
stated Manning simply. ‘‘They’re go-
ing to run an awful lot qftests and we
really don't know what's down there
until we look and find out.

A Band-Aid doesn’t do much good if an artery has
been slashed.

Anll. Willie Nelson’s Farm Aid shows were more of a

musical spectacular than an instrument for helping
farmers. No doubt the entertainer was sincere in try-
ing to raise some money to help the nation’s farmers,
but what happens to the money?

Farm Aid I raised some $9 million, while Farm Aid
II raised about $450,000 in cash and pledges. Not many
of the pledges have come in and nobody knows how
much money was really raised.

After the first project, some $60,000 went to Jllinois
farm agencies and after handling charges, only $40,000
hasbeenpusedouttoatotalofl:ismjnolstamm-
about $250 per farm family.

The National Council of Churches got a great deal of
the money and is supposed to disburse it. Much of the
Farm Aid money has gone to lawyers, accountants and
public relations firms, and some went to entertainers
for their expenses.

A bulk of the money raised in these concerts has
gone to lobbying for increased price supports and other
federal programs that have little to do with the basic
problem of supply and demand which prevents farm
products from commanding a price high enough to
support those who raise them.

These entertainment events may serve to publicize
the plight of farmers in some respect, but they also
serve to publicize the music stars and provide an ex-
cuse for a lot of people to have a good time. An
estimated 40,000 attended the bash in Austin and about
200 spectators were carried out of the arena stoned on
alcohol or drugs.

The farmers continue to be the forgotten people
when it comes to realizing real cash to help a bad
financial situation.

Right to offend

Maybe the cycle has ended.

Common sense tells us one person’s rights end where
the next person’s rights begin. The Supreme Court
wisely has applied that to the use of vulgar language in
a school setting.

It upheld on a 7-2 vote the 1983 suspension of a subur-
ban Tacoma, Washington high school senior for giving
an assembly speech filled with sexual allusions and
obscene language.

School officials yanked him off the stage and
suspended him for violating a school rule banning
disruptive conduct.

In earlier times this kid would have been hauled into
the principal’s office and given a sound paddling to get
his attention. In our present enlightened age, where we
are so preoccupied with our civil rights, this student no
doubt expected to be able to say whatever he wanted to
say regardless of any school rules.

As was expected, the student and his parents filed
suit against the school administration and school
board, claiming that they had undermined his right of
free speech.

The U.S. Constitution does guarantee the right to
free speech. It does not, however, guarantee the right
to use vulgar and obscene language in public.

Most high school students have enough good taste
and sense of propriety to refrain from such conduct.
Apparently the Washington student considered himself
above this kind of restraint.

The free speech debate can get into some complex
situations such as defining what is vulgar and obscene.
But the Supreme Court upheld the right of the school
board to set the standards by saying ‘‘schools, as in-
struments of the state, may determine that the essen-
tial lessons of civil, mature conduct cannot be con-
veyed in a school that tolerates lewd, indecent or offen-
sive speech or conduct.”

It is true that vulgar speech has invaded our publica-
tions, our radio and television shows, our books and
our speech. This does not make it acceptable.

In addition to displaying poor taste, the Washington
student also defied school authorities to do anything
about it, thus spotlighting another problem in this
enlightened age.

School discipline, once considered simple when no
student challenged the authority of a teacher or ad-
ministrator, has slipped in recent years under various
court decisions to the point where lack of discipline is
considered one of the greatest problems and hazards of
school teaching.

Somehow, in our quest for individual freedoms, we
have allowed our society to become unraveled. The old
days of authority and discipline and good manners
need to be restored. .

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Tricks of the trade _Common in baseball

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — Just
above the centerfield fence, just
below the bleachers, almost invisible
without close inspection, there used
to be a television camera at Arl-
ington Stadium,

When the Texas Rangers were
home, the camera would focus on
whomever happened to be catching
for whatever team Texas was play-
ing. There was only one viewer for
this private, closed-circuit showing,
a player sitting in manager Billy
Martin’s office.

When he had deciphered the cat-
cher’s signs, he would communicate
to the dugout via walkie talkie. That
allowed time for the batter to be
alerted as to what pitch was coming.

If someone hollered from the
dugout, for example, ‘‘Look for your
pitch,” it might mean fastball.
““Take a good swing" could mean a
breaking pitch was coming.

That sort of gamemanship ended
at Arlington Stadium after Martin
was fired, more than a decade ago.

“But,”” says current Rangers
Manager Bobby Valentine, “not a
game goes by where teams don't try
to get a competitive edge.”

Call it tricks of the trade. Call it
cheating. Where do you draw the
line? The general. attitude toward
stretching the rules, or at least ben-
ding them to your advantage, seems
to be that anything goes if you are
cunning enough not to get caught.

The vast majority of the time, try-
ing to get an edge is more mundane
than electronic survejllance.

It is a first baseman coming off the
bag just a little early on a close play.

It is a shortstop dancing over se-
cond base before he gets the ball on a
double play.

It is a second basemangpretending
to be whiting for a throw, hoping to
trick an unwary runner into sliding,
or at least slowing down.

It is a runner tagging up and leav-
ing just a little early on a fly ball.

It is a pitcher who knows what he
can get away with throwing to first,
even if the move is technically a
balk.

Grantland Rice once wrote that it's
not winning and losing that counts,
it's how you play the game.

In the big leagues, it's winning and
losing that counts.

That's why there are pitchers
around who will look for an edge
when they need just a little
something extra on a pitch. They will
push off maybe six inches in front of
the pitching rubber.

‘““Watch Phil Niekro,'' one
American League official said of the
Cleveland Indians knuckleballer,
‘‘Sometimes, with two strikes, he'll
move up a few inches and throw the
ball. And he's never been caught."”

Pitchers, of course, have other
ways of trying to get ahead of hitters.
A scuffed baseball can be made to
sink or sail. Some pitchers, such as
Don Sutton, are suspected of carry-
ing small pieces of sandpaper in
their glove to make their mark.

Former Rangers lefthander Rick
Honeycutt, then with Seattle, was
suspended after a thumbtack was
found bandaged to his thumb.

One time, the umpires came to the
mound to search for sandpaper while
Sutton was pitching. They didn’t find
any. They did find a note that Sutton
had tucked into his glove. “Nice try.
You're getting warmer," it read.
Sometimes pitchers don't even

have to do their dirty work. In-
fielders can scuff a ball while throw-
ing it around after an out. A catcher

, can sharpen a buckle on his shin

guards to nick the cover.

A favorite trick of the late Elston
Howard when catching for the New
York Yankees was to pretend to lose
his balance while squatting. He
would put out his right hand, with the
ball in it, to steady himself while
grinding it into the dirt.

Gaylord Perry was best known for
throwing a spitball. In Cleveland one
night, though, he smuggled a special
resin bag to the mound. It had flour
in it, and on several occasions Perry
got a handfull of it, then released his
pitch into a distracting puff of white
powder.

“First they say my pitches are too
wet, Then they complaint they're too
dry,"” he shrugged, innocently.

And how did Perry load up his wet
one? A former catcher of his once
confided that after Perry released a

“pitch, he would draw his hand back
across whatever part of his anatomy
was hiding his Vaseline that night,
While everybody was watching the
ball, Perry was loading up.

The grounds crew also can lend a
hand. Teams with third basemen or
shortstops that lack range keep the
infield grass high to slow ground
balls. At Tiger Stadium, visiting

teams swear you could hide small
animals in the grass.

Base lines can be manicured so
balls will roll fair or foul. Teams with
hard-throwing pitchers may build
the mound a little higher than the
regulation 10 inches.

‘“No question about it,” says one
scout and former manager. ‘‘Shea
Stadium (New York Mets) has one of
the highest mounds in baseball.”

A high mound makes hard
throwers like Dwight Gooden seem
even more fearsome.

When Maury Wills managed the
Seattle Mariners, he ordered the
Kingdome batter’s box to be outlined
a foot forward of where it was legal.

Rick Langford was pitching for
Oakland that night, and Wills wanted
his hitters to be able to move up and
try to hit his curve before it broke
down, It didn't work. Martin, then
managing the A's, noticed it right
away.

Now that he’s retired, Amos Otis
admits he used a corked bat for
years while playing with the Kansas
City Royals. Cork is supposed to
make the ball jump off the bat.

St. Louis Cardinals shortstop Ozzie
Smith occasionally will trick a run-
ner who isn't paying attention. Say
there's a runner at first who is going
with the pitch. The batter pops the
ball up, but the runner doesn’t know

exactly where it is. Smith will pre-
tend he’s going to take a toss from se-

cond baseman Tommy Herr to start -

a double play. The runner slides and
is easily doubled off first.

Dodgers catcher Mike Scioscia is
known in the National League for the
way he gets runners at the plate.
He'll stand behind home, then at the
last moment step into the baseline. If
all goes the way Sciosia has it plann-
ed, the runner will trip and miss the
plate and be tagged out.

However, when most fans think
about trickery, it inevitably comes
back to stealing signs.

“Every day, it's tried,” Valentine
said. “'I'd say we know what the pit-
cher is going to throw in about every
fourth game. Usually you get that
from something the pitcher is tipping
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off.”

‘‘Stealing signs from the third base
coach is done, but not as often as
stealing the sign the manager gives
when he wants a pitchout,” Valen-
tine said. ‘A lot of managers want to
call the pitchouts these days.”

Some teams will go to great
lengths to figure out the catcher’s
signs. Years ago, according to lore,
the Cleveland Indians hitters at
home had only to look at the Indians
logo on the scoreboard. If both eyes
were open, it was a fastball. If the
mascot was winking, a breaking ball
was on the way. -

Have you ever responded to an ad
for a “‘free trial” offer and then been
surprised when you received extra
nun-ordered merchandise-and a
bill?

Some companies count on fact that
many consumers mistakenly believe
they are obligated to pay for the mer-
chandise or to return it at their own
expense, says Nancy Granovsky, a
family economics specialist.

“If you're sent things in the mail
that you did not order, you have a
legal right to keep the shipment as a

free gift, according to Federal Trade

Commission (FTC) rules,” explains
the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service
home economist.

Although it's not necessary as a re-
quirement for keeping the merchan-
dise, you may want to write a letter
to the company saying you plan to
keep it as a free gift, she notes. This
may discourage the seller from sen-
dipg you repeated bills or dunning
notices, and from sending you other
unordered merchandise in the
future.

Granovsky says if you don't want
to keep the merchandise as a gift,
you can write ‘‘Refused-Unordered
Merchandise”" on the package and
return it to the sender. You don’t
have to pay postage to have the
package returned.

The specialist points out that some
“free gift" offers come with strings

attached, that the consumer doesn't
find out about until the merchandise
has been received.

Under FTC rules, all conditions
and terms for receiving a free item
must be sent out with the original of-
fer.

“‘Before you sign up for this type of
offer, be sure to read the fine print,
she advises, ‘‘you’ll probably find out
that you have to pay something or do
something in order to get the free
item."

Dr. James E. Heavner, who
directs anesthesia research at
TTUHSC, has been awarded a
Fulbright senior fellowship to con-
tinue studies on the anesthetic in col-
laboration with colleagues at
Helsinki University Central
Hospital.

Heavner.-is one of about 2,500
Americans being sent abroad for the
1986-87 academic year under the
Fulbright exchange program. The
program was established to allow
people in the United States and other
countries to share information. It
was set up in 1946 under congres-
sional legislation introduced by
former Sen. J. William Fulbright of

“Arkansas.

Heavner began his work in tt;
pharmacology and toxicology
local anesthetic agents at the Univer-
sity of Washington School of
Medicine in Seattle. There he began
combining his efforts with work be-
ing done in Helsinki on spinal cord
anesthetics that block pain.

Staying in Helsinki for three mon-
ths beginning Aug. 1, Heavner will
continue studies on how spinal
anesthesia works.

The research centers on an en-
zyme called monoamine oxidase,
which is believed to play a role in
stopping flow of pain signals through
the central nervous system. The
researchers are looking at ways to
prevent signals of pain stimuli, call-
ed nociceptive information, from
getting to the brain.

“Certain local anesthetic agnts
prevent this enzyme from destroying
natural substances in the nervous
system which control the processing
of nociceptive information,”
Heavner said.

“‘All local anesthetics prevent pain
by blocking the flow of electrical

signals along on the nerves. But
some may also prevent pain in
another fashon by inhibiting
monoamine oxidase."

Heavner, who is also a board-
certified veterinary anesthetist, said
the research is aimed at helping
humans but may also be applicable
to animals.

Heavner noted that the work in
Helsinki will involve a more purified
molecular system than has been us-
ed before.

‘““This agent would provide
analgesia beyond what local
anesthetics normally provide and
thus reduce the need for opioids (nar-
cotics) later,” he said. ‘‘By lessening
the use of opioids, we reduce the risk
of complications that go along with

them.”
