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AUSTIN (AP) — A proposed con-
stitutional amendment to start a
state- run lottery got final ap-
proval today from the Texas Senate.

Voting 21-8, senators sent the
measure to the House. If 100 House
members also vote for it, the pro-
posal would be placed before Texas
voters in November.

The Senate also gave its final OK to
a bill that would start the game
should voters endorse it.

Supporters, led by Sen. Hector
Uribe, D-Brownsville, said a lottery
would generate millions of dollars
for Texas without a tax, but op-
ponents complained that th state
would be sanctioning gamblin.

Urging passage, Uribe said opinion
polls show a large majority of Tex-
ans favor establishing a lottery.

Twenty-two other states operate
lotteries, and a Texas game would
bring in hundreds of millions of
dollars in new revenue that would be,
in essence, a voluntary tax, Uribe
said.

“I don’t see anything wrong with
the state of Texas and its citizens
benefitting from it,”” Uribe said. “A
lottery would raise revenue for the
state at a time when we have a
budget shortfall.”

While Uribe said a lottery wouldn’t
solve the state's $3.5 billion budget
deficit, legislative analysts estimate
it could raise $99 million next year
and $689 million by 1991. Prizes could
total $111 million next year and $806
million in six years, the estimates
showed.

Opponents, led by Sen. Bill Sar-
palius, D-Amarillo, argued that the
state would be promoting gambling
in a game that most players would
lose.

“The odds are greater of getting
struck by lightning than winning the
lottery,”” Sarpalius said.

In addition, he argued that a lot-
tery would be a ‘‘regressive’” tax
because the poor would spend a
larger portion of their income on
tickets than others.

Uribe said studies repeatedly find
that the majority of lottery players
are middle class people.

“There are a lot of tall stories
about lotteries. The tallest of them is
that lotteries prey on the poor,” he
said. “‘Lottery is a game of entertain-
ment for the middle class,
primarily."”

Under the legislation, al leasl 40
percent of the money raised through
sale of lottery tickets each year
would go into the state’s general
treasury.

Another 40 percent, increasing
later to 45 percent, of proceeds would
go to cash prizes paid to winners. No
more than 15 percent could cover the
costs of running and advertising the
games.

Sarpalius noted that New York
began a state lottery in 1967, but
since then has raised taxes 11 times.

‘“Even if this bill did pass ... it’s not
going to generate enough money to
take care of the fiscal crisis we are in
right now,"” he said.

Three freed as

BERLIN (AP) — A speeding truck
driver swerved through East Ger-
man police gunfire and crashed
through the Berlin Wall's Checkpoint
Charlie early today with a woman
and a baby huddled on the floor of the
dump truck, West Berlin police said.

The East German gunfire drew an
immediate protest from the Western
Allies, France, Britain and the
United States, which labeled such
shootings ‘‘inhuman practices.”

The three East Berliners escaped
into West Berlin without injury at
12:05 a.m., said police duty officer
Guenter Gadaschewski.

He said East German guards fired
at least three shots at the speeding
vehicle, a 7%-ton East German
dump truck filled with gravel.

Police said the driver made his
escape by swerving into the lane of
oncoming traffic when an automatic
barrier came down in front of the
truck.

House passes betting bill to

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas House,
a traditional burial ground for pari-
mutuel bills, has voted to let voters
decide whether they want to bet on
horse and dog races.

In a 78-70 Thursday vote, the House
gave preliminary approval to an
amended version of a Senate-passed
measure that would set a statewide
referendum on pari-mutuel gambl-
ing.

The bill faces another House vote
before returning to the Senate for
review of the House changes. Sup-
porters Thursday failed to get the 100

House votes needed to put the
referendum on the November 1986
ballot.

Under the House version, the
referendum would be in November
1987. If approved in that statewide
election, local option elections would
follow.

Senate sponsor O.H. “'Ike" Harris,
R-Dallas, predicted the Senate pro-
bably would concur with the
changes. Supporters said the bill in-
cludes the provisions required by
Gov. Mark White — statewide
referendum, local option elections

and anti-organized crime sections.

“If they have that, I would not veto
it,"” White said after the House vote.

Supporters said pari-mutuel bet-
ting could mean $110 million a year
for state government when it is fully
operational with horse tracks in
Dallas-Fort Worth, Houston and San
Antonio. The bill would allow dog
racing only in Nueces, Cameron and
Galveston counties.

The state would get § percent of the
handle at horse tracks, and 6 percent
of the money gambled at dog tracks.

“There is no question that this bill

of the blue dump truck was shat-
tered.

Gadaschewski said the driver of
the truck continued speeding away
from the wall after crossing into the
West, and did not stop until he was
more than a half-mile into West
Berlin.

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) — A proposed $8 billion beach resort
has divided area residents with some saying thousands of job oppor-
tunities are more important than saving an environmentally sen- |
sitive area.

Playa del Rio is a proposed 12,300-acre beach resort planned about
8 miles east of Brownsville.

When completed in 30 years, developers said, it would provide
20,000 jobs at hotels, restaurants and recreational facilities planned
for the area.

The boost to the local economy would be more than $350 million an-
nually when completed, developers said.

Environmentalists, however, counter that the site on which the
resort is planned is too sensitive because it remains one of the last
unpolluted nurseries for oysters, shrimp and other wildlife.

On Thursday, developers, state and local elected officials and
residents told the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers their views.

About 8,000 acres in the proposal is under the jurisdiction of the
federal agency, which must give its approval before construction on
the project begins.

Contra leader predicts war

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Nicaraguan rebel leader says he
foresees a Central American war to oust Nicaragua's Sandinista
rulers u'rﬁ,ess they abandon their ‘‘totalitarian’ system.

Artard''Cruz, one of three directors of the rebels’ United
Nicaraguan Opposition, UNO, predicted Thursday that other Cen-
tral American nations will attack Nicaragua if its government does
not “change to become democratic.”

The five other Central American nations, however, have shown lit-
tle willingness to confront the Sandinistas militarily and several
have publicly refused even to permit the United States to train
Nicaraguan Contra rebels on their territory.

In an interview with The Associated Press, Cruz conceded that a
unified' Central American military strike against Nicaragua is
hampered by traditional rivalries between the U.S.-backed govern-
ments of El Salvador and Honduras and the absence of an army in
Costa Rica.

But he added that an eventual military confrontation between Cen-
tral American states and Nicaragua ‘‘is my political forecast, that in
the final analysis ... that will happen. ...

“Either (the Sandinistas) change to become democratic or they
will face a confrontation with the rest of Central America. ... The
real struggle going on (in Central America) is between the center
and the totalitarian left.”

Cruz, a onetime Sahdinista official who is considered a moderate
among Contra leaders, first made his prediction in an interview in
this month’s issue of the “Ripon Forum,” a magazine of the
Republican Ripon Society.

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SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Convicted spy Jerry Whitworth is a
man who “believes in nothing," said the federal judge who sentenc-
ed Whitworth to 365 years in prison, the harshest espionage sentence
since the 1953 execution of Ethel and Julius Rosenberg.

Whitworth, 47, would not be eligible for parole for 60 years, 50
years after John Walker, the spy master who worked out a plea
bargain agreement and testified against Whitworth.

In imposing the sentence Thursday, U.S. District Judge John
Vukasin called Whitworth “one of the most spectacular spies of the
century'" and a man who “*believes in nothing."

'he gaunt, bearded defendant, who had been silent throughout his
I1-week trial, spoke only once during his sentencing, saying in a
choked voice, “'I just want to say I'm very, very sorry."

Vukasin, who sentenced Whitworth to 365 years instead of the
seven life terms he could have received, also specified that Whit-
worth would be ineligible for parole for 60 years, and fined him
$410,000. A sentence involving any number of life terms would have
made him-eligible for parole in 10 years.

Whitworth was convicted July 24 of selling Navy code secrets to
John Walker's Soviet-controlled spy ring for nearly a decade.
Walker was the star witness against Whitworth, who did not testify.

Walker, confessed leader of the spy ring for 17 years, faced a
lesser sentence than Whitworth's. Walker's plea-bargain called for
two life terms, with parole possible in 10 years.

Overcharges may hit $500 million

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pentagon auditors, in the largest case of
its kind, are accusing the Lockheed Corp. of inflating a $7.8 billion
AirForce contract for the new C-5B cargo plane by as much as $500
million.

The allegation was disclosed Thursday by the Air Force, which
vowed to immediately “initiate action ... to obtain an appropriate
prige adjustment.”

I negotiations with the company do not produce agreement, the
Air Force said it had the authority to unilaterally reduce its contrac-
tual payments and force Lockheed to take the matter to an appeals
board or claims court.

The company, meantime, denied any misconduct and said it would
contest the matter.

David Crowther, Lockheed’s vice president for corporate com-
munications, confirmed Air Force statements that the company had
not agreed to any price adjustments on the C-5 contract.

“When we negotiated that contract in 1982, we gave the Air Force
complete information on cost and pricing and on the basis of that, we
see no merit to these allegations,” he added.

Soviets cast doubt on summit

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Soviet Union is casting new doubt on a
1986 superpower summit after two days of preparatory talks with
U.S. officials failed to produce any breakthroughs on regional con-
flicts around the world.

In a brief statement at the windup Thursday, the chief Soviet
delegate, Deputy Foreigr Minister Anatoly Adamishin, told
reporters, ‘‘We have to decide yet whether the summit would take
place because it has to be productive.”

Apparently reflecting the views of General Secretary Mikhail S.
Gorbachev, he went on to say: ‘It has to have some results, concrete
resulls. We are not interested in an empty summit."”

The population projections, based
on trends that developed between the
1970 and 1980 censuses, lead off a
special section of state rankings.

That series of reports also disclos-
ed such details as the most crowded
state, those with the most young and
old people, highest birth rate, most
working women and highest cable
television usage, among many other
measures of America.

The projections anticipate state
populations in 14 years, reflecting
the movement to the Sun Belt states
that became a major factor in the
1970s.

Gregory Spencer of the bureau’s
projections’s division said his staff
currently is working on updating
these figures to include recent trends
such as the economic recovery and
increasing high-tech development af-
fecting some industrial states, as
well as the drop in oil prices affecting
energy-producing states.

The new projections are expected
to be available next spring, Spencer
said.

But at least some of those factors
were considered by the private Na-
tional Planning Association last
April when it projected population
growth through the turn of the cen-
tury. It called for Texas to supplant
New York as No. 2, but for Florida to
make it only to fourth place, behind
New York.

The Census Bureau projections
call for Texas to grow to 20.7 million
to rank second in the year 2000, and
say Florida is likely to increase from
11.4 million to 17.4 million and skip
from No. 6 to No. 3.

New York is expected to drop to
fourth place with a population of
nearly 15 million in the year 2000,

That would be a decline from the
Empire State’s current 17.7 million
— an outlook not shared by Planning
Association. It projected that New
York will gain about 913,000 people
by the year 2000, giving it a total of
more than 18 million people.

The Planning Association’s report
called for significant gains in some
older industrial states like New
York, Massachusetts and Penn-
sylvania, places where the Census
report calls for declines in the
population.

The Census data anticipates that
Pefinsylvania will be ranked fifth in
2000, a drop from fourth currently,
and Illinois will slip from fifth to
sixth place.

Ohio, Michigan, New Jersey and
North Carolina will retain their cur-
rent seventh through 10th place rank-
ings, the report says.

At the other end of the scale, mean-
while, the report anticipates that
Wyoming will nearly double its cur-
rent half-million population to jump
from last place to No. 43. Vermont
will drop to 50th in the year 2000, the
Bureau projects.

Other findings reported in the new
Data Book include: -

—Alaska was the fastest growing
state from 1980 to 1885, increasing by
29.7 percent. Michigan ranked last,
losing 1.9 percent of its people.

—New Jersey is the most dense
state with 1,013 people per square
mile. Alaska averages only one per-
son per square mile.

—Utah has the most people under
age 18, 37.8 percent of its residents.

Browns defeat Raiders

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The NFL
preseason game between the
Cleveland Browns and the Los
Angeles Raiders turned into a kick-
ing battle between the Bahr
brothers.

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Police saddle club helps city kids buck th

DALLAS (AP) — He's a skinny
kid, at an age when he could sprout to
a man’s height should you happen to
look away.

The horse is a hand or two taller. It
drops its head to meet the brush bet-
ween the youth's fingers, pushing
back at each stroke. “Tobask,” says
the youth, softly.

Douglas Johnson — called Duckee
— says everything softly to Tobask.
The 3-year-old registered Arabian is
unbroken, and when the gelding is
ready for riding, Duckee will be the
first. On this Friday afternoon, the
two have known one another only
three days.

“I just mainly talk to him, and rub
him,” Duckee says, continuing to
brush. “When you work, you rub
him."”

Dust rises from the horse’s bay

Club operators say

coat and sticks to the youth’s skin.
The dust is thick behind Edgar Ward
Place, the sprawling public housing
complex south of the Trinity River
Bottoms in West Dallas. Both live
there — the youth in the projects, the
horse in the lot kept by the Lake West
Police Athletic League.

There are 35 youngsters in the
Lake West Saddle Club, ages 6
through 18. All but one come from
this neighborhood. The program has
been run for two years on donated
horses and the marine-sergeant bark
of officer Debbie Johnson. No rela-
tion to Duckee, she might say.

The inspiration for the club was
Sgt. Herb Steele’s. Steele, one of
those who mans the Lake West
substation, explains the origin of the
idea by saying he was “kind of a
cowboy growing up.”

He recalls when he determined to
do more than nurse the idea. He'd
been called to a shooting in the pro-
jects, and was confronted by the
young son of a suspect. ‘I was trying
to console the 13-year-old boy,” he
remembers, ‘‘telling him the judge'd
get mad at me if I didn't take his dad-
dy down to answer some questions.”

Steele asked the boy if he'd ride a
horse if given the chance. The
answer was yes. ‘‘After I told that

kid, I was committed,” says Steele,

According to Johnson, taking
responsibility for a horse and winn-
ing its trust gives underprivileged
children ‘‘the opportunity to get out
into the community, to school and
say,‘Ican.'”

The corral was a housing authority
nursery, unused for 20 years. The
first of the horses took care of the
overgrown Johnson grass, and the
kids, Ms. Johnson and Steele say, did
the rest.

At the outset, Duckee Johnson
couldn’t have cared less. “We just
came and shot birds over here,” he
says of the old nursery, ‘“‘with sl-
ingshots and BB guns."

In the fall, Duckee will be a
sophomore at W.T. White High
School. He can’t wait to finish there.
“I'm looking for a job now. But I

: System’'s gone awry

AUSTIN (AP) — To prevent fur-
ther risk to the public, the state's
ssystem for policing bad doctors
needs major repairs, a state senator
says.

‘““Something is wrong. The system
is failing. Because of that, the people
of Texas — their health and their
lives — have been endangered,” Sen.
Chet Edwards, D-Duncanville, said
Thursday.

Edwards' comments came before
the Senate approved the nomination
of seven people to the State Board of
Medical Examiners.

Testimony in recent legislative
hearings indicated that in the past,
the board has failed in many cases to
get bad doctors out of the medical
profession.

While not objecting to the new
nominees, Edwards said the hear-
ings had raised serious questions
about past board practices.

He said the board held secret hear-
ings, issued private reprimands, pil-
ed up a huge backlog of cases and, in
one instance, failed to remove from
the profession a physician who didn’t
tell his patient she had cancer. The
woman later died.

“Why did the board until just last
Friday — as a result of pressure
from this Senate — Kkeep secret
literally hundreds of sanctions
against physicians?"’ Edwards ask-
ed.

“Is their job to protect their peers
in the medical profession, or is their
job to protect the people of this
state?”

Edwards also said the medical pro-
fession itself should share the blame.

““Why is it that most complaints, 78
percent, come from ... the public and
only 12 percent come from physi-
cians, those people who are best
qualified to point out where cases of
true malpractice have occurred?”
Edwards asked.

“Why did it take Cindy Jenkins, a

public (non-physician) member of
the board, to raise the question about
a three- to five-year backlog before
the board?”

Sen. Chet Brooks, chairman of the
Senate Health and Human Resources
Committee, said his panel will
recommend legislation — possibly
during this special session — that
would help solve many of the pro-
blems.

Brooks said the state needs a law
requiring reporting of suspected
malpractice cases, along with legal
protections, so that physicians who
report their fellow doctors won't face
staggering lawsuits.

“There’s no liability shield under
the present law and they could be
sued out of business,” Brooks said.

Brooks, D-Pasadena, noted that
the state already has a similar repor-
ting law for cases of suspected child
abuse.

‘‘Each and every one of us is fully
committed to making that board (of
medical examiners) work," he said.

admission to those under 21 several
months ago to test the market.

Connie Kelly, a manager at
Toulouse, was asked if the higher
drinking age could be devastating to
Sixth Street clubs, and she said, “‘We
wouldn't still be in business if we
thought it would be devastating.”

‘““The students are a big part of our
business but they're really not big
spenders. In the long run, it will be
better for business, because the older
crowd has more to spend, basically,”
Ms. Kelly said.

The “‘older crowd" on Sixth Street
is late 20s, early 30s.

Clayton said on week nights
“‘under 21 kids" make up 30 percent
of the Boardwalk’'s clientele but
older people come on the weekends.
“We'll concentrate on happy hours”
to help make up any shortage of
numbers, he said.

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DR. GOTT Contraception

and older women

DEAR DR. GOTT — What is the
best contraception for a woman over
40?

DEAR READER — As a general
rule, women over 40 tend to develop
more complications from contracep-
tive pills than do younger women.
Therefore, barrier methods of birth
control are less risky and more appro-
priate for older women. Permanent
contraception, such as vasectomy and
tubal ligation, are even better options
for couples over 40 to consider. I usu-
ally suggest vasectomy, rather than
tubal ligation, because the procedure
is safe, relatively inexpensive and
easily performed in the doctor’s
office.

DEAR DR. GOTT — I used a home
permanent, and when I started to
style my hair, it came out in wads.
What on earth in happening and what
can I do about it?

DEAR READER — Women some-
times develop hair damage from the
compounds in home-perm solutions.
This can result in hair brittleness or
hair loss that is usually temporary.
Ask a beautician or cosmetologist to
give you advice when you are ready
for your next permanent — and, by

all means, avoid the product .= at
gave you trouble.

DEAR DR. GOTT — I've recently

had a colostomy because of a sigmu)
tumor. I had a major infection in th.
incision and now have a sizable ab-
dominal hernia. My surgeon passes it
off lightly. I've always prided myself
on my appearance (I'm 62), and the
scar and hernia are affecting that. Is
there anything I can do?

DEAR READER - Once the infec-
tion has cleared up, the abdominal
hernia can be repaired. Your surgeon
may have been grateful to have been
aple to remove the sigmoid tumor; the
resulting weakness in the abdominal
wall may have been an unavoidable
consequence of the operation. None-
theless, the defect can be repaired, ei-
ther by the original doctor or by a sur-
geon who is familiar with such a
procedure.

Morgan
leads
taxing life

NORTON, Ohio (AP) -
Michael A. Morgan of Norton
and Michael A. Morgan of
Olney, Texas, aré two dif-
ferent people who live hun-
dreds of miles apart.

But try telling the Internal
Revenue Service.

The confusion has delaved
a $400 federal income tax re-
fund due the Michael A.
Morgan of this Akron suburb

while the matter is being

resolved.

Besides their name, the two
men share a birthdate -~ May
18, 1967 — and their fathers
names are similar. That
similarity apparently led to
the. two men being assigned
the same Social Security
number years ago

The mix-up didn't surface
until the Ohioan filed a
federal income tax return for
the first time last March. He
received a letter from the IRS
several weeks later.

“They knew something
wasn't right,”" Morgan said
“They thought I was filing
twice."”

The IRS told Morgan it
would need confirmation of
his Social Security numbe!
before it would issue a check
to him. That's when the Ohio
man learned of his Texas
namesake and that the
government combined their
incomes.

Since Michael Morgan of
Texas was issued the number
in 1974 and Michael Morgan
of Norton received it in 1978,
“‘the Texas Mike legally owns
the number,” said Karen
Eager of the West Akron of-
fice of the Social Security Ad-
ministration. “The Norton
Mike will get a new number."

All of the Norton man's ear-
nings will bé"put on the new
Social Security card number,
she said.

On Tuesday, Norton's
Morgan was told he would
have to fill out a second ap-
plication for a new number
Ms. Eager said the ad-
ministration is speeding up
the case and that Morgan
should be getting a new card
and number within 10 days

Ms. Eager said cases such
as this happer. occasionally

“It's not a frequent occur-
rence,”” she said. ‘‘There
were a whole bunch of things
that did match up.”
