That Of A "‘Damned Good Marine,”
For Bravery On Guadalcanal

MARINE FRONT LINES,
Guadaleanal, Nov, 22 (Delayed)—
Barnoy K. Ross, the game little
fighting man who lost two world's
championships and never erled

“We wusz robbed!" today holds the
greatest title he ever possessed. He
wus called a “damned good ma-
rine” by his captain after an over-
night matoh with Jap snipers here
on Guadalcanal.

For his undaunted show of haro-
ism In standing guard over three
wounded comrades and blazing
away in defiance although It was
almost certain death to remain ex-
posed to a hidden machine-gun
nest, Private Ross ls now a corp-
oral, and he has been recommendad
for the Navy Cross or the Army
Distinguished BService Crosa.

Capt. O, X Leblanc of Abbeville,
La., the commander of Ross's com-
pany, related the story to me as
we sat at the edge of a foxhole
200 yards from a Jap-infested hiilL

“Ross, a hell of a good marine,”
Capt. Leblanc started out.

After nccomplishing its mission
in covering an Infantry regiment
moving forward, Ross's patrol was
hit suddenly by heavy, ambushed
machine-gun fire.

“Three men refused to leave the
wounded,” Capt. Leblane oon-

tinued. . “They were Private Bar
ney K. Ross of Chleago, M. L.
Guarnett from some Arkansas
town, and Leo J. Washville, a New
Jersey boy. '

“These three stood guard over
the wouhded all night. x x x Roes
was 1n one foxhole with three
wounded men, thelr
needs as much as posalble and
keeping up rifle and tommygun
fire between times,

“Sho after midnight, two In-
fantrymen armed with another
tommygun and a Garand rifle with
plenty of ammunition tumbled in-
to Ross's foxhole. It was cramped
with three man and thres wound-
ed, so Ross took charge, doing all
the firing during the night.

“As the Infantrymen loaded and
reloaded the tommyguns and the
Garand, Rosa kept his head above
the foxhole returning the Jap fire.
Between firing he kept shouting
fo the Jap nest: ‘Come out and
fight, you yellow —a——}

“I figured Ross fired at least 450
rounds, He killed seven Japs for
sure, and probably 10"

Texas farmers and ranchmen

who believe their gasoline rations

“All Offlce of Defense Transpor-
tation district managers - have -in-
structions from Washington to ac-
cept the recommendations of fthe
county farm transportation com-
mittee unless such recommenda~
tlons contain obvious errors,” Me-
Gos added.

Meanwhile, gasoline rationing
was one of the problems to be dis-
cussed today by delegutes attend-
ing the convention of the Texas
Sheep and Goat Ralsers assocla-
tion at SBan Antonio.

Bheep and goat ranchers have
gasurance there will be an adequate
supply - of gasoline to meet thelr
needs but considerably less than
they had asked for, said J, B. Wii-
son’ of McKinley, Wyo, chairman
of the legislative committee of the
National Association of Sheep and
Goat Ralsers.
