Senate defeats
abortion measure

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ig-
noring personal appeal from
President Reagan, the Senate
has handed conservatives a
defeat in their efforts to enact
anti-abortion legislation this
year.

The conservatives, led by
Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C., fell
19 votes short Thursday of the
0 votes needed to cut short h
liberal filibuster, now in its
eighth day. Forty-one
senators voted to limit debate
to 100 hours; 47 voted no.

The outcome had been
predicted. But the size of the
margin indicated that
liberals will block upcoming
votes on ‘the anti-abortion
legislation drafted by Helms.

Senate sources said Majori-
ty Leader Howard Baker,
R-Tenn., will probably

‘schedule three more cloture,

or debate-limiting, votes
through next Wednesday and
then move the Senate on to
other issues. ;
The Helms abortion
measure includes a non-
binding congressional finding

that the Supfeme Court was

mistaken in 1973 when it~

legalized most abortions.

"It would also permanently

ban direct or indirect federal

payments for abortions and

declare that human_ life
begins at conception.

Another provision calls for
expedited consideration by
the Supreme Court of any
new abortion cases.

Opponents say the Helms
measure is an unconstitu-
tional threat to the in-
dependence of the federal
courts.

*“This amendment is an at-
tempt to réverse the Supreme
Court by statute rather than
constitutional amendment,”
said Sen. Bob Packwood
R-Ore.

Additional attempts  to
close off the filibuster were
scheduled for next week,
along with a vote on a second
anti-abortion measure pro-
posed by Sen. Orrin Hatch,
R-Utah,

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Theé news may be getting
familiar but it's unlikely to
seem stale to most
Americans: Inflation is conti-
nuing but at a merely
moderate level.

The Labor Department was
releasing new figures on
wholesale prices today. And
economists said in advance
that the August increase was
probably little more than one-
half percent — an annual rate
still under the double-digit
range that was common for
several years through the
spring of last year.

The department’s Pro-
ducer Price Index for finish-
ed goods — the official name
for the wholesale price
measure — rose 0.6 percent in
July, an annual rate of 7.1

percent.
That report contained two
striking figures

that’economists did not ex-
pect to be repeated in
August: The biggest gasoline
price hike in eight years and
the sharpest food-cost decline

Special session concludes

Clements, Doggett .
spar over letter

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —

Bitter political differences
flared on the last day of the
special legislative session,
with Republican Gov.

Thursday.

Wanting something fo tie in
with his international rela-
tions major, Formby moved
to London to be an assistant
to a Labor Party member of
Parliament and enrolled in
two classes at City of London
Polytechnic.

“I couldn't have picked a
better time,” Formby said.
The- country was still on a
vicarious honeymoon with
Prince Charles and Princess
Diana, whose royal pregnan-
cy was beginning to show,
and was in tie Falkland
Islands conflict.

But first was the CIA scan-
dal.

A conservative member -of
Parliament protested the hir-
ing of 16 American students.

“He brought up in the
House of Commons that we
were a security -threat,”
Formby said. ‘‘The press
blew it out of proportion and
then there was a rumor that
we were CIA agents.”

Students in Parliament are
responsible for much more
than students working in the
U.S. Congress, thus they were
more suspect to the Conser-
vatives' finger-pointing last
spring.

Formby was questioned by
the two major London papers
and BBC-TV about any con-
nections with the CIA. After
his denial of such, Formby
said the journalists took
somewhat of a tongue-in-
cheek turn, asking him if
perhaps he had at one time
considered spying as a

career.

The whole ordeal was
almost a joke to the jour-
nalists, because a minor ac-
cusation became an issue
overriding the Falklands
crisis.

Formby said he saw the
division of that conflict, but
was aware that the British
were concerned with projec-

i

—

ting a unified policy of war to
the world. The Labor Party,
though adamantly against
war, would simply abstain
from voting rather than show
the split of the sides.

“In the long run most
weren't glad, but couldn’t see
an alternative,” Formby
said.

“Thatcher was fantastic,”
Formby observed from wat-
ching her handle the rowdy
Parliament. Conservatives
and Liberals sit across from
each other and will, contrary
to the English stereotype of
mannerly protocol, yell and
heckle at speakers. Thatcher
did not let anyone run over
her, Formby said.

One of the fringe benefits
for Formby was access to
Parliament’s computer
where he could call up a com-
plete file on the Falkland

Islands and read the latest

details.

Information wasn't as free-
flowing in Russia, where
Formby and his group had
experiences much like in
novels of intrigue and es-
pionage.

“The people there seemed

more ignorant or unaware of

what was going on than sup-

‘pressed,’”’ -he said, adding

that he had problems explain-
ing what he was studying in
school. He told one of the Rus-
sians that his major was in-
ternational affairs. When the
friendly stranger did not
understand, he told him
“political science.” Next he
tried “government.” Finally,
‘“Reagan and Breshnev'’ was
undérstood.

But anytime anything con-
cerning governmment or af-
fairs outside of Russia came
up in conversation, the people
would shy away. One man
would ask questions, then
scurry off as if he was being

Marines leave
war-torn Beirut

Marching beneath a banner
declaring ‘‘mission ac-
complished,”’ the U.S.
Marines left war-torn Beirut
today after helping police the
PLO withdrawal from the
Lebanese capital. But in
eastern Lebanon, Syrian-
Israeli tensions heightened
after two straight days of
Israeli air raids on Syrian
missile batteries.

The last of the 800 Marines
who had guarded the port of
Beirut as part of an tri-
national peacekeeping force
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left on the troopship
Manitowoc, which pulled
from the dock at 8 am. (2
am. EDT), exactly on
schedule.

Troops from France and
Italy, the other two nations
involved in the peacekeeping
opertion, took over the port.
The 800 French and 530
Italian soldiers were ex-
pected to leave by Sept. 16,
but Lebanon’s state radio an-
nounced today that the
government has asked
France to keep its forces in

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Pilot who flew in atomic
bomb tests has suit

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A
federal judge has dismissed a $5
million damage suit filed by a former
U.S. Navy pilot who contends he con-
tracted cancer after breathing
radioactive dust during atomic bomb
tests 36 years ago.

U.S. District Judge David O. Belew
Jr. ruled Thursday that he lacked
jurisdiction in the case.

Thurston W. Grubbs, who moved to
Weatherford, Texas, after leaving the
Navy 26 years ago, contended in the
suit that the Navy inadequately pro-
tected him from radiation when he
flew a F-6F Hellcat during the 1946 ex-
plosion of two atomic bombs.

Grubbs said he was assigned to fly
near a mushroom cloud as he used
radio signals to guide a drone, a small
pilotless aircraft, through the debris
to collectsamples.

Grubbs said he wore clothing con-
taminated during that July 1, 1946,
test, called ‘“Shot Able,” as he
prepared for the second test, “‘Shot
Baker,” on July 25.

Grubbs said he developed severe
back pains 24 years after the Opera-
tion Crossroads tests and that doctors
discovered that he was suffering from
multiple myeloma, a cancer that had
spread through his body.

But Belew agreed with Paul F.
‘Figley, a U.S. Department of Justice
lawyer, that the judge could not con-
sider Grubbs’ suit unless he had filed
a claim with the ““‘appropriate govern-
ment agency."” *

Grubbs said he filed claims with the
Navy and Veterans Administration
but Figley said no claims could be
found on record with those agencies or
the Defense Nuclear Agency.

Lawyers said Grubbs could file a
new claim with a federal agency or, if
it is rejected, file another damage

Two Navy rescue helicopters were
sent to the scene and Navy in-
vestigators began looking through the
wreckage Thursday night to deter-
mine the cause of the crash, Ms. Rice
said.

Esse said he and his son discovered
the burning wreckage after his son
heard a loud explosion and then saw
smoke.

Debris from the wreckage was scat-
tered 800 to 1,000 feet, Esse said. The
tail section was still intact, but the
wings and engine had been sheared
off, he said.

Handwriting
on the wall

NEW YORK (AP) —
Though the league's chief
negotiator says ‘‘the hand-
writing is on the wall” for a
players’ strike, and two
teams are threatening
walkouts, National Football
League club owners are stan-
ding by their pledge not to im-
plement a lockout.

With the start of the NFL
season just two days away
and the Baltimore Colts and
Seattle Seahawk players say-
ing they are prepared to
stage job actions over the
release of their wunion
representatives, the ex-
ecutive committee of the
NFL Management Council
Thursday reaffirmed its
previous decision not to lock
out the players.

Jack Donlan, the executive
director of the Management
Council, said that the owners
were chagrined that union
boss Ed Garvey and the NFL
Players Association had re-
jected_ their latest offer on a
new collective bargaining
contract.

“They (the owners) were
very disappointed at the ar-
rogance of the union leader-
ship,” said Donlan of the six
members of the executive
committee. ‘‘The owners are
very disappointed at the reac-
tion of the players. They
thought they had given a very
significant and expensive
proposal, over $600 million in
new money and there was
discussion that they might
have made a mistake in

maybe withdrawing their op-
portunity to have a lockout.
“Garvey said two years
ago we would have a strike.
He has not responded to any
offer that we have made, he
didn't show up even to take a
look at the (new) proposal.

Players Association leader-
ship was not taking a hard
line regarding the possibility
of a strike this Sunday, when
all NFL teams except Pitt-
sburgh and Dallas — who
play Monday Night — get
started.

HEALTH  Help for osteoarthritis

DEAR DR. LAMB
would like to know
about osteoarthritis. I have
it in my hips and back and
one ankle. I'm 75 years old
and overweight by about 30

. I take Ascriptin tab-
ets and use -
Does this really help or is it
in my imagination? Is there
anything better?

have tried dieting but
don’t have much success. I
would like to lose 30 to 40
pounds. I also have a station-
ary bicycle I try to ride. Is
that OK?

DEAR READER — The
location of your arthritis is
typical. Notice it involves
weight-bearing joints.
Osteoarthritis, or degenera-
tive joint disease as it is now
sometimes called, is wear
and tear arthritis. If a per-
son lives long enough he will
have it. Often the first evi-
dence of it is noted by X-
rays when the person still is
free of symptoms.

Aspirin remains one of the
most effective medicines,
whether it is in a prepara-
tion such as Ascriptin or in
the reme you are
using. Yes, the Aspercreme
is very helpful in relieving
local pain and discomfort.
The salicylate it contains is
absorbed through the skin.

There are other medicines
that have a similar action
These all tend to neutralize

rostaglandins that are the
y's pain-producing chem-
icals. But they all decrease
factors that protect the
stomach lining, causing irri-
tation of the stomach. That
is why they should be used
under a doctor’s direction.

You do need to lose
weight, which will decrease
the load on those over-
worked joints. Exercise is
important in losing weight
and in maintaining function
of a joint. BUT, many people
w_ro‘:ﬂy think that exercise
is good for arthritis. It is not,
other than maintaining
range of motion and flexibil-
ity. Rest for an overworked
joint relieves pain and leads
to improvement.

That is why jogging and
running activities are not
the best form of exercise for
geOple with osteoarthritis. A

Swimming and water exer-
cises are best because they
support your body weight.
