It saw in that .act aspirit of defi-
ance for constituted authority, It
could not condemn the conduct ot
the Pennsylvania less heartily with-
outstultifying the judgment it pro-
nounced on the shop crafts em-
ployes. 1If anything, the spirit of
defiance is rather more malignant
in the conduct of the Pennsylvania
than it was in the conduct of the
shop crafts employes,

If the conduct of the Pennsylvan-
in is reprehensible, it is also impoli-
tic. It greatly esteems the Trans-
portation Act, as a whole, as well it
may, since it has prospered greatly,
and perhaps unprecedentedly, if
not altogether from the dispensa-
tion of that act, at least under its
egis. This law is under assault, and
particularly are provisions of it
which are most cherished by the
Pennsylvania and all other railraods,
in danger of being repealed or em-
asculated. That effort will not be
obstructed by the conduct of the

Pennsylvania. Rather it will be fa-
ciltated.

Women, Vote for Amendment!

Waco, Texas, Jine 30, Members
of Women's Clubs are urged to vote
for the highway amendment to the
constitution ut the election on July
28, and "to work for it and get
others to vote for it," in an official
appeal issued today by Miss Decea
Lamar West, chairman of the Goed
Roads Division of the Department of
Conservation of the federation.
Miss West's appeal follows:

“To the Women of Texas: The
policy of both the General and State
Federations of Women's Clubs is'
for conservation and constructive
work at all times.

“The Department of Conserva-
tion feels that at the present time
there is no issue of such vital im-
port as that of the highway amend-
ment to be voted on July 28. Every
club woman is obligated to vote for
this amendment, as it was indorsed
unanimously in resolutions before
the State and seven district conven-
tions of the Texas Federation of
Women's Clube,

“A state system of connected per-
manent highways permanently main-
tained” has been the slogan of the
Texas Highway Association and the
Good Roads Division of the Texas
Federation for the past year. Now
is the opportunity to do constructive
work. The provisions of the amend-
ment are practical from every stand-
point, providing that the State and
National highways be constructed
and maintained by the State High-
way Commission, from State funds
and Federal aid. This leaves the
counties free to build and maintain a
good system of county roads which
will connect the through line State
and National highways so vital to
the growth of the State. It lessens
the county's burdens ,and at the
same time gives them a better oppor-
tunity to have good roads at less
cost.
“Such a svstem, which will be im-
possible without the passing of this
amendment, will be an
boon to the farmer in marketing his
crops, and of untold value to the
rural school. It will insure educa-
tional opportunity to the boys and
girls of the rural community equal
to that of these who live in the
cities,
“Not only vote for this amend-
ment, but work for it and get others
to vote for it. It is a rare opportu-
nity for service of the highest
order.”

After meet.inp/ﬁie demands of a
sound public policy through regula-

'l tion of routes, rates, service and all

other things that are demanded of
other common carriers, the State
has to confront the further fact that
the wear on highways by such motor
vehicles in common carrier service is
a very potent factor in their disinte-
gration. The people who want good
roads for their private use are not
willing to pay for such roads to be
unsed by commercial interests with-
out a reasonable contribution from
the latter toward their construction
and upkeep. The ad valorem taxes
of motor common carriers are al-
most negligible. It behooves those
charged with the responsibility of
building and maintaining a state
system of roads to work out some
plan whereby the owners of vehicles
using the pubic highways for the
purpose of promoting their private
business will pay their just share of
the construction and upkeep of
such highways, and the class that
uses the highways should be dis-
tinguished from the inter-city class.
The transportation company with
fast freight service between cities in-
herits all the advantages of the rail-
roads without their heavy first in-
vestment. These lines, using the
highways already built, do not have
to buy right of way. There are no
ties, no rails to lay, no grading to
do; no hills to cut down; no valleys to
fill; no bridges or trestles to erect.
Highways are ready now to be used.
" Highway construction in Texas is
confronted with a serious problem in
the lack of laws in this State to con-
trol commercial vehicles that operate
over them; and the public transpor-
tation agencies of the State are
being subjected to unjust and unfair
competition by the same ageney.
Motor car people are willing that
regulation shall be enforced as to
the commercial motor vehicles. The
people who built the roads are de-
manding such regulation as an as-
surance that money may be expend-
ed in road building and maintenance
in the future will earn for them a

maximum return for their invest-
ment.
