Section 1. Be it Resolved by the
Legislature of the State of Texas:
That at the next general election of
the State of Texas, or at any pre-

_yious election, in case an election for

the State shall be had or ordered by
the Governor for other purposes,
there shall be . submitted to the
electors of the State of Texas, for

* their approval or disapproval, the

following proposed amendment to
the Constitution of the State of
Texas, as provided for in Section 1,
Article 17, of said Constitution re-

lating 4o _proposed amendments
thereto.. . .
Section 2. Be it resolved that

Section 52, Article 3, of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas, be and
the same is hereby amended so as to
read as follows:

Section 52. ' The legislature shall
have no power to authorize any
county, city, town or other political
corporation or subdivision of the
State to lend its credit or grant
public money or thing of value in
aid of, or to any individual, associa-
tion or carporation whatsoever, or to
become a stockholder in such cor-
poration, association or company ;
provided, however, that under legis-
lative provision any county, any
political subdivision of a county, any
