There were four rural traf-
fic accidents in Haskell Coun-
{y during the month of Feb-
ruary, according to Sergeant
Jircik, Highway Patrol Su-
pervisor of this area.

These crashes resulted in

one person killed, two . per-
sons injured, and an estimat-
ec. property damage of $18,-
900.
, The rural traffic accident
summary for this county for
the first two months of 1965
shows a total of 11 accidents
resulting in one person killed,
eight persons injured, and an
estimated property damage
of $24,750.

Yes, the old adage is true,
“the best defense is a good
offense.” However, there is
one exception where a good
defense comes before a good
offense. The exception is driv-
ing a motor vehicle. Defen-
sive driving is the technique
of driving to avoid accidents
by anticipating all hazard-
ous stinations created by un-
safe acts of other drivers, ad-
verse weather, or road con-
ditions. The defensive driver
is always ready for the other
driver or pedestrian to do
the wrong thing. He never
takes anything for granted.

Another good defense is to
see that you have a safe-op-
erating vehicle by having it
safety inspected. The Ser-
geant reminds all motorists
that April 15 is the deadline
for obtaining the 1965 inspec-
tion sticker. Anyone operat-
ing a motor vehicle requir-
ing a 1965 Texas inspection
sticker without same after
this date will be in violation
of the law.
