Keyahna Faith Nelms

(Editor’s Note: The fol-
lowing was written by
Keyahna's mother, Alva
Nelms. Little Keyahna, 7
months, was buried Sat-
urday, Nov. 28, at Rom-
ney Cemetery.)

Born: April 30, 1992.
Died: November27, 1992.

Seven months. That is
not a long time for most of
us. But for Keyahna, it
was a life-time. Still, with
her short life, Keyahna
made a dramatic differ-
ence in our world.

On apersonal level, she
taught us how to be
thankful for any abilities
above zero percent, in-
stead of complaining
about how far our abili-
ties are from the perfect
100 percent. We learned
that crying, wiggling,
coughing, and sneezing
were great blessings that
we had previously taken
for granted. Because
Keyahna did not cry as
most babies do, we had to
guess when she needed
comforting or feedingora
change of scenery.

smiled her appreciation
for the simplest things we
did for her. We learned
that giving to some one
who had no way of repay-
ing us helped us under-
stand our relationship
with our Creator who
cares for usin spite of our
inabilities. Keyahna
showed us that disabled
people are different from
the rest of us; just in her
being, she gave us much
more than we could pos-
sibly give her. Most of all,
Keyahna gave us herself,
our dear, sweet, wonder-
ful daughter.

Keyahna's
presence at the oral argu-
ments before the Su-
preme Court of Florida
may have helped the
judges decide to leave the
current law untouched.

We have been living
with a miracle. In the
whole United States,
thereareonly three other
children with anenceph-
aly still living who are
more than two months
old. Medical literature
has given that as the
maximum age ever veri-
fied for a baby with
anencephaly. However,
Keyahna is changing the
literature. The December
issue of American Medi-
cal News has an article
about her living for seven
months and having abili-
ties no one expected her
to have. So, medical per-
sonnel all over the U.S.
will become aware that
babies with anencephaly
can and do live for an
extended time and do
have some functions. Itis
our desire that these car-
egivers will act on
Keyahna’s story, so that
more babies will be fed
and encouraged to live,
and more families can
experience the joy with
their babies that we have

Sugar In Children's Diet Should Be Moderate

At Christmas, visions of
sugarplums may dancein
children’sheadsbut sugar
in their diets should be
kept to a moderate level,
says a nutritionist at the
USDA'S Children’s Nutri-
tion Research Center in
Houston.

“There is a place for
sugar in children’s diets.
They need sugar, vita-
mins, and minerals for
energy. But parents
should watch for ‘hidden
sugars’ in foods, said
Janice Stuff, a research
instructor at Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine. “Mod-
eration is the key.”

Children who learn to
prefer sweet-tasting foods
may face problems down
the line, she said.

For example, a high-
calorie diet can lead to
weight gain in some
youngsters. Although
most children burn the
extra calories received

from sugar through daily

activity, some do not and
may eventually end up
overweight, said Stuff.

Also, dental problems
such as tooth decay and
unhealthy gums can be
reduced by limiting sugar
in the diet.

Stuff warns that food
manufacturers often add
sugar to their snack prod-
ucts, especially microwav-
able foods.

“Parents can promote
healthier snacks and de-
crease sugar intake by
making snacks at home,”
said Stuff.

She offers the following
suggestions to reduce
sugar:

* Drink unsweetened
fruit juices and avoid soft
drinks containingsugar.
Read the labels. Words
such as “punch”, “fruit
drinks”, and “10% juice”
mean thedrink hasahigh
sugar content.

* When preparing juice

from concentrate, dilute
the juice with additional
water to cut the sweet-
ness. o oY '

* Use fresh fruit purees
with chopped fruit to add
natural sweetness to
baked goods or low-fat
plain yogurt.

*Make your own frozen
fruitbars by freezingjuice
(orange juice is especially
good).

* Flavor pancakes,
waffles, muffins, and hot
cereals with spices such
as cinnamon or nutmeg,
or with extracts —vanilla,
almond, orange, ormaple.

¥ Use 2/3 to 3/4 of the
sugar called for in reci-
pes.

* Replace cocoa with
carob powder in baked
goods. This will decrease
sugar by 25%.

* Pack lunches with
individual servings of
unsweetened applesauce
or fruit in water-packed
or light syrup.

* Devise a plan with
your child to limit candy

high-calorie diets,” she
said. “Promoting a
healthy diet is one of the
greatest gifts you can give
your child during the holi-
days and throughout the
new year.”

GTE Southwest Incorporated (GTESW) and Contel of Texas Inc. (Contel) have
filed an application with the Public Utility Commission of Texas to seek approval
to provide two new private line services and to change rates for existing
services. GTE's intraexchange DS1 Service will be offered pursuant to the rates
proposed with this filing and will no longer be available through concurrence
with GTE's interLATA access tariff rates which are lower, Contel's intraexchange
DS1/DDS Service will be offered pursuant to the rates proposed with this filing
and will no longer be available through Contel's current private line tariff rates.
Existing customers with DS1/DDS Services will not be affected by these rate
changes. DS1 1.544 Megabits per second (Mbps) Service and Digital Data
Service (DDS) will normally be used for the transmission of data communications
or large volumes of voice communications between two locations.

DS1 Service

designed to provide an average performance of at least 95 percent error-free

seconds of transmission over a continuous 24-hour period.

DS1 Service is available in and between all exchanges of GTE-SW and Contel

intralLATA basis between two Customer Designated Locations (CDL),between a
Serving Wire Center (SWC) and a CDL, between a CDL and a point of
connection with another service provider or between two SWCs.

IntraLATA DS1 Private Line Service is comprised of three rate elements: DS1

DS1 Local Loop

Former CJC Student Completes

30 Years As Military Cop

When CMSgt. Jim
Tabor began terminal
leave in November, he
had served almost 30
years as a military cop.
This was a long career for
a person who, as a kid,
never knew whnat he
wanted to do when he

grew up.

“Joining the Air Force
was a ‘spur of the mo-
ment’ kind of thing,”
Tabor conceded. In Janu-
ary, 1963, he was attend-
ing Cisco Junior College.

“I went to college mainly
becausethatis what most
of my friends did,” he said.
“Then one friend sug-
gested we join the Air
Force.”

Tabor and his friend
drove to the office of the
nearest AF recruiter, in
Abilene. They both en-
listed, but Tabor still
didn’t know which career
field he wanted.

“Radiologist sounded
good,” he remembered
thinking at the time; but

Force Academy. Tabor
entered basic training at
Lackland Air Force Base
ondJan. 28 and completed
the academy, alsoat Lack-
land, the following May.

Atlast, Taborhad found
his career, and he would
continue learning —
learning something im-
portant at each base
where he was stationed.
“Ilearned early on that it
wasimportant notonly to
learn how to do my job
well,” he said, “but also to
be able to demonstrate I
could do it.”

After two years at Eng-
land AFB, La., Tabor
received orders for Viet-
nam. “I was the 27th cop
to arrive at Cam Rahn
Air Base,” he called. “By
the time I left, there were
700, and Cam Rahn had
become a huge installa-
tion.”

Tabor was in Vietnam
for a year. “I had some

scary experiences,” he
said, “but there I learned
how people have to de-
pend on each other.”

Partly because of his
experience in Vietnam,
Tabor’s next assignment,
at Bergstrom AFB, Texas,
called upon him to each
some combat skills. “This
whetted my desire to
become aninstructor,” he
noted.In 1970, he applied
and was accepted. It was
back to Lackland.

At about this time the
career field was undergo-
ing major changes. The
Air Police Academy be-
came the Security Police
Academy. “Now AF cops
had to learn about such
things as weapons secu-
rity, air base defense and
resources protection,”
Tabor explained. “We had
to learn and teach them
all.”

After leaving Lackland
in 1973, Tabor pulled year
of duty at Cape Newing-
ham, Alaska, a remote
base with onl

80 people

where he was the only
full-time cop. Then he
returned to Texas, this
time at Carswell AFB. By
the time he left this Stra-
tegic Air Command as-
signment six years later,
he had learned the repu-
tation as a person who
could do many jobs.

In 1980 he received
ordersto go to Europe. He
never made it. “The or-
ders were cancelled due
to a fluke,” he said. In-
stead he made it to the
Canadian border — al-
most — with orders for
Loring AFB, Maine. “This
was my hardest assign-
ment,” Taborrecalled. He
had signed in as section
supervisorinJuly and his
new unit of 400 SPs was
expectingamajor Depart-
ment of Defense inspec-
tion the following Decem-

ber. “We were not ex-
pected to pass,” he said,
“but we did. It took a lot of
hard work and long hours
by a lot of people, but we

exceeded everyone's ex-
pectations.”

By this time Tabor was
ready for a change in cli-
mate. He got it with an
assignment to the Pacific
Air Command’s SP staff
in Hawaii. “It was a great
assignment,” he said. “I
got to see a lot of the
Pacific.” His job required
alotoftraveling—maybe
too much. When the op-
portunity came for him to
come to Kelly in 1986, he
and his wife, Barbara,
whom he had met while
stationed at Lackland,
welcomed the change.

“I didn’t know what to
expect at Kelly,” Tabor
admitted. Kelly was dif-
ferent from all his previ-
ous assignments. “Else-
where my focus was nar-
rower,” he explained. “At
Kelly I have had to put to
use all my previous train-

ing.

“Kelly’s huge popula-
tion means a bigger law
enforcement mission,” he
continued. “We do a lot of

‘real police work’ — as

opposed tojust safeguard-
ing material assets.”
Tabor has enjoyed his
duty as 651st Security
Police Squadron superin-
tendent. “I liked getting
involved in all aspects of
police work,” he said. For
some aspects he was not
specifically trained. Dur-
ing Desert Storm, he got
involved in a proxy wed-
ding between an SP on
duty in Southwest Asia
and the SP’s wife-to-be.
“This was one of the high-
lights of my career,” said
Tabor. “Not every SP chief
gets to play such a role.”
Tabor has also found
time to become involved
in the Kelly Chiefs Group.
Top Three Association
and the NCO Club Advi-
sory Committee. “A chief
master sergeant ought to
provide leadership and a
positive role model and to
help people achieve their

goalsin the Air Force,” he
said.

Looking at retirement,
Tabor said he will remain
in San Antonio. My wife's
family lives here, we own
our home, and we have a
daughter in college,” he
explained. He plans to“go
back to work” eventually,
but has nothing lined up.

In any case, Tabor ex-
pectstostayin touch with
the many friends he has
made at Kelly. “I am leav-
ing formal duty,” he said,
“but I will never really
leave Kelly.”

AUSTIN — Lawmakers went
home carly for Thanksgiving last
week — leaving behind a disap-
pointed governor and disgrunticd
licutenant governor — after Housc
Republicans rejected a  proposcd
~ compromuse school finance bill.

Gov. Ann Richards and Lt. Gov.
_ Bob Bullock, their own “Fair Sharc
. Plan™ roadblocked by thc GOP
caucus, had asked Rcpublicans to
offcr their own plan.

Although cynicism abounds in
this special scssion, hopes rosc
bricfly when freshman Rep. Steve
Ogden, R-Bryan, stecred his bill
through commitice.

But after thc House Republican
Caucus abandoned the Ogden bill
as too cxpeasive, lawnuakers went
home, lcaving Ogden to finc-tunc
it over the holidays.

Nothing Accomplished

“For all practical purposcs,
there's no way we can accomplish
what we wanted. This scssion is
just as good as over,” said Rep.
Hugo Berlanga, D-Corpus Christi.

Dcemocrats, who hoped to re-
solve the issuc before more GOP
troops arrive in January for the reg-
ular scssion, blamed the failurc on
the Republicans.

Bullock blasted Housc Repub-
licans, saying thcy arc playing
hardball politics with the statc’s
schoolchildren and the statc's $14
billion education systcm.

“They get an ‘F' in Icadership
and an ‘F' on their plan,” said
Bullock, who presides over the
Senate.

Bullock said it was clcar to him
that somec Republicans camec to the
special scssion intent on “trying
10 cmbarrass Gov. Richards.” If
the session fails, Bullock said, “wc
ought to send the Republicans a bill
for $500,000 for wasting taxpaycr
moncy.

Governor’s Mistake?

Rep. Tom Craddick of Midland,
lcader of the S58-mcmber GOP
caucus, said Republicans arc not
trying to be spoilers. He said GOP
mcmbers choked on the Ogden
bill when they saw its $15 billion
price tag. He said the bill would
require about $1 billion in new
statc moncy — significantly morc
than the Democrat-backed plan.

Craddick said Richards was told
last spring that Republicans would
not support any bill until told
preciscly how funds would reach
cach school district.

& “Without an agrecment in-hand;
before the session, 1'd say it was a
wastc for the governor (o call the
session,” Craddick said.
Compromise Pussible
But Richards said the Scnate

Education Committee is expected
to take up a bill to deal with public
cducation spending this week.

She did not have specifics about
the new proposal, but Housc
Speaker Gib Lewis said Sen. Bill
Ratliff, R-Mount Plcasant, is ex-
pected to file a new bill on school
finance.
