Farmers Home Administra-
tion to buy new homes
during parts of 1976-77 have
been given additional time to
apply for compensation for
structural defects which may
have occurred in their
homes.

A provision of the Housing
and Community Develop-
ment Act of 1979 authorizes
those who received housing
loans between April 12, 1976
and October 12, 1977 to make
claims for construction
defects until October 12,
1980, said W.H. Pieratt,
State Director.

Since October 12, 1977,
Farmers Home, the rural
development service of the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture, has offered a program
of compensation for con-
struction defects to its
borrowers who purchase new
homes. Borrowers can file
claims for 18 months after
they purchase homes.

If defects are noted in an
FmHA-financed home, the
borrower first should contact
the builder or contractor who
issued the builder's warranty
to try to resolve the problem.

If problems cannot be
resolved with builders and
the defect ‘‘directly and sign-
ificantly reduces the useful
life or habitability of the
dwelling’’, borrowers should

basement, walls, floors,
framing or roof, or the heat-
ing system, water supply, or
sewage disposal system,"
Mr. Pieratt said.

Farmers Home has advised
its field offices to notify by
letter all borrowers who may
be eligible to file compensa-
tion claims during the
extended period. The letters
will inform borrowers how
and when they may apply
and explain the types of
defects covered.

“Up to $5 million is avail-
able nationwide for compen-
sation for structural defects
during fiscal year 1980,"" Mr.
Pieratt said. ‘‘However, the
number of complaints is
small. As of March 12, only
$220,064 had been expended
for 121 claims.” He added
that in fiscal year 1979, $1
million was allocated for the
national  program, but
$383,188 was paid for 229
claims.

The home ownership pro-
gram of Farmers Home is
conducted through 148
county offices serving every
rural county in Texas. The
Agency's housing program--
including home ownership,
rental housing, farm labor
housing, and site develop-
ment--is budgeted at
$152,375,000 for Texas
during fiscal year 1980.

Born in China in 1932 in a
tumultuous political environ-
ment, Nora Lam tells of her
1,500 mile journey on foot as
she and her family fled from
the Japanese occupation ar-
my. Her most terrifying ex-
perience was being tied to a
stake in 1955 to face a Com-
munist firing squad of seven
soldiers with rifles.

With her hands and legs
tied, her eyes blindfolded,
Nora prayed. Others told her
later that just as the soldiers
raised their guns to shoot,
there was a brilliant flash of
light. All Nora knows is that
not a single bullet touched
her body.

Held as a guarantor of
their return when her hus-
band and tiny daughter went
on a ‘‘visit”” to Hong Kong,
Nora underwent grueling
persecution and was forced
to do extremely hard labor
even though she was eight
and one-half months preg-
nant.

Eventually her steady
bombardment of letters to
Chou En Lai’s office, stating
and demanding her legal
rights, brought results. She
was exiled to Hong Kong
where she worked for
several years in the Social
Welfare Service to earn
passage for her family to the
United States.

Her story came to the at-
tention of the evangelical
leaders who introduced Nora
to national television au-
diences and encouraged her
to launch a ministry of her
own to the Chinese people.

Her crusades in the Orient
have been attended by
thousands of people.

Her radio and television
messages aired in Taiwan
are receiving overwhelming
response.

Nora Lam is a naturalized
citizen of the United States
and resides with her family
in San Jose, California,
which is also the head-
quarters for her ministry.

Everyone is invited to hear
this remarkable woman tell
about events in Communist
China during her one night
appearance in Abilene.

Effort Underway To Exempt
Small Royalty Owners

WASHINGTON, D.C—Con-
gressman Charles W. Sten-
holm announced today that a
major effort is now underway
in the Congress to exempt
small royalty owners from
the recently enacted windfall

profits tax.
Stenholm recently intro-
duced legislation which

would exempt the royalty
owner of up to 10-barrels-per
-day of royalty interest under
the windfall tax. The bill,
H.R. 7211, is similar to one
Congressman Keith
Sebelius, R-Kansas, intro-
duced about the same time.
Stenholm said that he and
Representative Sebelius
have decided to join forces in
an effort to improve the
chances of getting the legi-
slation through Congress.
While he expects passage to
be an uphill battle, Stenholm
said he believed many repre-
sentatives in the Congress
are beginning to realize the
need to deal with some of the
“inustices’’ of the windfall
profits tax.

‘I don’t believe that the

be penalized simply because
his land contains natural
resources, whether it be oil,
natural gas, or coal,'’ Sten-
holm said. ‘' This country was
founded on the strong belief
in the free enterprise system
and the right to private
ownership of property. The
windfall profits tax seriously
challenges this basic princi-
ple of America."

The Congressman went on
to point out that many small
royalty owners, faced with
today's high inflation, are
dependent upon their royalty
checks to help offset econo-
mic difficulties. This is
especially true of retired
persons, whose royalty
checks help supplement their
social security payments, he
said.

Tax Board

AUSTIN—The State
Property Tax Board (SPTB)
today reminded Texans of
their right to appear before
local boards of equalization
to appeal values assigned to
their property for ad valorem
tax purposes.

SPTB Executive Director
Kenneth Graeber noted that
“the right to appear before
the board of equalization is
the single most important
remedy available to tax-
payers regarding the value
placed on property.

He pointed out that each
local government which
collects property taxes must
have a board of equalization
(BOE) to hear taxpayer
appeals on values, and that
most BOEs meet in the
period ranging from May
until about mid-July.

Taxpayers who rendered
their property to the local
assessor must be notified of
the time and place of the
board of equalization meet-
ing the assessor raised the
value rendered.

Even those who did not
render still have the right to
appear before the BOE, but
persons in this category will
have to learn on their own
when the board will meet.

Graeber pointed out that
BOE meetings are open to

the public, and the time and
place must be posted in the
administration office of the
jurisdiction and with the
appropriate county clerk. A
city BOE, however, is not
required to file notice with
the county clerk.

The information is also
available from each local tax
office by phone; and, at |east
10 days before the board
meets, notices must also be
published in a local news-

paper.

Graeber said there are two
basic situations in which
taxpayers are entitled to
receive an adjustment in
their tax value:

If it exceeds local markel
values—If you can find and
submit to the BOE the kind
of evidence which indicates
that the value assigned to
your property is too high,
then you would be entitled tc
a reduction in its valuation.
