The first frost and hard
freeze of the winter occured
in Eastland this past week.
This could lead to prussic
acid poisoning in livestock
grazing certain pasture
grasses and forages.

Although many plants con-
tain the toxic material that
causes poisoning, those
causing the highest mortali-
ty in livestock when grazing
after they have been frozen
and wilted are Johnson and
Sudan grasses and sorghum
or hybrids of these.

The most dangerous time
as far as the grazing of these
plants is concerned is follow-
ing frost or freeze when the
plant material begins to wilt.
Livestock should not be
allowed access to the wilted
material until it has dried
completely. This usually
takes three or four days of
good sunlight.

As far as prussic acid
poisoning is concerned the
poison acts rapidly and can
kill animals within minutes.
In most acute cases, animals
become affected within 10-15
minutes after eating toxic
materials and can die in two
to three minutes. Symptoms
may include a brief period of
stimulation followed by

depression and paralysis.
Signs of colic may be pre-
sent. Stuper (loss of sen-
sibility), difficult breathing
and frequent convulsions
may result. Death is caused
by suffocation since oxygen
remains in the blood and is
not exchanged to the tissues.
This also causes the blood to
appear bright red.

To prevent prussic acid
poisoning in livestock, follow
these steps:

1. Allow plant material af-
fected by frost to dry
thoroughly before grazing.
This may require a week or
more of good sunlight.

2. Feed animals hay or
supplement before turning
them in on plants that may
contain prussic acid.
Animals that are not hungry
will not be affected as
seriously by toxic material
since their intake will be
limited.

3. Remove all animals
from the pasture if one in the
herd shows any signs of
poisoning.

4. Call veterinarian im-
mediately if an animal ap-
pears to be poisoned. An an-
tidote to treat affected
animals is highly efficient if
given early. This product is
avialalbe from
veterianarians.

5. Have suspect plant
material checked by the
Texas Veterianary Medical
Diagnostic Laboratories at
College Station or Amarillo.
Local veterinarians will be
happy to submit sample for
you.

The overall key to prevent
prussic acid poisoning in
livestock is to be aware of
plant materials that may
cause poisoning then keep
cattle from grazing such
plants until a safe period has
passed.

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YOU MAY have seen u,
but if ever an article
deserves to be reprinted,
this is it. It's from the Oc-
tober issue of The Pro-
gressive Farmer, written
by Boyd Kidwell, about a
town in Alabama with a
alot fewer assets than our
- towns have.

Roy Dennis of Cisco
shares this with us, and if
ever there was a time when
our towns need to be think-
ing *“Thumbs Up" this is
the time.

A united effort now could
provide a master plan in
progress which would
preclude some unpleasant
things that could be down

the road. ’

The article is titled “‘It's
‘Thumbs Up'’ in
Haleyville!"

You'll see that slogan on,
signs as you drive into
town. There'll probably be
a “Thumbs Up'' bumper
sticker on the car in front
of you. The slogan will be
on the cash registers in the
local restaurants, and all
the people in City Hall will
be wearing “Thumbs Up"
buttons.

The community’s at-
titude hasn't always been

so spirtted. A couple of
years ago, this Winston
County, Ala., town of 5,300
was about to pass away.

Haleyville's biggest
employer, Tidwell In-
dustries, a mobile home
builder, had laid off most
of its workers and entered
Chapter 11 bankruptcy.
The elementary
schoolhouse had burned.
Then Haleyville Textile
Mills, which employed 460
workers, closed.

“Thirty minutes before
the textile mill officially
notified us that it was clos-
ing, we went into high
gear,”” says Mayor Larry
Gilliland. ‘‘We started call-
ing other companies in that
line of manufacturing.

A few months later,
Bama Textiles, Inc.,
reoepened the mill. Now
Bama Textiles is one of
eight new industries
operating in the area.

““We were in a state of
shock when the old plant
closed,” says Don Haynes,
a shift leader at Bama Tex-
tiles. ““Haleyville’'s a good
place to live. I'm glad we
didn't have to leave."”

When the city represen-
tatives visit prospects,
they don't beat around the

bush. ‘‘We wuse two
criteria,”” says City Ad-
ministrator Jesse Miller.
‘“‘First, we want businesses
that are profitable. If they
can't make a profit, they
won't stay. And second,
we're after people whe
want to live here

The mayor and the city
administration counter any
talk about what the rural
community lacks.

There is no interstate
highway. But there is a
railroad line. There is no
river. But the Bear Creek
Reservior supplies clean
water. The county leads the
state in unemployment.
But it has a solid labor
force.

In February 1987, 22.8%
of the workers were
available. By the end of
June, the unemployment
rate had dropped to 12.7%.

Bids are being let for a
new school. Gilliland says
that it will be one of the
state's finest. The high
school football team and
the girls’ basketball team
made it to last year's state
finals. The track team was
the 1986 state champ.

*“Our cheerleaders even
made it to the national
championships,’”’ says the
mayor proudly.

“We couldn't have gone
to the regional and na-
tional championships
without the community's
support,’”’ says Beverly
Donaldson, sponsor of the
high school cheerlcaders.

“The squad raised $10,000
from fund-raising projects
to pay for the trips."

All of these positive
points are explained in a
glossy color brochure. The
town plunked down $8,000
for 500 of these brochures
Miller seunds the muailouts
to potential clients. If he
gets a response, he sends
the more detailed, expen-
sive brochure.

If a problem arises, the
city fathers tackle it. For

example, when
Haleyville's sewerage
system was reaching

capacity last year, the town
competed with several
others for a Tennessee
Valley Authority (TVA)
pilot sewerage project.
Now Haleyville has in-
creased its capacity with
the TVA sewerage system,

“TVA wante ' to test the
system, and several other
towns wanted the addi-
tional capacity,’”’ says
Miller. ‘‘But the mayor and
the city council convinced
TVA that they really
wanted to work with it,
This positive attitude,
more than any other factor,

got us the sewerage
system.”
When it comes to at-

titude, there aren’'t many
small towns playing in the
same league with
Haleyville. "Thumbs Up"
makes this an upbeat rural
community.

Hunting has been great in
IZastland County for the first
weekend of deer and turkey
season even though the
weather hasn’'t been that
favorable with winds and
rainstorms.

Local deer processors
reported about 157 deer had
been brought in for process-
iIng by Monday morning
after the season got under-
way last Saturday.

Rust Deer Plant on
Highway 80 between Cisco
and Eastland reported about
70 deer and six wild hogs had
been brought in along with
some wild turkeys for smok-
ing.

The deer were said to be
really good and fat with one
field dressing 146 pounds,
and some hunters said they
would go turkey hunting
after they got deer.

Rust’s biggest deer was an
eight point buck killed by
Allen Attebery of Waco on
the Mike Siebert Ranch. It
had 23's inch spread and
dressed 141 pounds.

Some Area Lakes To
Receive Veteran Broodfish

In years past, fish that
completed their work as
brooders on state hat-
cheries were quietly put
out to pasture in public
lakes.

While this probably
suited the fish just fine, it
did little for fishery
management since the
brooders could not be iden-
tified later

Now the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department's Hat-
cheries branch has launch-
eg‘a new program that will

Under the ‘'Veteran
Broodfish'® program,
brooders of five species
will be tagged when releas-
ed back into the wild. The
internal tags will have an
external streamer inscrib-

cd with ““Veteran
Brooder'', a broodfish
number and the depart-

ments toll free telephone
number, 1-800-792-1112.

Anglers catching these
fish encouraged to write
down the broodfish
number and release the
fish. Then by calling the
toll-free number the angler
will receive a history of the
fish's production record
and; a copy 'of -its
“*honorable discharge."

Bill Rutledge, hatcheries
chief, said the program will
focus attention on the catch
and release concept, and
also call attention to the
contribution the hatcheries
make to fishery manage-
ment in the state. ''The
department is implemen-
ting several programs that
promote catch and release
because we feel as fishing
pressure increases it will
be necessary to use larger
fish more than one time,"
Rutledge said. ‘‘Besides,
the department has a con-
siderable investment in
these fish because genetic
selection and hatchery
maintenance are costly."”

He added that the
Veteran brooders may be
more susceptible to being
caught after spending all
their lives on a hatchery.
““We would like to protect
as many of them as possi-
ble to give them ample op-
portunities to spawn,"’ said
Rutledge.

The first 1,000 Veteran
Broodfish (largemouth and
smallmouth bass, channel
and blue catfish and red
drum) will be released at
the following locations:
Lakes Coleman, Ray
Roberts, Fork, Meredith,
Medina (lake and river),
Possum Kingdom,
Greenbelt, Twinn Buttes,
Cisco, Town (Austin),
Ascarate, Casa Blanca, Liv-
ingston, Brownwood, Red
Bluff, Spence, Waco, White
Rock, H-4, H-5 and Dunlap.

Several red drum brood-

fish will be released in
Galveston, Matagorda,
Corpus Christi and Laguna
Madre bays. Brooders also
will be released into small
lakes at the following state
parks: Purtis Creek (not
yet open for visitation),

In
other words, if you lose
your right index finger at
the middle joint, it's worth
45 weeks of disability
payments whether you are
in Plano or Plainview,
Dallas or Dumas. (Most
people wouldn't sell their
index finger that cheaply.)

From the employee's
standpoint there is at least
the certainty that
employees can collect,
under the most serious cir-
cumstances, disability
payments for up to 401
weeks. (The amount per
week is figured on a for-

The real problem I have
is, when you start ‘“‘reform-
ing,"” who are you going to
penalize? Do you increase
benefits for employees
thereby raising premiums
for already financially em-
battled employers or do
you make a better deal for
employers thereby making
the theoretical index finger
worth less? While a rose by
any other name may truly
smell like a rose, reform by
any name does not
necessarily carry the con-
notation of something bet-
ter. Perhaps legislative ser-
vice has made me cynical
but I have come to the point
where I get highly nervous
when folks start talking
about ‘‘reform’' this and
“reform" that.

Since virtually everyone
of us is either an employee
or an employer, I am going
to suggest to you that this
is one problem that merits
your close scrutiny
regardless of your position.
Let's all see what “‘reform”’

refusal but I sure didn’t
have it in me to do it. Then
a Golden Deeder who also
liked the old timer said it
was too bad the mans son
couldn't give the informa-
tion. 1 was more pleased
than you can imagine. Cer-
tainly he could if he knew
and if he would.

Many people believed
that the owner of the farm
or ranch only could give the
information but the truth
is that a census of
agriculture has the soul
aim of counting the
number, types and specific
information about crops
and livestock. There may
be additional questions
about facilities but any
person who can give ac-
curate answers is equally
acceptable. Thus the last
refusal in my district was
resolved. Some refusals
were ornery in a different
vain. One after arguing
briefly began throwing
down anything that came
to mind until he said, ““The
stupid government puts
out absolutely ridiculous
information. Where do they
get that?"

Very casually I replied,
“From the sort of answers
you give on these forms."”
He stopped as if shocked
and began errasing and
changing some of his
answers.

Some people were a bit
nervous about answers
because they feared that
figures on how many head
of cattle they had would be

cross checked with the
number rendered for taxa-
tion (naturally lower) or
with the number they
claimed they had in order
to receive that drought
relief feed they recently
claimed (said numbers be-
ing somewhat inflated at
times). They failed to
realize that the vast
amounts of manpower
needed were not available.
Besides, the federal
government worries about
their own tax collections
and lets state and local en-
tities do likewise.

Consider if you will the
problem of ordering feed in
case of drought relief or
sudden blizzard in a given
area where government
might be called upon to
send in feed to rescue starv-
ing cattle. What if they had
not the slightest motion of
how many head needed be
provided for?

Toughest of all in a way
was a couple who objected
on religious grounds
because God had declared
that His people should not
be numbered but David did
take a census. It took a bit
of explaining that these
were not strictly God's peo-
ple being numbered, that
the punishment fell upon
the leadership who ordered
the numbering, and that we
are commanded to obey the
laws of the land.

Though I got the informa-
tion, I still felt uneasy
about pressuring anyone to
go against a firmly held
belief.

Medical Perspectives

PREVENTING THE FLU
Influenza season is upon us
once again, and it's time to
begin taking precautions.
The best treatment for ‘‘the
flu” is to prevent it — that is
to take the flu vaccine. The
people at greatest risk for
contracting the flu and suf-
fering complications,
hospitalization and possibly
death are the elderly and
those people with chronic

medical problems (heart,
lung, liver, kKidney disease,
diabetes, etc). Theretore,

everyone over 65 years of
age, all nursing home
residents and those with
chronic medical illnesses

should receive the vaccine.
Those who live with such
high-risk persons, medical
per onnel and children
receiving long-term aspirin
treatment should also have
the vaccine.

The month of November is
the best time to receive the
vaccine. Large out-breaks
do not usually occur before
December and reach a peak
in January or February.
Protection from the vaccine
begins about two weeks after
the injection and is generally
liought to last about six
inonths. Because of con-
tinual alterations in the flu
virus itself and loss of im-

Side effects of the vaccines
used today are usually minor
—local redness, and soreness
at the injection site, less
often fever, chills, malaise
and muscle aches for one or
two days. The vaccine
should not be given to those
who are allergic to eggs.

Typical influenza is
characterized by the abrupt
onset of fever, sore throat,
cough and headache, often
accompanied by generalized
musc'e aches and extreme
malaise. The cough and
malaise may last as long as 2
or 3 weeks. Rarely, it may
eventually result in
pneumonia, encephalitis or
other life-threatening com-
plications. Antibiotics are in-
effective against the flu
virus, but there is a drug

It can put an active person
out of commission for weeks.
If you are at high risk or just
don’t want to be hampered
with such an illness, attempt
to get the vaccine as soon as
possible. Should you actually
contract the illness, visit
your physician as early in
the illness as possible. There
is no cure, but treatment to
ease the symptoms is
available.

If God works through His
people, I sure didn’t find
Him in that place. I moved to
another church.”

This reminds me of Jesus’
command to His disciples
when the multitudes were
hungry. The 12 wanted to
send the masses to the
villages for food, but Jesus
said: **They do not need to go
away. You give them
something to eat.”” We have
here only five loaves of
bread and two fish, they
answered. "'Bring uiem here
to me,” he said ... taking the
five loaves and the two fish
... he gave thanks and broke
the loves. Then he gave them
to the disciples, and the
disciples gave them to the
people. They all ate and
were satisfied.... Matt.

School Lunch Program

For school officials to
determine eligibility,
households receiving food
stamps or AFDC must list
the child’s name, their food
stamp or AFDC case
number and the signature
and name of an adult
household member.
Households not receiving
food stamps or AFDC must
list names of all household
members; social security
numbers of all adult
household members or a
statement that the household
member does not possess
one; total household income
and the amount and source
of the income received by
each household member;
and the signature of an adult
household member certify-
ing that the information pro-
vided is correct.

Applications may be sub-
mitted at any time during
the year.

Under the provisions of the
free. and reduced price
policy, May officials will
review applications and
determine eligibility.
Parents or guardians
dissatisfied with the ruling of
the official may wish to
discuss the decision with the
determining official on an in-
formal basis. Parents
wishing to make a formal ap-
peal may make a request
either orally or in writing to
Don Rhodes, Box 38, May,
768571, 817-259-2131.

Households that list a food
stamp or AFDC case
number must report when

the household no longer
receives these benefits.
Other households aproved
for benefits are required to
report increases in
household income of over $50
per month or $600 per year
and decreases in household
size. Also, if a household
member becomes
unemployed or if the
household size increases the
household should contact the
school. Such changes may
make the children of the
household eligible for
benefits if the household’s
imcome falls at or below
levels shown above.

In certain cases foster
children are also eligible for
school meal benefits. If 2
household wishes to apply
for benefits for foster
children living wit them, the
household should contact the
school for more information.

The information provided
by the household is confiden-
tial and will be used only for
purposes of determining
eligibility nd verifying data.

In the operation of child
feeding programs ad-
ministered by the United
States Department of
Agriculture, no child will be
discriminated against
because of race, color, sex,
national origin, age or han-
dicap. If any member of a
household believes they have
been discriminated against,
they should write im-
mediately to the Secretary of
Agriculture, Washington,
D.C. 20250.
