Peanut Harvest
Needs Rainfall
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Peanut harvest has been underway the pas
few weeks for Spanish peanuts and florun-
ners that were planted before heavy spring
rainsinterfered with the planting season. The
peanuts in the field pictured have already
been threshed and some hay has been baled.

The earlier part of the year was unusually
wet, but the rains stopped before time for
harvest and most fields have really hard
ground and farmers would like to see rainfall
to facilitate digging. In the background pea-
nuts are being irrigated so they can be dug.

The plentiful rainfall brought other prob-
lems, making this year's growing cycle diffi-
cult for area farmers. Herbicides were washed
from fields and peanut fields have been pretty
weedy. Disease in the peanut plants brought
additional problems.

Because of these conditions, farmers gener-
ally expected poor results for their efferts.

Some were proven to be right, others have
harvested better crops than they expected,
with above average yields. The grades for
peanuts from the above field were labeled
"fair" by Mike Hardwick, who farms south of

Rising Star.

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TDHCA Receives Response To New
Home Improvement Loan Program

The Texas Department
of Housing and Commu-
nity Affairs (TDHCA) has
received an overwhelming
response toits new Home
Improvement Loan Pro-
gram.

If you catch a cold this
fall or winter, remember
to wash your hands a lot.

“Although most colds
are contracted by breath-

All of these
contests are offered at the
high school level and some
at the junior high level. In
addition, the League is
expandingits program for
elementary students.

« It seems musicians are
_ehdlessly crooning the
ballad of the open road; of
traveling alone on an
empty highway, following
those yellow, or white
lines to destinations un-
known.

“In Texas, those lines do
seem just about endless;
there are 76,640 miles of
them - the most center-
line miles of any state. In
addition to being a traffic
control device and an
important safety meas-
ure, those lines add the
finishing touch to the
roadway. After aroad has
been built, or repaired,
and sealed with a coat of
asphalt, those yellow and

white stripes serve as
permanent cosmetics
that, whether they’re in-
tended to or not, enhance
the appearance of the
road’s surface and call
attention to the quality of
the highway workman-
ship.

But, just like the paint
used to coat the walls of a
house, the paint used to
stripe the roads requires
some drying time, and
time is something there
isn’t a lot of on the busy
Texas highways. Because,
in addition to the thou-
sands of miles of roadway
stripes, there are
14,235,593 vehicles trav-
eling the roads of Texas.

If any one of those ve-
hicles were to pass over or
drive on the still damp
paint, the paint may be
picked up by the vehicle
tires. So, the Brownwood
District of the Texas
Department of Transpor-
tation is taking special
precautions to keep the
traveling public aware of
the state’s striping proce-
dures and to alert them to
the areas where the paint
is still fresh and should be
avoided.

Recently, new warning
signs were installed on the
department’s striping
equipment to call
motorist’s attention to the
exact location where
TxDOT crews are spray-
ing the fresh paint. The
large signs are orange and
black and read, “Wet

$17.00 Dealer As low as
Monthly 30¢ Monmly

Paint Stripe.” The arrows
on the sign pint to the
freshly-painted stripe to
discourage motorists from
traveling too close to the
wet paint before it has
dried sufficiently.

The striping truck that
distributes the paint onto
the roadway is equipped
with a lighted arrow that
directs motorists around
the painting procedures.
A smaller truck, which
follows 3/4 to one mile
behind the striping ve-
hicle is known as the
“shadow vehicle” and
bears the lighted arrow
as well as one of the new
warning signs on its rear.

Ton Newbern, district
maintenance engineer,
said, because of weather
conditions, road surface
condition and tempera-
ture and thickness of the
paint, the paint’s drying
time may vary. In the
cooler months the paint
may dry faster, but the
stripes generally dry in
about 15 minutes, he said.

“It is crucial that the
publicbe ware of our strip-
ing operationsbecause the
procedures are on ongo-

ing process,” Newbern
said.

Ermin A. Meyer, district
sign and striping super-
intendent, said the most
heavily traveled road-
ways, such as U.S. and
state highways, are
striped at least twice a
year. Farm to market
roads are striped once a
year, and heavily traveled
urban areas, such asinter-
sections, may be painted
as many as four to six
times a year, he said.

TxDOT has altered
many of its painting prac-
tices based on its environ-
mental awareness. In Fall
1993, a latex, rather than
a solvent-based paint will
be used.

Richard Walker, labo-
ratory supervisor, said the
new water-based paint is
a slower drying paint, but
does not contain hazard-
ous chemicals that could
evaporate into the atmos-
phere.

Also,inheavily traveled
areas, crews are using a
reflective tape instead of
paint to mark the road-
ways.

Editorial
'Arts' Is Big Business

What can you buy for 19 cents? You can’t get a lottery
ticket, a newspaper, a pack of gum, or even a candybar.
It won’t cover a cup of coffee, or even a cup of ice water
at the local Little League Park (25 cents). So, it’s not too
surprising that 19 cents won’t buy much Shakespeare,
Puccini, Cather, Tharp, or Rothko.

But here in Texas, 19 cents is what the state spends
per person on the arts. That puts us 65 cents below the
national average, $8.45 behind the biggest spender,
Hawaii, and dead last of the 59 U.S. states and territo-
ries. (We kicked Mississippi out of the cellar this year).

People who don’t understand the critical connection
between a strong arts program and a thriving economy
might react to this statistic with indifference, or even
approval. They may even think that 19 cents is too
much. I'd like to suggest that if you don't find it too
little, you should.

It’s no news to anyone that these are tough economic
times. People everywhere feel the pinch of not enough
money for basic needs and basic services. It’s hard to
imagine spending money on something as frivolous as
the arts, when roads need fixing, schools need text-
books, people are suffering for want of jobs, food, and
shelter, taxpayers are overstrained, and governments
are in the red. But the arts are neither frivolous nor a
luxury. Art is a major industry, contributing nearly a
billion dollars a year to the economy of our state. The
question is not can Texas afford to spend money on the
arts, but rather, can Texas afford to ignore them.

Recently, the San Antonio Museum of Art hosted an
exhibit entitled “Mexico, Splendors of Thirty Centu-
ries.” Wildly successful, exceeding the museum’s most
optimistic projections, the exhibit attracted over 265,000
visitors. Ofthese, 131,000 were from out-of-town, nearly
halfof those citing the exhibit as the primary reason for
their visit. While in town, these visitors spent an
average of $626 per person on everything from hotel
rooms to bus rides to hot dogs, for a total of $82 million.
From this, state and local government collected a total
of $8.2 million dollars in taxes!

This example is dramatic, but not extraordinary. It
may surprise you that since 1985, people have been
spending more money on the arts than on sports. The
arts have a huge economic impact in Texas, directly
employing 60,000 people, and generating $900,000 in
income. The indirect economic benefits (the chain reac-
~ tion of growth caused by increased demands for goods
and services, and increased spendable income) has
been estimated at close to $4 billion.

The arts doesn’t stop with dollars and cents. People
benefit from art. By its very nature, art encourages
innovation and inspiration. The arts make people feel,
think, and grow. They are a source of civic pride and
motivate people to get involved in their communities.

The mutually beneficial relationship between
art ‘and education is well known, though often
ignored at numbers-crunching time in the Leg-

islature. The arts often succeed where tutoring, after-
school programs, and disciplinary measures fail, by
drawing on students’ creativity and interest to help
them achieve academic success.

One art miracle is taking place right now in the small
school district of Waelder, a town of about 950 in
Gonzales County in Central Texas. Not long ago, only
44 percent of the fifth graders, and 14 percent of the
seventh graders were passing. Using start-up funds
from a small state grant, the schools brought the arts
into the curriculum, with the help of two artists-in-
residence, parents, and community volunteers. Now
students dance and do multiplication tables, read aloud
to rhythms and beats, and learn about centrifugal
forces from a potter’s wheel. The results have been
astounding;justafew months after the program started,
98 percentage of fifth graders and 55 percentage of
seventh graders were passing. All over the state, thou-
sands of arts programs like the ones at Waelder and at

. the San Antonio Museum touch the lives of millions of
Texans.

If the arts are such an economic success, and are
already making a great positive difference in the qual-
ity of life in Texas, where’s the problem? More and more
people are becoming aware of the benefits of the arts,
but few remember these benefits when it comes time to
spend money from the public coffers. Everyone, includ-
ing the Legislature, is all too willing to let the private
sector pick up the tab.

And why not? The private sector has done a phe-
nomenal job in Texas, giving more than $16 million to
non-profit arts organizations in 1991, over 91 percent
of all contributions. This doesn’t even include in-kind
donations: equipment, supplies, and thousands of hours
of volunteer time, labor and expertise committed by
businesses, private foundations, and individuals. De-
spite this incredible show of support, school arts pro-
grams are cut, small theaters close their doors, major
traveling exhibitions bypass Texas museums, and
symphonies trim their schedules. Why? Simply be-
cause arts organizations in Texas lack consistent state
funding.

Although for most arts organizations, state funding
represents only a small fraction of the budget it is an
essential piece of the puzzle. Businesses, private foun-
dations and individuals look to the state for leadership
when supporting the arts. Incentive programs like
matching grants (the state gives a specific amount,
usually 30 cents to one dollar for every dollar the
organization can raise on its own), often play a big role
in arts organizations’ fundraising plans. The state con-
ducts site visits, and reviews performances, things that
businesses and individuals have neither the time nor
theresources to do themselves. State funding, like non-
profit status, is a stamp of approval that lends legiti-
macy to an arts program. Some in the Legislature have
suggested giving “approval stamps” but no funding.
This is a little like having a business partner who
wants to cheerlead without puttingup any money; high
praise pales next to a dollar on the line.

State leadership extends beyond program certifica-
tion to program scope. The state is simply in the best
position to foster the arts throughout all of Texas, in
venues where the arts are currently thriving, as well as
in educational and small rural programs where pres-

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ent return is low, but future dividends high. Arts have
a significant impact on the quality of life today, but
they alsobuild toward the future by fostering tomorrow’s
creators, innovators, and audiences. If we believe that
the best talent of Texas is bred only in Houston, Dailas,
San Antonio and other urban centers, then we can af-
ford to let these small arts programs dwindle. This
would be similar to canceling football programs in all
but the biggest cities. After all, that’s where the major-
ity of youngsters play, and where the lion’s share of

‘revenue is generated.

Perhaps the arts are just too controversial. Since the
flap in Washington over the National Endowment for
the Arts, many people have voiced the opinion that gov-
ernment doesn’t belongin the art business. Buying this
line of reasoning is like saying that the government
shouldn’t invest in roads, or sewers or parklands,
because it's pushed through some unpopular projects.
(Only 25 of the over 90,000 grants made by the NEA
have caused any controversy). It's easy to jump on a
bandwagon, but takes a little more time to examine all
the facts about spending on the arts in Texas.

Arts funding is not a big “pork barrel” full of money.
In 1991, Texas spent only $3.3 million; less than half
the tax revenue generated by the San Antonio exhibit
alone. State money has gone to places like Waxahachie
to bring in the Ft. Worth Symphony Orchestra, and
Bryan, to provide bus transportation to a children’s
concert, and Post, to help rejuvenate an abandoned
theater, and Kilgore, to support the Texas Shakespeare
Festival.

Since itsinception in 1965, the Texas Commission on
the Arts has fostered the arts in Texas, with the
gratifying result of a flowering of arts activities in the
state. But since 1985, the state’s commitment has been
weakening yearly (down 30 percent by 1991), with the
result that in 1991, TCA would only be able to award
grants to 18.7 percent of applicants. Although the
number of funding applications have doubled in 1992,
TCA faces yet another cut. The effect of this funding
strangulation is to gradually force small and less prof-
itable organizations under, and to make larger, more
established organizations cut back on programs and
services. If things are left as they are, organizations
that have been scrambling to find new sources of
income will eventually succumb, gutting the arts in
Texas.

Under the current system, the arts organizations are
at the mercy of the biannual budget wrangle in the
state Legislature. Not knowing whether operating funds
willbe available, museums, symphonies, operas, dance
companies, theaters and schools have no way to make
long-range plans, making a tough business even
tougher.

Duringthe 73rd legislative session, a proposal will be
under consideration to establish a cultural trust for
Texas, as a way of ensuring a stable, growing fund for
arts activities. Similar to trusts already established for
highways and higher education, $200 million in princi-
pal would be built up over four years, through the
dedication of a portion of state tax, such as the tobacco
tax. After the four years are up, the TCA would be
funded exclusively through interest from the trust.

Texas needs the arts, and the arts need Texas. A trust
provides a proven, stable guarantee of the survival and
growth of one of the state’s most valuable resources. If
we are too shortsighted to invest in this resource, it
may just go the way of the 19-cent cup of coffee.
