Rain, Freeze Slows
the Peanut Harvest

Continuing rains and
the early freeze are hav-
ing their adverse effects
on this year's peanut
harvest according to
David W. Martin, County
Executive Director of the
Eastland County ASCS
Office. "The freeze, which
occurred about two weeks
earlier than normal, is
causing many loads of
peanuts to grade segrega-
tion 2," Martin said. Rec-
ords transmitted to the
Eastland County ASCS
office reflect 141 loads of
peanuts in the county
have graded segregation
2 due to freeze. Good
quality peanuts grade
segregation 1and one half
of one percent freeze
damage is sufficient for
peanutstobe classified as
segregation 2. Peanuts
that grade segregation 2
mustbe sold as additional
loan peanuts which bring
areturn of about a fourth
of the return on good
peanuts.

Martin continued, "The
overall grading system is

an effort toallow only good
quality peanuts to end up
in the food trade, but the
results can be devastat-
ing for individual produc-
ers."

Rain has kept many
farmers out of wet fields.
"The time factorisbecom-
ingincreasingly critical as
stems on dead peanut
vines deteriorate. Esti-
mates are that from 10 to
15 days after a killing
freeze, peanut vines be-
gin to deteriorate to the
point that substantial
losses can occur by not
having sufficient vine left
to carry the peanut
through the combine,”
Martin added.

Martin estimated that
the harvest was 65 per-
centcomplete and records
at his office reflect 2,941
loads of peanuts weigh-
ing over 26 million pounds
have been sold. "Records
frompeanutbuyingpoints
to ASCS offices usually
lag about a week behind, "
Martin concluded.

Crime of the Month

The Rising Star ISD
water system has col-
lected two water samples
during the month of No-
vember, from the elemen-
tary campus and cafete-
ria, that contained coli-
form bacteria. Samples
from the high school did
not contain coliform bac-
teria. The Rising Star ISD
water system is required
to submit a minimum of
one water sample each
month for bacteriological
analysis. Samples taken
in Apriland October, 1991
did not contain coliform
bacteria. Samples were
not taken during Septem-
ber. Because of the results
of the November analysis
the Rising Star ISD has
switched from campus
well water system to the
City of Rising Star water
system until appropriate

mechanical chlorination
equipment be installed to
provide continuous disin-
fection of all water.

The Texas Department
of Health sets drinking
water standards in Texas
and has determined that
the presence of total coli-
forms is a possible health
concern. Total coliforms
are common in the envi-
ronment and are gener-
ally not harmful them-

Reburied At Eastland Cemetery

On . Thursday, Septem-
ber 26, 1991, William
Andrew Elliott and Althea
Castleberry Elliott were
reinterred at Eastland
Cemetery. They were
moved here from Cedar
Hill Cemetery in Abilene
at the wishes of their
daughter, Alyne Castle-
berry Elliott. Dr. Vaughn
Baker of Eastland’s First
United Methodist Church
officiated. He noted that
this was a remarkable
“homecoming” for these
pioneer Eastland family
members. “‘He also men-
tioned the Biblical prece-
dent in Exodus 13:19
when the bones of Joseph
were taken from Egyptby
Moses and the children of
Israel to be reburied in
the Promised Land.

While doing extensive
research for her stories in
the Eastland County His-
tory Book, Alyne discov-
ered that the Eastland
burial site of her Castle-
berry grandparents was
an entire family plot, of
which any family records
had been lost. This dis-
covery sparked her desire
to move her parents here
to be near the many rela-
tivesand early day friends
already buried here. The
headstones arrived from
Abilene on November 14,
1991. Additional histori-
cal and genealogical in-
formation will be added
to the Castleberry-Elliott
plot marker soon.

Make Safe Holiday

Texans can enjoy Gulf
oysters and other shell-
fish this holiday season,
thankstoa recent finding
that thestate'sregulatory
program complies with
federal rules to assure
that Texas shellfish are
safe to eat.

Last month, the U.S.
Food and Drug Admini-
stration (FDA) evaluated
the state shellfish pro-
gram and found it to be in
conformance with the
National Shellfish Sani-
tation Program. The find-
ing followed a legal en-
tanglement caused when
a Calhoun County judge
ruled unconstitutional
two statutes under which
the Texas Department of
Health (TDH) and the
Texas Parks and Wildlife

& Department (PWD) regu-

E latethe sanitation of shell-

£ fish. The statutes remain
in effect, pending the
state’s appeal.

These state laws au-
thorize TDH to ban fish-
ing and shellfishing in
contaminated waters and
authorize PWD to ticket
‘or arrest violators. The
object of the statutes is to
protect consumers by
keeping contaminated
fish and shellfish off the
market.

FDA’s finding also
means that Texas shell-
: fish maybe shipped toand
sold in other states.

According to an FDA
- official, Texas operates
. one of the best shellfish

; regulatory programs in

. thenation. However, state
health officials continue
to advise anyone with an
underlyingillness against
eating raw seafood from
any source. Healthy per-
sons may choose to eat
raw shellfish but should
reCognize the risk of ill-
ness associated with con-
suming any raw food.
Proper cooking destroys
microorganisms that
could cause serious ill-
ness.

Cooking Rules Ensure
Safer Holiday Turkey

State health officials
warn that improperly
thawed turkeys and care-
less food storage are two
dangerous mistakes cooks
should avoid during the
holiday season.

Each year during the
Thanksgivingand Christ-
masholidays, several food
poisoningoutbreaksoccur
in Texas. Theyusuallycan
be traced to turkey spoil-
age.

Barbara Keir, director
of the Public Health Nu-
trition program at the
Texas Department of
Health (TDH), said that
turkey should be thawed
in the refrigerator, or
under running water (at
70 degrees or below).

“One common mistake
is thawing the turkey at
room temperature, which
allows the surfacetowarm
beforethe inside meatcan
thaw.Thatallowsdanger-

ous bacteria to reproduce
and cause food poisoning,”
Keir said.

She added that thaw-
ingin a microwave ovenis
safe onlyifthe food will be
immediately cooked. Af-
ter thawing, the turkey
should be rinsed thor-
oughly and dried, inside
and out.

Leftover meat should be
cut off the bone and re-
frigerated. A safety rule
istofreeze any portionsto
be kept beyond two days
of refrigeration. Stuffing
should be stored sepa-
rately.

Keir suggested the fol-
lowing hints for ensuring
against salmonella poi-
soning, perhaps the most
common form of food poi-
soning in the home.

* Prepare turkey stuff-
ing immediately before
cooking. Dry ingredients
can be mixed in advance,

are just a few. One of the
group’s favorite tunes,
“From the Rising of the
Sun,” has been placed on
the tape. Perhaps the
most unique song is a
medley of “Jesus Is the
Answer/My Only Hope is
You” that features the
youth choir of the First
Baptist Church of Bangs,
Texas and their sponsors
singing the background
vocals.

The members of under
construction feel that they
have a special ministry
thathasbeen builtby God.
Danny, Leesa, and Stacy
say that they enjoy sing-
ing where they can inter-
act with the audience. “I
love relating to a church

congregation or youth
group,” said Stephens. “I
don't feel that God has
given me an overly fan-
tastic singing voice. I do
think, however, that He
has blessed me with the
ability to motivate people
and that is my job when
we sing.” Walker says,
“God has a purpose for all
people, but to surrender
your life to that purpose is
a special experience.” He
added, “To take three
unique people and blend
them together in a minis-
try is only done through
God’s power.” Lewis
states, “In this day and
age, I believe that con-
temporary worship is a
must. I believe that this
group of Spirit-led people
can stand and deliver.”
The group takes their
name from a concept
embodied in Philippians
2:13. The versereads, “For
itis God who is at work in
you, both to will and to
work for His good pleas-
ure”. According tothe trio,
since God is at work in
their lives and their min-
istry, they are being built
by Him.

selves. The presence of
these bacteria in drink-
ing water, however, gen-
erallyis aresult of a prob-
lem with water treatment
or the pipes which dis-
tribute the water, and
indicates that the water
may be contaminated
with organisms which can
cause disease. Disease
symptoms may include
diarrhea, cramps, nausea
and possiblyjaundice and
any associated headaches
and fatigue. These symp-
toms, however, are not
just associated with dis-
ease-causingorganismsin
drinking water, but also
may be caused by a num-
ber of factors other than
yourdrinking water. This
department has set an
enforceable drinking
water standards for total
coliforms to reduce the
risk of these adverse
health effects. Under this
standard, no more than
5.0 percent of the samples
collected during a month
can contain these bacte-
ria, except that systems
collecting fewer than 40
samples/month thathave
one total coliform-positive
sample per month are not
violating the standard.
Drinking water which
meets this standard is
usually not associated
with a health risk from
disease-causing bacteria
and should be considered
safe.

Note: The water
samples taken from the
elementary campus and
cafeteria on November 21
was tested on November
22 and the bacteria coli-
form organism was_not
found.

Fishing Outdoors

“No man’s life is so

Thirteen of the almost
700 people who called
Operation Game Thief
about game violations
during the past six
months will receive a to-
tal of $1,575 in rewards
from the OGT committee.
In the future, though,
those totals might in-
crease.

The committee met Nov.
6 at Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department
headquarters to admini-
ster the fund and approve
reward payments for the
six months ending Sept.
30. This is the 10th anni-
versary of the program.

Members of the nine-
member committee voted
to increase reward pay-
ments in the future, all of
which come from private
funds, said Capt. Steve
Pritchett, OGT coordina-
tor. Thedepartmentisau-
thorized to approve and
pay a maximum of $300
toa callerduring the year
but the committee may
vote to substantially in-
crease the reward during
the semiannual meetings.

During the previous six
months the OGT hotline
(1-800-792-GAME) re-
ceived 683 calls reporting
game and fish law viola-
tions. Fifty-nine of those
calls resulted in the ap-
prehension of 155 viola-
tors against whom 312
cases were filed. Court
assessed fines totaled in
excess of $35,000.

Through 10 years of the
program, the hotline has
received 12,055 calls with
1,125 of those resultingin
arrests. Game wardens
apprehended 2,366 viola-
tors and filed 4,667 cases
during the decade. Since

the programbegan, viola-
tors have been assessed

$646,568.22 in fines and
536 callers have been au-
thorized $87,130 in re-
wards by the Operation
Game Thief Committee.

Pritchett said 35-40
percent of callers request
a reward. However, in
calls that resulted in an
arrest, only 30 percent re-
quest a reward.

OGT is funded entirely
by tax-deductible contri-
butions from private
sources, such as
sportsman’s groups, cor-
porations and concerned
individuals. Pritchett said
the reward payments are
being increased by the
committee to promote par-
ticipationin the prgoram,
butanincreaseinrewards
also means that more
money is needed in the
OGT Fund to pay for those
rewards.

“The success of Opera-
tion Game Thiefand other
law enforcement pro-
grams has not totally
eliminated exploitation of
wildlife resources. Those
illegal activities continue
to threat fish and wild-
life,” he said. “Operation
Game Thief’s goal is to
establish communications
between concerned indi-
viduals and game war-
dens so that people who
flagrantly violate the
game and fish laws are
apprehended.

“Adequate private fund-
ing is required for it to
reach maximum poten-
tial,” Pritchett said. “More
susbstantial rewards for
persons with information
leading to a conviction of
flagrantgame andfishlaw
violators are the key to
enhanced success of the
program.”

Violations of game and
fish laws may be reported
by calling 1-800-792-
GAME at any time dur-
ing the day or night and
year round. Callers may
remain anonymous.
Codes are provided to
anonymous callers and
used for later confirma-
tion of identity for consid-
eration of reward pay-
ments.

Raena Wharton, a San
Saba County resident who
called law enforcement of-
ficials about a whooping
crane being shot, was
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rewarded by officials with
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service and the Texas

Parks and Wildlife De- _

partment today during
the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Commission meeting,

State and federal offi-
cials agreed that there
probably would never
have been a case had it
not been for Wharton’s
quick actions.

Wharton, an English
teacher at San Saba High
School, received a $7,500
cash reward from the
USFWS and a apprecia-
tive plaque from the
TPWD. This is the first
time the USFWS has re-
warded someone for re-
porting the death of a
whooping crane, an en-
dangered species.

The whooping crane
was shot by Billy Dale
Inman of Marble Falls
during a fishing trip April
15 along the Colorado
River in Lampasas
County. He pleaded guilty
in August to shooting the
bird. Curtis Collier Say-
ers, also of Marble Falls,

pleaded guilty to aiding

and abettingin the crime.

Wharton said she was
outside her home admir-
ing the birds flying over
her property. Then she
heard a shot. “When I
heard the shot I was in
shock,” she said. “I
watched this one particu-
lar bird go down. I heard
some shouts and went in-
side to call the game war-
den. I couldn’t believe
someone could shoot any-
thing so beautiful.”

Wharton saddled her
horse and rode it to the
Colorado Riverto keep an
eye onthe men. When they
left, she rode back to the
house and called the game
warden again,

The bird was recovered
from where the men had
buried it near the river. It
had been shot in the neck
with a 12-gauge shotgun.
The bird was one of five
