Living With Risk In Agriculture 
Thursday, October 15, 1981 

• 

College Station--
When it comes to risk 
and 	uncertainty, 
farmers should be at 
the head of the line. 

"Managing 	a 
modern farm opertion 
in today's complex and 
risky world is no easy 
task," says Dr. James 
Ahrenholz, economist 
with the Texas A & M 
University System. 
"Farmers face ever-
changing conditions in 
the weather, market 
place and their total 
environment that 
make their business a 
gamble." 

While farmers have 
always had to cope 
with various degrees 
or levels of risk, it's 
important for them to 
have 	a 	better 
understanding of the 
different sources of 
risk in the decision-
making process, notes 
Ahrenholz. 

He presents these 
major sources of 
agricultural risk as 
identified by Gene 
Nelson, Oregon State 
University, and Ted 
Nelson, Oklahoma 
State University, in a 
special Extension Ser-
vice, U.S.Department 
of Agriculture report: 
—Production and yield 
risk: Yields and pro-
duction can vary 
greatly due to weather, 
diseases, insects, 
varieties, machinery, 
timing of practices and 
related factors.  

--Market and price 
risk: Prices paid for 
production inputs and 
received for farm pro-
ducts are affected by 
supply and demand 
conditions, trends, 
speculations, govern- 
ment programs, com- 
modity 	cycles, 
seasonal variation and 
consumer demand. 
—business and finan-
cial risk: Increased 
use of borrowed 
capital and larger 
capital 'investments 
have increased finan-
cial risk and put more 
pressure on maintain- 
ing an adequate cash 
flow. 
—Technology and ob-
solesence risk: Rapid 
development of new 
technology can make 
current production 
methods obsolete 
shortly after important 
investments are made. 
Thus there is a risk in 
adopting 	new 
technologies too late as 
well as too soon. 
—Casualty loss risk: 
Loss of assets due to 
fire, weather, and theft 
can be devastating, 
especially in infla-
tionary times. 
—Social and legal risk: 
Agriculture is subject 
to changing social at-
titudes that affect 
governmental laws 
and regulations deal-
ing with such areas as 
environmental protec-
tion, use of certain 
chemicals, and land 
use planning. 

—Human risk: Farm-
ing is a hazardous oc-
cupation, and ac-
cidents and health pro-
blems can be critical to 
the survival of the 
operation, particularly 
during crucial produc-
tion periods. Dishones-
ty and undependability 
of business associates 
also can determine an 
efficient operation. 

"The key to coping 
with thc uncertainties 
of agriculture is the 
risk-taking attitude of 
the farmer himself—
how he views risk," 
contends Ahrenholz. 
"If a farmer is to be 
happy with his deci-
sions, he needs to 
make them so as to be 
consistent with his at-
titudes regarding 
risk." 

Risk-taking attitudes 
mainly result from far-
ming goals and objec-
tives, financial ability 
to assume the risk in-
volved, and size of the 
possible gains or losses 
involved in the deci-
sion. 

There are risk 
takers, risk avoiders 
and risk neutral 
farmers, notes the 
economist. All have 
their own management 
style and all can be 
successful. The main 
point is that a farmer 
needs to consider his 
attitude about taking 
risk since it will in-
fluence his decisions 
and give him a better 
feeling about them. 

Moving Is Learning 
Everything babies 

do teaches them 
something about 
themselves and the 
world. Moving is no ex-
ception. 

Growing Child, the 
monthly child develop- 
nient 	newsletter, 
reports that as soon as 
a baby is born he ex-
pereinces the pull of 
gravity. 

His body, head, 
arms, and legs now 
have weight and he 
must learn to live in a 
world 	where 
everything he does is 
affected by his weight 
and the weight of the 
objects he handles. 

To learn to live with 
gravity, a baby begins 
moving his arms and 
legs. His head weighs 
about one-fourth as 
much as his whole 
body, and that's why 
he doesn't move it too 
much at first. 

The early fist clen-
ching, arm waving and 
leg kicking a baby does 
are mostly reflex 
responses to hunger or 
discomfort. When he 
has been fed he usually 
goes back to sleep. But 
there are a few periods 
each day that the very 
young baby spends in 
just moving. 

As a baby develops 
from week to week, 
these moving periods 
become longer and the 
movements become 
stronger and more fre-
quent. The kicks and 
waves may seem 
aimless, but the baby 
is busy learning how  

his legs feel when he 
kicks, when he stiffens 
them, when he stret-
ches. 

He learns how his 
arms feel as they 
change position. He 
learns that when he 
moves against gravity 
he most work harder 
than when he moves 
with it. He begins to 
learn that there is a 
difference between 
himself and everything 
else in the world that is 
not himself. 

As baby kicks and 
waves, a constant 
stream of sensations is 
fed back into his brain 
from his muscles, 
joints, tendons and 
skin. These are sorted 
out, matched with 
similar sensations, and 
filed. This is the basis 
for the building of coor-
dinated skills like 
reaching, grasping, 
crawling, creeping, 
walking and running. 

Exercise periods are 
good for a baby. Dress 
him in loose clothing or 
just a diaper and give 
him freedom to move. 
Gentle roughhousing 
will encourage avtivi-
ty. 

Roll him gently from 
side to side. Gently 
hold one foot, and then 
the other, then both 
feet so he must pull or 
push to free himself. 
Resist him gently, but 
don't frustrate him. 
Talk to him all the 
while and make a hap-
py game of it. 

Moving is learning 
for a baby. Not only  

does he learn from the 
movement itself, but 
he learns that when he 
moves purposefully, he 
can make something 
happen. This is a giant 
step toward gaining 
confidence in his abili-
ty to change.

Individuals also were 
granted a reduction in 
marginal rates under the 
new legislation. A total 
reduction of 25 percent will 
be spread over a three year 
period-5 percent starting 
October 1, 1981; 10 percent 
starting July 1, 1982; and 10 
percent beginning July 1, 
1983. The so-called marriage 
penalty tax also has been 
altered. 

Beginning with the 1985 
tax year, marginal tax 
brackets will be established 
to prevent inflation from 
pushing persons into higher 
brackets with no increase in 
"real" income. This should 
help the situation that most 
wage earners now face—
paying a larger tax burden 
while seeing a decrease in 
spendable dollars, notes Ed-
wards.

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OTHER CHANGES 
Many other tax provisions 

have been liberalized under 
the 1981 tax legislation adds 
the economist. These include 
individual retirement and 
Keough plans, estate and gift 
taxes, new employee credits, 
extension of carryover 
periods for operating losses 
and tax credits, and treat-
ment of capital gains. 

Looking at the current tax 
year and the changes that 
have been initiated, Ed-
wards suggests including as 
many expenses as possible 
in 1981 since income will be 
taxed at a higher rate.

College Station—New tax 
laws give individuals and 
businesses a chance to cut 
their 1981 taxes—but not 
without careful planning. 

Recently 	signed 
legislation—the Economic 
Recovery Act of 1981—makes 
sweeping changes in many 
federal tax laws, points out 
Dr. Richard Edwards, 
economist with the Texas A 
& M University System. 

Changes in asset deprecia-
tion, investment tax credit, 
leasing, inventory methods 
and tax rates can all help 
reduce the tax bite of 1981, 
particularly as they relate to 
agribusiness. 

DEPRECIATION 
Depreciation of business 

assests is the most signifi-
cant of the changes, belives 
Edwards. Previously a com-
plex matter dictated by IRS 
guidelines, the depreciation 
process has been simplified 
through, the Accelerated 
Cost Recovery System 
(ACRS). ACRS recognizes 
the difference between the 
economic and usable lives of 
equipment, and most impor-
tant, allows businesses to 
recover a portion of their 
equipment costs over a uch more realistic time 

riot 
Classes of depreciable 

assets have been reduced to 
three-15 year, 5 year, and 3 
year, 	explains 	the 
economist. Most light trucks 
and cars fall into the 3 year 
class; fixtures and equip-
ment, the 5 year group; and 
buildings, the 15 year class. 
Additionally, the deprecia-
tion method is accelerated 
and changes gradually over 
the next five years. 

The new depreciation 
table is so structured that 
December purchases 
receive the full tax write-off, 
thus allowing more flexibili-
ty in year-end tax planning. 

An alternative to ACRS 
allows 	straight-line 
depreciation for periods 
equal to or longer than the 
life of the property class the 
equipment would be in if 
ACRS was elected, noted Ed-
wards. 
INVESTMENT TAX 

CREDIT 
New tax laws also have 

simplified and liberalized in-
vestment tax credit. The 
time that eligible property 
must be held to get the full 10 
percent tax credit has been 

Remodeling of old 
facilities also provides in-
creased tax incentives. In-
vestment tax credit in-
creases to 15 percent for 
structures 30 to 39 years and 
to 20 percent for those at 
least 40 years old. 

LEASING 
In the past several restric-

tions were placed on the 
ability of leasing agents to 
show transactions as leases 
rather than conditional 
sales. Those restrictions 
have now been removed, 
says the economist, to 
simplify leasing. 

INVENTORY SYSTEM 
Another cost-saving 

device included in the new 
tax laws deals with adopting 
a LIFO (last in, first out) in-
ventory system. This 
method of inventory accoun-
ting is generally perferred in 
times of inflation because it 
reduces tax liability, ex-
plains Edwards. But in the 
past it has been based on 
complex indexes. New tax 
legislation allows the 
Secretary of the Treasury to 
establish suitable indexes as 
the basis for inventory 
valuation. This should be 
especially helpful for small 
businesses. The changes also 
will allow a business to 
spread out the • added tax 
liability associated with the 
first year of LIFO accoun-
ting over three years. 

TAX RATE REDUCTION 
Reduction in marginal tax 

rates for small businesses 
also should benefit 
agribusinesses, believes the 
economist. Starting in' 1982, 
the marginal rate on income 
under $25,000 will drop from 
17 to 16 percent, with an ad-
ditional drop to 15 percent 
the following year. For those

THE 	LAMB 
BECOMES A LION: 
One of the unique 

things about the Bible 
is that it speaks with 
the same matter-of-
fact tone about things 
which man has never 
seen as it does about 
the common, everyday 
things of life. The Book 
of Revelation talks 
with unwavering 
assurance about the 
magnificent residence 
for believers in 
Heaven. It also 
describes with authori-
ty the events that will 
scourge the earth for 
seven years after 
believers are taken to 
Heaven. These seven 
years will be the most 
fateful in all human 
history. They are "the 
countdown," because 
at the termination of 
this period Jesus will 
return to earth as a 
cataclysmic personal 
appearance 	to 
establish the Kindgom 
of God on earth. Dur-
ing this seven-year 
period known as "the 
Tribulation" the 
human race will 
witness the most terri-
ble judgment ever to 
fall on God's creation. 
Chapters 6 through 19 
of 	Revelations 
describe in detail the 
unprecedented horrors 
of this time. Before  

any judgment lashes 
the earth, however, a 
portentious scene must 
unfold in Heaven. This 
event is described for 
us in 
Revelation 5:1-4, And I 
saw in the right hand of 
Him that sat on the 
throne a book written 
within and on the 
backside, sealed with 
seven seals. And I saw 
a strong angel pro-
claiming with a loud 
voice, Who is worthy to 
open the book, and to 
loose the seals thereof? 
And no man in heaven, 
nor in earth, neither 
under the earth, was 
able to open the book, 
neither to look thereon. 
And I wept much, 
because no man was 
found worthy to open 
and to read the book, 
neither to look thereon. 
About two thousand 
years ago, God reveal-
ed to the Prophet 
Daniel many predic-
tions about future 
world events, in-
cluding the return of 
Christ to this earth to 
set up God's earthly 
Kingdom. As Daniel 
puzzled over these fan-
tastic predictions, God 
told him to seal up all 
of his prophecies until 
the end of the age 
(Dan.
