Even though con-
genital syphilis is com-
pletely preventable, 
the disease is now af-
fecting an increasing 
number of babies in 
Texas. 

In 1982, Texas 
reported a 35 percent 
increase in congenital 
syphilis. Physicians 
diagnosed the disease 
in 50 children under 
one year of age, as 
compared to 37 
children for the 
previous year. 

Harris 	County 
reported 25 of the 
cases; Dallas County 
reported five cases; 
and Bell, Hidalgo, and 
Travis 	Counties 
reported three cases 
each; with 11 other 
counties reporting one 
case. Nine deaths were 
reported in 1982, com-
pared to five deaths 
reported in 1981. 

Congenital syphilis 
results when the un-
born infant acquires 
the infection from the 
mother 	during 
pregnancy. If not 
treated, the disease 
can cause stillbirth, 
premature birth, or 
can lead to crippling, 
paralysis, 	heart 
disease, mental retar-
dation, blindness, or 
even death of the baby. 
Congenital syphilis, 
however, can be com-
pletely prevented if the 
mother's infection is 
detected and treated  

early in pregnancy. 
"One way a woman 

can know for sure that 
she is not infected with 
syphilis is to have a 
blood test that can 
detect the disease," 
said Joe Pair, Director 
of the Infectious 
Disease Control Divi-
sion of the Texas 
Department of Health. 
State law requires that 
a serologic blood test 
to detect syphilis be 
taken at the first 
prenatal examination. 
The mothers of 50 per-
cent of the children af-
flicted with congenital 
syphilis in 1982 did not 
receive any prenatal 
care. 

"If a woman is in a 
monogamous relation-
ship, she is relatively 
safe, but if she or her 
partner is sexually ac-
tive with more than 
one partner, she is 
definitely part of the 
at-risk population, and 
should contact her 
physician or local 
health department for 
a prenatal examina-
tion as soon as possible 
after becoming preg-
nant," Pair said. 

If, for some reason, 
an at-risk pregnant 
woman 	cannot 
schedule prenatal care 
immediately, she can 
go to any local health 
department Venereal 
Disease Clinic and ob-
tain a blood test for 
syphilis.

HELPFUL HINTS 
FOR PASTURE 

PLANTING 
It is that time of year 

when farmers and ran-
chers plant pasture 
grasses. The two most 
common grasses 
planted in Eastland 
County are Coastal 
Bermudagrass and 
Kleingrass, however 
many people now plant 
K.R. Bluestem with 
Kleingrass for in-
surance. 

Coastal as well 
adapted to sandy soils, 
though it can be grown 
in tight soils if main-
tained properly. Kle-
ingrass does well on 
tight soil and can be 
grown on sandy soils 
that have a tight sub-
surface. 

Whatever is planted, 
there are several key 
points to consider. 
These points are 
helpful and may be ap-
plied to prevent any 
complications. Plan 
ahead. Be ready when 
planting time comes. 
Prepare a good seedb-
ed well in advance. 
Use good planting 
equipment. 	Use 
reliable and fresh 
sprigs. Know the right 
time for the grass to 
establish before graz-
ing with livestock. Last 
but not least, once the 
field is established, use 
good management to 
insure a good stand 
grass for years to 
come.

About the time of the 
Civil War, the 
American middle-
class woman began to 
come into a place of 
her own.

Twenty-one years 
later 	the 	first 
federated club was 
organized. 

Texas organized a 
state federation of 
women's clubs in Waco 
called Texas Federa-
tion of Literary Clubs, 
which was changed the 
following year to 
Texas Federated Club. 

This was followed by 
the history of the Heart 
of Texas Federated 
Clubs. 

"Unity in thought, 
word, and deed" con-
tinues to be uppermost 
in our hearts.

The Texas 4-H pro-
gram is celebrating its 
75th anniversary this 
year, and the initial 
celebration was kicked 
off at the State Capitol 
in Austin, February 16. 

Between 300 and 400 
4-H Club members and 
their volunteer adult 
leaders took part in 
special ceremonies in 
the Senate and House 
relating to the in-
troduction of a resolu-
tion commemorating 
the 75th anniversary of 
4-H. 

Following 	the 
ceremonies, 	4-H 
members 	and 
dignitaries of state 
government observed 
the planting of a 
ceremonial pecan tree 
on the Capitol grounds 
near the north en-
trance to the building. 
Besides being the state 
tree, the pecan also is a 
symbol of the vitality 
and longevity of the 
4-H program. 

Other special an-
niversary programs 
are planned in con-
junction with the 
Texas 4-H Roundup at 
Texas A&M Universi-
ty, June 7-8; the Texas 
4-H Congress in Austin, 
July 19-22; and at 
many district and 
county activities 
through the remainder 
of 1983. 

The first pre-4-H 
youth club in Texas 
was organized in Jack 
County 75 years ago. 

In 1908, the late Tom 
Marks, a part-time 
newspaperman in Jack 
County who also work-
ed as agent of the 
federal government in 
a position which cor-
responded to that of to-
day's County Exten-
sion agent-agriculture, 
organized the first 
"Corn Club" for boys 
residing in his county. 
He enrolled 25 boys  

and demonstrated to 
them the best prac-
tices in corn produc-
tion then known. 

Each corn club youth 
also was required to 
exhibit the corn he pro-
duced, with judging to 
be done on the basis of 
yield, profit, a story 
about the youth's corn 
demonstration project, 
and the exhibit itself. 

Marks earlier had 
attempted to involve a 
number of the Jack 
County farmers in pro-
ducing the most 
recently-released 
varieties of hybrid 
corn and had schedul-
ed a corn show to 
demonstrate the 
results, but was disap-
pointed only a few 
adults took part in the 
educational effort. 

As he reviewed what 
had happened, Marks 
decided that if he could 
not "teach old dogs 
new tricks, he would 
start with the pups" 
and thus began work 
with county youth 
through the Corn 
Clubs. He taught a 
number of farm boys 
corn production prac-
tices, and they follow-
ed up by exhibiting 
their results in Jack 
County. 

The success of 
Marks' venture there 
triggered similar 
educational efforts in 
other counties and at 
the Texas State Fair in 
1910 in Dallas. A 
feature of the first 
statewide rally for 
Corn Club boys at the 
Fair was a parade of 
1,500 boys through the 
downtown section of 
Dallas, with each 
youth carrying a stalk 
of corn. 

The present 4-H Club 
program in Texas is an 
outgrowth of these ear-
ly Corn Clubs for boys,  

and Tomato Clubs for 
girls, which were 
organized in 1912 in 
Milam County by Mrs. 
Edna W. Trigg, whose 
position corresponded 
to today's county Ex-
tension agent-home 
economics. Each 
Tomato Club member 
grew one-tenth acre of 
tomatoes.

In what may or may not be 
a departure from an issue 
presentation, this week I 
would like to discuss a pro-
posed tax reform. Represen-
tative Bob Barton is prepar-
ing for filing a most in-
teresting item of legislation 
that would effectively 
eliminate residential proper-
ty, both rural and urban, 
from ad valorem tax conse-
quence, in so far as such 
taxes have and are being us-
ed to support the public 
schools. The proposed 
legislation would exempt 
any property used as a prin-
ciple residence from school 
ad valorem taxation and, to 
make up lost revenue, would 
substitute an additional 
statewide one-cent sales tax. 

Since, with the ever-
narrowing tax base, more 
and more of the burden of 
supporting public schools 

es fallen to the home-
ner, the proposal has 

some very attractive 
aspects.

generate approximately one 
billion dollars which would 
more than compensate for 
lost ad valorem revenue; 
that the State of Texas could 
more equitably distribute 
the funds, eliminating some 
of the disparities between 
"rich" and "poor" school 
districts; that a sales tax, 
exempting food and 
necessities, 	is 	not

that we should not preempt

have done?

Recent Legislation 
Changes IRS 
Interest Rates 

Since January 1, 
1983, the rate of in-
terest on over-
payments or under-
payments of taxes is 
set twice a year, the 
IRS said, based on the 
average adjusted 
prime rate during the 
six-month periods en-
ding September 30 and 
March 31. 

The rate based on 
the period ending 
September 30, will go 
into effect January 1, 
and the rate based on 
the period ending 
March 31, will go into 
effect July 1. 

Previously, the IRS 
says, the rate was set 
annually by October 
15, and equalled the 
average prime interest 
rate for the previous 
month. Under this pro-
cedure, the rate was 20 
percent for the period 
February 1 to 
December 31, 1982. 

Also, all interest is 
now compounded dai-
ly. 

The interest rate for 
the first six months of 
1983 is 16 percent, com-
pounded daily.

Federal Crop In-
surance Corporation 
(FCIC). 

"Several 	new 
features for 1983 are 
available to producers 
who insure with 
Federal Crop In-
surance," Kalmbach 
says. 

A new Individual 
Yield Coverage (IYC) 
plan is available for 
producers of corn, cot-
ton, dry beans, flax, 
grain sorghum, rice, 
sunflowers, and soy-
beans. This plan allows 
producers to establish 
a 	production 
guarantee based on 
their individual farm 
yield data. 

Producers who feed 
a portion of their in-
dividual farm yield 
data. Producers who 
feed a portion of their 
crops to livestock and 
poultry may be eligible 
for an Individual Cer-
tified Yield (ICY) plan 
offered on corn, 
barley, grain sorghum, 
and oats. "Having last 
year's production 
records qualifies pro-
ducers for this plan," 
Kalmbach says. 

Farmers 	par- 
ticipating in the 
Payment-in-Kind 
(PIK) program should 
consider the FCIC in-
creased insurance 
guarantees of up to 10  

percent which are 
available to them for 
their 1983 spring-
planted corn, grain 
sorghum, rice, and cot-
ton. "Percent in-
creases in the FCIC 
guarantee are based 
on the amount of 
acreage reductions 
above the regular farm 
program set aside," 
Kalmbach states. To 
obtain full details, pro-
ducers are encouraged 
to contae, an agent 
authorized to sell and 
service FCIC crop in-
surance policies before 
March 15. 

To select an agent, 
or for more informa-
tion, producers should 
visit the local ASCS of-
fice as soon as possi-
ble, KAIrnbach says.

John 10:10, Jesus says, 
"The thief cometh not, 
but for to steal, and to 
kill, and to destroy... 
The thief is satan, and 
one of the things he 
seeks to steal is our 
position or standing 
before God. And one of 
the main things he 
seeks to destroy is our 
self image. Jacob did 
not understand his true 
position. There is 
nothing so destructive 
as not having the cor-
rect image of 
ourselves. When our 
mind is conditioned to 
the extent that we see 
ourself weak, we see 
ourself under failure, 
when that image of self 
is a negative and incor-
rect image, it blocks 
the power of God from 
flowing in our lives to 
help us meet the cir-
cumstances that we 
have to meet from day 
to day. In this respect, 
Jacob is a true figure 
fo the Church, because 
the Church, God's peo-
ple, has not come to the 
place where it fully 
comprehends its own 
position and situation. 
As we look at Jacob, I 
would like to ask you 
for some answers to a 
few questions. Jacob is 
involved in a wrestling 
match. The match is 
taking palce between a 
physical human being 
and a spirit being. The 
Bible says "man" but 
we tell from what took 
place that Jacob's op-
ponent was angelic be-
ing. The first thing that 
I, would become 
suspicious of when I 
read this scripure is 
this: Isn't it strange 
that an angelic being 
has to ask Jacob, a 
human being, for per-
mission to leave? Can 
you image yourself 
right now wrestling 
with a heavenly being,

Operation Deep-
freeze had the double 
goal of implementing 
the U. S. program for 
Internationam 
Geophysical Year 
1957-58 and carrying 
forward the explora-
tion and mapping 
started forward by 
earlier expeditions. 
The U. S. Expedition 
was the largest with 
1805 men and seven 

Ohips. 
Initial preparations 

for Central U. S. Sta-
tion at the South Pole 
was done in 1956 by 
twenty-four Navy 
Seabees. Great skill, 
determination and 
stamina 	were 
necessary to prepare 
the site for the scien-
tists who would come 
later. 

On this Antarctic 
continent of 5,000,000 
sq. miles they found 
the world's most 
hostile environment. 
In the center of the 
continent is a 750 mile 
wide and two mile high 
plateau. It is on that 
plateau that the ex-
tremes of cold and 200 
mile winds are brew-
ed. The meridians of 
the earth converge on 
the plateau, known as 
the South Pole. Up to 
the time of Operation 
Deepfreeze, no man 
had survived the long 
Arctic winter, there. 

First they built six 
polar huts which were 
to be their home while 
preparing the base. 
Overseeeing their 
work was Paul Allman 
Siple, the camp's 
scientific leader, who 
had five polar expedi-
tions behind him. The 
450 tons of supplies 
were parachuted in 
from Air Force and 
Navy transports. 
Camp huts were put on 
stilts, to avoid the 
humidity. Great care 

Ak  was exercised in in-
stalling the oil heaters 
to avoid explosions or 
carbon monoxide 
poisoning. 

Siple used only cop-
per and brass nails in 
his bubble-domed 
science building. Steel 
nails interferred with 
magnetic readings. 
Soda and aluminum 
chips had to be stored 
carefully. They were 
used to make hydrogen 
gas which was used to 
fill the meteorlogical 
baloons. A subterra-
nean cellar was nec-
cessary to house their 
seismographs. 

From that site, Siple 
and his men sought 
secrets hidden in the 
ancient ice and wild 
skies 	of 	that 
mysterious continent. 

In their task, they 
were not alone. The U. 
S. Navy's Task Force 
43, was assigned to 
support 65 other 
American scientist's 
who were assigned to  

six other widely scat-
tered bases on the An-
tarctica. 

Later, I intend to 
give a brief update on 
this South Pole Base, 
where all directions is 
North and where the 
U.S. flag is hoisted to 
the top of a pole on the 
dome building at all 
times.

How to Get the Most 
NIPS j From Your Blackberries 

The blackberry is prob-
ably the most productive, 
most adaptive, and easiest 
to culture fruit in Texas. It 
is practically immune to 
insect and disease prob-
lems, yet produces one of 
the best jelly, jam, juice, 
pie, and wine fruits known. 

In 1959, Texas A&M 
plant breeders released the 
most adaptive blackberry 
variety ever grown in the 
Southwest—the Brazos 
blackberry. Three of the 
Brazos' offspring—Ros-
borough, Brison and Wom-
ack—are also good Texas 
varieties, but are firmer and 
less tart. All these varieties 
produce uniformly large 
berries from the first-picked 
to the last, and they grow 
well even in alkaline soils. 

These varieties need at 

least 10 hours of sunlight 
each day to produce well. If 
you would like your own 
blackberry bramble, trans-
plant plants or root cuttings 
3 feet apart in rows 5-6 feet 
apart in early spring. The 
plants won't produce ber-
ries the first year, but keep 
them well watered and ferti-
lized to get them well estab-
lished. 

Blackberry fruit is 
produced by 1-year-old 
canes, from the previous 
year's growth. After the 1-
year-old canes have pro-
duced a crop, they die and 
should be removed after all 
berries have been harvested 
to ensure the longevity and 
health of the planting. 

Even before berries 
begin to ripen on I-year-old 
canes, new, fast-growine. 

sprouts called 
"prima cane" 
arise from the 
black berry root 
system. These 
sprouts will 
produce new 
growth and 
bushes which 
will yield next 
season's crop. 

AA 
Unfortunately, sprouts 

tend to arise indiscriminate-
ly, so you must select those 
in the desired locations and 
immediately remove all 
others by cutting them 
below the soil level. This 
eliminates the natural 
thicket growth habit of 
blackberries. 

Once you've removed 
the excess prima cane, you

remaining new canes every 

luu 
few weeks. Simply cut or 
break out the tips of the 
rapidly growing new canes 
when they reach a height of 
4 feet. This will stimulate 
the growth of more berry-
bearing surface for next 
season in the axis of leaves 
below the removed tips. 
Pinch any additional 
growth at 12-inch lengths. 
You should stop pruning 2 
months before your average 
frost date. 

Your vigilance and 
work this year will pay off 
in a bountiful blackberry 
crop next year.

IRS Notes for 
Taxpayers 

Taxpayers receiving 
unemployment com-
pensation in 1982 may 
be required to include 
some or all of the 
money they received 
as income when filing 
their federal tax 
return, the Internal 
Revenue Service says. 
Generally, 

unemployment com-
pensation payments 
are taxable, in whole 
or in part, if the total 
adjusted gross income, 
including unemploy-
ment compensation, 
exceeds $12,000 for 
single taxpayers or 
$18,000 for married 
taxzpayers filing a 
joint return. Married 
taxpayers 	filing 
separate returns must 
report all unemploy-
ment compensation 
regardless of their ad-
justed gross income 
levels. 

Unemployment 
benefits totaling $10 or 
more during the calen-
dar year are reported 
to the IRS by the agen-
cy making the 
payments. The agency 
should furnish a record 
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
