Record Amounts Of
Electricity Being Used

This Summer

Abilene- - WestTexas
U tilities Co. customers are
using record amounts of
electricity this summer, but
generation engineers say the
system is capable of supplying
any demands.

Three new record peaks have
been set and daily consumption
1Is running above average. But
in response to questions
prompted by the recent New
York blackout, WTU officials
said that even though usage
likely will continue increasing
if the weather stays hot, the
projected peak will be within
the system’'s generation and
transmission capacity.

Carl Yancy, WTU systems
operation manager, said it is
“highly unlikely’’ that a
blackout similar to the one in
New York could occur here.

“Of course no one can be
absolutely certain, but there is
no doubt in my mind that our
system 1s reliable,”” Yancy
said

H e explained that WTU'’s
eight major power stations are
strategically locaied near the
load centers and that the
transmission net work 1s
designed to eliminate too nuch
dependence on one plant.

Total generating capacity is
1,055,500 kilowatts, Yancy said
and the all- time consumption
peak so far was 747,000
kilowatts, wheih was recorded
at 5 p.m on Monday, July 11.
Last year's record peak was
725,000 kilowatts on Aug, 11.

WTU officials have forecast a
summer peak of 785,000

kilowatts, which is 270,000
kilowatts below the company’s
generating capaci'y This
reserve of about 26 per cent is
considered good by national
standards.

And the reserve would more
than make up for the loss of the
company’s largest generating
facility, which is the new
200,000 kilowatt unit at the Fort
Phantom Power Plant near
Abilene.

The system also could
receive back- up power from
neighboring companies,

Yan cy pointed out.

Heavy consumption oc-
curring this summer in spite of
customer efforts at con-
servation, company officials
said. They attribute the in-
crease to the hot weather and to
the fact that WTU is serving
about 3,000 more residential
customers now than at the
same time last year,

Though the system is geared
up for any emergency, com-
pany spokesman acknowledcge
there is no sure guarantee
against an electii ;. outage,
particularly those caused by
acts of nature.

Yancy said the last system-
wide blackout occurred in
April, 1961, when a phone wire
broke and fell into the Paint
Creek substation. The outage
spread throughout the system,
although all service was
resto 'ed completly within 40
minutes

Since then, automatic oil
circuitt breakers have been
installed to prevent a

recur. . 1Ce.

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Excerpts from interview with
President Carter by a group of
out-of-town editors and news
directors, the Cabinet room:

1:15 p.m. EDT

THE PRESIDENT: Excuse
me for interrupting. I just
wanted to come in and spend a

“little time. I won't cheat you out
of this time. We have a
half-hour set up. I was having
lunch with Congressman Jim
Wright from Texas. He has
been very helpful to us and we
have a big legislative agendJa,
as you know.

I would like to spend a few
minutes outlining to you some
of my own thoughts about the
current circumstances and our
Adminstration’s programs in
domestic and foreign affairs.
Then we will spend the balance
of the timc answering your
questions.

We have got a heavy agenda,
both in the Congress and in our
international negotiations. We
have ailrecady had good success
in cstablishing a firm, ethical
standard, initiated by the House
and Scnate. We have got
authority now to rcorganize the
structurc of Government, and to
implement some improvements
in the management capabilitics
of myself as President, others
who work with me. We
approved six major projects
yesterday for  reorganization
and we will have additional
groups to be approved from one
wecek to another.

Wc arc arriving at a point
now of cstablishing a new
Department of Encrgy. | think
the conference committees will
meel to resolve their remaining
differences probably before the
Fourth of July. This is extraor-
dinarily rapid action on the part
of the Congress in bringing so
many disparatc agencies (oge-
ther in onc main dcpartment.

When  President  Johnson
proposcd the Department of
Transportation when he was
supposed to have complete
control of the Congress. it took
him (wo ycars and the final
version of his proposal was
hardly rccognizable as rclated
to his original proposal. But we
will have that donc.

We have also gotten a good
package together of economic
stimulation, working in public
works programs, training and
development, summer  youth
programs and others. And now
we arc working on the cnergy
policy which will have far-reac-
hing impacts and probably it is
the most difficult comprchen-
sive Congressional assignmentn
undertaken that | have known
about. Maybe there have been
others that 1 can’t recall. We
will present a comprchensive
welfare reform package to the
Congress before they go home
in  August and before final
adjournment of the Congress.
which | hope will be the 8th of
October. That is our goal. We
will have a tax reform package
to them as weli.

In addition. we proposc Social
Security reform and other major
issucs that 1 need not outline to
vOu now.

In forcign affairs, we have got
an cqually ambitious program
underway. We are working very
closely with some of our allics.
Germany,  France. England.
Canada, in trying to resolve the
Namibian question and forme-
rlv Southwest Africa. working
with Mr. Vorster in  South
Africa. We have made good
progress on that recently. It is
still a difficult thing.

We arc working closely with
the British on trying to resolve
the Rhodesian question, leading
there toward majority rule. We

of

"both 1o

bringing the parties to agree, to
accept the broad outline of
constitution under which free
elections might be conducted.

In the Middle East, | have
met with alll the leaders there
now except Mr. Begin. | met
with Mr. Rabin when he was
Prime Minister, and Mr. Begin
will be coming over here the
19th of next month to spend two
or three days in our country,
and | am getting prepared for
his visit.

We hope that this year we
might make some progress in
the Middie East. It is a very
difficult question. It is one on
which | have spent a great deal
of time. At the same time we
are negotiating with the Soviets
trying to reach for the first time
a comprehensive test ban of
nuclear explosives.

We are prepared to accept
the test ban with adequate
safeguards that would apply
the military and
peaceful explosive devices.

The British have asked to join
this discussion and both the
Soviets and we have welcomed
them in those talks and they are
being conducted in Moscow this
minulc.

We are also talking to them
about reducing the military
prescnce or restraining it in the
futurc in the Indian Ocean,
prior notification of missile test
firing. prohibition against the
capability of attacking observa-
tion satellites or others in space,
and working as best we can to
bring about a comprehensive,
permancnt agreement on SALT.

I feel that at this point we
have got a good framework for
an agrcement, but no specific
agrcement on strategic wea-
pons and | think that strong
position can be maintained for
the forcsccable future, but we
don’t want a superiority there.

We would like to reach an
agreement  with the Soviets
where we can have a drastic
reduction in total commitments
with atomic weapons., but
rclaining an equivalent position
with them so that either side
will be strong enough to prevent
a rctaliatory attack, but not be
subjcct to the devastation that is
overwhelming in an original
attack, at least that we could
still retaliate.

The' ‘other thing that we are.
irying 1o do is--and [ will
mention (wo more before |
answer questions--is to prevent
the sprcad of capability for
atomic explosions. | think it is
accurate to say that eight
months ago there was a general
feeling in the world that there
was no way to restrain any more
additional nations joining the
nuclear explosive--1 guess you
wouid call it, fraternity. After
India cxploded the device there
was a general sence that with
the spread of atomic power. to
produce clectricity. that the
development of the explosives
was incvitable,

I think that time has changed.
I believe there is a general hope
now that with strict control of a

reprocessing  plant and long
delay in shifting toward a
pluionium socicty. that we

might indced prevent an cx-
pansion of the nuclear club.

The other thing that has been
highly publicized is our com-
mitment to human rights. We
have addressed the subject that
is very important o me and o
the American  people  that
re-establishes our country, 1
think, as a beacon light for a
principle  that is right and
decent and compassionate.

1 don’t know if it would be
liberal or conservative. but it
prides (sic) the concept of

arc in the process now individuality, of the freedoms
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that our country has espoused.

I don’t think there is a
national leader in the world
right now who isn’t constantly
preoccupied with how well we
measure up on the subject of
human rights. Do our own
people think we abuse them too
much through government,
don’t give them equal opportu-
nity, or what does the world
think of us?

This has been brought about
in part by our own attitude, but
I think to a substantial degree
because of Helsinki Agreement
and the present Belgrade
Conference that is preparing to
discuss this subject, among
others, in October.

These are some of the things
that are important. Of course, |
will make a decision this month
about whether or not to go
ahead with the production of the
B-1 bomber and a few other
incidental questions of that sort.

But prehaps it might be
better than for me to go ahead
with the dissertation for me to
answer your questions. I would
be glad to do so.

QUESTION: Mr. President,
with regard to energy. you have
indicated that nuclear power
was more or less a last resort as
far as energy plans go, and last
August, after you won the
nomination, you came up to
New Hampshire and indicated
that nuclear plants should not
be placed where people don't
want them and you outlined
your feelings on that.

A week ago today the
Environmental Protection Age-
ncy gave the go-ahead to the
Secabrook Plant, which has been
very controversial in  New
England, specifically New Ha-
mpshire, okayed the use of
cooling tunnels and this more or
less gives them the green light
to continue with their construc-
tion of the plant.

What is your feeling of that
decisiion last week?

THE PRESIDENT: I think
you probably know that the
decision was a narrow and
technical one, whether or not th
discharge of cooling water into
the ocean would substantially
affect the environment for
marine life. After a great deal of
analysis in which I did not
partcipate. the Director of our
Environmental Protection A-
gency said there would be no
substantial modification of the
marine life with the discharge of
those warm waters.

This does not mean that final
licensing has been approved. It
doesn’t mean that the plant will
be constructed. | feel that our
country and others in the world
are going to have to rely quite
heavily on atomic power as one
of the energy sources in the
future. 1 think that to the extent
that we can conserve energy.
quit wasting gas, oil, coal, that
we can minimize the depen-
dence upon nuclear power, the
present severe constraints on
the initiation of new atomic
plant construction in our coun-
Iry now is economic,

I think that as assessments
arc made by power companies.
many of them have recently
decided not to go with atomic
power plants but to shift toward
coal. If we do have technical
advantages demonstrated in the
clean burning of coal. with
liquid fuel beds and so forth. |
think that trend will be
cnhanced.

I think it would be a mistake
for us to think that we can't
have and won't need atomic
power plants. | am very
concerned abour the control on
an international basis of the
waste products so that they
can’t be changed into explos-
ives. But 1 have no aversion to
the use of the atomic power
plants as an energy source. Of
course. the siting of power
plants as an energy source. Of
course, the siting of those
plants is something that basic-
ally has to be resolved by local
power companies. State legisla-
tures which can prevent action
by the power companies and
their evaluation of land values.

In Georgia--we worked with
North and South Carolina--we
did a very early study of siting
and we have identified places
where we would like to see
atomic power plants built. for
oil refineries to be built. and
any oil that might be discovered
in the Atlantic Ocean brought
ashore.

I would hope that all Srates
would do that. Our State
legislature participated along
with the power companies. but |
think that the actual site is one
that has to be determined by
local people.

H.V. O'Brien, Publisher, Asks:

QUESTION: Mr. President,
you have now been in the
Presidency about six months.
What have you found to be
more different, more complex,
and more frustrating perhaps
about being the President than
you had ever anticipated before
you took the office?

THE PRESIDENT: That is
hard to say. I might begin by
stating clearly that I have
enjoyed being President. It has
been pgratifying, challenging,
and not unpleasant. I have had
my family together most of the
time. And the working condi-
tions are good. The proximity of
my office to my home is quite
advantageous.

I have chosen a Cabinet, most
of whom I did not know ahead of
time, who are superb. There is
not a single member of my
Cabinet that I consider to be
weak or whom I would replace if
I had a free option to do so. The
same thing, obviously, applies
to my White House staff. They
have been very good. My
working relationship with Con-
gress has been good.

The complexity of some of the
problems has been surprising. |
can see why no previous
President had been successful
in evolving an energy policy or
reforming the welfare system or
initiating zero-based budgeting
or reorganizing the Executive
Branch of the Government or
solving the depletion of the
Social Security reserve funds or
having basic tax reform. These
things are enormously compli-
cated, much more so when you
get involved in actually making
the final decision, than they are
from a distance as viewed by a
candidate.

I feel, also, that some of the
international questions are go-
ing to take more time to resolve
if they are solved than 1 had
previously thought. Many of
them, though, have been extant
for decades or even generat-
ions.

There has been a surprising
adverse reaction in the Soviet
Union to our stand on human
rights. We have never singled
them out. I think I have been
quite reticent in trying to
publicly condemn the Soviets. |
have never said anything except
complimentary things about
Mr. Brezhnev, for instance, but
apparently that has provided a
greater obstacle to other frien-
dly pursuits, common goals,
like in SALT, than I had
anticipated.

We have had to do more
traveling in foreign countries
than we had thought. I haven't;
I have only made one trip of the

country, to London. But the
Secretary of State has found
that because of the past

expectations built up. primarily
under Secretary Kissinger, that
foreign governments expect the
American Secretary of State to
come now. and his refraining
from doing so and staying here
in Washington is not well-acc-
epted by foreign nations. So
that has been one of the
surprises, not particularly unp-
leasant.

QUESTION: Mr. President.
vour energy program places
heavy emphasis on coal.

THE PRESIDENT: Yes.

QUESTION: The United Mi-
ne Workers Union. the state of
that union at present is best
unstable. no indication it is
going to change in the near
future. particularly about cont-
ract costs coming up. How can
the Nation place reliance on coal
when it can’t rely on the coal
miners to get the coal out of the
ground? Are vou monitoring
that situarion?

THE PRESIDENT: Yes. to
some degree. The coal labor

“contract will be negotiated this

vear. That is scheduled. And
that is the last major labor
contract that we face until the

end of 1978. The recent
election. of course. whose
outcome certainly  will  be

challenged. was an obstacle
that had to be overcome before
serious negotiations could co-
mmence. We are monitoring
that sitwation very closely

through Ray Marshall and the
Secretary of Labor.

One of the exacerbating
conditions about the coal
mining relations are the wildcat
strikes that take place outside
the purview or without the
approval of the elected leaders
of the United Mine Workers and
of course the rapid depletion of
funds in the union treasury to
pay legitimate claims. All of
those things are going to create
disharmonies.

We are projecting an ultimate
coal production in 1985 of
almost 1.3 billion tons per vear.
which is about an 85 percent
increase over the present
production level. And I hope
that increasing prices, increas-
ing mechanization, opening up
new mine areas, and also I hope
that after this year's negotiat-
ions that labor-management
relationships might be impro-
ved--all of those things are very
important, but I don’t have any
way to control management-
labor terms. And I think public
concern about work stoppages,
unless the reasons are very
clear to the public, s a
restraining factor, but that is
the best I can answer.

QUESTION: Mr. President,
your support of nuclear power
does not include the Clinch
River breeder reactor.

THE PRESIDENT: That is
correct.

QUESTION: But you have
stated that you would like to see
the Tennessee Valley Authority
use some sort of model in your
energy program. Do you have
any specific plans for it, what
role you would like to see the
TVA play?

THE PRESIDENT:Yes. If you
don’t mind, I would like to get
you a copy of the letter that I
have written to the Directors of
the Tennessee Valley Authority
that outline, I think, 14 or 15
different areas in which the
Tennessee Valley Authority
might play a leading role.

With roughly four million
homes within the TVA system,
they have an opportunity to test
out the power suppliers and
home owners relationships on
things such as peak load
pricing, insulation of homes,
new price structures and I think
that these kinds of tests or pilot
programs would be very helpful
for the rest of the country.

The TVA is also helping us
and helping themselves with
research or pilot projects for
instance, concerning the fluid
bed burning of coal and also, 1
believe, with the solvent,
cleaned coal, along, I think,

. with the Georgia Power Com-

pany. So these are a few of the
things that come to mind.

I have met with the Chairman
of the TVA Authority. He has
contributed to this letter so that
we could have a mutual
exchange of ideas. The Direct-
ors have responded very well to
this and I think this would
naturally tend to channel and
large supply of research and
development funds we have in
the energy field toward TVA.

Obviously they will be invol-
ved in additional matters
concerning liquidation, gasifi-
cation of coal, solar energy, and
going into the atomic power
field as well.

TVA has also become a very
heavy coal producer as you
know. And the clean burning of
coal is a very important aspect
of that. Those are some kinds
that come to mind offhand.

I am not in favor of the
shifting now toward the liquid
metal fast breeder reactor in
any sort of production model.

My belief is that we don't
need the breeder reactor,
technology. of that kind, to go
into production for maybe 20,
25 years. I think it is premature.
It is extremely expensive, and
in my opinion completely
unnecessary.

We have a budget authoriza-
tion of roughly half a billion
dollars for research and devel-
opment in atomic energy. a
major portion of that will go into
testing different kinds of
breeder reactors which may or
may not prove to be the best of
all. but to make a heavy
investment. in one particular
type of breeder reactor--that is.
the liquid metal fast breeder
reactor--1 think is ill-advised at
this point.

I might add parenthetically
we do have a breeder reactor
that will go critical either the
last of August or the first of
September at Shippingport wh-
ich uses thorium as a base fuel.

I don’t have any doubt in the
future we will need the breeder
reactor. It is too early to put so
much of our financial and
human resources nto one
particular model like the one at
Clinch River.

QUESTION: One little follow-
up if I may while vou are on the
subject of TVA. Are vou close to
appointing a Director on the
TVA?

THE PRESIDENT: Yes, sir.

QUESTION: Could you give
us any time frame on that?

THE PRESIDENT: I would
guess within the next two or
three weeks. That 1s my plan.

QUESTION: Mr. President.

we have talked about the energy
problem which is certainly close
to home. There is another
problem which is certainly close
to home to us all, I think, and
that is the Postal Service. It took
five days for the invitation to
this festivity to come to me
down in Arkansas, which is 800
miles away.

It seems like the Postal
Service is costing more and
more and becoming more and

more and more inefficient.
What is going to happen?
THE PRESIDENT: I would

like to point out that one of the
reasons is probably because it is
not under my--(laughter)--no. 1
don’t really know what to do
about that. This is a matter that
we are all just started on.

As you know, the Postal
Service is independent of the
President; and is ostensibly run
as a business corporation
through the corporate offices,
choosing the Director. And 1|
have met with him and have
received voluminious recom-
mendations from postal emplo-
yees, postmasters, rural mail
carriers and others, who cry out
for some improvement in the
service and the morale in the
Post Office Department.

I don’t know what ought to be
done as far as structure is
concerned. | have not decided it
ought to be back as it was
before with the President
appointing a Postmaster Gene-
ral and being directly responsi-
ble for the Post Office. Now it is
very difficult to decide who is
responsible.

I think it is almost inevitable,
although they did not take
action in the June meeting, that
there will be a call for increased

postal rates, a call for an
elimination of Saturday service,
possibly combined with a

realization of need for heavy
subsidies, maybe not all three
of those, but at least two of
those.

I don't know how to answer
your question, but as the time
for the decision approaches, I
will be involved because the
appropriation of funds--and we
face a deficit of about $200
million a month--will ultimately
have to be approved by me and
the Congress.

I don’t know how to answer
your question any better. I am
concerned about it, too.

QUESTION: Thank you, sir.

QUESTION: Can you take a
question from the peanut
gallery?

THE PRESIDENT: I will get

you next, b

QUESTION: Two local inst-
ances of a general problem: In
the upper peninsula of Michi-
gan, the Navy Department
wants to install something
called Project Seafarer, a
method of communicating with
submarines while submerged,
and the Government is talking
about nuclear disposal around
the site of the city of Alpena.

I0n both cases the citizens of
the area, who are affected by
one method or another, have
indicated they don’t want those
projects to go forward.

I would appreciate both your
response to the specific ques-
tions, if I may, and also the
general question of the interre-
lationship between what the
Federal Government wants to
do and the views of people in
local communities who may be
inpact by this.

THE PRESIDENT: I am not
familiar with any desire to bury
nuclear wastes in that region.
Most of our nuclear wastes now
are retained within the control
of the power companies who use
the atomic fuel. But it is a
matter that I can look into, if
you would like for me to do it.

Alpena, you say? As far as
the Seafarer Program is conce-
rned, the plans for a massive
burying of the transmission
wires is broad areas of that
region | think are ill-advised.

We do need some way to
communicate with our subme-
rged submarines. We do have a
way now, but we need some
better ways.

The Defense Department is
now assessing under the lead-
ership of the Secretary of
Defense. Harold Brown, who is
a noted physicist, among other
things. some means by which,
with two relatively small trans-
mission line emplacements we
could get an adequate transmi-
ssion to the submarines sub-
merged.

These would not be placed on
private lands at all. There is, |
understand, absolutely no dan-
ger to people who would get
anywhere near the transmission
lines.

This is just an exploratory
plan. 1 am quite concerned
about it, too. When | was
campaigning there, the enor-
mous placement of the transm-
ission lines did concern me and
I spoke out against it. But as
these alternative plans evolve,
we will be sure that the States
will be thoroughly informed,
but I think the essence of it is it
will likcly be on public lands,
away from where anybody lives,
and with the complete elimina-

tion of any possibility that any
human being would be affected.

QUESTION: Mr. President, a
few minutes ago you said
working relationships with Ithe
Congress have been good. This
is contrary to the analysis in
some other quarters. | just
wondered what you based that
conclusion on?

THE PRESIDENT: Other
quarters are the news media.
(Laughter) And I really feel that
this is a reporting job that
hasn't been done well. It is
inherent in the system and I
certainly recognize it, and don't
particularly deplore it, that
altercations and debates and
disharmonies and modifications
in my proposals are the things
that get the headlines.

But when 1 was at Blair
House before | was inaugura-
ted, | had meetings with almost
all the Members of Congress in
groups of about 75 or so. There
were different goals that 1 had
set for this year. One was the
creation of the Department of
Energy: one was reorganization
authority; one was the establi-
shment of ethics legislation in
the House and Senate; and one
was the establishment of a
comprehensive energy policy;
and the other one was an
economic stimulus package.

I think any sort of an analysis
by the news media as objective
as possible would show that
four of those things have
already been carried out to
almost complete fruition. The

only remaining one 1is the
energy policy which is on
schedule. So 1 think the

demonstration of this harmony
is already there.

I might say one other thing.
We really loaded the Congress
up with controversial matters,
things that have been delayed
for years or decades. sometimes
generations, that hadn’t been
faced. They are controversial.
They are very difficult. And I
feel good about it.

The Congress does have still
on the table some very
important matters. One is how
to deal with the Social Security
reserve fund depletion. We
have now got only a couple of
years left in the disability fund,
and whether the Congress will
act permanently to resolve the
problem as we have advocated
or take action that would only
provide temporary relief, I don’t
know yet. But either one I think
would not be a sign of schism
between the White House and
the Congress.

woAnd Fehink #fyou taltk-toany:

Members of the Congress, even
Republican members, you could
see that they believe there has
been more consultation, more
exchange of ideas on domestic
and international affairs than
there has been in a long time.

But I feel good about it. My
deep visceral sense is tht we
have a good working relations-
hip with Congress.

QUESTION: Mr. President, a
clarification, please.

THE PRESIDENT: Please.

QUESTION: You mentioned
five goals. I think I got energy
twice.

THE PRESIDENT: One was
energy policy, the other one was
the construction of the new
Department of Energy.

QUESTION: 1 see.

QUESTION: Mr. President,
will your encrgy program take
any steps toward the price
equalization for the Northeast
area?

THE PRESIDENT: Yes. We
advocate, for instance that there
will be a termination of the
intrastate gas system and that
interstate and instrastate would
be treated the same, It would
open up substantial amounts of
gas we feel for the rest of the
country.

Some of the gas-producing
States don't like this, In
particular. I think we have a
fairly good chance of succeed-
ing.

Another thing that we imp-
lemented in our own plans--anc
none of these decisions have
been made by Congress--is that
there would be a guarantee to
homeowners that any increase
in fuel oil prices would be
rebated to the homeowners who
consume that fuel for heating.
This would provide some
equalization. Any reduction in
the amount of oil imported as a
proportion of the total, I think,
would benefit those regions like
your own which are heavily
dependent on imported oil and
more uniform prices around the
country which would result from
the new energy policy would
certainly remove the discrimi-
nation that presently exists. It
has a slow but inequitable
pressure on the industry to
decide to go to other parts of the
country.

I think these aspects of the
energy program would help to
alleviate the present, | would
say, disadvantage, as far as

energy goes of the New
England States.
I promised. I will answer

QUESTION: Mr. President,
Henry Kissinger was in Denver
on Wednesday and he was
defending his old turf and the
message | got from listening to
him was it is easy to critize the
outside, but once you are in
office many of these rosy-so-
unding dreams and ideas for
change begin to wilt and the
test for a huge, negative
question that he saw is, what
are the consequences of failure
of a foreign policy?

So you gamble a little more
on those kind of questions than
President Nixon and President
Ford and Mr. Kissinger did?

THE PRESIDENT: I don't
disagree with what Kissinger
says. We had a very good series
of conferences with Kissinger,
even myself personally, or more
frequently the Secretary of
State. And Dr. Brzezinski has
participated in some of those as
well. Obviously, it is easy to

. criticize any government effort

from oustide than it is to solve
the problem that is long-stand-
ing. once you have the
responsibility yourself.

I think we have made some
basic changes in the previous
policies that might bear fruit,
but we have not made any
additional steps forward toward
a SALT agreement. We hope we
can. | think we are taking a
much more bold approach to
that question, not only seeking
limitations on future construc-
tion,. which is what was spelled
out at Vladivostok, but actually
asking the Soviets to join with
us in a freeze of present
deployment and development o
nuclear weapons, and then a
substantial reduction below
what we have now. This has
never been done before.

We are asking the Soviets to
join with us in a comprehensive
test ban that would prevent any
nuclear explosives being tested.
This has never been done
before. Demilitarization of the
Indian Ocean has never been
attempted before; and so forth.

I don't say that in criticism of
the previous Administration.
We have not achieved success
yet in any of these efforts, and
may not. | can’t guarantee
Success.

I think that we have also
taken a different approach in
the Middle East. It is a matter
of judgment. Mr. Kissinger's
position was to deal with the
Middle Eastern question in a
step-by-step, incremental way.
Our hope is that we can have an
overall settlement by the
participants in the Middle East
discussion without delay, hope-
fully tnis year, and that once
that settlement is rcached, then
the step-by-step implementa-
tion of the ultimate settlement
is the best way to go about it. It
is a completely different pers-
pective.

QUESTION: Mr. President, it
is now more of a gamble as far
as you see it?

THE PRESIDENT: I see no
more of a gamble, no | think our
positions are much ore clearly
expressed in a public way. |
think all of you representing the
news media and your readers,
viewers and listeners have a
much more accurate assess-
ment of what we hope to
achieve in SALT negotiations,
what we hope to achieve with
human rights and with non-pro-
liferation in nuclear weapons
and what we hope to achieve in
the Middle East, and what we
hope to achieve in dealing with
the Peoples Republic of China
and Cuba, and so forth, very
controversial matters, than they
did in the past.

[ think the openness of it, the
involvement of the public in the
debates and discussions will
prevent our making some of the
mistakes that were so devasta-
ting to our country in the past. |
don’t think it is more itself is a
risk. | think it possibly avoids
the risk of a serious mistake
when a decision is made in
secret without the judgment
and the experience and the
common sense of the American
people and the Congress being
involved in making those crucial
decisions.

THE PRESIDENT: I hope you
do enjoy it here. We are very
honored to have you here.

This is a program that we
think has been successful. I thin
if you have noticed the news in
the last few weeks when the
transcripts of my answers are
released, on I think Sunday, ech
time there has been a very
heavy coverage of some of the
points because you ask quest-
ions looking at your particular
parochial viewpoint that bring
out issues that quite often are
not asked by the Washington
correspondents who are here all
the time at the center of the
government. It also makes me
think about questions that you
raise that 1 would very rarely
get in a Washington White
House news conference.

I have been benefited greatly
from it.

Austin-The number of Texas
farmland devoted to peanuts
remains unchanged from last
year, Texas Commissioner of
Agriculture Reagan V. Brown
said today. In addition, Brown
announced, this year's peanut
harvest follows very closely last
year’s.

‘“This is encouraging,’’ said
Commissioner Brown,
‘“‘because even with a dry, hot
late summer last year, Texas

peanut farmers harvested
enough to make the state third
in the nation of pounds

produced. I believe this year
could be even better if we could
get a little more rain in the
Cross Timbers region.”’

Brown noted that the total
number of acres planted in
peanuts this year was 310,000.
He also said that, at 304,000
acres already harvested this
year, this matches exactly the
number of acres harvested at
the end of June in 1976.

“‘Because of the late winter
and early spring rains,’’ said
Brown, ‘‘development in the
southern half of the state is
generally behind, while crops in
the High and Low Plains are
well ahead of schedule.”

Last year, Comanche County
was the top producing county in
followed by Frio,
Eastland, Atacosa, Wilson,
Mason, Erath, Lee, gaines and
Fannin Counties in that order.
