B Much Business Discussed House Passes Peanut

Bill After Close Call

According to Ross Wilson,
Manager. Southwestern Peanut
Association, the Pea-
nut Section of the Farm Act of
1977 was passed by the U.S.
House of Representatives July
22, as reported on May 11, by
the House Agriculture Commit-
tee. House action on the
measure reportedly was brief
and without the
introduction of damaging
amendments as had been
expected. Wilson said since
then it learned that
Congresswoman Margaret -
Heckler (R-Mass) who had
promised to introduce and fight
for an amendment to lower the
$420 per ton support level
previously approved by the
Senate and House Agriculture
Committee was not in the
House Chamber when the vote
on the peanut section occurred
July 22.

Washington sources reported
on Monday, July 25, that Mrs.
Heckler was seeking a ruling
from the House Parliamentarian
that permit her to
introduce an amendment that
would reduce the support level
from a minimum of $420 per ton
to levels ranging from $390 per
ton in 1978 to $34S per ton in
1981 as originally proposed by
USDA. Mrs. Heckler, Represen
tative Paul Findley (R-1ll) and
others made a strong push
along this line on May 11, but
failed when the Agriculture
Committee in the House ap-
proved the $420 minimum level
previously passed by the
Senate. Wilson added that
Representative Heckler and
some seven or €ight other
House members sent a letter to
all other House members on
July 19, urging their support of
such an_ amendment when the
Peanut ‘Bill réached the House
Floor.

The House Parliamentarian
ruled that Congresswoman -
Heckler could introduce her
amendment. On Tuesday, July
26, her amendment which
Wilson said would have been
disastrous to Southwest peanut
producers narrowly failed by a
vote of 207 For and 210 Against.
The narrow victory for peanut
producers is credited to a
determined effort on the part of
peanut area Congressmen who
have strongly defended produ-
cers’ interest since January of
1973.

Wilson explained that the
$420 per ton minimum Support
level is set for the duration of
the bill, but emphasized that
the Secretary will be required
by another provision of the bill
to consider the index of prices
paid by growers the preceding
year as he establishes the
annual support level beginning
in 1978.

Wilson said the peanut
section passed by the House on
July 22, is almost identical to
the Senate version passed on
May 24. There is only one
difference, he said. The Senate
bill establishes the acreage
allotment for New Mexico at the
1977 final level of 9,700 acres
while the House bill is silent on

this matter. The only other
difference in the two bills is
their tenure. The Senate farm
bill would become effective in
1978 and extend through 1982,
The House bill would be
effective for one year less,
extending through 1981.

Very briefly Wilson said the
peanut bill calls for:

(1) A minimum support level
of $420 per ton from 1978
through 1981 or 1982 depending
upon whether the House or
Senate version is accepted.

(2) A minimum National
Poundage quota ranging from
1.680.000 tons in 1978 to
1.440.000 tons in 1981.

(3) A farm poundage quota
will be established for each
farm based on the average yield
per acre of the best three years
from 1973-77. The farm pound-
age quota will be reduced in
proportion to the annual reduc-
tion in the national poundage
quola.

(4) Retains the minimum
national acreage allotment of
1.610,000

(S) Permits growers to plant
up to the present farm
allotment--but the total farm
plantings. quota and nonquota,
cannot exceed the total farm
allotment.

(6) The grower will be
guaranteed through USDA--
Association loans only the
approximate equivalent of the
world oil market price for
nonquota peanuts, but the
grower may receive a price
approximating the domestic
edible level if the grower
association is able to move a
substantial quantity of this
production into the domestic-
edible market. Wilson said
some observers believe South-
wes( growers will find anm
excellent opportunity to market
Spanich peanuts through the
Association area-type pool at
prices far exceeding the exis-
ting world oil market price.

Wilson said the peanul
section is only one part of the
Farm Act of 1977. He said a
conference committee of Senate
and House appointees will meet
to iron out differences in the
overall farm bill. Conference
Committee action is expected to
begin Friday, July 29, so that
work on the bill may be
completed prior to the August
recess scheduled to begin on
August 6. The Farm Act as
accepted by the Conference
Committee and ratified by the
House and Senate will be
submitted to President Carter
for signing into law. Although
the bill is subject to presidential
velo, the odds appear to be in
favor of concurrence by the
President.

The purpose of conservation
planning is to evaluate
capabilities of our land
resources and then use these
capabilities in making wise land
use decisions. Conservation
planning is not productive until
decisions have been made. Any
land management pracitices
that are implemented into a
farm or ranch plan should
always be the result of an
evaluation of soil capabilities.
Its a simple fact that all soils
have certain limitations as to
how they can best be managed
from a long-term conservation
standpoint and should be
managed accoridingly. Some
soils are suitable for cropland or
improved pastureland uses.
Others. because of their severe
limitations, are best managed
as native rangeland.

Wind and water erosion
susceptibility due to soil texture
and slope of the land along with
environmental factos such as
rainfall determine land use
suitablity of our soils. Deep
sandy soils, severe spring
windstorms, and inadequate
rainfall are liminting factors for
many cultivation practices in
this area.

During the planning stage, the
land user should become
acquainted  with  potential
opportunties for alternative
treatments to his land
resources. Once the possible
treatments are established they
can be evaluated to determine
which best meets the needs and
objective of the individual
operator. Cost and return
evaluations are an important aid
in selection treatments that will
not jeopordize the future uses
and productivity of the land.
Conservation planning for any
farm or ranch is actually a
contiuous process. It begins
with the first interest of the land
user in his resources. It
continues while a land resource
inventory is prepared,
treatment  alternatives
plan is written
implemented.

Amending NLRA.

WASHINGTON, DiCiyrn
Farm Bureau today strongly
opposed President Jimmy
Carter's  proposals- - which
have the blessings of organized
labor- - to amend the National
Labor Relations Act (NLRA).

In a statement to the House
Subcommittee on Labor-
Management Relations con-
sidering amendments to the
NLRA, American Farm
Bureau Federation (AFBF)
said provisions of H.R. 8410
“tilt the Act too far in the
direction of labor.”

The AFBF statement said
that the balance of power
between management and
labor has tipped too far on the
side of labor, citing as an
example that it is illegal for a
group of corporations to get
together and close down an
entire industry. Yet, it is
perfectly legal for a labor union
to close down that same in-
dustry.

Farm Bureau opposes ex-
panding the Board that ad-
ministers the NLRA from five
to seven members as proposed
by organized labor. The!
statement said that Farm
Bureau does not believe the size
of the Board has anything to do

‘with delays in decision making.

If more staff is needed to §

speed up the work, the AFBF
statement said in essence: Hire
more help. We can support
that.

“The growing economic and
political power of labor unions
has been experienced directly
by farmers through the em-
bargo of grain exports at port
facilities, interruption of vital
transportation services and
strikes at food processing
plants that have resulted in
needless losses to growers,”
The AFBF statement con-
{tinued.

The statement added that
Farm Bureau fully supports the
right of workers to organize
into nonprofit unions to act
collectively to improve their
economic welfare, and also
favors amendments to the
NLRA to require secret ballot

elections on representation,
calling, maintaining or
resuming a strike.

“In the long run’ the

statement concludes, ‘‘a 12 bor
movement based upon the free
choice of individual workers,
rather than on coercion, will be
a stronger labor movement,
since it will benefit from the
support of members who
believe in it and want to see it
succeed in their own interest
and in the best interests of the
public as a whole.”

Washington, D.C.-Pinball
machine addicts are much more
interesting to watch than the
machine itself. The gyrations
some players exhibit show more
movement than Elvis Presley or
an accomplished ballerina.

Some players of the pinball
machine rach the point of not
only shakint is but finally, in
anger, kick or turn it over. That
feeling must enter the minds of
slot machine players who fail to
get up three plums or even two
cherries.

Now, However, as reported in
the American Bar Jouranl, a
recent ruling by the National
Labor Relations Board has
established a new legal test for
the abust of vending machines.
The ruling grants union
members the same privilege as
non-union members to swear at,
punch, kick or malfunction a
vending machine. The legal
case did place some limits. The
board found t(hat, in the
particular casc, swearing at,
banging and kicking have some
limits. It scems it grants two
kicks resulting in a dent
between two and ten inches.
The particular case grew out of
the fact that a company fired
an cmployce for assaulting a
machinc. The Board rc-instated
him with back pay. The Board
said that to do violence to a soda

machinc in the way this
cmployce did was
“‘common-place.”’

Noting that several other

employees testified that they
had kicked and jostled the
machine or had scen others do
so, caused the Board to say that
in the particular plant as
clsewhere, it is commonplace
for human beings to bang or
kick a machine which does not
decliver promised goods. While
finding two kicks and a dent
justifiable outrage against the
moncy-cating machine, the
Board was silent on whether
three kicks. or even going as far
as pulling the plug, would be
abnormal or cxcessive. It is
assumed that the *‘rcasonable’™
person will have to decide that.

Time For Fall Gardens

During the sweltering
summer heat is the right time
to start thinking about a fall
vegetable garden, points out a
horticulturist with the Texas

Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. Fall gardens often
produce better quality

vegetables than spring gardens
because the crops mature as
the days begin to get cooler.

The big problem is getting the
seed to germinate during hot
weather. Soak the seed over-
night and water seed furrows
before plainting. Then cover
the seed with a light layer of
compost, potting soil or ver-
miculite. Protect young
seedlings from the sun with
boards or a draped cloth.

Early Admissions Set At HPU

Howard Payne University
will continue its early ad-
missions program for high
school juniors and seniors this
fall, according to Dr. Roger L.
Brooks, president.

“Many students have
demonstrated an ability and a
desire to perform at the college
level before high school
graduation,”” he said. “In
recognition of these students,
Howard Payne offers two
‘early admissions’ programs
whereby these students may
begin their college program
before graduation.”

High school seniors lacking
fewer than four credits for
graduation may register for
two academic courses or seven
hours at the university after
they complete the necessary
forms and provide a high school
transcript. Each student must
be recommended by his high
school principal.

A transcript of college work
will not be established until
high school graduation is
verified by transcript and all
admission requirements met.
The student may then continue
his college work at HPU or
have a record of his work
transferred to another college.

A high school junior will be
accepted in the summer prior
to his senior year in high school
after completing the necessary
forms. He must submit a
verification that he has com-
pleted his junior year suc-
cessfully and will be a senior
when the regular term begins.
Juniors must also be recom-
mended by their high school

principal.

A transcript of college work
will be established after high
school graduation.

Under the early admissions
program, students may take
many of the introductory fresh-
man level courses offered at
the university.
