ably large tax bill. Musgrove
said that predictions are that
another tax bill, estimated to
run as high as $400 million,
would face the next regular
session of the Texas Legisla-
ture in 1971. “The invaluable
experience I gained In sev-
eral of the roughest sessions
in Texas history will better
enable me to work towards
trimming wasteful state spen-
ding and in likewise reducing
the corresponding tax de-
mands,” Musgrove stated.

Musgrove, who just comple-
ted his third pear in the Leg-
islature, commented that he
has had two hard-fought pri-
mary election campaigns, his
first one requiring a run-off
election, and that the frequent
and costly campaigns consume
a pgreat portion of the two-
year term of the office hold-
er. Musgrove was elected for
a second term by the largest
vote margin in the history of
the legislative with approxi-
mately 80 percent of the to-
tal votes cast in the predom-
inately conservative district.

During his first term in of-
fice Musgrove gained the
State’'s attention when he
launched a statewide investi-
gation into the growing drug
abuse problem. He later suc-
cessfully sponsored legislation
that provided Texas with
some of the strictest, most
comprehensive dangerous
drug laws in the U. S.
