School Related Laws Noted

Gene Hicks, Con-
stable in Rising Star,
notes that students and
their parents need to
be aware of two state
laws which are
reprinted here.

“4.23. Loitering on
School Property

(a) Any person
loitering upon school
property after bing
warned to leave by the
person in charge shall
be guilty of a misde-
meanor and upon con-
viction shall be fined
not less than $25.00 nor
more than $200.00.

“(b) School property
for the purposed of this
Act shall include the
grounds of any public
school and any
grounds or buildings
used for school spon-
sored assemblies or for

activities.”
“4.25. Thwarting Com-
pulsory Attendance
Law

(a) If any parent or
person standing in
parental relation to a
child, within the com-
pulsory school atten-
dance ages and not
lawfully exempt or
properly excused from
school attendance,
fails to require such
child to attend school
for such periods as re-
quired by law, it shall
be the duty of the pro-
per attendance officer
to warn, in writing, the
parent or person stan-
ding in parental rela-
tion that the atten-
dance must be im-
mediately required. If

year audit of the book-
keeping records. The
1981 and 1982 audits
were not approved by
Farmers Home Ad-
ministration and no ac-
ceptable budget was
presented for fiscal
year 1983, which will
end June 30, 1983.

FmHA represen-
tative Charles Taylor
met with the council,
telling them, “I'm
down here to help
you.”

Although a portion of
the bond payment to
FmHA was late, it has
been made and the city
is in arrears for only 38
cents. When the city
borrowed money from
FmHA to finance the
sewer system in 1979
and again in 1980 to
finance the gas and
water systems, the city
was required to pass
bond ordinances.
Those ordinances

made it illegal to
transfer funds from
the utilities fund to any
other city fund.

FmHA realizes what
happened during the
former administration
of the city, Taylor said,
but ‘“we don’t condone
juggling accounts to
keep the city afloat.”

FmHA does not want
that practice to be
followed in the future.
When expenses are
greater than income,
there are two choices,
Taylor said; cut ex-
penses or raise rates to
increase income.

Due to the council
meeting lasting to a
late hour and the fact
that it was held past
the 4 p.m. Tuesday
deadline of the
newspaper, other
business under discus-
sion will be published
in the May 26 edition of
The Rising Star.
