Lela Weaver Clark

It is a well known fact that 

there is a certain indefinable 
quality within the makeup of 
a native Texas. Ineffable 
though it may be, 'tat 
quality is often recogniz 	to 
be present. So there 
"special something" 
about Lela Clark, who is a 
native daughter of Texas-- 
and of Rising STar--and 
proud of it! Her grand-
parents, from both sides of 
her family, rode by covered 
wagons into this area. They 
became some of the first 
settlers, here, migrating 
from Arkansas and Georgia. 
Lela's mother passed away 

when Lela was a child of ten 
years. From that time, until 
her marriage, she made her 
home with two uncles in 
Paint Rock, Texas, and with 
grandparents in Rising Star. 
It was the beginning of the 

First World War, that Lela 
Weaver became the bride of 
Lee Clark. Throughout their 
years together, he often 
quipped, teasingly, — Of 
course, you married me for 
my money! You knew I had 
that forty dollars!" In all 
seriousness, that was, in 
those days, a goodly sum of 
money, with which to begin a 
life of wedded bliss. 
They set up house keeping, 

with their first furniture con-
sisting of a matching daven-
port and chair, a library 
table, an iron bedstead, a 
dresser, a wood-burning 
cooking range, a kitchen 
cabinet, and a table. For this 
housekeeping equipment, 
they paid the handsome sum 
of eighty dollars. 
Since the young couple was 

farming, Lee did not have to 
go into the service of his 
country, during the war. But, 

. they were required to 
produce as much food and 
fiber per acre as possible. 
Their main crops were cotton 
and corn; Lee decided to 
plant 100 acres of corn. It 
was Lela's idea for her 
husband to lay off the rows, 
then she would plant. He 
made the rows with a cultiva- 
tor, drawn by two horses; she 
followed with a two-row 
planter, a piece of equipment 
of which they were extremely 
proud. Just think! Planting 
two rows of corn at one time! 
That year, it rained every 
Saturday night, but, it then 
became dry enough to plow 
on Monday. They produced a 
bumper crop of corn, and 
sold it for a dollar a bushel. 
Into the family, was one 

child, Lenell, now Mrs. Glen 
Henry. The family stayed on 
the farm until Lenell was old 
enough to attend school, 
when they moved to Rising 
Star, nearer the school 
house. Soon thereafter. Lee 
was offered a job with 
Phillips Petrolium Co., with 
a salary of $130.00 a month-- 
an offer too good to turn 
down. They moved to 
Pioneer, a thriving town of 
several hundred people. It 
boasted of having a hotel, a 
gasoline plant, two carbon 
black plants, and a number 
of other business establish. 
ments. Many acres were 
densely covered with oil 
derricks, reminders of the 
great boom town it had been,

just prior to that time. 
By way of description of 

that boom town: At the time 
of its "boom", Pioneer was a 
large city of around 10.000 
people. Throughout history, 
when a discovery is made, in 
a certain region, of gold, oil. 
or other minerals of great 
value, the very discovery acts 
as a magnet, drawing people 
from every direction. There 
was a sudden influx of 
people; swiftly constructed 
businesses sprang up. and 
fortune seekers endured the 
post primitive of circum-
stances. They lived in 
shacks, tents--even under- 
neath a wagon. Each person 
had the same hope as all the 
others: to "strike it rich". 
Most were attracted by the 
possibility of good paying 
jobs ip the oil fields. Unfor-
tunately, there were others 
who moved amongst the sea 
of peoples, to make their own 
gains, at the expense of 
others. These unscrupulous 
persons included some con-
artists, gamblers, and pick-
pockets--plus those who were 
outright thieves. This is a 
word picture of many a boom 
town; no doubt, that one at 
Pioneer. Texas, was some- 
what similar. 
All equipment, supplies and 

tools were brought in by 
wagons, drawn through the 
unpaved streets by teams of 
four or six plodding horses. 
Hence, mud and muck was 
usually ankle-to-knee deep 
in the streets. Walk ways 
were provided, at such time, 
by laying of wide boards 
across the muddy ruts, thus 
providing a somewhat better 
way for milady to cross the 
streets, with less harm done 
to her slippers and frock. 
Lee and Lela bought their 

first car in the year 1918--a 
model T Ford, for which they 
paid $750,00. Lela learned to 
drive the day they bought it, 
and has been driving ever 
since. She adds, "I have 
never been as proud of any 
car asi was of that one." 
With the approach of the 

depression, many men lost 
their jobs. while others were 
transferred to distant places. 
Lee could have gone to St. 
Louis. but their roots were 
deep in Texas soil, They 
returned to farming in Rising 
Star; that was their last 
move, for Lela still makes her 
home here. 
Lee set forty acres in peach 

trees, which proved profit-
able for the family. As time 
went on, he added the grow-
ing of watermelons. By then, 
tractors had taken the place 
of the horse-drawn vehicles. 
Lela tells this amusing story 

of the Depression Days. "So 
many people were without 
work, jobs were created. 
through the government--
called W.P.A. The market 
building, the ball park and 
the fence were built with 
W.P.A. funds. A cannery 
was set up in City Hall, 
giving a number of women 
work. Anyone could take 
whatever they wanted 
canned, the Cannery 
furnished the cans and kept 
40 percent, giving the grower 
60 percent. I decided we 
should take some corn and 
have hominy made. Lee 
didn't approve, at first, but, I 
talked him into it. We shelled 
the corn and took it down; 
when we went back for our 
hominy, we had SS cans! We 

Pay Utility Bills Rowena Chambers, Tax-
Assessor Collector has an-
nounced that residential 
homestead exemptions are 
now available to Rising Star 
Indpendent School District 
homeowners. This provision 
whereby all homeowners, 
regardless of age would 
receive a homestead 
exemption of $5000.00 of the 
market value of their 
property for school tax 
purposes.

First, we must ask for 
the money by voting revenue 
bonds in the amount we need 
to solve our problems. 
Do not become frightened 

by the word, Bond, and 
assume your taxes will be 
raised. The following infor-
mation was taken from a 
book for general law cities. 
Revenue bond financing is 

used primarily in the financ-
ing of municipal utilities.

Revenue 
bonds do not have a claim on 
the tax base of a city. 
We get the money to solve 

our problems by selling the 
bonds voted in to a federal 
agency that loans money at S 
percent to 6 percent interest 
to be payed back over a 
period of 40 years. 
Each problem must be 

evaluated by a qualified 
engineering firm as to need, 
cost, materials and installa-
tion, prior to letting of con-
tract to perform work. 
Contractor -to perform wrk 

work must be bonded. 
Bonded means an insurance 
contract by which a bonding 
agency guarantees payment 
of a specified sum to an 
employer (THE CITY) in 
event of a financial loss 
caused him by the act of a 
specified employee (THE 
CONTRACTOR) or by some 
contingency over which the 
Payee (CONTRACTOR) has 
no control. This means no 
loss to the city (THE 
CITIZENS). 
The elected officials have 

moved this program as far as 
they are allowed by law. 
They must now receive our 
help if we are to get what we 
all agree that we need done. 
The city acting as a city has 
very little power. The power 
to get things done comes 
only from the citizens within 
it. 
NO VOTE--means we will 

have no money available to 
eliminate our problems. The 
problems will only worsen,

The city tax had 
previously been paid by the 
Company out of its local 
service revenues. 
In a recent rate order to 

Continental, the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas 
directed that any local 
franchise or street use tax 
paid by the Company be 
broken out from local service 
charges and passed on to 
customers receiving service 
in the taxing jurisdictions. 
The firm complied with this 
order in local rate adjust-
ments placed into effect last 
summer, but held off billing 
the tax until certain 
questions were resolved and 
city councils notified of the 
change. 
The 	Commission 

determined that telephone 
users should be aware of the 
tax impact on their phone 
bills. Only customers within 
a taxing jurisdiction will be 
liable for the tax. The ruling 
exempts 	telephone 
customers in rural areas and 
those in cities levying no 
franchise tax. 
"On the brighter side," 

said Armstrong. "we are 
pleased that the federal 
excise tax on both local and 
long distance service has 
been reduced from four per-
cent to three percent." For 
many customers the 
reduction in federal tax will 
offset the added local tax. In 
both cases the telephone 
company serves only as the 
tax collector and regularly 
forwards the tax receipts to 
the appropriate government 
body. 

Beef Supplies To 

Increase, Then Drop 

COLLEGE STATION--If the 
current cattle feeding situa-
tion runs true to form, there 
will be a brief increase in 
marketings which will boost 
beef supplies, followed by a 
slowdown through the 
middle of the year. 
The number of cattle on 

teed is the highest since 
January 1974, with the 
exception of last year, points 
out Dr. Ed Uvacek, a live-
stock marketing specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Also, 
there were more cattle in the 
heavier weight classes (900 
pounds or more) on Jan. 1, 
1979. 
In the January-March 

period of this year, Uvacek 
expects about 6.9 million 
head of feedlot cattle to be 
marketed. Even though this 
is only a 2 percent increase 
over last year, it is the 
highest level of marketing 
since the third quarter of 
1972. 
Since slaughter levels have 

been low during January. the 
bulk of the fed cattle market-
ings are still to come. On the 
basis of marketing intentions 
plus weight information, 
Uvacek believes this will take 
place within the next few 
weeks. 
Lower feeder cattle 

supplies or their high price 
levels, discouraged feedlot 
operators from replacing 

cattle during the Octot.ct-
December period last year. 
Since "other disapperance" 
was up 36 percent, net 
placements were down even 
more, Uvacek says. 
smaller number of caul( 

placed on feed should insure 
light supplies of fed beef in 
the spring and summer 
months. 
In the April-June period, 

fed cattle marketings should 
be close to the six million 
head level, Uvacek projects. 
That figure would be down 
about nine percent from 1978 
and just slightly under the 
'77 level. 
The marketing specialist 

says price weaknesses, from 
a supply standpoints, may 
result at first. But he adds. 
that prices for fed cattle will 
resume their strength during 
the April-June period. Of 
course, price gains may he 
limited by larger pork. 
broiler and turkey supplies 
due in the spring. By then, 
total red meat and poultry 
production could be as great 
as a year ago, Uvacek con-
chides.

If only one spouse's number 
is shown, the other number 
should be placed on the label, 
according to the IRS. Tax-

THE INDEX  ON 

In the case of either meter, the face of each dial divides into ten equal divisions. So, the dial 
labeled 1,000 cu. ft., from 0 to 0, would read as each division being 100 cu. ft. As the index 
hand travels over a full cycle of a dial an automatic increase of one division is recorded on the 
dial to the immediate left. Example: 1,000 cu. ft. has passed through the meter, the 1,000 
cu. ft. dial would have moved the full cycle from 0 to 0 and the 10,000 cu. ft. dial would move 
from 0 to 1. 

If an index hand is between figures, the lesser figure is taken. If the index hand is very close to 
a figure, check the next dial to the right . . if that dial shows its index hand has passed zero, 
take the higher figure on the dial you were reading, For the purpose of reading either meter, 
only those dials discussed need be monitored.
